DR. TALMAGE’S SERMON, AUG. 28T

Tre HAMPTONS, August 28.—“Woman’s
Opportunity’’ was the subject of discourse
by the Rev. T. De Witt Talmage, D. D.,
to-day; and his text, “So God created man
in His own image,in the image of God creat-
ed:He him ; male and female created He
them.” Genesis i:27. Following is the
sermon in full :—

In other words, God, who can make no
mistake, made man and woman for*a speci-
fic work, and to move in.particular spheres
—man to be regnantin his realm ; woman
to be dominant in hers. The boundary
line between Italy and  Switzerland, be-
tween England and Scotland, is pot more
thoroughly marked than this distinction
between the empire. masculine and the em-
pire feminine. So entirely dissimilar are
the fields to which God called them, that
you can no more compare them than you
can oxygen and hydrogen, water and grass,
trees and stars. |

A1l this talk about the superiority of one
sex to the other sex is an everlasting waste
of ink and speech. A jeweller may have a
scale so delicate that he can weigh the dust
of diamonds; but where are the scales so
delicate that you can weigh in them affec-
tion against affection, sentiment against
sentiment, thought against thought, soul
against soul, a man’s world against a
woman’s world ? You come out with your
stereotyped remark, the man is superior to
woman in intellect ; and then I open on
my desk the swarthy, iron-typed, thunder-
bolted writings of Harriet Martinean, and
Elizabeth Browning, and George Eliot.—
You come on with your stereotyped remark
about woman’s superiority to man in the
item of affection ; but I ask you where was
there more capacity to love than in "John
the disciple, and Robert MecCheyne the
Scotchman, and John Summerfield the
Methodist; and Henry Martin the mission-
ary? The heart of those men was so large
that, after you had rolled into it two hemis-
pheres, there was room still left to marshal
the hosts of heaven and set up the throne
of the eternal Jehovah. I decy to man the
throne intellectual. I deny to woman the
throne affectional. No human phraseology
will ever define the spheres, while there is
an intuition by which we “know when a
man is in his realm and when a woman is
in her realm, and when either of them is
out of it. No bungling Legislature ought
to attempt to make a definition, or to say:
“This is the line and that is the line.” My
theory is that if a woman wants to vote,
she ought to vote, and that if a man wants
to embroider and keep house, he ought to
be allowed to embroider and keep house.—
There are masculine women and there are
effeminate men. My theory is, that you
have no right to interfere with any one’s
doing anything that is righteous. Albany
and Washington might as well decree by
legislation how high a brown thrasher
should fly, or how deep a trout should
plunge, as to try to seek cut the height or
the depth of woman’s duty. The question
of capacity will settle finally the whole
question, the whole subject. When a
woman is prepared to preach, she will
preach, and neither Conference or Presby-
tery can hinder- her. When a woman is
prepared to move in highest commercial
spheres she will have great influence on
the Exchange, and no*boards of trade can
hinder her. I want woman to understand
that heart and brain can overfly any bar-
rier that politicians may set up, and that
nothing can keep her back or keep her
down but the question of incapacity.

There are women, I know, of most unde-
sirable nature, who wander up and dowi
the country-—having no homes of their
own, or forsaking their own homes—talk-
ing about their rights; and we know very
well that they themselves are fit neither to
vote, nor fit to keep house. Their mission
seems to be to humiliate the two sexes at
tke thought of what any one of us might
become. No one would want to live under
the laws that such women would enact, or
to have cast upon society the children that
such women would raise. But I shall show
you this morning that the best rights that
women can own, she already has in her
possession ; that her position in this coun-
try at this time is not one of commiseration,
but one of congratulation ; that the grand-
eur and power of her realm havé never yet
been appreciated ; that she sits to-day on a
throne £o high that all the thrones of earth
piled on top of each other would not make
for her a footstool. Here is the platform
on which she stands. Away down bhelow
it are the ballot-box and the congressional
assemblage and the legislative hall.—
Woman always has voted and always will
vote. Our great-grandfathers thought they
were by their votes putting Washington
into the presidential chair. No. His
mother, by the principles she taught him,
and by the babits she inculcated, made
him President. It was a ‘Christian mother’s
hand dropping the ballot when Lord Bacon
wrote, and Newton philosophized, and
Alfred the Great governed, and Jonathan
Edwards thundered-of judgment to come.
How many men there have been in high
political station, who would have been in-
sufficient to stand the test to which their
moral principal was put had it not been for
a wife’s voice:that encouraged them to do
right, and a wife’s prayer that sounded
louder than the clainor of partisanship !
Why, my friends, the right of suffrage, as
we men exercise it, scems to be a feeble
thing. You, a Christian man, d¥me up to
the ballot-box and you drop your vote.—
Right after you comes a libertine, or a sot
—the offscouring of the street—and he
drops his vote; and his vote counteracts
yours. But ifin the quiet of home-life a
daughter by her Christian demeanor, a wife
by her industry, a mother by her faithful-
ness, casts a vote in the right direction,
then nothing can resist it, and the influénce
of that vote will throb shrough the eterni-
ties.

My chief anxiety then is not that woman
have other rights accorded her, but that
she, by the grace of God, rise up to the
appreciation of the glerious rights she al-
ready possesses. This morning T shall
only have time to speak of one grand and
all-absorbing right that every woman has,
and that is to make home happy. That
realm no one has ever disputed with her.—
Men may come horne at noon or at night,
and they tarry a comparatively little while;
but she, all day long, governs it, beautifies
it, sanctifies it. It is within her power to
make it the most attractive place on earth.
It is the only calm harbor in this world.—
You know as well as I do that this outside
world and the business world is a long
scene of jostle and contention. The man
who has a dollar struggles to keep it ; the
man who has it not struggles to get it.—
Prices up; prices down. Losses. Gains.
Misrepresentations. Gougings. Under-
selling. Buyers depreciating; salesmen ex-
aggerating, Tenants seeking less rent;
landlords demanding more. Gold fidgetty.
Struggles about office. Men who are try-
ing to keep in ; men out trying to get in.—
Slips. Tumbles. Defalcations. Panics.—
Catastrophes. O woman ! thank God you
have a home,- and that you may be queen
in it. Better be there than wear Victorials
coronet. Better be there than carry the

| purse of a princess. Your abode may be

humble, but you can, by your faith in God»
and your cheerfulness of demeanor, gild it
with splendors such as an upholsterer’s hand
never yet kindled, There are abodes in the
city—humble, two-stories ; four plain, un-
papered rooms ; undesirable neighborhood;
and yet there is a man here this morning
who would die on that threshold rath-
er than surrender it. Why ? It is home.

Whenever he thinks of it he sees angels of
God hovering around it. The ladders of
heaven are let down to that house. Over
the child’s rough crib there are the chant-
ings of angels as those that broke over
Beghlehem. It is home. These children
may como up after awhile, and they may
win high positions, and they may have an

affluent residence ; but they will not until
their dying day forget that humble roof
under which their father rested, and their
mother sang, and their sisters played. O,

if you would gatherup all tender memories,

all the lights and shades .5f the heart, all

banqueting and reunions, all filial, frater-

nal, paternal and conjugal affettions, and

you had only just four letters with

which to spell out that height and depth,

and length and breadth. and magnitude,

and eternity of meaning, you would with

streaming eyes and trembling voice, and

agitatedrhand, write'it in those four living
capitals, HOME.

‘What right does woman want that is
grander than to be queen in such a realm?
Why, the eaglesof heaven cannot fly across
that dominion. Horses, panting and with
lathered flanks, are not swift enough to run
to the outpost of that realm. They say that
the sun never sets upon the English empire}]
bnt I have to tell you that on this realm of
woman’s influence, eternity never marks
any bound. Isabella fled from the Spanish
throne, pursued by the nation’s anathema;
but she who 18 queen in 2 home will never
lose her throne, and- death itself will only
tl;).e the annexation of heavenly principali-

ies.
When you want to get your grandest idea
of a'queen, you do not think -of Catharine

_of Rnssia, or of Anne of England, or Mari®

Theresa of Germany; but when you want to

of the plain woman who sat opposite your
father at the table, or walked with him
arm-in-arm dowh life’s pathway—some-
times to the thanksgiving banquet, some-
times to the grave, but always together—
soothing your pefty griefs, correcting your
childish waywardness, joining in your in-
fantile sports, listening to your evening
prayers, toiling for you with needle or at
the spinning-wheel, and on ‘cold nights
wrapping you up snug and warm. And
then at last on that day when she lay in the
back room dying, and you saw her take those
thin hands with whigh she toiled for you so
long, and put them together in a dying
prayer that commended you tothe God
whom she had taught you to trust—O, she
was, the queen! The chariots of God came
down to fetch her; and as she went in all
heaven rose up. You cannot think of her
now without a rush of tenderness that stirs
the deep foundations of your soul, and you
feel as much a child again as when you cried
on her lap; and if you could bring her back
again to speak just once more your name,
as tenderly as she used to speak it, you
would be willing to throw yourself on the
ground® and kiss the sod that covers her,
crying ¢““Mother, mother!” ‘‘Ah! she was
the queen—she was the queen. Now, can
you tell me how many thousand miles a
womau like that would have to travel down
before she got to tbc ballot-box ? Com-
pared with this work of training kings and
queens for God and eternity, how insignifi-
cant seems all this work of voting for alder-
men and common councilmen, and sheriffs
and constables, and mayors, and presidents.
To make one such grand woman as I have
described how many thousands would you
want of those people who go in the round
of godlessness, and fashion, and dissipation,
distorting their bodies until in their mon-
strosities they seem to outdo the dromedary
and hippopotamus! going as far toward dis-
graceful apparel as they dare go, so as not
to be arrested by the police—their behavior
a sorrow to the good and a caricature of the
vicious, and an iusult to that God who made
them women and not gorgons; and tramp-
ling on, down through a frivolous and dissi-
pated life to temporal and eternal damna-
tion.

0, woman, with the lightning of your
soul, strike dead at your feet all these allure-
ments to dissipation and to fashion. Your
immortak goul cannot be fed upon such gar--
bage. God calls you up to empire and do-
minion. Will you bave it? O, give to
God your heart; give to God your best en-
ergies; give to God all your culture; give to
G od all your refinement; give yourself to
Him, for this world and the next. Soon all
these bright eyes will be quenched, and
these voices will be hushed. For the last
time.you will look gpon this fair earth.—
Father’s hand, mother’s hand, sister’s
hand, child’s hand will be no more in yours.
I will be night, and there will come up a
cold wind from the Jordan, and you must
start. Will it be a looe woman on #%rack-
less moor ? Ah! no, Jesus will come up in
that hour and offer His hand, and He will
say, ‘“You stood by Me when you were well;
now I will not desert yon when you are
sick.”” One wave of His hand and the storm
will drop; and another wave of His hand,
and midnight “shall break into midnoon;
and another wave of His hand, and the
chamterlains of God will come down from

lustrous, blood-washed and heaven-glinted,
in which you will array yourself for the
marriage supper of the Lamb. Aund then
with Miriam, who struck the tipbrel of the
Red Sea, and with Deborab, who led the
Lord’s hest into the fight; and with Hap-
nah, who gave her Samuel to the Lord; and
with Mary, who rocked Jesus to sleep while
there were angels singing. in the fair; and
with Florence Nightingale, who bound up
the battle-wounds of the Crimea, you will,
from the chalice of God, drink to the soul’s
eternal rescue.

One twilight, after I had been playing
with the children for some time, I laid down
on the lounge to rest. - The children said
play more. The children always want to
play more. And half asleep aad half awake,
I seemed to dream this dream: It seemed
to me that I was in a far-distant land—not
Persia, although more than Oriental luxuri-
ance crowned the cities; nor the tropics, al-
though more than tropical fraitfulness filled
the gardens; nor Italy, although more than
Italian softness filled the air.

But after a while when they
clapped their hands, and shouted: ‘“Wel-
come ! welcome !’’ the mystery was golved,
and I saw that time had passed, and that
eternity bad come, and that God had gath-
ered us up into a higher home; and I said:
“Are we all here?’’ and the voices of in-

numerable generations answered : “All

get your grandest idea of a queen you think o

the treasure-houses of heaven with robes ed

here;”’ and while"tears of gladness were
raining 'down our cheeks, and the branches
of the Lebanon cedars were clapping their
hands, and the towers of the city were
chiming their welcome, we began to laugh,
and sing, and leap, and shout: ‘‘Home !—
‘Home ! Home |’

Then I felt a child’s hand on my face,
and it woke me. The children wanted to
play more. Children always want to play
more.

THE WRATHER AND THE CROPS.— Wash-
ington, Aug. 28.—Reports indicate that the
rains' during the past and previous weeks
have doubtless proved favorable for grow-
ing crops in the corn regions, although in
the principal corn-producing States the
yield of this crop will doubtless be materi-
ally reduced, owing to the drought. Re-
ports from the cotton regions show that the
harvesting of that crop is in progress, but
that the yield has been slightly reduced,
owing to the deficienoy of rainfall.” During
the week the weather has been especially
favorable for pasture and late-planted pota-
toes in the Middle Atlantic States and in
the Northwest. Reports from Ergland in-
dicate that the weather has been unfavor-
able to growing crops, espeeially to tobacco
and potatoes, owing to an excess of rainfall.
Frosts occurred during the week as far
south as Central Minnesota, but as yet have
eaused no material injury to the crops.

A BATTLE WITH THE UTES.—From the
rews published this morning from Colorado
it appears that there has been sharp fight-
ing between Sheriff Kendall’s posse, large-
ly composed of the cow element, and
the Utes, under Colorow. If is difficult as
yet to get at the precise facts which led to
the outbreak, but-as far as they are known
the origin of it ardse from the attempt of
Sheriff Kendall to serve a warrant on two
Ute Indians, who were charged with steal-
ing horses, and who resisted arrest. There
were hopes that the matter would admit of
a peaceful settlement, - but while Gov.
Adams was on his way to meet Gen. Crook,
who had been deputed to assist at a con-
ference with Colorow, it appears that Ken-
dall had encountered the Utes in a canyon
between the mountains and that a desper-
ate fight had ensued, which resulted in kill-
ing one man of Kendall’s force and wound-
ing four others—one of the latter mortally.
Several Indians are reported to have also
been killed. After the fight had been kept
up in a desultory way until late in the
night, the Indians are said to have retreat=
ed into the timber. Colorow is reported
to have with him seven hundred men,
whlch, if true, shows that he must have
been largely reinforced from other tribes.
1t is noteworthy, however, as an indication
that Colorow did not want to proceed to
extremities, that notwithstanding the alarm
his movements had created at Meeker and
other exposed points, he had, up to the
time of the battle, committed no depreda-
tions upon the outlying settlements. What
the effect of the fight may be upon his fu- *
ture course no one can yet say. If mes-
sengers from the Governor and Gen. Crook
can reach him, it is possible that he may
consent to meet them, provided Kendall
and the men who are with him" can be re-
strained in the meantime from taking fur-
‘ther action. The call upon the government
to order the United States troops to take
the field agaiqft Colorow was very proper-
ly declined. The act of 1878 prohibits, un-
der a heavy penalty, the employment of
any part of the army to act as the sheriff’s
posse, except in cases specifically author-
ized, and none of these speeial circumstan-
ces had occurred. It is the duty of a State
to suppress insurrection within its borders,
and there has been nothing thus far to war-
rant the belief that such an insurrection
exists in Colorado as is beyond the ability
of the forces of the State to cope with.
That it may now acquire unexpected pro-
portions is possible, especially as the blood
of the frontiersmen is up, and the cowboys,
if their reputation does not belie them, are
always eager for u fight. Moreover, the |
Ute reservation is said to be coveted by the
cattle companies, but with how much truth |
we do not pretend to say, The ordering of
so brave and cool and yet so discreet a'sol-
dier as Gen. Crook to join Gov. Adams and
endeavor to bring about a peaceful settle-
ment of the difficulty was in any event a
wise act on the part of the government,and
it is sincerely to be hoped that the joint
mission will yet be successful.—Balt. Sun,
Aug. 29th.

wittingly selecs the same plat used by
Indians is, to say the least, a remarkabl
coincidence.— Greenbrier (W. Va.)
