COTTON AND CORN—BOOM FOR THE
SouTH.—Unless serious disasters overtake
it during the picking seasonm, says the
Lnychburg Virginian, the cotton crop of
this year will be the largest ever raised.—
This in itself means a continued boom for
the South, but in addition to this bz.a.sis of
prosperity, the Southern corn-crop 1s ale?
the largest ever raised. According to esti-
mates derived from the government reports
the yield of corn in the South this year will
be 535,000,000 bushels, which will be an
increase as compared with 1834 of 107,000,-
000 bushels ; as compared with 1885, of
70,000,000 bushels, and as compared with
1886, of 54,000,000 bushels. Commenting
upon this the Baltimore Manufacturer’s
Record says: “This alone would vastly
improve the condition of the Southern
farmers, as the great drawback tg their
prosperity heretofore has been their de-
pendence for corn and bacon upon the
West. This year the South will be nearly
self-supporting in the matter of corn, and
millions of dollars that have beén paid for
‘Western corn and provisions will be saved.
In many counties the farmers have raised
not only eneugh corn for a year’s consump-
tion, but will, it iz claimed, have sufficient
to supply their wants for two years. As
our reports -show, there are many places
where the yield will run from 50 to 100 per
cent. over the crop of 1886, but a conserva-
tive estimate based on official reports places
the aggregate for the whole South at about
54,000,000 bushels over last year’s crop
with the probability of the final returns
showing a somewhat larger excess.”

TaE Iowa DEMocrATS,—The Iowa Stafe

A GREAT INCrREASE.—The total ship-
ments of bituminous coal over the Norfolk
and Western Raiiroad for the year up to
August 20 were 714,647 tons, against 521,-
509 tons at the same time last year, an in-
crease of 193,138 tons. This is at the rate
of over 1,200,000 tons & year. When it is
remembered that the Pocahontas coal mines
were cpened only a few years ago, it will
be seen how rapidly Southwestern Virginia
is becoming an important factor in the

bituminous coal output.

A DETAILED .STATEMENT oF HIS VOTES

The Richmond Staté of August 30th pub-
lished in fall a detailed statement by Hon.
Charles T. O’Ferrall of the votes of Mahone
and his failures to vote on all the impor-
tant questions which materially affect the
interests of the people that were considered
in the 49th Congress, not having had the
time to give his record in the 47th and 48th
Congresses. His review of Mahone’s re-

GOV. LEE ON MAHONE.

HE SPBAES PLAINLY ABOUT THE ABSURD
CHARGES AGAINST HIM.,

[Staff Correspondence of the Disp atch.]
WHITE SULPHUR SPRINGS,
August 31st, 1887,

Seeing Governor Lee alone on the porch
1thought it a good opportunity to ask about
the axfdreas recently published over the
signature of General Mahone. My idea was
to draw the Governor out as to those para-
graphs which referred to him, and I found
that with his usual frankness and manli-
ness he had no objection to allowing the
public to hear from him. .
Said he: “In the administration of the af-
fairs of the State for a year and a half, with
vigilant opponents watching every act and
speech, personal and official, they have only
been able to make four acousations against
me.”’

THE CHARGES,
““What are they ?”’ was mildly asked.
‘Why, said the Governor, one, that 1 fail.
ed to appear at a public meeting, pleading
an official engagement, but instead went to
the Theatre “‘with boon companions’; sec-
ond, that I went to Washingtop in the
midst of the debt settlement and-acted as a
judge in a horse race; third, that I had an
elevator constructed in the Capitol for my

State boards to reward ‘‘broken-down mili-
tary men” and “incapable aristocrats,’”” and
in notable instances for my own personal
and political ends. : .
THE ANSWER.

<‘And what answer have you to make to
these allegations, Governor 2"’
““The first charge is false. 1 had,” said
he, ‘3 private engagement which prevent-
ed me from attending the meeting, and I
did not go to the Theatre with ‘boon com-
panions;’ though I have no objection to go-
ing to the Theatre or anywhere else with
‘boon companions.’
And about the meeting ?
I promised to attend and speak at a gen-
eral meeting-of the citizens of Richmond to
be called for the purpose of recommending
that the people pay their taxes in money
and not in coupons, and would have done
so had such a meeting been convened.
The representatives of the Ehglish bond-
holders, the Governor continued, were in
Richmond zeveral weeks, and during that
time I was in Washington parts of two days
on some official business connected with the
departments. It is true that I went with
some friends to the race-course and was in- 2
vited to the judges’ stand, but left,however,
before the racing was over. If there is any
offence in that, let them make the most of
it. Unfortunately for the accusation, so
far as the debt settlement is concerned
nothing was being dene at the time, because
the foreign representatives were awaiting
further jinstructions from England, their
propositions having Leen rejected.

THE CAPITOL ELEVATOR,
As to the elevator: Both political parties
favored it—some of the mest prominent Re-
publican members of the Legislature were
active in support of the measure. I, said
the Govarpor, go to my office in the Capi-
tol in the morning aad yeiurn to my home
in the afternoon, and so far as I aw person-
aliy concerned I find no trouble in ascend-
ing the steps. I can’t say, however, how
long my present physical condition will
last, but certginly, at present, I find no dif-
ficu Ity in going up the steps onge in twen-
ty-four hours. So what is there in all that§
‘““But, anyhow, wasn’t the Capitol eleva-
tor a good financial investment?”’ queried
the correspondent.

‘‘Undoubtedly,” answered the Governor.
“‘Apart from its great public convenience,
the construction of the elevator in the Capi-
tol gives the State three additional rooms
in the hujlding for its offices, and thereby
saves the expense greyiously incurred by the
St]a!:e in renting offices outside of the Capi-
tol.”’

THE APPOINTING POWER.

““The last accusation,’’ said the Governor,

ing power in ftate hoards, and I pronounce
the statement malicicusly fzlgo—manufac-
tured to give vent to petty, nnwertby peg-
sonal feelings.”

Point, and was an officer of the United
Statesarmy, which position he resigned to
help bis native State in her great struggles.
He rose to the rgnk of major-general in the
Confederate service, and for his service in
both armies has a regord for gapasity, gal-
lantry, and soldierly conduet.
It is difficult to see how the Governor
could serve his political or personal ends in
appointing State boards as he has two and
a balf years of his gubernatorial term yet to
serve.

Million of Dollars Lost by Flood.

. Waco, TEx., Sept. 1.—The Brazos river
i8 very high and a wide expansé of its bot-
tom lands, with the best of the cotton crop
of Centrdl Texas, is submerged. Senator
Coke and Gov. Ross have plantations in
thebottoms. These are both in the midst
of the worst of the inundation. The loss
will be very great, amounting in the region
of millions. The country is wellnigh im-
passable, many bridges having been wash-
ed away.

CHICcAGO, Sept. 1.—A Times special from
Morgan, Texas, says: The hardest rain
that ever fell in this country began Tues-
day night and has continued without ces-
sation. The damage to farmers on low
valley lands in every portion of the country
is estimated at thousands of dollars. The
Texas Centrdl and Gulf, Colorado and
Santa Fe railroads are badly damaged, and
it will be many days before either of them
can move trains. The following business
houses, with all their goods, were swept
down Cosque river: Sellers & Hamilton’s
drygoods store, Sam’l Frank’'s ry
store, M. McHail’s grocery, J. A. Justice’s
saddle shop, Anderson’s furniture store and
three_cotton gins and nine residences were
washed away. Besides these houses,which
are entirely gone, every house in town is
damaged. Life is all that many of the
citizens have left. At Whitney, 22 miles
east, in Hill county, a number of houses
were washed away. At Meridian a man,
whose name could not be learned, was
swimming to his house to try and save
some of the contents, when the water be-
came too swift for his strength, forcing him
into the current and drowning him. Be-
tween here and Cleburne, a distance of
thirty miles, there were eight washouts on
the Santa Fe road. Three of the number
are large iron bridges which span the Nolan
river. At different points on the Texas
Central, between Morgan and Whitney,
two large iron bridges, which have stocd
the storms for years are completely des-
troyed. Between here and Huco, on the
Central road, thirty-one miles distant,there
are eleven bridges washed away. The loss
to the railroad is over $100,000. No es-
timate can yet he made of the loss in small
towns and to farms,

CHicAgo, Sept. 2.—A Times special from
Waco, Tex., says: Latest advices from Hill
county state that every bridge in that
county was washed away by rains, and the
damage to crops and farms will not fall
short of $100,000. In Basque county and
along the line of the Santa Fe railway the
damage is also very heavy. Of the little
towns here Jredell, Whitney, Hico, and
Aqnuilla have suffered most. The railroad
companies have suffered severely. 1t is be-
lieved the Central and Missouri Pacific
roads are the heaviest losers. The Missouri
Pacific has a force of nearly 1,000 men at
work on the line near Grand View. A
train on the road was detained between
Jtasc: ap§ Grand View from Monday
night till yesterday evening. It was qut
on the prairie nine miles from any house,
and mauny of the passengers suffered for
lack of food. None of -the roads are run-
ning their fall schedule yet.

ATTEMPING TO REVIVE SECTIONALISM —
The behavior of Governor Foraker at
Wheeling was simply shameful. He went
into the city a guest, and of deliberate cal-
cu/ation insulted the people. The motive
was worse than the behavior, for his pur-
pose, ag degcribed hy men of the G. A. R.,
was to make himself prominent, and at-
tract public notice as the head man of the
new war-in-peace party which he, Sherman,
Fairchild, and Tuttle have set forth to or-
ganize. A man capable of such behavior;
a man capable of attempting to rekindle
old animosities, and shape a public policy
on sectional hatred is too destitute at once
of delicacy of feeling and patriotism to be
infigenced by rebuke. But we think he
will find thag the peopls of this country, as
a whole, are against his sgheme, and when
he makes this discovery, no doubt, he will
march to the right about as briskly as he
marched to the front in his attempt to
revive the issues of the war. Mr. Foraker
liveg too much in one atmosphere. He fails
to understand the res! sentimeunt of the
country, and we are surprised at thig, for
it is hie trade to know what the people
think; but, nevertheless, it is the fact that
he has made a blunder. Sherman antici-
pated him in this, and he might have been
informed by the reception met with by that
gentleman’s Springfield speech; but he
failed to understand the reception given
that effusion, ag ig shown by his coarse and
violent speech in Wheeling. Thp upshot
of the whole business will be to inform Mr.
Blzine as to the tone he must take when he
gets home, and J. G. no doubt will profit
by the follies of his rivals,—Norfolk Land-
mark.
