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Two Able Addresses by Hon. J. R. Tueker-

We are indebted to the author for two
able addresses delivered by Hon. 3. R
Tucker—one, the Baccalaureate Address
before the South Carolina College at the
Commencement of 1887, the subject ?f
which is, “The O1d and the - New South ;
and the other an address before the gradu-
ating classes at the ¢3rd anniversary of the
Yale Law School on June, 28th, 1887, the
theme of which is, “The History of the
Federal Convention of 1887 and of its
work.”’

These addresses are .not only worthy of
the occasions and the subjects they presm?t,
bus of the fame and reputation of the dis-
tinguished scholar, orator, and statesman
who delivered them.

The first is not only an able, but
found, philosophical discussion of the fun-
damental principles of free government—
showing the origin of liberty and of govern-
ment, and that liberty is conserved by the
proper relations of right and power—*‘the
hand that holds right should wield power.”’
«Power and right thus wedded make a
government in which liberty is secure.—
When divorced, liberty is lost, and a des.
potic tyranny is inevitable.”

To man should be given the maximum of
liberty, and to government the minimum of
power consistent with the security of the
peace and order of society.

After showing what a glorious record
was that of the Old South he said :—

«This work of the Old South, so grand
and noble, is the heritage of the New
Sounth, which it cannot throw away without

pro-

a base barter of a precious jewel in its |3

crown for the attainment of fancied mate-
rial beneifits at the expense of the princi-
ples of honor and right.”

He shows very clearly and forcibly the
fallacy of the idea that there is no connec-
tion between the Old and New South, and
maintains that “the seeds of truth cherisk-
ed by the Old South have survived in the
flower and fruitage of a later polity, free
only from what was hurtful or unnecessary
to the better order which it will assume
under new conditions and with new sur-
roundings,’’ and that “the child is father to
the man, is true in case of a nation as of
the individual.”’

He admonishes the young men of South
Carolina to cherish the memories of the
past glory of their State and of its splendid
historic characters, and ‘‘to press forward
in the race of progress with courage and
persistent zeal, undaunted by difficulties,
undismayed by past misfortune, and deaf
to the seductive allurements of false prin-
ciples to Jeave the path of truth and honor
tor the devious policies which promise
peace apd preferment at the expense of
justice and right.”

The second, marked with equal ability,
after giving a philosophical discussion of
liberty, and tracing the developuient of the
germ of free institutions from the earliest
ages till they were established in this coun-
try, gives in detail, with great clearness,
the history aud character of the Articles of
Confederation, and that of the Federal
Governmeut which succeeded, and the steps
taken in the formation and adoption of the
Coustitution of the United States,—the ob-
jects aimed to be accomplished and the
means adopted for that purpose—the main
objects being the preservation of liberty
and the protection of right, which can ouly
bs secured when “right is wedded to
power.”’ iz

“If,’” says this address, ‘‘the political
science wrought out by Anglo-American
experience meauns anything, it means this :
That liberty is only safe in its own bands,
and can only be preserved under self-gov-
ernment. Without this, liberty must die ;
under it, liberty will live, or can only perish
by political suicide.”’

“‘General power of all cver general inter-
ests, and local power over local interests.—
This is self-government. This secures lib-
erty and peace and prosperity.’*

He not only gives a true history of the
great work of our wise forefathers in fram-
ing the Constitution of the United States,
which that great man of England, Glad-
stone, “‘the old man cloguent,”’ declares to
be ‘“‘the most wonderful work ewver struck
off at a given time by the brain and pur-
pose of man,’’ but he gives a clear analysis
of its principles, which enables the reader
to comprehend its character, and to appre-
ciate its merits. Haviog done this, he 1¢-
fers to the dangers which threaten, the

chief of which is that of centralization of

power, to which there is a tendency at this
day of a two-fold character—social and po-
fitical.

We wish we had the space to publish
numerous extracts, but not having it, we
give only the concluding paragraphs as
follows : —

4Quar ship of state must be steered with
steady helm between the Scylla of anarchy
and the Charybodis of centralism—digsolu-
tion and despotism. In medio tutissimus
ibis! By the law of our political life, the
decree of oar fathers in 1787, and of all the
American peoples in 1887, shenld bs pro-
claimed as fixed, final, and unalterable.—
The States cannot destroy the Union ; the
Union must not destroy the States ; liberty
and Union, under this magna charta of the
United States, must be one and iusepara-
ble, now and forever !

Mr. Madison, at the close of his invalu-
able reports of the debates of this conven-
tion (which are at once evidence of his in-
dustry, care, ability and patriotism) states
that as the last members were signing the
constitution, Dr. Franklin, lcooking at a
painting of the gun behind the chair of tle
President, remarked on the difficulty ia art
of distinguishing a rising from a setting
sun. ‘““My Liopes and fears,”’said ke, ‘‘have
so conflicted as to the issue of this conven-
tion, that I could not tell whether that was
a rising or a setting sun; but pow I am
happy to know, ‘“Itis a rising sun!”

If, with this prediction a century ago, I
may dare to speak to-day, for my native
commonwealth, first in age, and second to
nowe in the glory of duty weli and nobly
done, whose pen and sword, of well-match-
ed might, declared and led the way to win
American independence—for that dear Old
Dominion, whese Washington, Madiscn,
Mason, and Randoiph, in council with jcur
Sherman, Ellsworth, and Johnson, united
to copstruct this federative iepublic by a
solemn compact between thirteen common-
wealths, who through a common peril Liad
achieved a common safety—I would in the
veperable name of Virginia adjure the oid
and the young men of Connecticut, these
sons of Yale, some with mainred fame, and
others aspirants for life’s honosg, 1o ioin
with the old and young men of my &uce
rich and powerful mother State, now ient
in twain and wasted and worn by the mis-
fortunes of war, ix one solemn vow, as
solemn as when the delegates of the two
BStates, on the 17th of September, 1787,
signed the federal bond; that-we will de-
fend and uphold this constituticn in ali the
integrity of its granted powers, and ia the
full autonomy of the States composing the
Union, with our minds, our bearts, our
fives—as our only assurance of peace among
the States and of peace with the world; as
our guaranty of free thought, free con-
science, free c)mmerce, free men, and a
free continent ! Anud as the prophetic eye
of the Father of American Science greeted
it in its rising, on that memorable day, so,
pow in its z2nith and pawer, let us vow to
perperunte #t, 85 the Hope of mankind in |
every clim® Al to all generations,~a8 the!
trne 2nd everlasting monument of ~*Liberty

Ex-Treasurer D. R. Reveley’s Letter Re-
nouncing the Republican Party.

After the fullest deliberation, I am forced
by a sense of duty and self-respect to sever
my connection with the Republican party ;
and I deem it due to myself and to you that
I should simply state the reasons which im-
pel me to this course. The purposes which
induced me, with thousands of as good men
as there are in Virginia, to act with the
Republican party, have been accomplished;
and we have seen the Democratic party of
the State squarely accept the readjustment
of the State debt, upon the basis and
amount of the Riddleberger bill. The dec-
laration of principles adopted by the Demo-
cratic party at Roanoke, meets my entire
approval. Every Virginian canstand upon
that platform. But there is a question of
immensely more importance to Virginia
than any other in my judgment; that is
shall the white people of this State domi-
nate its affairs. Recognizing this as the
most importantissus rising above all others,
I am convinced that as parties are at pres-
enf constituted, the true interestz of the
people of Virginia are with the Demoeratic
party.

Railroad Accidents.

On Saturday last, near Timberville,
Rockingham county, the Northbound pas-
senger train on the Valley Railroad jumped
the track. The tender, express, postal and
baggage were thrown from the track, and
part of the smoker was derailed. The
other passenger cars, as well as the engine,
remained on the track. It is supposed the
accident was caused by the giving way of a
truck under the tender. Wrecking trains
were sent from Sandy Hook and Harrison-
burg to repair damages and put the derail-
ed cars on the track. No person was hart,
but the train was delayed six hourg.

The statistical report of the Department
of Agriculture for September presenis a
heavy reduction in the condition of cotton,
corn, and potatoes with little change in the
status of wheat and other small grains. The
high promise of the cotton crop has been
reduced over ten points from 93.33 to 82.8
—the effect of excessivc iajng iz the At
lant® coast and the drought in tbe Guif
States.

In the seven corn surplus States the aver
age of last month was 74, now 64 per cent
The figures are: Ohio 68, Indiana 61, Il
nois 57, Iowa 78, Missouri 67, Kansas 42
and Nebraska 72 per cent. The average o
New York and Pennsylvania is 96, of Geor
gia 94, of Texas 88, of Tenncssee 80, and o
Kentucky 66 per cept. 'The average condi
tion of winter ang spring wheai, wagn har
vested, 1s 82 per cent. Last year it was &f
and 88 per cent.; in 1885 72 per cent. In
the spring wheat region Dakota returns 89
in small grain, Minvesota and~ Wiscousin
72, Towa 71, and Nebraska 76. A slight
reduction from the past month. The in-
crease of acreage will make a difference still
less retween the present crop and that of
1886. 'T'he aversgs for rye is 82.2 per cent.
That of oats 83.4 per againgt 85.6 per
cent. last month, showing a slighj dziling.

The re-
duction in buckwheat has occurred from 99
last month to 89 per csut.

The Annual Effects o‘l: a Rattlesnake’s Bite.

A Williamsport (Penn.) special says, on
August 29, 1883, a five-year-old son of
George Patnam, who lives at Stony Ford,
Tioga county, was bitten by a rattlesnake,
by which he was made terribly sick, and
suffered agony for three days, after which
the swelliag decreased, and in a week he
was able to go about, and in a month’s
time he was seemingly perfectly well. The
strange part of the story is,—and it is such
as to stagger credulity—that on each anni-
versary of the day on which he was bitten,
Angust 20th, the same symptoms appear,—
pain, swelling, spots on the leg and body
resembling those on a rattlesnake. The
same letter says:—

«Tt is said that there are three similar
cases on regord, one aof & girl who was bitten
by a rattlesnake in Livingston county, N.
Y, thirty years ago, and who for twenty-
five years, on the anniversary of the day on
which she was bitten, was subject to - the
same symptoms as attended the original
poisoning. She died in great agony on the
twenty-fifth recurrence of the terrible
symptoms.”’

This is certainly very strange, if true,and
remings us of what an ald woman told us
some yoars ago. *‘Old Mrs. Hudnall,” as
ghe is called, who, though very old, is still
living on the farm of Capt. Henry C.
Dunn, on the Kanawha River, about a mile
below Cannelton and Coal Valley, told us
some years since that many years ago she
had been bitten by a snake, and that, at
the sams Beason every year ginge, she felt
the effects of it, In her case, however, the
suffering is not very great. We do not re-
member, if she told us, the kind of snake
by which she was bitten, but it was not a
rattlesnake,

and then arouse to action and remew its
effects, waiild he very, very strange, and
that the length of that period should be
just one yoap,—a mere grhitrary division of
time,—wauld be stranger still; in faet, 8o

Two Classes of Negroes and the Canvass.

The colored people of Virginia are divid-
ed into two classes, one aggressive, igno-
rant, and ready to do anything that their
white (political) masters order, the other,
mild, intelligent, and anxiens for good re-
lations with all their neighbors. The latter
class has a large and growing number of
colored citizens in tkis town, and they aré
daily making frlends by theirgood behavior.
But the whole State is cursed by the idle,
boisterous and aggressive darkies who love
excitement, and in their ignorance fall an
easy prey to their white taskmasters, who
make them do the voting while they (the
white Republican ‘‘bosses’’) appropriate
the spoils. Petersburg.seems to be afflict-
ed by a large number of such negroes as
we have here described, and it is a signifi-
cant fact that as soon as General Mahaone
unfurled his banner they should have made
themselyes conspieuous by their lawless
acts and lawless utterances. It is a fact,
that cannot be truthfully denied, that when-
ever Gen. Mahone organizes his forces his
Negro partisans become in olent and ag-
gressive; and in Petersburg we have just
had a conspicuous illustrafion of this. It
seems that the class of Negroes of whom
we speak ynderstand that the General is
against the white people. which ig about the
fact, as he ig gupported only by a small
minority of whites, and acting on this they
are always ready for aggressive actions
when a political eampaign approaches, or
begins. This peculiarity of. theirs is well
known to all observers, and it is now a mat-
ter of record in many parts of the country
that when political contests begin, the tur-
bulent Negroes become more boisterous,
more aggressive, and more lawlesg in their
behavior. The Petershurg affair promised
to be a tragic matter; and no doubt would
have béen but for the prompt and energetic
action of Mr, Jarrett, the Mayor. There
is no doubt in our mind that at any other
time the case out of which the trouble grew
would have passed without notice; but the
aggressive negroes saw their ¢hance to
foment trouble, to add excitement fo the
canvasg, and to array clags against class,
black against white, and they seized it,
We by ho ‘means charge or intimate that
Gen. Mahone personally had anything to
do with the majter, hut we do mean to say
that his ignorant followers always feel
stimulated, in times of publia excitement,
by the knowledge that he is their leader,
the head of their party, and the master
whose strong hand they respeet and fear.
We mean, furthermore, to say that we do
not think there can ever be the peace and
good feeling between the races which ought
to prevail as long as-the General shows a
spirit or is noderstood to ke likely to returg
to power; and foy this reasom, if for na
otter, all good citizsns shoyld unite in re-
tiring him ouge and for all from public life,
We say ¢‘all good citizens,”’ and include in
this blacks as well ag whites. The better
class of Negroes (Virginians like ourselves
by birth) have no interest in common with
Gen. Mahone,” He designs to use them for
bis own purposes, and for these alone; and
they know it as well as we do, But have
they tha pluck and manlinesg te agt on this
convigtiony ‘This is a question for them to
answer.
