When the question of license or anti-
Hcense for the sale of intoxicants is so pre-
sented, as under our Local-option law, as
that Democrats as Democrats and Republi-

NO CHANGE IN THE LAW SHOULD NOW BE

MADE?HOW THE TEMPEEANCE PARTY IS

INJURED?A NEW AND SEPARATE TARTY
- ?A GREAT MISTAKE.

It is a matter of surprise to us that any

friend of temperance should, at this time,
desire any change in thepresent law affect-
ing that question. The present law giving
the peoplethe right to determine by their
votes whether or not there should be traf-
fic in spirituous liquors in their locality is
the wisest and best that could be adopted.
"Local-option is the strongest form for the
cause oftemperance that oan be presented.
Upon thatbasis the friends of temperance
can succeed, if they act wisely, and where
they win, they will have a guarantee that
the prohibition of the sale of spirits will be
enforced, for they will have the sentiment
of the people in favor of its enforcement,
and will not have the law brought into dis-
repute by the failure to have it enforced?

and the argument cannot be used against it

that "prohibition does not prohibit." It is
worse than useless to have a law that .üblic
sentiment will not sustain, for it will not
be enforced and will be made odious, and
will cause the people to have less respect
and regard for all law, and without a pro-
per regard for law, there can be no security
for peace and order in society. Where the
majority of the people are opposed to the
liquor-traffic, they can have it abolished un-
der the present Local-option law, and
where there is not a majority so opposed,
it would be of but little avail to prohibit it,
for it would not, andcould not, be enforced,
and then the argument that "prohibition
does not prohibit" would be used with tell.
iDg effect.

The friends of temperance who are wtse

and do not allow their zeal to outrun.their
discretion, ar. opposedto any steps at this
time towardsa change of the status quo.?
They know that the cause of temperance
cau be better advanced under the present
local-option law than by any change that
may be advocated. Under that law, they
get the support at the polls of every mau
who is opposed to the continuance of the
liquor-traffic. The local-option eleotions
taking place when there is no political elec-
tion within a month, every man?Republi-
can or Democrat?who is opposed to the
liquor-traffic will so vote. To have this
question of temperance in auy ofits phases
brought before the public to be voted upon
at the time ofpolitical-lections, when both
the great political parties are in a- struggle
for supremacy, and looking wholly to other
questions, is to do great injustice to the
tempcranoe cause, and cannot fail to weak-
en it in popular estimation, for the great
mass of the temperance men iv each of the
political parties will vote with their respec-
tive parties, and leave but a few, who are
willing to desert their political parties, to
vote solely on the temperance issue, and
they thus produce the impression that the
friends of temperance are few, when such
is by no means the case, as would be clear-
ly demonstrated if they should bo allowed
to vote npon that question at a time when
that would bs the true and only issue; and
the friends of temperance should never al-
low a vote upon that question under auy
other circumstances. They should aim
to get the votes of every man who favors
their policy ou that question whatever may
be his views on other matters, and this they
cannot do if they insist on a vote on it when
the great mass _ the voters are concerned
about and going to vote on other matters.

To do tbis is not to advance, but to im-
pede, the progress of the temperance cause.
It will alienate friends iv both polilical
parties, aud do great injury to the temper-
ance party. As a friend of the temper-
ance cause, and entertaining these view ,
we experienced great surpiise and deep ie-

gret when we learned on Tuesday of last
week that a small party of temperance meu,
who had not consulted the wishes of the
great mass of the temperance people who
knew nothing of such a purpose, had heU
a meeting and nominated two persons for
the House of Delegates as temperance can-
didates. We were surprised, because we
knew not before that such a meeting was to
bs held at that time, and we deeply regret-
ted the action of the meetiug, because we
felt that it was inflicting a heavy blow ou
the cause of temperanoe; for the effect will
be to alienate many in both of tbe great
political parties who are now its fi lends,
and would vote for the abolition of tho
traffic in spiritous liquors if that were the

The friends of temperance could not
possibly have done a more unwise thing
than was done by that meetiug. aud we
feel assured tint the liquor-dealers are re-
joicing at their actiou. Instead of present-
ing an issue ou that question when they
coulij get the support of all Ihe temperance
men in b \u25a0th political parties, and doing all
they could by conciliation, persuasion, and
argument, to get the support of Democrat-
and Republicans, they have been guilty of
the folly?the suicidal folly?of organizing
a separate party?requiring those who act
with them to renounce their political par-
ties, and that too in tlie midst of a political
canvass.

i Centennial Celebration of the Adoption of
the United States Constitution?President
Cleveland's Address.

The Centennial celebration of the adop-
tion ofthe Federal Constitution at Phila-
delphiaon Thursday, Friday and Saturday
last, was a great and interesting occasion.
Such a display and such an imposing de-
monstration were never made in this coun-
try before. The civic display on Thursday
and themilitary on Friday,when 30,000 uni-
formed soldiers were in line, excelled any
ever made in this country before, and the
ceremonies on the last, or memorial day,
Sept. 17th, the centennial anniversary of
the adoption of the Constitution, were very
interesting and impressive. These cere-
monies wereheld in Independence Square,
under the shadow of the honored "Liberty
Boll," which proclaimed liberty through-
out all the land a hundred years ago.

The ceremonies were opened with prayer
by Bishop Potter ; then after a hymn had
been rendered by the chorus, Hon. John A.
KassoD, President of the Constitutional
Centennial Commission, delivered the intro-
ductory addressof the day.

At the conelil.ion of Mr. Kasson's ad-
dress the chorus sang "Appeal to Truth,"
by Schiller Mendelssohn, with beautiful ef-
fect. At the conclusion ofthe song ex-
Minister Kasson escorted the President to
the speakers' rostrum, and at 11:5.5 o'clock
he commenced a ten minutes' address,
which was received with tremendous ap-
plause. His enunciation was clear and
perfect, and his voice rang out audibly to
the thousands ofears.

PRESIDENT CLEVELAND'S ADDRESS.
I deem it a very greathonor and pleasure

to participate in theseimpressive exercises.
Every American cituen should on this cen-
tennial day rejoice in his citizenship. He
will not find the cause of his rejoicing in
the antiquity of his country, for among the
nations of tbe earth his stands with the
youngest.

THE MEMORIAL ORATION.
When quiet once more reigned Justice

S. F. Miller, of the United States Supreme
Court, appeared, and, stepping quickly to
the front of the standand facing the assem-
bled dignitaries, began the delivery of his
memorial oration.

Itwas just twenty minutes past 1 o'clock
when the memorial address was concluded,
having occupied just one hour and ten
minutes.

THE NEW "HAIL IJOLtrMBIA."
Just as Justioe Miller wasseated the band

struck up "Hail Columbia" as an accom-
paniment to the chorus, two thousand
strong. The new words contributed by
Oliver Wendell Holmes were used, and as
the popular air floated into space it was
caught up by many of the crowd, and this,
with the beating of time by thousands of
feet on the stand, produced an effect that
will linger long in the memories of those
whowitnessed the scene. Thenew nation-
al hymn, whioh was contributed by F.
Marion Crawford, was then recited by Prof.
Murdock with a chorus of two hundred
men's voices. There was absolutequiet as
Prof. Murdock, in a clear, ringing voice,
read the six stanzas composing the hymn,
and as he concluded each one of them the
chorus and the Marine Band started up
with the chorus, producing a novel effect.

CARDINAL GIBBONS PRAYS.
At forty minutes past 1 PresidentKasson,

of the commission, took the armof Cardinal
Gibbons, who looked his best and was the
recipient of much attention. After walk-
ing to the front of the stand and paying his
respects to the thousands ofpeople who
surged in and around the square, with a
bow he turned and facing the President and
within hearing of all who occupied seats
around the circle offered prayer to the
Almighty. He was listened to with the
closest attention, and upon the conclusion
of the prayer sweet strains of tbepatriotic
"S_r:Spaugled fanner" brplfe upon the
crowd in volumes from the voices of the
grand chorus, accompanied by the Marine
Band. It was rendered with an inspiring
effoot.

THE BENEDICTION.
An impressive benediction was then"pro-

pounced by Rev. Jere Witherspoon, of the
Cumberland Presbyterian church, of Nash-
ville, Term., this being the only alteration
made In the programme as arranged some
time ago. The benediction was to have
been said by Rev. Edmund De Schneinitz,
but the change was decided upon at the
last moment, and the honor of closing the
impressive and interesting ceremonies was
given to Mr. Witherspoon, whose portion
ofthe programme occupied but a moment
or two. ?

Just as he concluded .Prof. Sousa, of the
Marine Band, raised his shining baton as a
signal for his musicians to end the event
by rendering a march of their own composi-
tion.
AN IMPROMPTU PRESIDENTIAL RECEPTION.

Just as the band struck up the President
and Mrs. Cleveland, arm-in-arm, walked to
the front ofthe stand and bowed again aud
again ;n acknowledgcienfc of tbe thunder-
ing applause ftom those who had stood in
tbe square for hours to get a glimpse and a
nod of recognition from the C__ f Magis-
trate. When the occupants ofthe stand no-
ticed the pair standing a wild rush was
made over the chairs and railings to the
plage where they _tood, and the President
gave a short involuntary reception to those
who succeeded in reaching him.

The large police force soon cleared a pas-
sage wayfor tho distinguished party, and
at live minutes before 2 they started for
their carriages, which were awaiting them
in front of the main entrance of Independ-
ence Hall.

As tbey passed out they walked directly
underneath the old liberty hell, aud a solid
mass of people on either side ofthe footway
cheered and waved their hats, handker-
chiefs, and umbrellas until they had passed

' out of sight. When they reached the street
another ovation awaited them, aud as far as

'. the eye could reach there was seen nothing

EARNEST WOKDS.
The perplexities of the sonvpntioa which

undertook the labor of preparing our Conr
stitution are apparent in these earnest
words of one o£ the most illustrious of its
members-: "The small progress we have
made after four or five weeks of close at-
tendance and continued reasonings with
each other, our different sentiments ou al-
most every question?several of the last
producing as many noes as yeas?is, me-
thinks, a melancholy proofof the imperfec-
tion of human understanding. We, indeed,
seem to feel our own want of political wis-
dom since we have been running about iv
search of it. We have-gone back to ancient
history for models of government and ex-
amippd the different forms of those repub-
lics which, having bcpu foi. sd with seeds
of their own dissolution, now no longer ex-
ist. In this situation of this assembly,
groping as it were in the dark to find politi-
cal truth and scarce able to distinguish it
when presented to us, how l_s it happened,
sir, that we have not heretofore once
thought of humbly applying to the Father
ofLight to illuminate our understanding?"

And this wise man, proposing to his fel-
lows that the aid rind blessing of Qod
should be invoked ia their extremity, de-
clared ; ''I have lived, sir, a long time,
and tho longer I live the more convincing
proofs I see of the truth that fj_d governs
in the affairs of men; and if a sparrow can-
not fall to the ground without His notice,
is it probable that au empire .anrise with-
out bis aid ? We have been assured, sir,
in sacred writings that except the. Lord
build the house they labor in vain that
build it. I firmly believe this, and I also
belli, c tbat without His concurring we
shall siir-ce..' jn this political building no
better than the liuiidera pf Babel. We
shall be divided by our little partial _ml,
interests, our projects wilt be confounded,
and we ourselves shall become a reproach
and byword down to future ages ; and
what <s worp_, mankind rosy hereafter
from this unfortunate instance despair of
establishing governments by bumau wis-
dom and leave it to chance, war, and con-
quest."

In tbe face of all discouragements the
fathers of the republic labored on for four
long weary months in alternate hope and
fear, tat always with rugged resolve never
faltering in the sturdy eadpayor sanctified
by a prophetic sense of the value to pos-
terity of their success, and always with un-
flinching faith in the principles which make
the foundation ofgovernment by tho people.

THE TASK KIN-SUED.'
At last their task was done. It is re-

lated that, tipoa the back of the chair occu-
pied by Washington as president of tjie
convention tbe sun was painted, and that
as the delegates were signing the com-
pleted Constitution -one of them said : "I
have often and often, in the course of the
session and in solicitude of my hopes and
fears a. to its issue, looked at that behind
the President without being able tp tell
whether it. was rising or setting, but now
at length I know that it is a rising and not
a setting sun."

We stand to-day on the spot where this
rising sun emerged from political Might and
darkness and iv its own" bright meridian
light we mark its glorious way. Clouds
have sometimes obscured its rays and
dreadful storms bave. made us fear, but
God has held it In its course, and through
its life-giving warmth has performed this
latest miracle in creating this wondrous
land and people. As wS look down the
past century to the origin of our Oonstitu-
tioe ; as we contemplate its trials and its
triumphs; as we real .c how completely
the principles upon which it is based have
met every national peril and every national
need, how devoutly should we confess with
Franklin, "God governs in the affairs of
men," and how solemn should bo the re-
flection, that to our hands is committed
this'ark of tbe people's covenant and that
ours ia the duty to shield it from impious
haads. W e receive it sealed with the tests
of a century. It has been foupd sufficient
iv the past, and in all future years it will
be found sufficient if the American people
are true to tbeir sacred trust. Another
centennial day will come, aud millions yet

?unborn will inquire concerning our stew-
ardship and the safety of their Constitu-
tion. God'grant that they may find it un-
impaired, and as we.rejOice in the patriot-
ism aud devotion ofthose who lived a hun-
dred years ago, so may otheTS whd follow
us rejoice in our fidelity and iv our jealous
love for constit_tional liberty.

AN impressive scehe.

When the President was in the middle of
his remarks the soft, mellow sound of the
bell in the cupola of the old State House
rang the hour of 12, and at each stroke a
rousing cheer went up from the chorus.
The President was obliged to stop talking
for a few seconds, and he surveyed- the
scene about him, which was indeed an im-
pressive -one; and that it might be preserv-
ed in the lines of history a large corps of
photographers busied themselves by re-
cording each incident as it occurred.

Death of Capt Jas. Barron Hope.

Classic BehoLAR, Fine Poet, __cli___t
Editob, Chivalrous Gentleman;

It is with most unfeigned sorrow thatwe
announce the death of Capt. Jas. Barron
Hope, the chivalric gentleman, classic
scholar, genuine poet, and brilliant editor
ofthe Norfolk Landmark, which occurred
suddenly, of heart-disease, at his residence
in Norfolk at 6:2o.o'clocklast Thursday
evening. We deplore the death of no one
more than, that of Capt. Hope. He was
one of nature's nobleman, cast in the finest
mold. He was brave, tender, courteous,
self-sacrificing, and magnanimous. How
we admired his patriotic and conservative
sentiments, and the grace ofstyle in Which
they were expressed, has been shown by
the frequency with which we have publish-
ed them. He was the brighest star in the

, editorial galaxy of Virginia, and whatever
he touched, he adorned, snch was his good
taste and classic style.

During the day onwhich he died, he was
cheerful and in as good health as usual,
and performed his usual editorial labors,
and the number of his paper which an-
nounced his death and was robed in the
habiliments of mourning, contained a col-
umn of editorial matter written by him that
day.

When the attack oame on he placed his
hand upou his heart, and, without uttering
a word, walked to the bed and attempted
to open his collar, and fell overand expir-
ed.

The day before his death, he finished the
poem he had been selected to write and
deliver at the laying of the corner-stone of
the Lee Monument in Richmond next
month, and had placed the manuscript in
the hands of the copyist. This seemed to
give him great satisfaction, and he express-
ed himself as much relieved that the work
was done, and said to a friend in his office:?

''I am now ready to go to Richmond,aud
I wish it .vas at once, instead of more than
a month off."

He leaves a widow, formerly Miss Annie
Beverly Whiting, of Hampton, Va., and
two children, one tbe wife of Jfr. R. H.
Baker, .Ir, of Norfolk, aud the other the
wife of _Jr. R. A. Marr, of the United
States (iowt Survey.

Tbe funeral took place Saturday afternoon
at four o'clock from St. Paul's Episcopal
Church. The City Hall beif tolled- and-the
flag on tlie dome was half-masted all day.
The funeral was quiet, the Masonic
order not participating by request of the
family,lm' notwithstanding,tbe church was
filled with sympathizing friends. Diokett-

James Barron Hope was born on the 23d

day ot March, 1829, at the residence of his
maternal grandfather, at that time ooni-
mandarit nf the Qosport navy-yard, and was
oousetjii-nrly in the 59th year of his age at
the. tinii? of his death-

yoongoat sun of George Hope, of Bethel,
Eliz .be'li City county, Va , and of Jane
A., eldest daughter of the late Commodore
James B.non, who . father organized the
Virginia Colonial Navy, of which he was
the c-_ii_ .nder-in-chief £i;riog the Revolu-
tion.

Fatal Railroad Accidents.
On Saturday, a sad accident occurred at

the Bellairebridge, four miles below Wheel-
ing, W. Va.,. on tha Baltimore and Ohio
Railroad. While Foreman Ed. Duffy and
his gang of workmen were repairing the
bridge, a yard engine crossing from Ben-
wood to Bellaire came swiftly upou them
and knocked Daffy and two of bis men into
the river-bed below. All three were in-
stantly killed. Duffy resided in Bellaire.
The names of,the others are James Barrett
and William Harding, who were also resi-
dents of Bellaire. Duffy and Barrett were
married and leave families.

On Monday morning last, 2 miles North
of Dubuque, lowa, on the Chicago, Mil-
waukee, and St. Paul Railroad,- a collision
occurred between the North- and South-
bound passenger trains in which five persons
were killed and many injured.

On the same morning, at Foster, a few
miles East of Springfield, Ohio, two sec-
tions ofa freight-train on the Pittsburgh,
Fort Wayne and Chicago Railroad collided
and the cars immediately took fire. In one
of the cars was a can of dynamite which
exploded with terrible forcekilling tbe fire-
man?Edward Bacbe?tho Engineer whose
name is not learned, and three tramps who
were stealing a ride. The wreck is com-
plete.

In a collision on the Midland Railway in
England last Friday between an express
and excursion traiu 26 werekilled and 60
injured. The danger signals were up, but
were unheeded.

He entered the service <_ the Confederate
States early Ip'the struggle and served
throng-Mit the . ar, attaining tbe ranlf of
captain. He was paroled at the capitula-
tion of Johnston's army at Greensboro,
North Oavolina.

After the war be made Norfolk his home,
aud successfully edited the Norfolk Day
Book, under its Democratic; auspices, the
Norfoik Virginian, aud in October, 1873,
founded the Norfolk Landmark, of which
journal he was the bead at the tjrne of his
death.
