Speeches by Gov. Wilson, of W, Va. and
Hon. W, C. P. Breckenridge, of
Kentucky.

On last Monday night, Gov. Wilson, of West
Va.,and Hon. W, C. P. Breckinridge, of Lex-
ington,;Ky, delivered able, learned, and elo-
quent speeches to an immense audience In the
Armory Hall. These speakers were appropri-
ately Introduced by Judge Hugh W. Sheffey.

Gov. Wilson was first introduced, and he
made quite an able gpeech, in which he gave
the history of the origin and character of the
several political parties which have existed in
this country since the adoption of the Federal
Constitution, and showed that the Republican
party of to-day is the same in the character of
ia principles and policy as that ot the Federal
party at the organization of our government,
of which Alexander Hamilton was the head,
which believed in monarchieal prineiples, and
advocated a strong government, and approved
the principles of the British government,
whilst that of the Democratic party, of which
Thomas Jefferson was the chief apostlg, is the
same that antagonized the monarchical prinei-
ples of the Federal party,and was the friend
of the people, and secured the amendments to
the constitution, and the Bill of Rights, drawn
by George Mason, of Va., which furnish a sure
protection to liberty so long asthey are ob-
served in their letter and spirit. After these
amendments were adopted, the constitution
guaranteed a free government to the people—
such a government as the world had never
seen—vastly and unmeasurably superior to
that of Greece or the Roman Republie.

The government was divided into depart-
ments—Executive, Judicial and Legislative—
by a written constitution, the first of that
character that was ever known. He drew, in
detail, a parallel between the old Federal par-
ty of Hamilton and that of the Republican
party of to-day, showing them to be the same
in principle and poliey, and that the Republi-
can parly, during its term of power, adopted
similar measures to those adoepted by the old
Federal party.

HON. W. C. P, BRECKENRIDGE,

On being introduced, Mr.Breckinridge stated
that though a stranger personally, he felt that
he was not a stranger in old Augusta, for h9
was the grand-son of Augusta. All his ances-
tors were Virginians, and he felt that if not
suthorized to speak for, he was authorized to
speak to, Virginians, The question at issue is,
whether Virginia will be found leading the
grand procession of Democratic States, or
whether it will be at the tail of the Republican
procession. Whilst there are local questious
to be determined by this election, there are
other important questions that affect other
States. There are no Chinese walls separating
States; what affects one also affects another.
The aim of the Democracy is to gain truer lib-
erty and purer government. This is the come~
mencement of the Presidential election, and
Virginia,of beloved memory, should preserve
the majesty of her integrity, and should be &
bulwark of defence to other Southern States,
The Demooratic party has done much good
and deserves the gratitude and support of Vir-
ginians., Twenty years ago there was bul on
Democratic State—they were mere military
satrapies in which the civil courls were si-
lenced. Now they have been reclaimed by the
Democratic party and rehabilitated with State
sovereignty, and now there is peace and pros-
perity. Upon the vote of this State depends
the fate of the Democratic party.Sincethe Dem-
ocrats have been in power,there have been but
two cases of robbery. Now we know the differ-
ence between Democralic and Republican
thieves. The Democratic thieves have their
heads immediately cut off, whereas the Re-
pablican thieves were promoted and given bet-
ter placegy

The corrupt and gigantic lobby has shrunk
to a memory. No longer are there men who
have their hands softened with gold, nor their
tongues greased with greenbacks. We have
an honest and economical government. There
are honest Republicans and dishonest Demo-
crats, but the worst Democrat is better than
the best Reprblican. The Republican party has
beer a great party, and it has done a great
work, but its mission has been performed, and
it now “‘lags superfluous on the stage,”” a men-
ace to American liberty and American insti-
tutions. It has left great problems to be solv=
ed, which we alone can solve. Liberty is im-
possible without home rule, and that is the
fundamental principle of Democracy—the bea-
con light and shield of defense. Democracy
recognizes no class distinetions, It recognizes
all as free and equal citizens—each as born to
the equal opportunities of any other to make
his own destiny. The Democracy recognizes
the universal doctrine of the sanctity of honest
sweat. Freeand equal is the Democratic doe-
trine now as it was a hundred years ago., At
this point he said he would [conclude, but the
audience importuned him by many earnest
cries to “goon !” “‘goon !!” So persistent were
they, that he felt constrained to say something
more, which he did in his gracefui and inimi-
tabie style. The merits of his speech cannot
be inferred from the above sketch, for it was
truly a most remarkable speech, and one that
captivated the vast audience, and clearly
demonstrated that the speaker.was an orator of
no common order. It was able, eloquent,
and ornate, The sentiments were sound and
good ; the language chaste and poetical ; the
voice soft and musical, and the delivery grace-
fal and impassioned. It was truly an intellec-
tual and emotional feast, such as we cannot
expect to enjoy many times in a lifetime.

The following was clipped from the * Palla-
dium,” Richmond, Indiana. The older citi-
zens of “Naked Creek” in this county will re-
member the deceased. She was the daughter
of Peter Beard, dec’d. Her only surviving
brother, Mr. John L. Beard, resides near this
place:—

“Died, at Columbus, Ohlo, October 13, Mrs.
A. 8. Young, wife of Thomas N. Young, for
many years residents of this city.

The deceased was a native of Virginia, born
i Augusta county April 12, 1816, where she re-
sided until the fall of 1834, when, together with
her father’s family she emigrated west and set-
tled in Wayne county, Indiana, six miles
south of Richmond.

She was the eldest of seven sisters, all of
whom survive her, At the age of nineteen she
was bereft by death of a tender mother, and
the care for her six younger sisters devolved
upon her, and well and faithfully did she per-
form her part in this important trust, At the
early age of sixteen she united with the Au-
gusta Presbyterian church in Virginia, and
remained a faithful, consistent member of the
Presbyterian church up to the time of her
death.

Synod of Virginia.

ONE HUNDREDTH SESSION.

[For the SPECTATOR.]

This venerable body met in Norfolk
Tuesday, 1st November, at 8 P. M., and
was opened by a sermon by Rev. T. C.
Preston, D. D., the retiring Moderator.—
Rev. 1heodoric Pryor, D. D., was elected
Moderator and Rev. W. C. Campbell and
J. 1. Vance, Clerks. :

‘Wednesday was ocoupied with appoint-
ing committees and getting ready for the
real work of the session.
morning Rev. W. H. Houston, D. D., made
a stirring appeal in behalf of the cause of
Foreign Missions. A hackneyed theme
was 80 handled by this gentleman as to
elicit interest and deepen the sympathies of
all who heard him. He described the work
of the church in this department as rapidly
progressing and in many respects encour-
aging. The amount given to this cause
was given as 61 cents per member, and it
occurred $o your correspondent that many
christians spend as much or more than this
amount yearly on tobacco. %

After Dr. Houston’s address the usual
resolutions of approval and sympathy in
the work were passed. These resolutions
are generally so usual as to be useless, but
in this case the hope is entertained that the
paper reselutions were not all that wero
recorded, and that many unspoken resolu-
tions were formed and recorded before

The Committee on Bills and Overtures
presented a report Thursday A. M., which
called forth the chief discussion of the
Synod. The history of the discussion is as
follows : The Session of Tinkling Spring
sent an Overture to the -Syned asking
the General Assembly practically to chose
the agitation on the subject of Organic
Union. The Committee answered that it
did not regard it as courteous to forward
such an Overture to the Assembly before
the report of the Committee of Inquiry ap-
pointed by the last Assembly is published,
as it would seem like dictating to this Com-
mittee how to re But in a preamble
the Committee inclftled a statement that
this Synod does not desire Organic Union.
This item in the preamble caused the dis-
cussion. Dr. T. L. Preston and Rev. J. A,
Preston, and Rev. J. C. Anderson spoke in
favor of the insertion of the preamblo:—
Judge Christian moved a substitate which
struck out the preamble, and left the action
of the Synod only declaring that it would
be discourteous to the Assembly to send
such an Overture up. This paper was ad-
vocated by Judge Christian in a speech full
of fire and action, but little else.

Dr. Hoge offered a substitute for Judge
Christian’s paper, and the Dr’s paper was
finally adopted by a vote of 88 to 42. This
decisive vote was gained more by the elo-
quent pleading of Dr. Hoge than by the
convictions of members of Synod on the

eneral subject. As Dr. Hoge is the mem-

r of the Conference Committee from Vir-
ginia, his views and eloquent appeals were
of great weight and the hope is entertained
that the final vote was more influenced Ly
sych things as these than by a willingness
to endorse the movement for Organic
Union. The discussion was continued
until eleven P. M., and was courteous
throughout and cailed forth some very
strong speeches. One brother was so gar-
ried away as to express his views in his
prayer at the conclusion of the service.
His indiscretion was rebukedby a member
the next morning.

The Sunday-school report showed a most
decided improvement in this department of
the wark of the 8ynod,

Friday morning Rev.——Smith, a colored
licentiate of East Hanover Presbytery,
made an earnest and striking appeal in be-
half of his church-building at Ashland.—
He paid a high and earnest compliment to
the white Christians of the country by as-
cribing to their sympathy and assistance
all the real progress made by the negro
race since the war. The speech was listened
to with profound attention, and was inter-
rupted by a collection for his benefit,

which was the spontaneous answer of the
Synod, and was not taken by resolution or
vote, but by the voluntary and simultane-

ous action of members of Synod. $120 was
raiged to aid in building this Yrothers’

church. Some white speeches might be

shortened profitably the same way.

At 12 M. Friday the Synod heard the

Memorials of deceased ministers, viz :

The state of our market is about the same as

last week.

The offerings of hay continue good and large.
Shipments are still going on from the country
accesible to rallroad transportation,

The New York Journal of Commerce, in
noting the features of trade, has a condensed
review for the past week, from which the fol-
lowing extracts are taken :—

“The bank statement shows that the banks

have increased in surplus reserve during the
past week $2,598,950, and now hold $11,959,450 in
oxcess of 25 per cent, legal requirements.
Thelnlet. imports of specle for the week were
,389,111,
Telegrams from all parts of the country show
no material change in the volume of general
merchandise distributed last week compared
with r.heﬂg:evlons week, decline at some points
being offset by gains at others. In all in-
stances the movement is claimed tobe in excess
of the total one year ago. The bank eclearings
for the week at tbhirty-eight cities give a total
of $1,006,619,814, or 10 per cent, less than last
week and 7 per cent, more than in the like
week 0f1886. Earnings per mile of sixty-four
railroads for nine months of 1887 show in-
creases of 6.3 per cent. over 1886, 7.8 per cent.
over 1885, and only 2.1 per cent. over 1884,

In breadstuffs the influences noted week be-
fore last have continued to operate during the
past week. The large export business has re-
duced stocks and prices have continued to
strengthen. Wheat has advanced, with a fair
export demand; corn has been fn better de-
mand, and oats have advanced with spiriied
dealings during the week.

Coffee was depressed during the earlier part
of the week through the efforts of holders of
foreign short interests to cover, but closed with
a better tone and a firmer tenézncy based ape
on jobbing orders.

The market for refined sugar was very dull
during the first half of the week, on account of
a rumor that the recently-formed sugar Trust
was in danger of dissolution by reason of dis-
ugreements among its members. This deterred
brokers from placing thei®orders because they
feared a farther fall in the price of refined.—
After the authoritative statement on Thurs-
day that there was no truth in these reports
the market strengthened and granulated ad-
vanced from 65 to 6 11-16 cents, with active
trading at outsiae figures.

Provisions showed a tendency to advance,
with moderate offerings in cash lard, in sym-
pathy with flonr.

Steamship freights were in greater demand,
with a good business in cotton, flour, wheat,
provisions, eheese, apples and oysters, an
rates were firm,”

TaE CARE oF Lamps.—Oil in a lamp
should never be allowed to get down to less
than one-half the depth of the reservoir.
The wick should be soft and completely fill
the space for it, but without crowding. A
lamp should neither be suddenly cooled nor
exposed to & draught. In extinguishing
the flame the wick should first be turned
far down and then a sharp, quick puff
blown across and not straight down upon
the flame. When lamps cease to give a
goed light it is often because the perfora-
tions are choked with carbon and dust.—
Boil the burners for half an hour, using a
good teaspoonful of washing soda to a quart
of water. Rinseand dry. This usually rem-
edies the difficulty.
