The Homicide in Mercer co, W. Va.?The
Princeton Journal, published at the county
seat of Mercer county, W, Va., in which the
sad occurrence of theshooting oi Duffey by
Wm. Merriken took place, gives the following
account of it:-s-

--"Whißkey-sellers have another murder to
answer for in Mercer county. On last Sunday
night, at 81mmons Creek, several young men
gotvery drunk, and some of them got into a
Quarrel, when a young man named Wm.
Merriken shot a young miner named Duffey.
through the windpipe,the wound proving fatal
ln about three hours. Merriken. it seems, had
nothing to do with the quarrel, and had com-
manded ''peace," and as an effective way oi
securing lt, he shot into the crowd, not know-'
ing who he was shouting at. Oue ofthe by-
standers heard Merriken Bay that he was
