No oue can feel as gloomy as
I feel and be a Christian." And he has
gene to his minister for consolation, and he
has collected Flavel's books, and Cecil's
books, and Baxter's books, and read and
read and read, and prayed and prayed and
prayed, and wept and wept and wept, and
groaned and groaned and groaned.

It not only
yellows your eyeball and furs yonr tongue,
and makes your bead-ache, but swoops up-
on yonr soul in dejections and fore-bodings.
The devil is after yon. He has failed to de-
spoil your character, and be does the next
best thiog for him?ne rufflesyour peace of
mind. When he says that you aro not a
forgiven soul, when he says that you are
not right with God, when he says that you
will never get to heaven, be lies. You are
just as sure of heaven as though you were
then.' already. But Satan,, finding that be
cannot keep you out Of the promised land
of Canaan, has determined that the spies
shall not bring youany of the Eschol grapes
beforehand, aud that you shall havenothing
but prickly-pear and crab-apple. You ar
just as good now under the cloud as you
were whan you were accustomed to rise in
the morning at 5 o'clock to pray and sing
'?Hallelujah, "Us done!" My friend, Rev.
Dr. Joseph H. Joties, of Philadelphia, a
translated spirit now, wrote a book entitled,
"Meu, Moral and Physical," ln which he
shows how different the same things may
appear to different people. He says: "Af-
ter tbe great ba'tle on Ihe Mincio in 1859,
between the Frenoh and Sardinians on the
ore side and the Austrians on the other, so
disastrous to the latter, tbe defeated army
re'reated followed by the victors. A de
script ion oftbe march of each army is given
by two corespondentsof the London Times,
one of whom travelled with the successful
host, the other with the defeated. The
difference in views and statements of the
same place, scenes and events, is remarka-
ble. The former are said to be marching
through a beautiful and luxuriant country
during the day, and at night encamping
where they are supplied with an abundance
of the best provisions, and all sorts of rural
dainties There is nothing of war about
the proceeding except its stimulus and ex-
citement. On the side of the poor Austri-
ans it is just the reverse. Iv his letter of
the same date, describing the same place,
and a march over the same road, tbe writer
can scarcely find words to set forth the suf-
fering, impatience and disgust existing
around him. What was pleasant to the
former was intolerable to the latter. What
makes all this difference? asks the journal-
ist. One condition only: The French are
victorious, the Austrians have been defeat-
ed. The contrast may convey a distinctive
idea of the extent to which moral impres-
sions affect the efficiency of tbe soldier.''

So, my dear brother, the road you aretra-
velling is the same you bave been travelling
a long while,but the difference in your phys-
ical conditions makes it look dill, rant, and
therefore the two reports you have given of
yourself are as widely different s the re-
ports iv the London Times from the two
correspondents. Edward Payson, some
times so far upon the Mount that it seemed
as if the centripetal force ofearth could no
longer hold bim, sometimes through a phys
ii.il disorder was so far down tbat it seemed
as if the nether world would clutch him.
Glorious William Cowper was as good as
good could be, and will be loved in the
Christian Cburch as long as it sings his
hymn beginning, "There is a fountain filled
with blood," and his hymu beginning, "Oh,
for a closer walk with God,'' and his hymn
beginning, ''What various hindrances we
meet," and his hymn beginning, "God
moves in a mysterious way." Yet so was
he overcome of melancholy, or black bile,
tbat it was only through the mistake ofthe
cab driver, who took him to a wrong place,
instead of the river bank, that lie did not
commit suicide.

DB TALMAGE'S SERMON SUNDAY, ROY. 20TH
Brooklyn, November 20th.?The Rev.

T. De Witt Talmage, D.D., opened the
service at ihe Tabernacle this morning, by
giving out the hymn beginning:

"Sbould co. -ing days be cold and dark.
We need nol cease our singing;

That perfect rest naughtcan molest.
Where golden barps are ringing."

He then explained a passage In the Gospel
of St. Matthew, concerning tbeinferior kind
of salt that was cast out to make walks of,
to be trodden under foot of men. The sub-
ject of Dr. Talmage's discourse was: "The
Gospel of Health'" and his text from Prov-
erbs vii., 23: "Till a dartstrike through his
liver." He said:

There is a fashion in sermonics. A com-
paratively small part of the Bible is called
on for texts. Most of the passages of Scrip-
ture, wben announced at tbe opening 6fser-
mons, immediately divide themselves into
old discussions that we have heard from
boyhood, aud the effect on us is soporific.?
The auditor guesses at tbe stai t jnst what the
preacher will say, There are very important
chapters and verses that have never been
preached from. Much of my lifetime lam
devoting to unlocking these gold chests and
blasting open these quarries. We talk about
the heart, and preach about the heart, and
sing about the heart, but ifyou refer to the
physical organ that we call the heart, it has
not half so much to do with spiritual health
or disease, moral exaltation or spiritual de-
pression, as tbe organ to the consideration
of which Solomon calls us in the text, when
he describes sin progressing "till a dart
strike through his liver."

Solomon's anatomical and physiological
discoveries were so very great th it he was
nearly three thousand years ahead of the
scientists of his day. He, more than one
thousand years before Christ, seemed to
know about the circulatiou of the blood,
which Harvey discovered sixteen hundred
and nineteen years after Christ, for i. hen
Solomon in Ecclesiastcs, describing the hu-
man body, speaks of the pitcher at the foun-
tain, be evidently means tbe three canals
leading from tbe heart thatreceive the blood
like pitchers. When he speaks in Ecclesi-
astes of tbe silver cord of life, he evidently
means the spinal marrow, about which iv
our day Drs. Mayo and Caipeuter and Dal
ton, and Flint, and Brown-Sequard have
experimented. Aud Solomon reoorded in
the Bible thousands of years btfore scion
lists discoveied it, that in his time the spi-
nal cord relaxed in old age, producing tbe
tremors of hand or head. "Or the silver
cord be loosed."

Stephen A. Douglas gave the name of
"equatter sovereignty" to those who went

' out -West and took possession Qf lands and
; held them by right of preoccupation. Let

a flock of sins settle on your heart before
. you got to twenty-five years of age, and
; thoy will in all probability keep possession
of it by an infernal squatter sovereignty.
"I promise to pay at the bank five hundred

' dollars six months from date," says the
promissory note. "I promise to pay my
life thirty years from date at the bank of
the grave," says every infraction of the
!_\u25a0_ of your physical being.

What? Will a man's body never com-
pletely recover from early dissipation in
this world? Never. How about the world
to come? Perhaps God will fix it up in the
resurrection body so tbat it will not have
to go limping through all eternity; but get
the liver thoroughly damaged and it will
stay damaged. Physicians call it cancer of
the liver, or hardening of the liver, or cir-
rhosis of the liver, or inflammation of the
liver, or fatty degeneration of the liver, but
Solomon puts all these pangs into one fig-
ure and says: "Till ihe dart strike through
his liver."

Hesiod seemed to have some hint of this
when he represented Prometheus for his
crimes fastened to a pillar and an eagle
feeding on his liver, which was renewed
again each night, so that the devouring
went on until fioally Hercules slew the
eagle and rescued Prometheus. And a
dissipated early life assures a ferocity peck
Ing away and clawing awayat the liver
year iv and year out, and Death is the only
Hercules who can break the power of its
beak or uncieuch its claw. So also Virgil
and Homer wrote fables about vultures
preying upon the liver, but there are those
here to-day with whom it is no fable, but a
terrific reality.

That young man smoking cigarettes and
smoking cigars has no idea that he is get-
ting For himself smoked liver. That young
man has no idea that he bas by early dissi-
pation so depleted his energies that be will
go into the batt.e only half armed. Napo-
leon lost Waterloo days before it was
fought. Had be attacked the English army
before it w»s reinforced, and taken it di-
vision by division, he might have won the
day, but be waited until he had only one
hundred thousand menagainst two hundred
thousand. And here is a young man, who,
if he put all his ibices against the regiment
of youthful temptations, in the strength of
God might drive them back, but he is al-
lowing them to be reinforced by the whole
army of mid-life temptations, and when all
these combined forces are massed against
him and no Grouchy comes to help him,
and Blncher bas come to help his foes, what
but immortal defeat can await him ?

Oh my young brother, do not make the
mistake tbat thousands all around you are
makmg, in opening the battle against siu
too late, for this world too late, and for the
world to come too late. What brings that
express train from St. Louis into Jersey
City three hours late? They lost fift_eu
minutes early on the route, and that affect-
ed them all the way, and they had to be
switched off here and switched off there and
detained here and detained there, and tbe
man who loses time and strength in the
earlier part of the journey of life will suffer
for it all the way through, the first twenty
years of life damaging tbo following fifty
years.

Spiritual condition so mightily affected by
the physical state, what a great opportunity
this gives to the Christian physician, foi he
can feel at the same time both the pulse of
the body and tbe pulse of the soul, and he
cau administer to both atonce, and if medi-
cine is needed he can give that, and if spirit-
ual counsel is needed be can give that?an
earthly and a divine prescription at the same
time?and call on not only the apothecary
of earth, but the pharmacy of heaven. Ah,
tbat is tbe kind of doctor I want at my bed-
side when I get sick, one that cannot only
count out the tight number of drops, but
who can also pray. That is the kiud of
doctor I bave bad io my house when sick-
ness or death came. Ido not want any of
your profligate or atheisMe doctors around
my loved ones when the balauces of life are
trembling. A doctor who has gone through
tho medical college, and ia disseotiug-room
his traversed the wonders of the human
mechanism, and found no God in any of
the laoyrinths, is a fool, and cannot doctor
me or mine But, oh, the Christian doctors!
What a comfort they have been in many of
our households. And they ought tohave a
warm place in our prayers, a3 well as praise
on our tongues. Dear old Dr. Skilltnan!
My father's doctor, ray mo'her'a doctor, in
the village home. He carried all thee-nfl-
deuces of all the families for teu miles
around. We all fell bettor as soon as we
saw him enter the house. His face pro-
nounced a beatitude before he said a word.
He welcomed all of us children into life,and
he closed the old people's eyes when they
entered tbe last slumber. I think I know
what Christ said to him when the old Doctor
got through his work. I think be was
_ eeted with tho words, 'Come in, Doctor.
I was sick and ye visited me!" I bless God
that the number of Christian physicians is
multiplying, and some ot the students of
tbe medical colleges are here to day, and I
hail you, and I bless you, and I ordain you
to the tender, beautiful, heaven-desceuded
work of a Christian physician and wheu you
take your diploma from the Ling Islind
Medical College, to look after tha perishable
body, be sure also to get a diplnm-_ from
tbo skies to look after the imperishable
soul. Let all Christian physicians unite
with ministers of the Gospel in persuading
good people that it is not because God is
against them that they sometimes feel de-
pressed, but. because of their diseased body.
I suppose D.ivid, the psalmist, w nomore
pious when he called on everything human
and angelic, animate and inanimate, and
from snow flake to hurricane, to praise God,
than wheu he said: "Out of the depths cf
bell have I cried unto Thee, O Lord," or
that Jeremiah was any better wben he
wrote his Prophecy than when he wrote his
"Lamentations," or that Job was any better
when he said: "I know that my Redeemer

f liveth," than when covered all over with
I the pustules of elephantiasis he sat in tho

ashes scratching the scabs offwith a broken
piece of pottery; or that Alexander CrndeD,

i tbe conoordist, was any better man when
. he compiled tbe book that has helped ten

i thousand students of the Bible than wben
under the power of physical disorder he was

1 hand cuffed and strait-waistcoated in Beth-
. nal Green Insane Asylum.

not charge against the heart the crime o:
another portion ofyour organism. Do not
conclude thai because the path of heaven ii
not arbored with as fine a foliage or the
banks beautifully snowed under with ex-
quisite chrysanthemums as once, that there-
fore you ate on the wrong road. The road
will bring yon out at the game gate whethei
you walk with the stride of an athlete oi
come up on crutches. Thousands of Chris-
tiana morbid about their expeiiences and
morbid about their business, and morbid
about the present, and morbid about the
future, need the sermon I am now preach-
ing.

Another praotical use of this subject ie
for the yonng. The theory is abroad tbat
they must first sow their wild oats, and
afterwards Michigan wheat. Let me break
the delusion. Wild oats aregenerally sown
in tbe liver, and they can never be pulled
up. They so pre occupy that, organ that
there is no room for the implantation of a
righteous crop. You see aged men abont
us at eighty, erect, agile, splendid, grand
old men. How much wild oats did they
sow between eighteen years and thirty?
None, absolutely none. God does not very
often honor with old age those who have
been in early life sacrificed swine on the al-
tar of the bodily temple. Remember, 0
young man, tbat while in after life, and
after years ofdissipation you may perhaps
have your heart changed, religion does not
change the liver. Trembling and stagger-
ing along these streets to-day are men, all
bent and decayed, and prematurely old for
the reason that they are paying for liens
they put upon their physical estate be fori
they were thirty. By early dissipation
they put on their body a flrst mortgage,
and a second mortgage, and a third mort-
gage to the devil, and these mortgages are
now being foreclosed, and all that remains
of their earthly estate the undertaker will
soon put out ofsight. Many years ago, in
fulfillment ofmy text, a dart struck thr.ugb
their liver,and it is there yet. God forgives,
but outraged physical law never, never,
never. That has a Sinai, but no Calvary.
Solomon ia my text knew what he was
talking about. Be had in early lifebeen a
profligate, and he rises up on his throne of
worldly splendor to shriek ont a warning to
all the centuries. David, "bad in early life,
but good in later life, cries out with an
agony of earnestness, "Remembernot the
sins of my youth."

And what tbe world wants now is
some eloquent scientist to go through the
country showing to our young people on
blazing canvas tbe drunkard's liver, the
idler's liver, the libertine's liver, the gam-
bler's liver. Perhaps the spectacle might
stop some young man before he comes to
the same catastrophe, and the dart strike
through his own liver.

My hearer, tbis is the first sermon you
have heard on the Gospel of Health, and it
may be the last you will ever hear on that
subject, aud 1 cbarge you in the name oi
God, and Christ, aud nsefulness, and eter-
nal destiny, take better care of your health.
When some of you die, if your friends put
on your tombstone a truthful epitaph, il
will read : '-Here lies the victim of late
suppers," or it will be: "Behold what

A. G. Brown, Paul Whitehead aud John E.
Edwards, and unanimously adopted by a
rising vote amid hearty and loud amens:?

"Whereas the Methodist Episcopal
Churoh South has always borne strong testi-
mony against the theatre: and whereas the
patronizing of theatrical exhibitionsby pro-
fessing Christians bas, by recent occurrence,
