"THIRST IN A CAVERN."
0

WE COME TO DAT AROUND THE
OOSPEI. WELL.

WE PUT DOWN OUR PACK OF BUR-
DENS AND OUR IMPLE-

MENTS OP TOIL.

TELS WELL IS A CAPTURED WELL.
DR. TALMAOE'S SERMON SUNDAY, NOT. 27th.

Brooklyn, November 27.?This morning
at tbe Tabernacle, after explaining appro-
priate passages of Scripture, tbe Rev. T.
DeWitt Talmage, D.D., gave out the fol-
lowing hymn, tbat was sung by tbe congre-
gation wi-h great heartiness:

" Burled In sorrow and In sin
At bell's dark door we lay;

But we arise by grace divine,
Tosee aglorious day."

Tbe subject of tbe sermon was "Thirst in
a Cavern;" and the text: "Ob tbat one
would give me drink of tbe water of tbe
well of Bethlehem, which is by the gate !"
II Samuel ixiii., 15.

War, always distressing, is especially
ruinous in harvest-time. When the crops
are all ready for tbe sickle, to have tbem
trodden down by cavalry horses and heavy
supply trains gullying the fields, is enough
to make any man's heart sick. When the
last great war broke out iv Europe, and
France and Germany were coming into
horrid collision, Irode across tbeir goldea
harvests, and saw tbe tents pitched, and tbe
trenches dug in tbe very midst of the ripe
fields, tbe long scythe of battle sharpening
to mow down harvests ofmen ingreat wind-
rows of the dead. It was at this season of
harvest that tbe army of the Philistines
came down upon Bethlehem. Bark to tbe
clamor of their voices, tbe neigbing of tbeir
chargers, tbe blare of their trumpets, and
tbe clash of their shields!

Let David and bis men fall back! TbeLord's host sometimes loses tbe day. But
David knew wbere to bide. He bad been
brought up in that country. Boys are in-
quisitive, and tbey know all about the re-
gion wbere they were born and brougbt up.
If yciu should go back to tbe old homestead
you could, with your eyes shut, find yonr
way to tbe meadow, or tbe orchard, or the
bill back of the bonse, with which yon were
familiar thirty or forty years ago. So David
knew the cave of Adullam. Perhaps, in his
bojhood days, he bad played "hide-and-
seek" with bis cmrades all abont the old
cave; aud though others might not have
known it, David did. Travellers say there
is only one way of getting into tbat cave,
and that is by a very narrow path; but Da-
vid was stout, and steady-headed, and steady
nerved; and so, with his three brave stafl'-
< ilictrs, he goes along that path, finds his
way into the cave, sits down, looks around
at the roof and the dark passages of the
mountain, feels very weary with the forced
march; and water he must have, or die. I
do not know but there may have been drops
trickling down tbe side of the cavern, or
that thete may have been some water in the
goat skin slung to his girdle; but that was
not what he wanted. He wanted a deep,
full-cold drink, such as a man gets only out
of an old well with moss covered bucket.?
David remembered that very near tbat cave
of Adullam there was such a well as tbat,
a well to which he used to go in boyhood?
the well ofBethlehem; and he almost im-
agines that he can hear the liquid plash of
tbat well, and bis parched tongue moves
through his hot lips as he says: ''Oh that
one would give me drink of the water of
the well of Bethlehem, which is by the
gate 1"

It was no sooner said than done. Tbo
three brave staff-officersbound to tbeir feet
and start. Brave soldiers will take even a
hint from their commander. But between
them and tbe well lay the host of the Philis-
tines; and what could three men do with a
great army ? Yet where there is a will there
is a way, and, with their swords slashing
this way and tbat, tbey make their path to
the well. While the Philistines are arnased
at the seeming fool-hardiness of these three
men, and cannot make up tbeir minds ex-
actly what it means, the three men bave
come to the well. They drop tbe backet.
They bring up water. They pour it in the
pail, and then start for tbe cave. "Stop
them !" cry the Philistines. "Clip them
with yon swords! Stab tham with your
spears! Stop those three men!" Too late!
Tbey bave got around the bill. Tbe hot
rocks are splashed with theoveiflowing wa-
ter from tbe vessel as it is carried up the
cliffs. The three men go along the danger-
ous path, and with cheeks flushed with the
excitement, and all out of breath iv their
haste, they fiiug their swords, red with the
skirmish, to tbe side of the cave, and cry
out, to David. "There, captain ofthe host,
is what you wanted, a drink of the well of
Bethlehem, which is by the gate."

A text is of no use to me unless I can find
Christ in it; andunless I can bring a gospel
out of these words that will arouse and
comfort and blees, I shall wish 1 bad never
seen them; for your time would bo wasted,
and against my soul the dark record would
be made that this day I stood before a great
audience of sinning, suffering and dying
men and told them of no rescue. By the
cross of the Son of God, by the throne of
the eternal judgment, that shall not be!?
May the Lord Jesus help me to tell you the
truth to day.

You know that carrier pigeons have some-
times letters tied under tbe wing, and they
fly hundreds of miles?one hundred miles
in au hour- carrying a message SoI bave
thought I would like to have it now. Oh,
heavenly dove! bring under thy wing to
day, to my soul and to tbe souls ofthis peo-
le, some message of light aud love and
peace!

It is not an unusual thing to see people
gather around a well in summer time. The
husbandman puts down bis cradle at the
well curb. Tbe builder puts down his
trowel. The traveller puts down his pack.
Then one draws the water for all the rest,
himself taking tbe very last. The cup is
passeii around, and tbe fires ofthirst are put
out; the traveller starts on his journey, and
the workman lakes up his burden.

My friends, we come to-day around the
G ispel well. We pot down our pack of
burdens aud our implements of toil. One
man must draw the water for those who
have gathered around the well. I will try
and draw the water to-day; and if, after I
bave poured out from this living fountainlor your soul, I just taste of it myself, you
will not begrudge me a "drink from the
water of the we<l of Bethlehem, which is
by i he gate."

This Gospel well, like tbe well spoken of
in the text, is a well of Bethlehem. David
had known hundreds of wells of water, but
he wanted to drink from tbat particular
one, aud be thought nothing could slake his
thirst like that. And unless your soul and
mine can get access to the Fountain open
for sin and nncleanness, we must die. Tbat
fountain is the well of Bethlehem. It was
dug in tbe night. It was dug by tbe light
of a lantern?tbe star that bung down over
the manger. It was dug not at the gate of
Cesar's palaces, not in the park ofa Jerusa
lem bargainmaker. It was dug in a barn.
The camels lifted tbeir weary beads to
listen as tbe work went on. The shepherds,
unat le tosleep, because tbe heavens were
filled with bands of music, came down to
see tbe opening of the well. The augels of
God, at tbe first gush of the living water,
dipped their chalices of joy into it, and
drank to tbe health ofearth and heaven, as
tbey cried, "Glory to God in the highest,
and on earth peaoe." Sometimes in our
modern barns the water is brougbt throngh
tbe pipes of the city to the very nostrils of
the horses or cattle, but this well in the
Bethlehem barn nas not so much for tbe
beasts tbat perish as for our race thirst-
smitten, desert-travelledand simoon-struck.
Ob, my son], weary with sin, stoop down
and drink to-day out of that Bethlehem
well!

"As tbe hart panteth after tbe water-
brooks, so my sonl panteth after thee, O
God. ' You wonld get abetter understand-
ing of this amidst the Adirondacks in sum-
|mer time. Here comes a swift-footeddeer.

.The hounds are close on the track; it has
leaped chasms and scaled cliffs; It is fagged
out; its eyes are rolling in death; its tongue

'> is lolling from its foaming month. Faster
the deer, faster the dogs, until plunges Into
Schroon Lake, and the bounds oan followit

. no further, and it puts down its head and
mouth until the nostril is olean submerged
in tbe cool wave, and I understand it: ''As
the hart panteth for the water-brook, so
panteth my sonl after thee, O God." Ob,
bring me water from tbat well 1 Little
child, who has learned of Jesus in tbe Sab-
bath school, bring me some oftbat living
water. Old man, who fifty years ago didst

; find the well, bring me some ofthat water.
. Stranger ina strange land, who used to

bear sung amidst the Highlands of Scot-
. land, totbe tune of "Bonnie Doon," "Tbe

Star, tbe Star of Bethlehem," bring me
someoftbat water. Whosoever drinketb
oftbat water shall never thirst. "Ob tbat
one would give me drink of tbe water ofthe
well of Bethlehem, which is by tbe gate."

Again, this Gospel well, like tbe one spo-
ken of in the text, is » captured well.?
David remembered the time when that
good water of Bethlehemwas in the posses-
sion of his ancestors. His lather drank
there, bis mother drank there. He remem-
bered bow the water tasted when he was aboy, and came up there from play. Weneverforget the old well we used to drink
out of when we wero boys or girls. There
was something in it that blessed the lips
and refreshed tbe brow better than any-
thing we have found since. As we think
of tbat dear old well, tbe memories of tbe
past flow into each other like crystalline
drops, sun-glinted, and all tbe more as we
remember tbat the bands that used to layhold the rope, and tbe hearts that beat
against the well curb are still now. We
neverget over these reminiscences. George
P. Morris, tbe great song-writer of this
country, once said to me that bis song,
"Woodman, Spare that Tree," was sung in
a great concert hall, and the memories of
early life were so wrought upon the audi-
ence by that song that, after tbe singing
was done, an aged man arose in the audi-
ence, overwhelmed with emotion, and said,
"Sir, will you please to tell me whether
tbe woodman really spared tbe tree?" We
never forget the tree under which we play-
ed. We never forget the fountain at which
we drahk. Alas for the man who has no
early memories.

David thought of that well, that boyhood
well, and he wanted a drink of it, but he
remembered that the Philistines bad cap-
tured it. When those three men tried to
come up to the well in behalf of David,
they saw swords gleaming around about it.
And this is true of this Gospel well. The
Philistines have at times captured it.?
When we come to take a full, old-fashioned
drink of pardon and comfort, do not their
swords of indignation and sarcasm flash?
Why, the skeptics tell us that we cannot
come to that fountain ! Tbey say the water
is not fit to drink any how. "If you are
really thirsty now, there is the well of
philosophy, there in the well of art, there
is the well ofscience." They try to substi-
tute, instead of our boyhood faith, a
modern mixture. Tbey say a great many
beautiful things about the soul, and they
try to feed onr immortal hnnger on rose-
leaves, and mix a mint-julep of worldly
stimulants, when nothing will satisfy us
but "a drink of the water of the well of
Bethlehem, which is at the gate." They
try to starve us on busk, when the Father's
banquet is ready, and the best ring is taken
from tbe casket, and the sweetest harp is
struck for the music, and the swiftest foot
is already lifted for tbe dance. They
patronize heaven and abolish bell, and try
to measure eternity with tbeir hour-glass,
and the throne of the great. God with their
yard-stick ! I abhor it. I tell you the old
gospel well is a captured well. Ipray God
that there may be somewhere in the elect
host three anointed men, with courage
enough to go forth in tbe strength of the
omnipotent God, with glittering swords of
truth, to hew the way back again to that
old well. I think the tide is turning, and
tbat the old gospel is to take it- place again
in the family and in tbe university, and iv
the legislative hall. Men have tried world-
ly philosophies, and have found out that
they do not give any comfort, and tbat they
drop an arctic midnight upon the death-
pillow. They fail when there is a dead
chill in the house ; and when the soul
comes to leap into the fathomless ocean of
eternity they give to the man not so much
as a broken spar to cling to. Depend upon
it, tbat well will come into our possession
again, though it has been captured. If
there be not three anointed men in the
Lord's host with enough consecration to do
the work, then tbe swords will leap from
Jehovah's buckler, and the eternal three
will descend?God the Father, God the
Son, God the Holy Ghost?conquering for
our dying race tbe way back again to "the
water of the well of Bethlehem, which is by
the gate." "IfGod be for us, who can be
against us?" "If God sparednot His own
Son, but freely gave Him up for us all,
bow shall he not with Him also freely give
ns all things?" "for lam persuaded that
neither height, nor dep'h, nor angels, nor
principalities, rror powers, ror things pres-
ent, "nor things to come," shall take from
us, into final captivity, the Gospel of my
blessed Lord Jesus Christ.

Again, the Gospel well, like tbe one
spoken of in my text, is a well at the gate.
The traveller stops the camel to-day and
tret* down and dips out of the valley of tbe
East some very beautiful, clear, bright
water, and that is out of the very well that.
David longed for. Do you know that well
was at the gate, so that nobody could go
into Bethlehem without, goingright past it?
Aud so it is with this Gospel well?it is at
tbe gate. It is. in the first place, at tbe
gate of purification. We cannot wash
away our sins unless with tbat water. I
take the responsibility of saying tbat there
is no man, woman or child in this bouse to-
day that has escaped sinful defilement.?
Do you say it is outrageous and nngallant
for me to make such a charge ? Dp you
say, "I have never stolen?l have never
blasphemed?l have never committed un-
cbasity?l have never been guilty of mur-
der?" I reply, you bave committed a sin
worse than blasphemy, w rse than un-
cbasity, worse thau theft, worse than rour
der. We have all oommitted it. We have
by our sin re-crucified tbe Lord, and tbat is
decided. And if there be any who dare to
piead "notguilty ' to the indictment, then
the hosts of heaven will be empaneled as a
jury to render a unanimous verdict against
us; guilty one, guilty all. With what a
slushing stroke that one passage outs us
away from all our pretensions. "There is
none that doeth good?no, not one." "Oh,"
says some one, "all we want, all the race
wants, is development " Now I want to
tell you that the race develops without the
Gospel into a Sodom, a FivePoints, a great
Salt Lake City. It always develops down-
ward, and never upward, except as the
grace of God lays hold of it. What, then,
is to become of our soul without Christ?
Banishment. Disaster. But I bless my
Lord Jesus Christ tbat there is a well at
the gate of purification. For great sin,
great pardon. For eighty years of trans
gression, an eternity of forgiveness. For
crime deep as hell, an atonement high as
heaven; that where sin abounded, so grace
may much more abound; that as sin reign-
ed unto death even so may grace reign
through righteousness unto eternal life by
Jesus Christ, our Lord. Angel of the Cov-
enant,' dip thy wing in this living fountain
today, and wave it over this solemn assem-
blage, tbat our souls may be washed in
"the water of the well of Bethlehem, which
is by the gate."

Further. I remark that this well of the
Gospel is at the gate of comfort. Do you
know where David was when be uttered
the words of tbe texi? He was in the cave
of Adullam. Tbat is where some of yon
are now. Has the world always gone
smoothly with yon? Has it never pusued
you with* slander? Ia yonr health at ways
good? Have your fortunes never perished?

I Are yonr children all alive and well? Is
there one dead lamb in the fold? Are yon
ignorant of the way to the cemetery? Have
you ever heard tbe bell toll when it seemed!m ilevery stroke of the iron clapper belt

i yonr heart? Are tbe skies as bright when
[ you look into them as they used to be when

i other eyes, now closed, used to look intor them? Is there some trunk or drawer in
> your house that you go to only on anniver-t sary days, when there comes beating
I against your soul tbe surf of a great ocean

1 of agony? It is the cave of Adullaml The
i cave of Adullam! Is there some David here
> whose fatherly heart wayward Absalom
I has broken? Is there some Abraham here
i who is lonely because Sarah is dead in tbe

. family plot of Macbpelab? After thirty or
; forty years of companionship, how hard it

; was for them to part! Why not have two
seats in tbe Lord's chariot, so tbat both the

My
aged mother, in her last moment, said to

i my father, 'Father, wouldn't it be nice if
i we could both go together?" No, no, no.?

We must part. And there are wounded
, hearts here to-day. The world cannot

comfort you. What can it bring you?
Nothing. Nothing. The salve they try to
pot on your wounds will not stick. They
cannot, with their bungling surgery mend

, tbe broken bones.
Zoppar, the Naamathite,and B:idad, the

Shuhite, and EUphaz, ths Temtnite, come
in, and talk, and ta k, and talk, but misera-
ble comforters are they all. They cannot
pour light into tha cave of Adullam. Tbey
cannot bring a single draught ofwater from
"tbe well of Bethlehem, which is by the
gate." Bat glory be to Jesus Christ, there
is comfort at tbe gate ! There is life in the
well at the gate. If you give me time, I
will draw up a promise for every man, wo-
man and child in this house. Ay, I will
do it in two minutes. I will lay hold the
rope of the old well. What is your trouble?"Oh," you say, "I am so sick, so weary of
life?ailments after ailments." I will draw
up a promise: "The inhabitants shall cover
