Peabody Education Fnncl.
We areIndebted to Hon. A. H. H. Stuart, a

member of the Board ofTrustees, lor a copy of
i theproceedings of the Trustees of the Peabody

Education Fund, at the 26th meeting In New
York city, October sth, 1887. The address of
Hon. Robert C. Wlnthrop, President of the

, Board, is an exceedingly Interesting paper, In
which he pays suitable tributes to the charac-
ters ofDr. Eben Sperry Btearns, President of
the Normal College, and Chancellor of the
Nashville University,who died on the llth of
April last; and of Gov. Aiken, of S. C, who
was appointed by Mr. Peabody a member of
the first Board of Trustees, twenty years ago_
the duties of which be ably and faithfully dis-
charged up to the time ofhis death, which oc-
curred on 6th of September last at the age ot 81
years. The President of the Board, united
with Dr. Green, theQeneral Agentpro tempore,
on the 29th ofAugustlast. In appointing Wm.
H. Payne, Professor of the science and the art
of teaching In the University of Michigan, at
Ann Arbor, to fill the vacancy created by the
death of Dr. Steams. This action was ap-
proved and ratified unanimously by theBoard,
and lt gave satisfaction in Tennessee as evi-
denced by the facts that he was unanimously
elected Chancellor by the Trustees of theUni-
veislty, and unanimously elected President of
theNormal College by the Tennessee Board of
Education.

The vacancy In the Board caußed by the
death of Gov. Aiken was filled by the election
of Hon. Wm. A. Courtenej. of Charleston,
S. C.

The Board gave authority to Mr. Wlnthrop,
the Chairman, under the advice of the Execu-
tive Committee, to appoint a General Agent
whenever he may think it best to do so. The
indications point clearly to the reappoint-
ment of Dr. Curry, who, it is believed, will
agree to accept.

The Chairman, in his address, was very em-
phatic as to the necessity of education to pre.
serve the free institutions ofour country, and
how highlyhe appreciates the services in that
direction of our distinguished and honored
citizen, Hon. A. H. H. Stuart, may be seen
from the following extract !?

"The admirable and unanswerable report ol
our worthy associate, Mr. Stuart, of Virginia,
which will be remembered to his honor long
after he and we all shall have passed away,
and which was presented' to Congress, with
the unanimous sanction of our Board, nearly
eight years ago?has thus far secured no na-
tional aid lor this special nead of tbe South."

Mr. Stuart ls made Chairman of the Executive
Committee.

From the report of Hon. Samuel A. Green,
General Agent pro tempore, we learn that In
the new apportionmentof Nashville scholar*
ships, 14 is the number assigned to Virginia
and 8 to West Virginia.

Tbe popularqualities ofroller _cur arecom-

ingrapidly into notice In Europe, and limited
portions ofother lorelgci countries not possess-
ing as large advantages for learning its merits,
are also obtaininga partial knowledge of tbe
p'ogress which American genius and skill Jiave
contributed to the process of making good
bread. An examination of the kinds of flour
exported from American parts exhibits tbe
rapidly-growingdemand for the roller brands
and demostrates tbat neither the Trieste nor
other millers of the moat advancedcommercial
centers in the old country have been alive to
this new process in manufacturing flour. The
consumers, however, are making known their
preferences, and as the plants producing ihe
machinery are as yet mainly American enter-
prises, there Is no telling the numbers oforders
Iroiu abroad, which may soon pile up, giving
employment to the skilled artisans and work-
ers in Improved machinery iv this country.

The facts thus briefly grouped have been ob-
served by one of our own merchaut-millem,
Mr. Andrew Bowling, who has given a wide
reputation to tbe flour manufactured by him
at the Augusta roller mills. How much, if any
from tbe three roller mills ofAugusta county
contributes to the exports is only conjecture,
as the home-demand seems to be equal to the
supply. In speaking of home-demand, it is
understood, ofcourse, tobe of wider range than
local, but. at the same time In the interior oi
portions of the oouatry in trade relations with
Staunton the roller flour is a new element in
tbe good living all desire. Some such for the
first time have had their new experience with
that manufactured by theAugusta Roller Mills
and tbe ouly drawback to this class in falling

in with tbe progress of the merchant-milling
system in preference to the old usages of de-
livering wheat for custom-grlading, is the long
wagon-trnsportation lo which it is subjected.?
The effect will be contentration of energy and
oapitel resulting inmore of theroller- and fewer
of tbe burr-grinaing flour-mills.

Institution for the Education ot the
Deaf and Dumb and tne Blind.

We have received acopy of the annual report
of the Institution for the education of the Deaf
and Dumb and the Blind at* Staunton, to the
General Assembly for the fiscal year ending
September 30th, 1887. from which we aregrati-
fied to learn, as we felt assured was the case,
tbat tbat beneficent State Institution ls most
admirablyconducted In every respect, and is
doing a great work for tbe unfortunate classes
for which that school Is designed. It Is a good
and pleasant home as well asa most excellent
school for Deaf and Dumb mid Blind pupils,
where they arewell educated, aud where even
tbe dumb are taught to speak, aud to under-
stand what speaking person* Hay from the mo
tion of their lips.

In communicatingthereport of the Principal
?Capt. Thos. S. Doyle?and accompanying
documents to the Governor of the State, the
President of the Board of V leltors?lsaac Wllz_
Esq.,?says :?

"It is gratifying tome, as the President of the
Board of Visitors, to be able to say that the Of-
ficers and Teachers of the Institution have per-
formed their whole duty, »nd that the educa-
tion or the mutes and the 111ml of our State Is
up to the standard of any similar Institution
Inthis ountry."

As the Institution ban now as many
pupils as lt can accommodate, and as there are
applications In excess of th c capacity of the
buildings to accommodate, Jbe Principal asks
for. an appropriation of fIS.OYX) to erect addi-
tional buildings,and the Board of Visitors re-
commend that such an appropnation for that
purpose be made.

The nuraoer of pupils present during the
fiscal year was 158?mutes 93; blind 60. Dls
charged duringthe year 24?mutes 13; blind 11.
Actually present Oct. 13th, 1887, 134?m utes 85;
blind 49.

The health orthe pupils dvitag the ,»ear was
very good, there being not a single case of sei'l-
ous sickness among them, and there was bui
one among the officers?that of Capt. Funs ten.
theSteward, who was attacked in April with
inflammatoryrheumatism of toviolent a char-
acter tbat, for a lime, his recovery seemed Im-
possible. After being sick for .'our months he
recovered sufficiently to resume his duties,
which he is now discharging wi: v bis usual ef-
ficiency. The finances of tbe la-tUuMou have
been well managed. On October _»t, 1886, there
was a balance to credit ofBoard oi Visitors of
$634.18. Received from tbe Stale luring the
fiscal year endingOct. Ist, 1887, 53>,000. Receiv- j
ed from shops, tuition, Ac, $617.77, making a
total of credits fromall sources $36,251.95. The
disbursements duringtbe year amounted to
$35,261.27, leavingbalance to the credit of the
Board ofVisitors of$1)90.68. to whicb, the Report
says, should bo added that of the Prine i pa!
$308.41?making a total balance in fivor of the
Institution of $1,799.09.

Tbat our readers may learn not only what is
taught in this Institution, but how well it Is
taught,we give In full the Report of the Com-
mittee that conducted tbe final examinations|
of thepupilsas follows :?

Staunton, Va., June 3rd, 1887,
To the President and Members of ths Board ofVisitors :

Gentlemen .?The committee invited to con-
duct ibe examinations met at tho Institution
on the 2nd instant, and, with tbe teachers of
tbe several classes, examined the pupils ivtheir various studies.

The chairman of tbe committee, with Mr.Thomas Williamson, assisted In the examina-
tion of the bliud pupilsand ofone classof deaf
mutes?at least, those who bad been mutes un-
til their skiiful teacher. Miss Grimm,unlocked
their tonguesaud gavethem voice.

Mr. Charles L. Cooke (a former teacher of
mutes himself) examined tbe classes in the
deaf mute department, and bis report is ap-
pended thereto. Examinations thorough aud
searching were made in tbe following studies:
Spelling and defining, etymology, history ofUnited States and ofFrance, geography, gram-
mar, reading, arithmetic, physiology, algebra,
natural philosophy, oil painting and drawing,
both free-hand and crayon. Tbe examiuatiou
gave the plainest evidenceof thorough training
ou the part of the teachers and of real acquire-
ment by the pupils.

Tbe classes showed especialexcellence lv his-
tory, geography(taught with raised maps), and
grammar.

The higher branches ofmathematics showed
a highorder of teaching. One pupil, inpartlc
ular, solved complicated examples In afgebra
inhis bead, and often faster than tho pencil ol
an examiner could record the different trans-
formations ot the equations.

The classes In arithmetic didwell, aud show-
ed careful Instruction.

Ingeography,rivers, mountains, 1-kea,towns
and cities were located; routes were liaced and
direction noted in a manner comparing favor-ably with similar work done by i-.ik who can
see.

-ourcommitteewereespecially impressed by
Mr. Humbert's classes in history unci arithme-
tic; by Miss Kerr's classes in history, geography
and grammar; uy Mr. Ryan's, in yeogi-aphy
and etymology; by tbOßeof Profe-sor Poyutz In
algebra, arithmetic and physiology.

Miss Grimm's classes lv articulation and ilp-
reading gave a wonderful exhibition of what
can be done by patience and unusual skill.?
Pupils,born deafanddumb, wrote,atclictatlon,
sentences on tbe board, aud rend them arti-culately and distinctly enough to he under-stood by strangers. This dictation was partly
by the teacher and partly by the examiners,
thepupils watching tbe lips and expression orthe one dictating. The writing of the deaf
mutes was legible and rapidly written, and
their spelling excellent, notwithstandingtbe
fact that tbey are taught by observing the varyingshapes of themouth and tbe movementsofthe lips aud tongue and the posiiions of tbe
organs of utterance of their teacher, so tbat
words of thesame sound, though spelled dif-
ferently, would necessarily give the same
shape,position and movements?as, for exam-ple, the words "won" and 'one."

Mr. Kuritt's graoelul use of tbe slgu language
was unintelligibleto two-thirds of your com-
mittee, but was evidently well understood by
his pupils.

Specimens ofoil paintingby pupils ofProfes-sor Talbotcoieman didcreult to both teacberand taught.
Miss Gay Trout's claBS in crayon drawingwillcompere favorably with similar classes in oth-er first-iate schools.
Tbat calisthenics are well taught is known

by all who have seen the graceful evolutions
and movements of Miss Augustai I or man's pu-
pils.

To sum up the school shows evidence of good
discipline, thorough teaching, anil a degree of
development in tbe pupils reflecting great
credit upon them and tbeir Instructors. Theirknowledgecompares favorably with thatfound
in schools whose pupilsbave nci natural aye

nues to learning closed, but all their
faculties.

Mis- Sliac -\u25a0 lelord; also, to the good order andbearing of tbepupils In all the cliisse-."The primary olasses taughtby Mr, Williams
and i.r. Berkeley gave evidence of good train-
ing and advancement, of which future years
wi!

It was his pleasure to examine. !wo years ago,
the deaf mute department of this Institution,
and he finds verymarked improvementiv this
respect,
