DR. TALMAGE'S SERMON SUNDAY, DEC. IS

Brooklyn, December 18.?At the Taber-
nacle this morning the whole congregation
sang ihe hymn beginning :

"Tbe hill of Z on yields
A thousand snore 1 sweets,

Before we reach tbe heavenly fields
Or walk the golden Btr.ets."

The Rev. T. DeWitt Talmage, D. D.,
preached on "Recreations, Good and Bad,"
taking two texts: "Fiist Corinthians,
chapter 7, verse 31 : "Tbey that use this
world, as not abusing it ;" arc] Judges,
chapter 16. verse 25 : "And i' came to pass,
when their hearts were merry, tbat they
said, Call for Samson that may mske us
sport. And they called for Himson out of
the prison house; and he made them
sport."

We are entering the gayest season of the
year. The winter opens before us the gates
of a thousand amusements, some of them
good and some bad. One of my texts will
show you that amusements may be destruc-
tive, my other text, will show that amuse-
ments may be under the Diviue blessing
and direction.

There were three thousand people as-
sembled in the temple of Dagon. They
had come to make sport of eyeless Samson.
They were all ready for the entertainment.
They began to clap and p and. impatient
for the amusement to begin, and they cried,
"Fetch him out I fetch hin out <" Yonder
I see the blind old giant coming, led by the
hand ot a child into the very mid*t of the
temple. At his flrst appea-ance there goes
up a shout of laughter and derision. The
blind old giant pretends he is tired, and
wants to rest himself against the pillars of
tbe house ; so he says to tbe ml wto leads
bim, "Show me where tho main pillars
are." The lad does so. Then the stiong
man puts his right hand o_ cms piliar and
his l»ft hand on another pillar, and, with
the mightiest push that mortal ever made,
throws himself forward until the whole
house conies down in thunderous ciasb,
grinding the audience like grapes iv a wine-
press. "And so it came I pass, when
their hearts were merry, that they said,
call for Samson that be may make us sport.
And they called for Eamsou out of the
prison-house; and he made them sport."

In other words: There are amusements
that are destructive, and bring down disas-
ter and death upon the heads of those who
practice them. Wbile they laugh and
cheer, they die. Tbe three thousand who
perished that, day in Gazi are as nothing
comparc-cl with the tens of thousands who
have been destroyed by sinful amusements.

But tbe other text I have read implies
that there is a lawful use of the world as
well ss an unlawful abuse of it, and the
differencebetween tbe man Christian and
the man un-Christian is, tbat in the former
case, tbe man masters the world, while in
tbe latter case the world masters him.?
For whom did God make this grand and
beautiful world ? For whom this wonder-
ful expenditure of color, this gracefulness
of line, this mosaic of the giound, this
fresco of the sky, this glowing fruitage of
orchaid and vineyard, this full orchestiaof
the tempest, in which the tree-branches
flute, and the winds trumpet and the tbuo-
detsdium, and all tbe splendors of the
earth and sky come clashing their cymbals?
For whom did God spring the arched bridge
of colors resting upon buttresses of broken
storm-cloud? For whom did he gather the
upholstery oflire around tbe window of the
setting sun? For all men : but more espe-
cially tor his own dear children.
If yon build a la>gn mansion and spread

a great feasv. after it. to celebrate the com
plction of the st.iuc'ure, do you allow
strangers to come in and occupy the place
wbile yon thrust your own children in the
kitchen or the barn or the fields? Oh no.?
You say, "I am very glad to see strangers
in my manson, but my own sons and
daughters shall have the first right there."
Now God has built ihis grand mansion of a
world, and be has spread a glorious feast in
it, and while those who are strangers to
His grace may come in, I tbink that God
especially intends to give the advantage to
His own children, those who are the sons
and tbe daughters of the Lord Almighty,
those who through grace can look up and
say, "Abba, Father." You cannot make
me believe that God gives more advantages
to the world than He gives to Ihe Church
bought by His own blood. If, therefoie,
people of the world have looked with do-
lorous sympathy upon those who make pro-
less ion of religion, and have said, "Those
new converts are going down ipto privation
and into baidship. Why did not ihey tar
ry a little longer in the world aud have
some of its enjoyments and amusements
and recreations ?" I say to such men of tbe
woild, "You are greatly mistaken," and
before I get through I will show that those
people who stay i ut of 'he kingdom of God
bave tbe hardships and self-denials, while
those who come in have the joys and the
satisfactions.

Tbis morning-, in tbe name of rue King
of heaven and earth, I serve a writ, of eject
ment upon alt tbe sinful and polluted who
have squatted on the domain of earthly
pleasure as though it belonged to tbem,
wbile I claim, in behalf of the good and tbe
pure and tbe true, tbe eternal inheritance
which God has given them.

Hitherto, Christian philanthropists, cleri-
cal aud lav, bave busied themselves chiefly
in denouncing sinful recre-tiins ; but I feel
we have noright to stand before men and
women in whose hearts there is a desire for
recreation amounting to positive necessity,
denouncing this and that and tbe other
thing, when we do not propose to give
tbem something better. 6<d helping me
tbis morning, and with reference to my
last account, I shall enter upon a sphere
not usual in sermonizing, but a subject
which I think ought to be presented at tbis
time. I propose now to lay before you
some of the recreations wb'cb are not only
innocent, but positively helpful and ad-
vantageous.

In tbe Cist place, I commend, among in-
door recreations mv ie, vocal and instru-
mental. Among the first things created
was tbe bird, so tbat the earth might have

' music at the start. This world, which
began with so sweet a serenade, is finally
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tto be demolished amidst tbe ringing blag

of the arch-angel's trumpet, so that as
there was music at the start, there shall be
music at the close. "While this heavenly
art has often been dragged into the uses of
superstition and d saipation, we all know it
may be the means of high moral culture.?
On, it is a grand thing to have our children
brought up amidst the sound of cultured
voices and amidst the melody of musical
instruments. There is in this art an inde-
scribable fascination for the hnusehod.?
Let a 1 those families who bave the means
to afford it, bave flute, or harp, or piano, or
organ. As soon as the hand is large enough
to compass the keys, teach it how to pick
out the melody. Let all our young men
try this heavenly art upon their nature.?
Those win have gone into it fully have
found in it illimitable recreation and amuse-
ment. Dark days, 8 ormy nights, seasons
cf sickness, business disasters, will do little
toward depressing the soul which can gal-
lop off over musical keys or soar in jubilant,
lay. Itwill cure pain. Itwill rest fatigue.
It will quell passion. It will revive health.
It will reclaim dissipation. It will strength-
en the immortal soul. In the battle of
Waterloo, Wellington saw tbat the High-
lander were falling back. He said,
"What is the matter there ?" He was told
that the band of music bad ceased playing,
and be called up the pipers aod ordered
tbem to strike up an inspiriting air; and no
sooner did they strike the air than the High-
landers were rallied and helped to win tbe
day. Ob, ye who have been routed in the
conflicts of life, try by the force of music to
rally your scattered battalions.

I am glad to know that in our great
cities there is hardly a night in which there
are not concerts, where with tbe best musi-
cal instruments and* tbe sweetest voices,
people may find entertainment. Patronize
such entertainments when they are afforded
you. Buy season tickets, if yon can, for
the "Philharmonic" aud the "Handel and
Haydn" societies. Feel tbat tbe dollar and
a balf or two dollars that you spend for the
purpose of hearing an artist play or sing is
a profitable investment. Let your Stein-
way Halls and your Academies of Music
roar with ibe acclamation of appreciative
audiences assembled at tbe concert or tha
oratorio.

Still further: I commend, as worthy _f
their support, the gymnasium. This insti-
tution is gaining in favor every year, and I
know ofnothing more free from dissipation,
or more calculated to recuperate the physi-
cal and mental energies. While there are
a good many people who have employed this
institution there is a vast number who are
ignorant of its excellences. There are men
with cramped chests and weak sides and.
despondent spirits who through tbe gymna-
sium might be roused up to exuberancear-d
exhilaration of life. There are many Chris-
tian people despondent from year to year,
who might, through such au institution be
beueflted in their spiritual relations. There
are Christian people who seem to think that
it is a good sign to be poorly; and because
Richard Baxter and Robert Hall were inva-
lids, they think that by tbe same sickliness
they may come to the same grandeur of
character. I want to tell the Christian peo-
ple of my congregation that God will hold
yon responsible for your invalidism if it is
your fault aud when through right exer-
cises and prudence you might be athletic
and well The effect of (he body upon the
soul you acknowledge. Put a man of mild
disposition upon the animal diet of which
the ludiau partakes, and in a little while
his blood will change its obemical proper
Mom. It will become like unto the blood
of the lion or the tiger or the bear, while his
disposition will change, and become fierce,
cruel, and unrelentiDg. The body has a
powerful effect upon the soul.

There are good people whose ideas of
heave i are all shut out with clouds of to
bacco smoke. There are people who dare
to shutter ihe physical vase iv which God
has put the jewel of eternity. There are
inc.. with great hearts aud intellects in
bodies worn out by their own neglects?
magnificent machinery capable ofpropelling
a Gieat Eastern across the Atlantic, yet
fastened in a rickety North river propeller.
Martin Luther was so mighty for God?
first, because he bad a noble soul, and sec-
ondly, because he had a muscular develop,
ment which would have enabled bim to
thrash any five of bis persecutors, if it had
been Christian so to do. Physical develop-
ment which merely shows itself io fabulous
lilting, or in perilous rope-walkiug. or in
puglistic encounter, excites only our con-
tempt; but we coufess to great admiration
for the man who has a great soul in an
athletic b dy, every nerve, muscle, aud bone
of which is consecrated to right uses. Oh,
it seems to me outrageous tbat men,
through neglect, should allow their physical
health to go down beyond repair. A ship
which augbt, with all sail set and every
man at his post, to be carrying a rich cargo
for eternity, employing all its men io stop-
ping up leakages ! When you may, through
the gymnasium,work off your spleeu and
your queruh.usness and oue half of your
physical aud mental ailments, do not turn
your b ick upon such a grand medicament.

Still further: I commend to yon a large
class of parlor games audrecreations. There
is a nay of making our homes a hundred-
fold more attractive than they are vow.?
Those parents cannot expect to keep their
children away from outside dissipations un-
less tbe domestic circle is brighter than any-
thing they can flud outside of it. Do not,
then, sit" in your home surly and unsympa-
thetic, and with a half-condemnatory look,
because of the sportluluess of your children.
Tou were young once yourself ; let your
cbi'dren be young. Because your eyes are
dim and your ankles are stiff, do not de
nounce sportfulness in those upon whose
eyes there is the first lustre and in whose
foot there is the bouuding joy of robust
health. I thauk God that in our drawing-
rooms and iv our parlors there areinnumer-
able games and sports which bave not up-
on them tbe least taint of iniquity. Light
tip all your homes with innocent hilarities
Do not sit dowu with therheumatism, won
deiing how children can go on so. Rattier
thank God that their hearts are so light,
and their laughter is so free, and that their
cheeks are so mddy, and that their expecta
tion* aro so radiant. The night will come
soon enough, and tho heartbreak, and the
pang, aud the desolation?it will c mas soon
enough lor the dear children. But when
the storm actually cloud* the sky, it will be
time enough for you to haul out your reef
tackles. Carry, then, into your homes not
only the innocent sports and games which
are the inventions ofour own day, but the
games which come down with the sportful-
ness of all the past ages?chess nnd cha-
rades and tableaux and battledore and calis-
thenics and lawn-tennis, and all those
amusements which the youug people of our
homes know so well how to contrive. Then
there will be the parlor socialities?groups
of people assembled in your homes, with
wit and mimicry and joviality, filling the
room with joy from the door to the mantel,
from the carpet to the ceiling. Oh, is there
any exhilaration like a score of genial souls
in one room, each one adding a contribution
of his own individual merriment to the ag-
gregation of general hilarity?

Suppose you want to go abroad in the
city, then yon will nnd tbe panorama and
the art ga.lery aud exquisite collections of
pictures. You will flud tbe Metropolitan
Museum and tbe Historical Society rooms
full of rare curiosities, aud scores of places
which cau stand plainly tbe test of what is
right and wrong in amusements. You wiil
find the Ucturiug hall, whioh has been hon-
ored by the names of Agassiz in natural
history, Doiemus in chemistry, Boyntou in
geology, Mitchell in astroncmy, John B.

| Cough in moral reform, and scores and
hundreds ofmen who have poured tbeir wit
and genius and ingenuity through that par-
ticular channel upon tbe hearts and con-

; sciences and imaginations of men, settingi this country liny years farther in advance
! than it would have been without the lectureI platform.

habitants, there are only two hundred thou-
sand, since it takes at least two men to
amount to one man, so depleting and un-
nerving and exhausting is this metropolitan
life. We want more fresh air, more sun-
light more of the abandon of field-sports I
cry out for it in behalfof tbe Church of God
a3 well as in behalf of secular interests. I
wish that this winter our pouds and our
livers aud our Capitoline grounds might be
all aquake with the heel and the shout of
the swift skater. I wish that when tbe
warm weather comes tbe gracefuloar might
dip the stieam, and the evening-tide be res-
onant with boatman's song, the bright
prow splitting the crystaline bil ow. We
shall have the smooth grassy lawn, and we
will call out people of all occupations and
professions, and ask them to join in the
ball-player's sport. You will come back
from these outdoor exercises and recreations
with strength in your arm, and color in your
cheek, and a flash in your eye, aod courage
in your heart. In this great battle tbat is
opening against the kingdom of darkness
we want not only a consecrated soul, but a
strong arm and stout lungs and mighty
muscle. I bless Gud that there are so many
recreations that have not on them any taint
of iniquity; recreations in which we may
eDgage for the strengthening of the body,
for the clearing of the intellect, for the
illumination of tbe soul.

There is still another form of recreation
whicli I commend to you, and that is the
plessures ofdoing good. I have seen young
men, weak and crossand sourand repelling
in tbeir dispositions, who by one he venly
touch bave wakened up and become bless-
ed and buoyant, the ground under tbeir feet
and tbe sky over tbeirbeads breaking forth
into music. "Oh," gays some young man
in the house to day, "I should like that re
creation above all others, but I have not
the means." My dear brother, let va take
an account of stock this morning. You
have a large estate, if you only realise it.
Two hands. Two feet. You will bave,
perhaps, during tbe next year at least ten
dollars for charitable contribution. You
will have twenty-five hundred cheerful
looks, if you want to employ them You
will have five thousand pleasant words, if
you want to speak them. Now what an
amount that is to start with!

I rejoice in the popularisation of outdoor
sports. I hail the croquet ground aod tbe
fishetman's rod and the sport-man's gun.?
In our cities life is so uubealtby and unnat-
ural that when the census taker represents
a city as baring four hundred thousand in-

You go out to-morrow morning and you
see ? caseof real destitution by the wayside.
You give him two cents. The blind man
bears tbe pennies rattle in his hat, and he
says, "Thank you, sir; God bless yon."
Ton pass down the street, trying to look md-
d fferent; but you feel from tbe very depth
of your soul a profound satisfaction that
you made that roan happy. Yon go on still
further, and find a poor boy with a wheel-
barrow, trjing toget it upon tuecutbstone
He falls in the attempt. You s»y, "Stand
back, my lad; let me try." You push it up
on the ourbstone for him and pa«s on. He
wonders who that well dressed man was
that, helped bim. You did a kindness to
the boy. but you did a great joy to your own
soul. You will not set over it all tbe week.

On the street to morrow morning you
will see a sick man passing along. "Ah,"
you say, "what can I do to make this man
happy? He certainly does not want money:
he is not poor, but he is sick." Give him
one of those twanty-flve hundred cheerful
looks that you have garnered up for the
whole year. Look joyand hopefulness into
his s nl. It will thrill him through, and
there will be a reaction upon your own soul.
Going a little farther on, yon will come to
the store of a friend who is embarrassed in
business matters. You will gi in and say,
"What a fine store you have! I think bus-
iness will brighten up, and you will have
more custom after a while. I think there
is coming a great prosperity to all the coun-
try. Good morning." You pass out. You
have helped that young man, and you bave
helped yourself. And that uight you go
home; you sit by tbe fire, you talk a little,
you siug a little, you laugh a ittle; you
say, "I really don't know what is the mat-
ter with me. I never felt so splendidly in
my life." I will tell you what ia ihe matter
with you. You spent only two cents out of
the tea dollars; you bave contributed one
out of twenty five hundred cheerful looks;
you bave given ten, fifteen or twenty of the
five thousand pleasant words you are going
to speak during the year; yon have with
your own hands helped the boy with tb*
wheel barrow, and you fee. in body. mind
and soul the tbri 1 of that recreation.
Wh'ch do you think was the happier?Col.
Gardiner, who sat with his elbow on a table
spread with all extravagant viands, looking
off at a dog on the rug, saving, "How I
would like to change places with him; I
be tbe dog and he be Col. Gardiner"; or
those two Moravian missionaries who want-
ed to go into tbe lazaretto for the take of
attending tbe sick, and they were told, "If
you go in there you will never coma out.
We never allow any one to come out, for be
would bring tbe contagion." Then they
made their wills aud went in, first to help
tbe sick, aod then to die. Whioh was the
happier?Col. Gardiner or tbe Moravian
missionaries dying for others? Was it all
sacrifice when the m'ssinnairies wanted to
bring the gospel to UM negro*, at th* Bar-
badoes, and baing denied ths privilege.sold
themselves into slavery, standing sid* by
side, and lying sid* by side down in th*
very ditch of suffering, in order that tbey
might bring those men up to life and God
and heaven? Oh, there is a thrill iv the jry
of doing good! It is the most magnificent
recreation to which a man ever puts his
hand or his head or his heart.

But, before closing, I want to impress up-
on yon that mere secular eutertainments
are not a fit foundation for your soul lo
build on.

I was reading of a woman who had gone
all the rounds <*t sinful amusemeot, and she
came to die. She said, "I will die tonight
at 6 o'clock." "Oh," they said, "I guess
not; you don't seem to be sick." "I shall
die at 6 o'clock, aod my soul will be lost. I
know it will be lost. I have sinned away
my da/of grace." The noon came. They
desired to seek religious counsel. "Oh."
she said, "it is of no us--. My day is gone.
I have been all tbe rouuds of worldly pleas-
ure, and it ia too late. I shall die to-night
at 6 o'clock " The day wore away, and it
came to 4 o'clock, and to 5 o'clock, and she
cried out, at 5 o'clock: "Destroyed spirits,
ye shall not bave me yet; it is uot 6, il is
not 61" Tbe moments went by and th»
shadows began to gather, and the clock
struck 6; and while it was striking her som
went. What hour G'd will call for ns Ido
not know?whether 6 o'clock to-nigbt, or 3
o'clock this afceruooo, or at 1 o'clock, or at
this moment. Sitting where you are, fall-
ing forward, or standing where you are,
dropping down, where would you go to?

But our boar for adjourning has alreadycome, aud the last hour of our life will soon
be here, and from that hour we will review
this day's proceedings. It will ba a solemn
hou-. If from our deathpillow we have to
look back aod see a life spent in sinful
amusement, there will be a dart that will
strike through our soul Rharper than the
dagger with which Virginius slew his child.
The memory of the past will make us quake
like Macbeth. Tbe iuiquities and rioting
through which we have passed will come
upon us, weird and skeloton as Meg _ler-
nlles, Death, tbe old Shy lock, will demand,
and take tbe remaining pound of flesh and
the remaining drop ot blood, and upon our
last opportunity for repentance, aud our
last chance forheaven, tbe curtain will for-
ever drop.

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RemarkableIndustrial Activity T_r.ughoat
the South.

Throughout the entire South theactivity
in industrial developments is increasing and
a summary of the principal new enterpris-
es reported during one week* only, as gath-
ered from the last issue of the ilamtfoctur
ers' Record, shows that the South is rapid
lp becoming the seat of vast manufacturing
interests that will add untold wealth to thai
section. Taking up the list by States, Al-
abama makes a remarkable exhibit. At
Anniston arrangements have b-en finally-
concluded by the unanimous vote of the
Englishstockholders of the United States
Rolling Stock Co. for building immense
freight and passenger car and locomotive
works to cost 11,000,000and to employ not
les-i than 1,000 skilled mechanics and dis-
burse for labor and material $10,000 a day;
a company with capital of not less than
$300,000 has been organized to build dwell-
ings in the same place, aud work hag com-
menced there on an electric street car line
and an aro and incandescent electric light
plant, tbe cars to be run by electric storage
batteries, which will bo the first line of
that kind in tho Suath; at Bessemer an
electric light and power plant is being built
and new machine shop will be established ;
Birmingham is starting a horse shoe facto
ry, foundry and machine works, and will
probably establish nut and lock factory;
Michigan capitalists have bought a saw
mill and timber lands near Brewton, for
$55,000; Decatur has secured tbe promised
removal of tbe Urbaua (Ohio) CarWorks,
owned by thesame company that will build
new works at Auniston, thus giving Ala-
bama two great car building plants, be-
sides those under construction at Birming-
ham and Gadsden; at Helena 200coke ovens
have been contracted for, and at Truss-
ville 100, while many smaller enterprises
have been organized. In Arkansas a $200,-
-000 elect, ie railroad company has been or-
ganized at Little Rock, and a $20,000 ccm-
paty ofthe same kind at Pine Bluff. At
Athens, Ga., a paper mill company has
been organized, and near the same town
a 5,000 spindle cotton mill will be com-
menced at once; a new cotton mill will
probably be erected at Augusta ar an old
mill purchased and improved ; $50,000 cot-
ton gin factory is contemplated at Macon,
Ga , and at Newman $50 000 hasbeen rais-
ed for building a cotton mill; a $25,000 car-
riage factory is to be started at tbe same
place; a fertilizer factory will be built at
Quitman; a marble quarry opened at Pal-
metto, and a broom t act ai y started at Tal-
lapoosa. In Kentucky 65,000 acreßof coat
lands bave been purchased and four new
mines will be opened; a wood-working fao
tory is going up at Oweusboro. A New
Orleans biewing company have contracted
f.ir a $75,000 enlargement. In Baltimore
a $30,000 furniture manufacturing compa-

In Ten-
nessee, Athens has contracted for water
works; in Chattanooga au ice factory and
cold storage warehouse aie to be built, an
iron works company bave purchased 10
acres of land on which to build new works,
the location f. r a new furnace has been se-
lected; at Columbia a carriage factory is to
be built; at Cumberland Gap, a new indus-
trial town is to be started and several iron
and steel plants built ;at Graysville, coal
mines are being opened; at Knoxville a
ma'ble quarryingcompany has been organ-
ized ; the Memphis Manufacturing & Brick
Co. will increase their capital from $100,-
-000 to $250,000 ; at Monistown an eleotric
light plant will be built, and atNashville a
company to manufacture motors, cais, &c,
has been organized. Texas shows up with
a $300,000 light power and heating com

Oar Manufactures?Supply and Demand.
There are now two decided policies laiddown, between which the people must de-

cide.
Tbe Democratic theory is to cut off taxes

end leave the money in the pockets of the
people, while cheapening the things they
must eat, wear, and use in their employ-
ments. The Republican idea is to continue
the taxes, chiefly for tbe benefit of gome
manufacturers whom protective tarifffavors,
and to spend the money lavishly in various
ways throughout tho different portions of
tbe country.

Tho President has been perfectly clear in
pointing out that tbe high tariff does not
increase the wagea of the laborer, bnt onlynarrows competition and causes a few em-
ployers instead of many.

There is time enough between to-day and
tbe presidential election to disabuse peo-
ple's minds of tbe fallacies established by
monopolists, the flrst of which is, tbat free
raw material would bring tbe artisan in com-
petition with oheap foreign labor. Quitethe contrary, it places himon an equal toot-
ing with tbe foreign worker who is ahead
of him now because tbe material he work*
costs less, and tbe product, therefore, beats
the American product in themarkets of the
world. Protection narrows the laborer's
product to a home market and to an arti-
ficial price, the effect of which is to over-
stock the market now and then. When
the market is overstocked theemployer oan
stop work by lowering tbe wages, and can
quietly wait for tbe market to rise while tha
laborer starves.

Ou tbe contrary, if tbe produot competes
with those of tbe whole world in all foreign
markets, tbe price of manufactures is ad-
justed to the demand and tbe supply ia
regulated by logical and not artificial causes.
When our woolen manufacturer pay* a third
more for wool than the foreign manufac-
turer, the only way be oan competewith the
latter ia by taxing every home buyer 40 per
ceat. on tbe value of the imported cloth,
and thereby he has the advantage over the
home market;but if be gets wool at tbe
same price as the foreigner be baa a hun-
dred marketa instead of one, and is on
equal terms with all competitors, both at
home and abroad.

The outrage on 57,000,000 people who
pay nearly twice as much as is necessary
for their clothing Is plain, and the excuse
that it protects labor ia a fraud, because
even if it did there would be only 3,500,000
protected laborers compared with tbe 57,-
-000,000 of other people.

But the fact is that the laborer will bo
the flrst man benefited by reduoing imp»rt
duties for tbe staple reason stated above;
that the demand for his product would in-
crease a hundred fold when it can enter all
the markets of tbe world instead of beiner
forced on the home market only.?Rich-
mond Slate.

Facts About Our Hard Monit.?The
amount of coin circulation in the United
States last July, according to ths report of
the director of the mint, was $911,545,981,
consisting of $569,008,065 of gold and $342.-
-537,916 ot silver. Adding the $95,967,920
or bullion in the mints aud assay offices on
the date named, th- total metallic stock iv
the United States is found to ba $1,007,513 -

901. The world's production ofgold iv1886
was $97,761,000, against $35,000,000 pro-
duced iv tbe United States, aud of silver
$130,383,000, against $51,000,000 produced
in the Uuited Srates. The ratio of silver
to gold in 1886 was 20 78, as against 17 88
in 1870, 15 43 in 1866 and 14.96 in 1786.
The averuge value of a tine ounce of silver
in June, 1887, was 90 cent', which was four
cents less than in Jan., 1887, but four cents
more than in July, 1886. The average cost
of a standard ounce was 88 o<), The num-
ber of trade dollars redeemed under the set
of Mar. 3. 1887. was 7,689.039, of which
number 675.083 were imported from China
and Japan after the passage of the act. If
coined into standard dollars these trade dol-
lars will give tha government a seignorage
of $93,004; if coined into dimes, a seignor-
age of $631,574. There were manufactured
at our mints in the last fiscal year 83.266,831
?ilver dollars, at a cost to the government
of $25,343,273 and a profit of $7,933,058.?
