Observing on exhibition at the Fair last Fall
specimens of fine brick and sewer-pipes made
from material which Mr, John H. Cennell dis-
covered on his farm two and a half miles west
of the city, the enquiry was uatural to learn of
him concerning the further development. He
has had the material analyzed by = scientific
expert in Philadelphia, The clay now most in
use for the manufacture of fire bricks, sewer=
pipes, Terra Cotta work, &c., is found in Ohio,
where there are many extensive factories. The
two chief and valuable parts of the material
for such purposes are Billca and Alumina. Of
these, Mr.Connell’s mine shows Silica seventy-
six per cent. and Alumina thirteen and a half,
Attwo of the best mines in Ohio nearly seven-
ty per cent. of Silica and twenty-four per cent.
of Alumina are found at one, and, sixty-two of
Sillca and ten and a half of Alumina at the
other. There are several other ingredients in
this class of ¢clay, such as magnesia, potash,
lime, &e, which are omitted.

Mr. Connell has been ia a very qulet way
investigating as to the resources of the mine,
the valueof its products when in eommerclal
shape, the cost of a plant, and demand for the
manufactured articles. The raw material is in
great abundance, and he has several opinions
expressed as to the value of the manufactured
product of a highly satisfactory character.—
Among them are two from Mr. James W. Me-
Burney, cannected with the Hast Tennessees
Virginia and Georgia Railroad, which compa-
ny,’as all do, have use for fire bricks, and
culvert and sewer pipes in large quantities.—
He pronounees the material, and the showing
made by it in manufactured product, the very
best, and especially for Terra Cotia work, the
finest he ever saw,

The estimate for a plant whilech would turn
outa good quantity of product per day is
$5,500. The expense for mining It would be for
1000 fire bricks $3.65, 1000 feet 3 inch drain pipe
§3.65, and for 1000 feet 3 inch sewer pipe $4.63.
Referring to the standard schedules of whole-
sale prices at factories, it is found tiat the 3-
Inch pipe is quoted at 15 cents per foot whieh,
It wou!d seem, gives a handsome profit to the
maunufacturers,
The resources for an establishment for mak~
ing fire-brick and Terra Cotta products exist
right bere In the suburbs of Staunton, and
deserve farther Investigation, It would seem
that there is a germ for a valuable and profit-
able industry at that locality,
