Reverend Samuel Driver called the meeting to
order, and proposed Judge Chas. Gratian for
Chalrmen, which was unanimously agreed te.
Judge Grattan, in explaining the okject of
the meeting, which was to form a land and
immigration soclety in the Valley, delivered
one of his clear and forcible speeches 80 emi-
mently characteristicof his investigation and
researches in all things pertaining toour chief
industry--agriculture, Now was the timeto
secure an instalment of riew settlers, who would
gladly come with their capital, energy and
thrift, if we would open the way to receive
them. This we ought to @o and do it at once:
During his address, he read a letter recelved by
Hon. A. C. Gordon, President of the Stamnton
Chamber of Commerce, from a gentlemana of
one of the Northwestern States now in the
lower Valley in search of farming lands for set-
tlers whom he represents in his State.

Mr. Gordon offered a resolution providing
for the appointment of & committee to apply to
Judge McLaughlin for a charter ineorporating
“The Land and Immigration Society of the
valley of Virginia,” whicb was discussed by
Messra. C. F. Nelson, P. A, Baylor, and W. A.
Burke. Mr, Baylor made many statements
from observation whilst visiting the West and
Northwest last Summer, and he was gure a
large emigration from that coustry to this
would oceur if the merits of the Valiey of Vir-
ginia were made known and our people offer
preper indccements for them to settle here.
The Chesapeake & Ohio and the Baltiraore
and Ohio Railroad lines, with their Western
connections, aré now imaugurating excursion
trips with special reterence to meeting the de-
sire of the Western people to visit Virginia in
search of new homes. These facilities and
many other topics in eonnection with the ob-
jectsin view were disscussed and explained.
Judge Grattan, at this stage of the proceedihgs,
also referred to the great convention of the
Tunker Chureh denomination Which takes
place in the Valley 1in 1889 when there will
bea great many Western people hare, and
urged that this society omght to be in fall ac-
tivity before and at that time.

Sad Death of a Stranger.

On Thursday, the 22nd instant, &8 man ap-
parently about 40 years of age, of rather low
stature and round body, entered the office of
Drs. A. M. & H. H. Henkel, on Frederick
street, and addressing the first-named as Dr.,
stated that he was cold and desired medical
help. The Doctor invited him to take a seat
by the fire, and observed that his clothing was
comparatively good, but too light for the
season, and that he had neither overcoat nor
wraps of any kind. But few words passed before
the Doctor was satisfied that his mind was
wandering, as all he would say atout himself
was incoherent, giving no connected or inteili-
gible account of where he came from or where
be was going, His manner was more that of
one sufering from delirium ocecasioned by In-
t8xication, though otherwise the Doctor did
not observe anything which would make it
conclusively so. Afterdoing all he could for
his relief in the way of kind words and advice,
he gave him a small dose of bromide of potash,
after which he left the office.

Captain Waters, Chief of Police, saw him
afterwards,and conversed some time with him,
and he, as well as Dr. Henkel, thought he was
when in his right mind and at business a
machinest in iron work. ~

At Buffalo Gap, twelve miles west of Staun-
ton, there is a village.

no more was then seen of him,

King and the persons in her house,

Baturday night following, a little son of Mr,

William King observei a dead man lying in

the spring branch on the Craigsville road a

short distance from the depot.

Dangerous Food Adulteration.

THR FRAUDULENRT USE OF ALUM AND LIME IN
CHEAP BAKING POWDERS.

If consumers prefer to buy an adulierated
article of food because it can be had at a lower
price they undoubtedly have a right to do =o,
provided the adulterants are not of a character
injurious to health, If such articles are not
falsely sold as pure and the customer is not
deceived &8 to their real character, the trans-
action is not 1llegitimate.

But the great danger in the traffic in adul-
terated food arises from the dcception that is
practiced by the manufacturers usually class-
ing such goods as pure. This is almost inva-
riably done when the adulterant is one that is
1u_]urlou’n to health. For instance, manufac-
turevs of alum and lime baking-powders not
only fail to inform the public of the real char-
acter of their goods, but carefully conceal ghe
fact that they are made from these poisonous
articles. Most of these manufacturers also
claim that their articles are also pure and
wholesome, while some go stiil further and
proclaim boldly that they are cream of tartar
goods, or even the genuine Royal Baking
Powder itself, No consumer will buy alum
baking powders knowingly, for it is well un-

derstood that they are detrimental to health,
The sale of lime and alum baking-powders as
pure and wholesame articles is, therefore,
criminal, and it is satisfactory to notice that
several persons ¢ngaged in sueh sale have'al-
ready been brought to justice in the courts.

It
is true that lime, when subjected to heat,gives
off a certain amount of carbonic acid gas, but
a quick-lime is left—a caustic of most powerful
nature., A small {quantity of dry lime upon
the tongue or in the eye, produces painfualef-
fects; how much more serious must these ef-
fects be on the delicate membranes of the
stomach, intestines and kidneys, more partic-
ularly of infants and children, and especially
when the lime is taken into the system day
after day, and with almost every meal. This

¢ First, a code of international laws and a
mode of arbitration to settle disputes which
may hereafter arise betweem the several
American nations without appeal to arms;
second, a uniform system of weights and
measures, custom-house regulations and
methods for the appraisement of imported
goods; third, a uniferm code of eopyright and
patent laws, for the purpese of preventing the
sale of fraudulent imitations of American
manufactures; fourth, a customs union, under
which the peeuliar products of each country
shall be admitted free into the others; fifth,
direct and regular lines of communication be-
tween the several nations; sixth, a common
silver coin for trade purposes, to be issued and
redeemed by each mation i1m proportion te
population,

The President is authorized to appoint
twenty-four delégates on the part of the United
States to attend the Congress, and each of the
other naticns may appoint & like number or
less, provided that no nation shal] have more
than one vote in the disposition of the ques-
tions.
