Scientific and Experimental Farming.
Some of the States had experimental

publishing progress and results, if any has
been provided for, for our State, but pre-
sume the bulletins of the Virginia Station
will be issued through the State Depart-
ment of Agriculture,

Indiana had a Station preyiously and
with newly-equipped force is already re-
porting progress. The bulletin just issued
reviews the past and outlines the character
of the immediate work in hand as follows:
“Among the most important subjects are
those connected with the exhaustion and
the renovation of the soil, * * * We can-
not expect the soil to respond with a con-
tinued harvest, if subjected to constant
robbery. Taking money out of the soil
and putting it into a bank may make rich
fathers, but it will be likely to make poor
sons. The safest bank of deposit for &
farmer is his farm, * * ¥ We must ex-
periment with new varieties of grain,
grasses and fruits, for the purpose of secur-
ing a better quality and a larger yield. We
must try to find out the best methods of
seeding. We must experiment in regard
to the adaptability of soils to the various
crops, and in regard to crop rotation, the
use of fertilizers, and the gathering, curing
and preservation of farm products, We
must experiment upon the best methods of
feeding and taking care of stock, and upon
the production of butter and cheese. * * *
The question how to produce larger and
better crops is an important cne, but the
question how to prevent the enormous de-
struction of grains, fruits, and of domestic
animals through disease, is alse an import-
ant one. Millions of dollars are lost in
Irdiana every year by improper methods of
cultivation, millions by fungus diseases,
and millions by insect ravages.”’

The following is extracted from the bal-
letin of the Kansas Station. It makes sug-
gestions which will be of service to farmers
who propose to keep up with the instruc-
tion we are to receive through the establish-
ment of the Station in Virginia, as well as
in its application to those for whose bene-
fit it was written. The farmer must be-
come a student in making investigations,
and ascertain results by practical experi-
ment. If successful, he wiil know the
groundwork of it ; if not, he will ascertain
the reason, and, for the discovery of it, the
progress going on at the Ixperiment
Station should uickly come to his help :
“The farmers of the State plainly have a
duty in connection with the Station. Ex-
perimental investigations are valuable to
the farmer chiefly that they suggest to
him new lines of thought and action. He
who accepts, without farther thought, re-
sulte obtained at the Experiment Station is
as much in error as his neighbor who com-
pletely ignores the teachings of science.—
The results of experiment must be finally
confirmed by actual experience upon the
farm before they can be said to have prac-
tical value.”

The prosperity of Virginia, so sincerely
desired and so earnestly labored for, must,
in the main, come from our agriculture.—
May we not take new coursge and revive
our hopes in expectation of the early bene-
fits we are to receive through the instru-
mentality of the Station established at our
Agricultural College ? If the time must
be further postponed for the ascertainment
that our agriculture is on a profitable basis,

tions in Virginia was a glorious one indeed.
It was a clean sweep for the Democrats all
round, without a ray of comfort or en-
couragemeut to the Republicans.

‘We requested Judge Grattan to give us a
sketch of his trip and the country as it ap-
appeared to him for publication. He has
done so and it will be read with much in-
terest, and for this favor, we beg to return
bim our thanks,

““If the author of the Deserted Viilage in
his traveler could paint him at each remove
dragging a lengthening chain, how much
deeper must the impression be open one
who has left behind him, scenes such as
this fair Valley of ours affords? I had
heard such glowing tales of western wealth
—in beauty of scenery and fertility of soil
and material progress—that when I started
a few days ago for a short trip through sev-
eral of our Western States, I emptied my
mind so far as I could of all pride of home
associations, that I might take in as much
of the West as 1 could. And having re-
turned, I now wish, Mr. Editor, to unbur-
den my mind to some extent, and if I shall
succeed in turning the anxious eyes of any
of our adventurous young people back from
the West to our own beautiful Valley, I
shall have succeeded in my desire. Iknow
nothing of Central and Southern Illinois,
Iowa, Missouri, or Kansas, and can only
discount their pictures by the difference be-
tween what I sawand expected to see where
I was. After leaving the Valleyon the C. &
0., I saw no good farming land, until I
reached Mt. Sterling, Ky., the entrance of
the Blue Grass country. The country along
the route, it is true, is fast building up, but
not by farmiag industries, and the canyon
of the New River is almost a continuous
village whose nights are made luminous by
the coke ovens, like street lamps,and where,
ever and anon, the tall chimney of some
iron furnace standing sentinel along the
river’s bank throws its black shadow
across its boiling waters, whose waves gleam
in the red light of the blazing furnace.
From Sterling tc Winchester and thence
to Paris in the direction of Cincinnati,I ob-
served the land excellent, the houses solid,
comfortable and comley,—the barns large
and commodious, the stock plentifal and
fat, the fences in good order,and the people
contented and happy; but upon inquiry, I
found none of it was in the market, and
if by reason of death and for division, one
of these farmas was offered for sale, that it
breught from $100 to $200 per acre. After
crossing the Ohio, frem Cincinnati to In-
dianapolis, outside of the villages, the land
is not rich, and the farmers do not show
outward sigons of prosperity. There were
no new houses or barns, and the old ones
were small and had the appearance of want
of care and thrift about them. The fences
were poor and low,although timber sgemed
to be plentiful. I saw no cattle—few cows,
very few sheep, ‘and rarely saw a man in
the field at work. Beyond Indianapolis,
going north, the country improves some-
what, but is low and flat and too wet. I
saw many swamps, and every farm tbat
showed any thrift I could see evidence of
drainage in piles of tiles that were await-
ing the ditches. These of necessity, must
cost very heavily. This land, after itis
drained properly, I should think, would be
productive. The houses were frame,small,
many of them unpainted and looked dilap-
idated. I saw no large barns, and no stock
about the small farm buildings did I see,
and none in the fields. The fences hereare
poor, aleng the road tolerabie, but the cross-
fences not more than seven or eight rails
high and not staked and ridered; I don’t
think I saw a half-dozen that were in the
whole centie of the State. It would not be
fair to judge the whole country by its wheat
crop, as that is a variable standard, and
they have been frozen out, but their crop,
throngh the section I passed, cannot be a
half crop; the oats looked sickly, the corn
was not up. The country school-houses I
saw did not impress me either by their
number or splendor, and I think Augusta
county is ahead of them there. I am satis-
fled, if you expend what is necessary in
draining these lands, putting them under
proper fence, bnilding such houses and
barns and outhouses as we have, that you
will have brought up the prices of these
lands to more than the same quality can be
bought for here 700 or 800 niles nearer deep
water, with good water and climate, moun-
tain barriers”against cyclones, and drain-
age that defies malaria, a population sound
in morals and religion,and civilization that
has passed through the state of fermenta-
tion and thrown off its scam,

The villages and towns are greatly supe-
rior to and more beautiful than ours,indeed,
the wealth and culture of the countryseem
to have crowded to them, and there, flaunt-
ing in their gay colors like the buiterfly,
seem to have forgotten the dry shells they
have left behind them in the country.

There may be, and doubtlsss are, much
finer and better regions than those I saw,
but surely for these it would be folly for
our young men to leave our country to
seek a home among strangers there.

Presidential Post-Offices.

The Washington correspondent of the
New York Journal of Commerce, reviews

is as follows :—

(1.) Where the gross post-office receipts
for each of the two preceding years exceed
$25,000, the cost of such building to the
United States may be a sum not exceeding
$25,000.
(2.) Where such gross receipts for each
of two preceding years exceed $20,000,
and shall have been no more than $25,000,
the cost of such building shall not exceed
to the United States $20,000.
(3.) Where such gross receipts for each
of two preceding years shall be $3,000, and
not more than $20,000, the cost of such
building shall not exceed to the United
States $15,000.
From the report of the Committee recom-
mending the bill the following extracts are
made :—
Under the first-class there are forty-five
cities in which the gross post-office receipts
during each of the past two years have ex-
ceeded $25,000.
In the second class there are thirty-tour
cities or towns in which the gross receipts
of the post-office for each of the past two
years have exceeded §20,000 and have not
exceeded $25,000.
Of the third class it is estimated that 482
buildings will cost $15,000 each, and 872
buildings will cost $10,000 each. The total
estimated cost of baildings of all classes for
1,433 post-offices is $17,755,000. This does
not include the cost of sites, which the bill
provides will be accepted when donated for
that purpose. The bill is substantially the
same as the recommendations of the Post-
master-General in his last annual report.
Hon: David Ermentrout, Democrat, of
Pennsylvania, who has represented the
Eighth district of that State in the present
and last Congress supported the measure
in a strong speech which concluded as fol-
lows :—
““The post-office, like the Government, is
here to stay, and for this reason, if for
none other, it should be kept in some suita-
ble: building owned by the Government,
and at some permanent place whenever the
volume of business justified it.”’
The correspondent speaking of the post-
office and mail service in connection with
Mr. Ermentrout’s advocacy of the bill re-
marks (—
“It is one of the greatest elements of
strength in our system of government, that,
in time of peace, to the great majority of
the people of the country, including all but
those who have direct dealings with cus-
toms or internal revenue officers, or who
may be so unfortunate as to become in-
volved in civil or criminal proceedings
before the Federal courts, the post-office
and the United States mail are the only ob-
ject lessons teaching the existence and
partially defining the sphere of operations
of the general government.
The constitutional power to establish
post-ofiices and post-roads has been exer-
cised by Clongress, in obedience to an en-
lightened public sentiment, in such a man-
ner that in most essential points the postal
service of the United States is not only the
cheapest but the best in the world. There
is still rcom for improvement, however, and
always will be until the progress of the
whole country shall cease, and the people
will not be oontent unless the postal service
is kept abreast of the times.
It does not seem that any proposition
could bo clearer than that it will be cheaper
for this country to own its own post-office
buildings in every city where it now pays
rent than to continue to pay rent for an in-
definite time to come. It is not likely that
land can be purchased and buildings
erected in future for less cost than at pres-
ent, or even at the same cost ; indeed, it is
probable that in ten years from now the
land in growing communities will be worth
much more than to day.””

City.

The corner stone of the Cathclic Univer
sity of America was laid last Thursday at
four o’clock by Cardinal Gibbons, president
of the Board of Trustees of the University.
He was assisted by six archbishops, twenty-
four bishops, hundreds of the Catholic
clergy and a large body of seminarians from
Baltimore.

The spectacle has never before been sur-
passed in the history of the Catholic Church
in the United States, except at the solem
nity of the openiog of the last Plenary
Couuncil. Never before has there been such
an asseamblage of prelates and prlests save
in the old Cathedral in DBaltimore when
ecclesiastical duty commanded their pres.
ence,

A drenching raip, which had continned
aince the night before comipletely changed
the grand arrangements whkich had been
made for witnessing and carrying out the
ceremonies. The procession, which would
have been imposing in its display of banners
as well as in numbers, had to be omitted.

“The Heavens are Telling”’ was the
grand chorus rendered at the opening of
the ceremouies by a choras of a hundred
trained voices, accompanied by the full
Marine Band. The seminarians of St.
Mary’s, Baltimore, sang the psalm, “Lauda
Sion,”” and then Bishop Spalding bagan his
splendid oration, which was listened to
with attention by those within range - of
his voice, despite the uncomfortable con-
ditions with which all were surronnded.

President Cleveland sat on a little plat-
form, just a step higher than Cardinal Gib-
bons, who sat next him, and the two fre-
queutly exchanged whispers.

The presentation of the Papal gold medal
to both ths Caldweil sisters, to Miss Lina,
for the gift of $300,0600, and to Miss -Mary,
for that of $50,000, for the endowment of
the first chair in the university, was an
oceasion of another interesting scene, which,
had the weather been propitious so that it
could have taken place in the sight of as
many thousands as of the dozens who wit-
nessed it, would bave made a memorable
eveunt,

Bishop Keave, in his full, rich voics,
read the presentation letter of Cardinal Gib-
bons. In turn each of the young ladies
stood while the address was being made,
and reeeiving the medal stepped over to
Cardinal Gibbons, who pinned them to
their ccats. The coremony is - historic,
since it is one of the very few occasions
where a woman has been thus sigually and
publicly decorated by the authnrities of
the Catholic Cuurch in this ox any other
country.

The ceremony closed with the ‘‘Hallelu-
jal’’ chorus and the crowd again patiently
took up its way to the station en route for
Washington.

The 01d Stonewall Brigade.

¢“An Actual Survivor of Company F.

Second Virginia Infantry, Stonewall Brig-

ade,”’ writes as follows to The Sun from

Winchester, Va., in regard to the troops

composing that famous Confederate brig-

ade:

«T have been a daily reader of your valu-

ed paper for 20 years, and knowing the
wide and extended circulation of The San,

I ask space in its columns to answer a
question often asked but until now unan-
swered, as to what troops composed the
Stonewall brigade. There were five re-
giments of infantry, viz.,, the second,

fourth, fifth, twenty-seventh and thirty-
third, composed exclusively of Virginians,
officers and men, with the exception of a
few Marylanders, incinding Burke, Glenn,
Kidd, Petit, Pervail, Mitchell and Dorsey.
Those mentioned enlisted in Company F.
of the Second Virginia Infantry, which was
commanded by Capt. Wm. L. Clark, of
Winchester, Va., and known before the reg-
iment was formed as the Winchester
Rifies, The two batteries in the brigade
were the Rockbridge, organized at Lex-
ington, composed mainly of Virginians,
with a few recruits from other States—
Taxas, Kentucky, Maryland, and one from
Pennsylvania. This company was princi-
pally composed of young men who at some
time were college and theological students
at Lexington. The other battery (Carpen-
ter’s) was composed of Virginians. As
farther proof as to the correctness of the
troops composing this brigade I attach an
extract from Gen. Jackson’s own report of
the battle of Kernstown, Va., March 23,
1862: ‘Apprehensive that the Federal for-
ces would leave this military district, I de-
termined to follow them with all my ayail-
able force—Brig.-General Garnett’s Brig-
ade, (Stonewall,) consisting of the Second,
Fourth, Fifth, Twenty-seventh and Thirty-
third Virginia Regiments, and McLaugh-
lin’s (Rockbridge) and Carpenter’s Bat-
teries.” O:iber batteries may from timeto
time havebcen temporarily assignedy but
this was the brigade proper. Asa farther
and more conclusive evidence of the correct-
ness of this statement I give an extract from
a report of casualties in the fights before
Richmond commencing June 26. 1862, and
ending July 1. This report heads the list
of Jaeksou’s divison with ‘Winder’s Brig-
ade, (Stonewall,) Second, Fourth, Fifth,
Twenty-seventh and Thirty-third Virginia
Regiments, Rockbridge (Va.) Battery and
Carpenter’s (Va.) Battery.” I could give
you in detall the different commandants of
this brigdads, the regimental and company
officers, but my desire being to answer this
one question, I will not trespass further.”

!Long Pursuit of a much-wanted man—about

forty shots fired—the capture.

[Speclal telegram to the Dispatch.]
ROANOKE, VA., May 26.—One of th_e most
exciting events iu the history of this -city
was the pursuit and capture this morning
of Ross Saunders, a colored desperade, who
is wanted in Tazeweil county to answer the
charge of murder, in Montgomery county
the charge of highway robbery, in Lynch-
burg for felony, and in West Virginia for
burglary. A few daysago the police of this
city were notified by the Chief of Police of
Lynchburg to be on the lookout for Saun-
ders, and yesterday he was located in a
house on Bunker Hill. It was known that
he was a desperate character, and while ex-
tra precautions were being taken for his
capture he disappeared. This morning
about 9 o’clock he was pointed out to Of-
ficer Morris by a colored man on Norfolk
avenue, and when the policeman called on
him to surrender he drew a revolver and
ran. Several shots were fired at him by the
officer without effect, and a crowd was soon
in hot pursuit of him, among them being
Mr. W. R. Hipes, who was on horseback.
but unarmed. beveral times when Saun-
ders’s capture seemed certain he turned on
his pursuers aud drove them back at the
muzzles of two revolvers, one of which he
carried in eagch hand. After about forty
had been exchanged between the pursuers
and the pursued Saunders was brought to
bay about a mile north of the point at which
the pursuit commenced by Mr. Hipes, who
by this time had procured a revolver. The
desperado, when called on to stop, turned
and fired on his pursuer at short range.—
The shot was returned by Mr. Hipes and
Saunders fell on his back and continued to
fice his revolvers until they were empty,
when he made for & barn, which was soon
surrounded, and his capture was effected.—
That no one was hurt seems remarkable.
