Ineconsistency of the Republican Party.
The New York Evening Post, ranking
highest in point of ability and cleanliness
of all the Republican papers of the country,
in a recent issue traces the sure indications
of disease and innate weakness that have
hitherto and are now gradually sapping the
very existence of the party that once held
almost unprecedented sway in the affairs of
the nation. After reviewing the history of
the Republican party through the two cor-
rupt and demoralizing admiristrations of
Grant, and animadverting upon the evil in-
fluence exerted by Blaine upon the admin-
istration of Garfield, and upon the subse-
quent selection of that evil genius as the
leader of the party in the mamorable strug-
gle for supremacy in- 1884, the Post pro-
ceeds :—
“At last the party has thrown cff all dis-
guise, and openly appears as the cbhampion
of special interests against the masses of
the people. At first the advocate of mod-
erate protection for a limited period {0 *‘iu-
fant industriee,”’ as a mere incident of the
taxing prerogative, it has now become the
advocate of ‘‘protection for protection’s
sake,”’ as a permanent feature, and the
most important feature, of our govern-
mental system. In 1876 and again in 1880
it ‘avowed the belief that the duties levied
for the purpose of revenue should so dis-
criminate as to favor American labor,”
thus clearly recognizing the principle that
duties should primarily be levied only
because they are necessary to support the
Government. In 1884 it still virtually
recognized the same principle by pledging
itself to reduce the revenue, then larger
than was demanded by the necessities of
the government economically administered,
and promising to ‘‘relieve the tax-payer.”’
But in 1888 it has turned its back upon its
whole record ; it ridicules its own former
doctrine that duties are properly ‘‘levied
for the purpoze of revenue’’; it condemus
economy and demands extravagance, in
order that more revenue may be needed;
and when even extravagance seems to be
insufficient, it proposes to repeal the tax on
whiskey rather than lower any of the taxes
on the food and clothing of the people.
The moral side of the tariff issue is here
plainly revealed to the apprehension of the
duilest'mind. The “‘ancrowned king”’ of
Republicans has himself presented it with
remarkable force in his “Paris Message.”’
Nobody can improve upon his argoment of
last December against the Republican plat-
form of June, when he protested against
the repeal of the whiskey tax because,
‘‘there is a moral side’’ to the question,
because the consequent cheapening 'of
whiskey would increase its consumption
enormously, and because ‘it would destroy
high license at once in all the States.”

R. Fellows, New York’s popular District
Attorney, hove in sight.

Several of the delegates, how-
ever, caught sight of him and sent up a
cheer that was taken up by the Convention
and galleries and made the roof shake.

CALLED TO ORDER.

Precisely at twenty-five minutes to eleven
Chairman Russell called the Convention to
order. There were then abouteighthun-
dred and fifty delegates in attendance, though
the galleries were, like yesterday, well
packed. The report of the Committee on
Credentials was called for, Their chairman
stated that the committee had agreed to re-
port simply the pumber of clubs sent by
each State. The report was accepted with-
out a division and that of the Committee
on Permanent Organization was next called
for. L. R. Cofron, of West Virginia, the
chairman, announced the selection of John
Winans, of Wisconsin, as permanent chair-
man, and before he could read further the
Convention again broke loose and sent up
mighty cheers for ‘the next Governor of
Wisconsin.)” This was followed with three
cheers for the State of New Jersey, from
which he hails, and three more for the Btate
of Wisconsin. :

THE CHAIRMAN’S ADDRESS.

When quiet was restored the permanent
chairman, who had been escorted to the
platform by Messra. ‘Cofron, of 'West Vir-
ginia, Sidoey Clarke, of Kansag, and J. V
Tuttle, of Wisconsin, addressed the Con-
vention. He said:—‘In bebalf of the
democracy of the great West, where cheap-
er necessaries of life are preferred to free
intoxicants, I congratulate you upon the
results®of the national Convention held at
St. Louis and the favorable political out-
look.”

and are npot willing to surrender these to
free whiskey and tobacco; the friend of the
laborer, the friend of the honest soldier,
with convictions and the courage to voice
them; the restorer of a government that
had drifted from its moorings back to the
teachings and doctrines of its founders.

The constitution of the National Associ-
ation was then unanimously adopted with a
prolonged shout, and cries of ‘‘Black!

AN ENTHUQJIASTIC MASS MEETING.

A mass meeting was held this evening in
the main hall of the Academy of Music.—
There was & very large attendance. Gov-
ernor Jackson called the meeting to order
and presented Governor Lee, who paid a
high tribute to Cleveland and Thurman.—
The name of General Robert E. Lee, as it
fell from the lips of his relative, was re-
ceived with tumuituous applause. Gen-
eral Lee’s saddle, said the Governor, was
not stained with treason, as charged by
John Sherman, for General Lee had fought,
2s others had fought, for what he thought
to be his constitutional privileges and
rights. Referring biiefly to the tariff is-
sue, he denounced as untrue the charge
that the democratic party was a free trade
party, and declared that the Mills bill was
the embodiment of the democratic doctrine
of protection to the many and not of the
enrichment of the few.

Colonel J. R. Fellows, of New York,
who was the pext speaker, was heartily
welcomed. *‘In this campaign,” he said,
“‘the democracy was not to have the lines
of battle drawn for it by its republican ad-
versaiies. The democracy itself would
present the issue and compel the enemy to
attack it on the lines of its own selection.—
The fight would be on living issues. There
would be no groping amid the smouldering
and dying embers of past hate and bitter-
ness. (Applause.) Mr. Ingalls might
couch his blackgaard utterances in gram-
matical phrases, and that creature in Ohio
who vaunted himself as if he were a conti-
nent, instead of being the miserable Fora-
ker concern he was—(applause and
laughter)—the democratic party would not
be diverted from the important business
which demanded its attention and invoked
its best efforts.

At the Tammany Celebration on the 4th
of July, Senator Vest, of Mo., was called
upon for a ‘long talk.”
Senator Vest bowed and smiled his ap-
preciation of the ovation he received when
he was introduced to make a ‘long talk.”
In the course of his speech he said it was a
significant feature of the day we celebrate
that men of all creeds and nationalities uni-
ted around the altar of freedom.

Norman, Saxon and Dane are we,

But Americans all in our love of t hee,
In the temple of liberty erected by the
Declaration of Independence Thomas Jef-
ferson was high priest. ‘‘I worship no man
living or dead,” said the speaker, “but if I
could kneel to any man it would be at the
grave of Thomas Jefferson.”’
Senator Vest reviewed the history of the
early days of the contest between the fed-
eral party and the republicans—between
Hamilton and Jefferson. ‘‘To-day,’’ he said,
‘“‘we fight for the great truth for which Jef-
ferson lived and died—‘equal rights to all
and exclusive privileges to none.” [Ap-
plause.] Jefferson would not sanction the

unlimited taxation. That is the doctrinc
of the republican party of to-day as it was
of the federalists then. They believed in a
privileged class, and so do the republicans
of to-day. Their high tariff doctrine means
simply a catering to the rich manufacturers
at the expense of the workingmen. [Ap-
plause. ]

“‘The democratic party, as founded by

Thomas Jefferson and exemplified by Cleve-
land—[great applause]—will live to read
the funeral notice of the republican party
as it did the federal party. I have differed
with Grover Cleveland as honest men will
differ, not because I blamed him for exe-
cuting the laws of the country, but because
I would have gone further than he did in a
certain direction. But I honor and respect
Grover Cleveland.
. “It was sixty years ago to-day that Thom-
as Jefferson died—he, the founder of our
great party, upon the natal day of his coun-
try. The standard of the democratic party
has passed on down from hands to hands
until it is now in the firm and steadfast
grasp of Grover Cleveland.”’

This was the signal for a tremendous
burst of cheers for Cleveland. Then some-
body called for three cheers for Thurman,
“‘the old bandanna,” and they were given
with a will. 3

Continuing, the speaker said that every
acre of land voted away by the republican
party in Congress to railroad monopolies in
the West had been won by democratic
statesmanship. And yet to-day the repub-
lican party claims that all the wealth and
growth and progress of the country had
been due to repubiican administration.
[Laughter.] But during the three periods
when the democratic party was in control
the growth of the country had been greater
than uander the republican regime.

“It is & libel on our workingmen to say
tbat, with Open markets, they cannot com-
pete with any people on earth. | Applause.]
The courage and skill of the American
workingmen will lift the crest of the work-
ingmen of the United States as her cagles
were lified by the armies in the field dur-
ing the great Rebellion.

“The republican party, in its Chicago
platform, declares in favor of a Chinese wall
around the country. Its atatesmen pro-
pose, without regard to any surplas in the
I'reasury, to impose what taxes they please.
A few years ago a factory owner in Massa-
chusetts—he was a republican—imported
some Chinese workmen for his shops. His
men were mobbed and driven away by the
outraged workingmen of this country.

““To-day the republican candidate for the
Presidency stands upon the same platform.
He stands uypon a Chinese platform.
[Hisses ] He has voted in Congress for the
introduction of Chinese into this country.—
[Hisses.] I favor the coming here of every
foreigner who comes to partake in our
civiization.

It lies in tha manly emotion
with which the generous soldier sees ouly
the siccerity and the courage of his ancient
foe, and scorns suspicion of a lingering
eumity. It lies in the perfect freedom of
speech and perfect fraternity of spirit which
now for thres days have glowed in these
heroic hearts and echoed in this enchanted
air, These are the forces that assure the
fature of onr beloved country. May they
go before us on our mighty march—a pillar
of cloud by day, of fire by night!
