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Democratic Congressional Convention.

The diflioulty in making a suitable nomina.
tion will not be in the paucity, but in the
number of capable men from whom to
choose, as but one is to be chosen. We feel
assured that the delegates from all parts of
tho District will meet in a liberal and
patriotic spirit, with the purpose of making
the best selection by nominating tbat can-
didate who, to his other qualifications, adds
that of availability, and will most certainly
carry the banner placed in his hands to a
glorious and triumphant victory. Itshould
be borne in mind tbat, at the last Congres-
sional election in this District, tbe Demo-
crats were deleated by the large majority
of about eighteen hundred, and that it by
no means follows that a nomination is
equivalent to an election at this time. Such
an assumption would be erroneous, and if
acted upon by tbe voters, would resalt in
auother ignominious defeat. In making
the nomination, therefore, the question of
availability should be considered, and that
candidate should be nominated who will be
able to command the most votes.

He would get more votes in
this county than any otber candidate whose
name will be pic _ented; and it should
be borne in mind that tbis county can give
as great a Democratic majority as will be
given by all tho other counties in tbe Dis-
trict combined, aud tbat it is upon tbe
Democratic vote of tbis county that rests
the hope of Democratic success. Thi9 con-
sideration should be conclusive of the pro-
priety aud . i._om ofthe nomination ofthe
candidate irascnted by Augusta county,
and more particularly wheu it is considered
that this couuty is tbe horns of the candi-
date that defeated the Democrats so badly
at the last Congressional election, and that
he will probably be again tbe candidate of
the Republicau party in tbis canvass.

Beware of False Prophets.
The perambulating wonld-be teachers of

all that is great and good in our political
economy have commenced again to give
the benefit oftheir views and to instruct the
voter in relation to his pecuniary opportuni-
ties?notably to inform him of the impend-

I ing destruction to all his interests if the
Mills bill becomes a law. There are sev-
eral grades of these self-constituted patri-
ots who are sacrificing time, mind and
good-will, and burdening their precious
souls with pious anxiety for the poor labor-
ing man whose future they alone can prop
erly cafe for. Their teachings of the past
have proved to be false, but they only
know a certain species of cant for argu-
ment, like patent medicines, recommended
for all cases, they are bobbing up again
and repeating it with tiresome reiteration,
and if, perchance, they can get hold of the
lost places which the most of them held in
Government offices, thevoter and his inter-
ests might go to the dogs so far as they
care for them.

The interest in iron-ores and coal in Vir-
ginia is to be ruined, they say, by a
measure which in fact has not interfered
with the relations they occupy to demand
for them or affecting the development and
the interests of the labor employed in pro-
duction, except to benefit that labor. Tbe
tariff on these articles is not changed by
the Mills bill.

The vote of New Jersey is to be fought
for with more confidence of capturing it
for the Republicans than there exists in
relation to the result in Virginia, and the
effortmade in one large industrial interest
in that State in the line of misrepresenta-
tion shows to what extremes that party is
resorting to accomplish its ends.

Doubtless in due time as the Republican
propagandists are making tbeir big and
little rounds in our section of country, they
will tell the people of the enormous cost at
which they are hereafter to obtain crockery
ware, aud as a result the poor man will be
forced to use, as iv primitive times, rude
wooden plates and be deprived altogether
of other articles in that class, because of
the Mills bill, which is to break down the
American production.

The New York Journal of Commerce has
thoroughly investigated the question, and
furnishes the country with something of
the motives which prompted tho misrepre-
sentation to obtain votes. It is placed in
its true light. The Mills bill does not dis-
turb that important industry, but leaves it
where Republican legislation placed it
years ago. This interest is like every other
essential in our progressive development as
the Mills bill disposes of them, and the
truth as presented below furnishes a toxt
for the Democratic speakers as they may
have occasion to relate false allegations.?
Following is the extract from the authority
named above in relation to the pottery
interests in New Jersey, as the Mills bill,
would affect them, aud that is, it leaves
them just where it found them, with ample
protection.

The poor workmen
who bave no opportunity to examine the
subject for themselves have been told that
in case tho State should go Democratic at
the next election, this ruinous device will
be carried out, and the poor potters will
either lose all employment, or be compelled
to work at starvation wages. It is from
this excitement, we suppose, that the ap-
peals have come to us, to stay the band
whioh is pressing the poor laborers to the
level of such abject misery.

We make no reply to the politicians.?
They all know better, but would not ab-
stain from repeating a falsehood, if it would
help them in an election, although it ex-
ceeded in its monstrous propositions the
roost extravagant statements out of Baron
Munchausen's remarkable fictions.

We have taken from the Custom-House
record, without special selection, an as-
sorted crate of white granite ware, which
was subject under the present tariff to the
following cost and charges :?

Unnecessary Taxation is Unjust Taxation-
It is self-evident that unnecessary

taxation is unjust taxation, and it is
equally evident that, as the people of the
U. S. are taxedunder the present Republi-
can tariff to the amount of $100,000,000
annually more than is necessary for the ad.
ministration of the government honestly
and economically conductted, they are un-
justly taxed to that vast amount every
year. As the Warrenton True Index says,
1 'we are paying annually, one hundred mil.
lions more than enough, and this money is
taken from our pockets where we need it to
be locked up in the Treasury where it is
not needed, there to lie idle; aye, worse
than idle, because it depressestrade, lowers
p rices, and if tbo hoarding is continued it
will bring financial revulsion. Iv these
days of ««'''on«,when we have millionaires
by the thousands, it may be well to get an
idea of how much one hundred million dol-
lars is. To haul this surplus to the Treas-
ury, this amount collected over and above
t_e necessities of the Government, would
require 3,000 wagons, each carrying a full
ton of silver, and allowing 30 feet to each
team, we wonld have a train sixteen miles
long, carrying merely the surplus which has
been unnecessarily taken from the people
only to be hoarded. This looks as though
somebody was paying taxes, aye unneces-
sary, hence nnjust taxes. To bring the
matter nearerhome, let us see how much
we Virginians pay of this amount. The
solution is easy. There are thirty-eight
States, among which Virginia ranks 14th
rather above the average, and pays one
thirtieth of all Federal taxes. One thirtieth
of one hundred millions is three and one-
third millions, or one hundred of the three
thousand wagon loads of silver, making its
way into the Treasury there to remain idle,
because not needed for the expense of Gov-
ernment.

Again, let us see if we do not pay taxes,
even though the Assessor and Tax-Collec-
tor do not come among us in Spring and
Fall, Government collects from imports

Of the two hundred aud twelve
million dollars collected on imports, at a
low estimate, one hundred and eighty mil-
lions is laid for the purpose ofprotecting our
infant industries which are now at least one
hundred years old. There protected manu-
facturers produce nine-tenths of the articles
we consume,for which we are charged above
aj/air profit the per centage of duties laid.
It is estimated that we pay into the pockets
of these manufacturers from five to eight
times as much as we pay into tho Treasury.
Patting it five times as much, the lowest
estimate, we have the enormous amount of
nine hundred millions, which reduced to
loads of one ton each, would require thirty
thousand wagons, forming a procession one
hundred and fifty-nine miles long.but all of
which vast amount is to be emptied not into
the Treasury, but into thepockets ofprivate
individuals, the protected manufacturers.
This train will consist of one thousand
wagons loaded for Virginia, containing
thiity miii.ou dollars paid by us Thus
we Sic that Virginia pays three and odo-

! third millions into the Treasury and thirty
millions for tho purpose of protecting in-
fant industries, aggregating forty millions
?fully thirteen timei more thau wo pay
into the State Treasury. Who can say
we pay no taxes to the Govern-
ment? We call special attention to the
nine hundred millions paid to the manufact-
urer?paid to one class of industry out of
the hard earnings of all others. Isit strange
that we have Carnegies and Spreckles? Is
it strange that millionaires should be able
to form combines, trusts, rings and corners?
Is it Strar*g3 that they should control the
Bench, St-ite Legislatures, the National
Congress, aad hold Cony entions to nomi-
nate Presidents? Is it strange they should
oppose Cleveland and Thurmin, the Demo-
cratic party, aud the Mills' Bill, or anything
ca'culatod to loose their grip upon the
throats of the people? Is it strange the
farmeis and business men generally are
crying out against oppression?

Friends, look at these facts, scan these
figures, pnll on your thinking cap?, put on
your studying-gowns, and determine tbeee
things shall not be so."

An Important Confession.?Mr. James
P. Foster, tbe President of tbe Republican
League of the United States, is complain
iug that the capitalists aud monopolists
"who are getting practically the sole benefit,
or at least the most important benefits, of ihe
tariff laws," are not contributing to tbe
Republican campaign fund as they should.

Tbe Voice of a Statesman.
WHAT WAS TRUE IH THE PAST IS TRUE

TO-DAY.
From a speech of Hon. R. M. T. Hunter,

delivered in the U. S. Senate in 1852-36
years ago?we quote the following which is
as truo a picture of the present as if it had
been drawn at this day instead of 36 years
ago. What he predicted would be tho re-
sult if the government would attempt to
regulate business and to foster particular
iuterists has been verified to the letter.
He said:?

"I celieve that if we undertake to protect,
to foster, and sustain every interest, this
Government will become one vast jobbing
concern; tbat temptations will beset our leg-
islation until conniption becomes the order
of tbe day; and that the centralization of
power will go on here until nothing shall be
left to the States and but little to the peo-
ple. I believe tbat in a country so large as
ours, with interest so vast, society must
work much of its own machinery; and that
then what will be necessarily left for us to
do will be full as much as a free represen-
tative government can possibly manage.
Ifwe go further, and insist upon taking
more subjects under our charge, in such a
country as this, to accomplish it we shall re-
quire a higher degree of centralization and
a more refined and despotic system of or-
ganization.

I know that these views may seen narrow
and poor to those who believe that it is the
duty of goverment to attend to everything,
to sustain and support every interest, and
who believe tbat they are doing good when
they attempt it. But I wonld appeal to
them, to the most considerate andexperienc-
ed among them, when they come to make a
calm retrospect, to say whether they do
not find that in nine cases of ten when tbey
interfered for such purposes they have
failed in their expectations?in their gen-
erous aspirations, if you will?after tbe
good of their race?

'\u25a0They may call it a protection of indus-
try, an encouragementof enterprise. They
do, indeed, become tho artificers of the
fortunes of a few; but at what an expense
to the many whose just claims are forgot-
ten or overlooked ! They satisfy the de-
mands of importunate capitalists wbo
clamor around the Treasury door; but it is
done at tbe expense of the silent millions
who toil for their daily bread, too little
heedful of the measure in which tbey are
taxed or the manner in which the money
thus raised is afterwards distributed.

We bear a great deal about "protection
to American labor" and strenuous efforts
are made to make the wage workers be-
lieve that their only safety is to be found
in a high protective tariff and tbat all who
oppose the system are enemies of the labor-
ing class. The republican journals of
Pennsylvania are mad and sorrowful by
turns, and sob and weep over the false
charge of free trade. It would be well for
tbem to spend some of their efforts near
home and sweep before their own doors.
Tbe following articles written by a .North-
ern man after a thorough investigation,
will give some light upon tbe blessings con-
ferred upon the wage workers of Pennsyl-
vania by a high tariff upon everything ex-
copt imported pauper labor. Read what he
say8:

"The meagre earnings of the laborers are
eaten up by the exorbitant charges at the
stores which are run by the oompunies em-
ploying tbem. They are compelled to pay
outrageous rent for the miserable huts in
which they shiver iv winter and swelter in
summer. Iv tbe mining region 'there is
nothing cheap except labor.' The men re-
ceive from 60 to 80 cents per day. They
are brought into constant competition with
the 'pauper labor ofEurope,' which is hired
by the mine bosses every time it underbids
American workingmen."

Again:
"There is many a miner who goes with-

out dioner day after day, and who tightens
his belt wben noon comes. A piece of fresh
meat is a luxury for the holidays, aud two
or three cold potatoes are the usual con
tents ofhis dinner-pail. There is do allow-
ance made by the employers for accidents
and illness. Wben the doctor is needed
each visit must be paid for wben it is made.
When rent-day come3therent is taken
from tbe month's earnings, and if the head
of the family can work no moro the family
i? turned out with all the bitter cruelty of
'business.' Wholesale evictions take placo
in Pennsylvania as well as in Ireland, and
scenes of brutal indifference tobumau lights
and of pitiless carelessness of human feel-
ings are common."

As the Norfolk Landmark says, "ifmen,
will only take the trouble to look into this
question of tariff taxation for protection
they are bound to see that it is wrong.

porting the very methods and systems that
are oppressing them."

The August Meteors.?The August
nights from the Bth to the 12th will be en-
livened by the display of meteors which are
sure to descend through the atmosphere in
greater or less numbers. The meteors, as
is well known, come from the great meteor
zone whoso perihelion is on the earth's
orbit, and whose aphelion extends beyond
the bounds of Neptune, the most distaut
planet ia the solar system. The earth,
about the lOtb, plunges through the, zinc,
the meteors are set on fire by the concus-
sion of the earth's atmosphere and descend
in tbo form of shooting stars. The radiant
point of tbe August meteors is iv the con-
stellation Perseus, and they are therefore
called Persids. Perseus rises on the 10th
ia tbe northeast about 9 o'clock, and obser-
vers who watch the sky iv that direction
will bo ro warded by the sight of several
hundred meteors as the hours of the night
pass on. Many of them will be brilliant,
and as large as stars of the first magni-
tude, and many of them will leave trails of
luminous vapor lasting several seconds.

Wheu Mrs. Trigg, aged about 60 years, the
mother ofLilburn Trigg, heard that her
son was shot, she attempted torun to where
he .was, wheu she was prostrated on the
way by heart-disease and died the next
morniug.

Taxation in the States is levied on lands,houses, bonds, Btocks, notes, horses, cattle;in short, on all kinds of property. Theowner sees and realizes fully what he is
doing when he pays taxes on bis property,and no party and no administration could
remain in power one hour in any State in
the Union that would impose a tax of $5on the f 100 of property. It could not becollected. It would produce insurrection.
But a tax of$42.49 levied on the products
of labor, and concealed and disguised by
the methods of indirection adopted in its
collection is boldly proclaimed a free trade
measure. In a majority of the State* the
rate oftaxation does not reach $1 on the
$100 for State and county purposes, and
there are but few cities in the United
States, extravagant as they generally are
in their municipal administrations, that
support a taxation of 3 per cent.

$42.49 per cent., is characterized as a
"free-trade measure." The term free-
trade seems to have a double meaning.?

We say to the manufacturer we have put
wool on the free list to-enable him toobtain
foreign markets and successfully compete
with the foreign manufacturer.

We say to the laborer in the factory we
put wool on tbe free list so that it may be
imported and he may be employed to make
the goods that are now made by foreign la-
bor and imported into tbe United States.

We say to the cusumer, we have put wool
on the free list that he may have woolen
goods cheaper.

We say to the domestic wool grower, we
have put wool on the free list to enable the
manufacturer to import foreign wool to mix
with his own and thus enlarge his market
and qnicken the demand for the consump-
tion of his wool while it lightens the burden
ofthe tax-payer.

The duty on wool now prevents nearly
all the better classes ofwools from coming
into the country, when the domestic product
can only supply about one-half of the
amount required for home consumption.
