It is time that we were thinking about
our District Fair, for its continued success
depends upon the general as well as special
interest taken in its objects. The exhi-
bition this fall will be the third under the
enlarged organization, and if the improve-
ment of the third shall be as decidely pro-
gressive on the second as that was upon
the first, it will be tBe sousce of general
gratulation and a renewed inggnfive to
press it forward to the success aitgd at by
the earnest men, throughout the-District,
wwho so efficiently put their shoujders to
the wheel to build up in the Valley an in-
stitution worthy of the section and its agri-
cultural and stock-growing opportunities.
There ought to be some special features in
the management of the Fair which would
disseminate through the counties, subdi-
vided into districts and neighborhoods, the
value the exposition would be to our own
people and thus secure a still larger at-
tendance than heretofore, though, that has
been good. We will modify to some ex-
tent what is said above, of special features,
for the organization has local officers in all
the counties, and it is ratber an enlarged
work than has been previously effected
through them that we think will materially
promote the objects of the Fair, so gener-
ally approved and capable of bestowing
lasting benefits to our leading industries,
the chief of which is agriculture.

Fairs and expositions are the best means

through which the resources and oppor-
tunities we possess for enlarged prosperity
can be made koown. It is not to be ex-
pectel that we can draw upon distant
States and communities for an incoming
population and capital to any great extent,
but it well becomes us to cultivate the
home material we have and draw to our
exhibitions not only the old and experienced
men gpgaged in agriculture and the other
pursuits adapted to our section of country,
but there should be special effort made to
attract hither our young men, who in the
bounds of {he several counties embraced in
the Fair organization, that are by scores
and hundreds engaging in some one or
more of the pursuits adapted to this section
of country. An enlargement of home ef-
fort for the benefit of home people, if ac-
complished on the scale it can be, would
soon return many fold in compensation for
the cutlay of a small expenditure of time
and money. The plan we suggest to
forward thess interests is neither new nor
original. It has been often tried and was
never known t> fail, and at this time has
proven to be one of the chief means through
which Mr. Ashton Starke, President of the
Virginia Exposition, bas achieved the as-
sured success of that grand design. It is
that the business men of Staunton shall en-
graft it upon their busicess correspondence
with all the tcibutary and {radicg country
in association with the city, and effecting
all farther distribation of information that
may be practicable. The President of the
Fair and his Executive Committee, and the
President of the Staunton Cbamber of
Commerce with his Board of Directors,
could, ina few Lours of mutunal consulta-
tion, mature plans by callicg some energy
and systematized efforts and the printieg
pross to their aid, send abroad into every
home, from the humblest to the most im-
posing, the merits of our Fair exhibit, and
enumerating many Jof the considerations
which sbould attract the people within all
our bounds to it, There are gixty of the
good business men of Btaunton represent-
ing all our pursaits, membe:s of the Cham-
ber of Commerce who would most efficient
1y co-operate io carrying out such a design.
They wou!d enlist many more aod then
add this to the work doue by the Fair
orgavizatior, as it would widen the ramifi-
cations in its local organizations, and there
is no estimating the additicnal number of
articles there would be to press for room in
the exhibit, nor the largely increzsed num
ber of visitors who would be there, not to
see and be obeerved, but there for the pur-
pose of gaining information—to render
practicable aud profitable the opportunity
for improvement which they embraced,
recognizing the stimulant thereto through
the means we are recommending to be
brought to bear for that chief purpose. If
something of the engraver’s art could be
blended in the desiguos of printed matter so
much the beuter, but circulare and envelopes
and the popular means in that branch of
advertising, if employed as it is practicable
to do during the six intervening weeks will
80 efficicntly increase the geuveral interest
that next year an earlier and more enlarged
efiort on the same line will be gererally
called tor by al] the interests to be pro
moted.

The gratification of success by contribu-

Mr. Blaine Returns.

Hon. James G. Blaine who has been

absent in Europe for more than twelve
months, arrived at New ¥ork ou the 10th
instant. The steamer, the “New ¥ork,”
was delayed on her trip and his arrival was
congequently a day or two later than ex
pected, The grand demeonstration to wel-
come him was arragued for the expected
and not his deferred arrival, and for that
reason much of the preparation for it was
lost. The following account «f what oc-
curred in the barbor of New York and un-
il 3r. Blaine 1eached his hotel, is taken
from the ¥ress telegrams :—
““About 8 o’clock the gLtarin met the
City of New York outside of the Narrows.
The Starin tarned about and both vessels
slowly steamed up the bay bow and bow.—
Cheer after cheer rose from the deck of the
Stariu, although it was yet impossible to
distinguish Mr. Biaine’s form among the
2,000 that stood on the decks of the huge
steamer. As the vessels neared each other
Mr. Blaine’s form was at last made out
standing in a group of friends on the upper
deck forward. As cheer afier cheer arose
Mr. Blaine bowed repeatedly. He was
neatly dressed in a dark cutaway coat,
light trousers, and a brown derby hat. The
Chicago Blaine Club’s little tng had been
the first to greet the steamer aa it came np
the bay, and clupg under its wing while
the Chicago men cheered. Cappa’s Band
on the stern played ‘“Home Again,”
“Home, Sweet Home,”” and ‘The Star-
Spangled Banner,”” while advancing up to
quarantinre. Then both vessels came to
anchor and as tke Starin ran over by the
City of New York Mr. Blaine’s face and
form were plainly visible. Cheer after
cheer broke forth and bandkerchiefs were
waved. Cries of ‘‘Blaine, James G, Blaine,”
“No free trade,’’ arose, and the utmost en~
thusiasm prevailed. At last at 9:15 o’clock,
to the music of ‘‘Hail to the Chief,”” Mr.
Blaine got aboard the Starin, escortcd by
Whitelaw Reid and Mr. Pool.

He was then welcomed in a speech by
Mr. Bartlett op bekalf of the Republicarv
Club of New York, %

In reply Mr. Blaine said the present weas
a scene he would never forget. *It is an
occasion which I assure you I appreciate
ftom the depth of my heart. It is shadow-
ed only by the sad event which greeted us
as the flist piece of American news we
heard~—the death of General Sheridan, a
wan who was above party and stood for
the union of the Btates. [Shonts of
“Good I’’] With that exception my arrival
upon my native shore was unattended by
anything but joy and bappiness.’’

To a reporter Mr. Blaine said that he
did not know whether he would go on to
Maine to-night or not. He did not know
what arrangements had been made for
hira. When told that the Irish-Americans
proposed to serenade him to-night and
present an address, he replied : “That’s
all right ; I'm glad of it.”

As to what part he would take in the
campaign Mr. Blaine said he could say
nothing at present. ITe said he did not
think he would go oulside the State of
Maine uctil after the State elegtion there
on the second Monday in September.

On arriving at the city the police landed
from the patrol and preserved order, while
others already stationed at the entrance to
it prevented the large crowd waiting in the
street from surging in. Mr. Blaine was
escorted to an open carriage by Messrs.
Bool and Bartlett, of the Republican Club,
and was at once driven to the Fifth-Avenue
Hote!. Mrs. Blaine, Miss Blaine, Miss
Dndge, Walker Blaine, Mr. and Mrs. James
G. Blaine, Jr.,, and others were rapidly
driven to the hotel in other carrages wait-
ing the party on the pier.

At night Mr. Blaine was serenaded and
appeared before an immense audience in
Madison Park, where be made an address
of considerable length, He criticised dis-
approvingly the administration of Presi-
dent Cleveland and was highly eulogistic
of Harrvison and Morton; and remarked
that he was a warm pergonal admirer of
Mr. Thurman, Mr. Blsine announced his

A New Acrobat in Republican Politics.

We to-day complete the publication of
the Star’s roll-call of members of the Cen-
tral Labor Union on the gquestion of Mr.
Morton’s candidacy. There is absolute
unanimity in denunciation of the national
ticket bearing the name of a man who has
imported contract labor in violation of law,
and who has given practical evidence of his
belief in the theory of paying the least pos-
sible wages without regard to the’ kind of
labor he employs or the comfort of those
who work for him. This sentiment is not
confined to New York city or State, The
vote of the workingmen of the country will
be overwhelmingly against the defender of
Chinese immigration and the importer of
cheap contract labor.

It was ascer-
tained from Mr. Cason, the agent of the
company, that the shipment was an aver-
age one, Mr. Cason remarking that his
company handled iraniense guantities of
birds. The shipment made yesterday was
consigued to Cincinnati, Pittsburg, Cleve.
land, Toledo, etc., and consisted ot 2,100
mocking birds, 680 red birds, 165 parrots

ViraeIiNia’s DisMAL Swavp.—Ponder on
this marvelous fact, says a correspondent:
The lake of the Dismal Swamp in Virginia,
three miles by two and a-half in extent,and
from eeven to fifteen feet in depth, is situ-
ated on the side and almost on the top of a
hill, and yet it creates by overflow all
around it for about 1,000 square miles one
of the densest and darkest morasses on the
surface of the earth.

1n 1763 George Washington surveyed the
Dismal Swamp and discovered that the
western side was much higher than the
eastern, and that rivers ran out of the
swamp and not into it. He then wrote
tbat the swamp was “‘neither a plain nor a
bollow, but a hillside.” A member of the
national geological sarvey recently entered
the Dismal Swamp, procceding westward
from the Dismal Swamp canal toward the
lake, and found that the rise of the land
was five and a half feet in seven miles.

We met this gentleman, Mr. Atkinson,
within the bounds of the swamp, and on
hearing his statement asked him, ‘‘Cuunld
the lake be lowered and the swamp draiced
with such an incline?’’ *Certainly,”’ be
said. “‘It is a very decided watershed.

Brice Muses on Blaine.

THE CAMPAIGN ‘‘ON WHICH WE ARE NOW
ABOUT TO ENTER’’ IS ALL RIGHT.

Chairman Brice, of the Democratic
National Campaign Committee, was cor-
ralled yesterday by the reporters, who
wanted to know what he thought of the
offect Mr. Blaine would have on the cam-
paign.

“The Democrats needn’t worry,”” said
Mr. Brice. “‘The failure of the Blaine re-
ception showed that the Republicans will
be wrong if they build very largely upon
him. If Mr. Blaine continues to make the
same kind of speeches as the one he favored
the Pat Ford crowd with on Friday night
the Democrats should rejoice. The speech
was clearly an insult to the intelligence of
the American people. Mr. Blaine stated,
for instance, that ever since Cleveland’s
tariff reform message last December the
manufacturers and commerce of the coun-
try have experienced confusion and disas-
ter. About the time he was saying this
the columns of the T'ribune contained the
refutation. Its commercial article showed
that the country was more prosperous than
in August, 1887, and that mercantile iater-
ests were on a more solid basis. Mr, Blaine
also resorted to a piece of demagogism in
stating that the English wanted the Mills
bill to become a law. The fact is contrary
to this if the English newspapers state the
truth. These papers contained editorials
every day, in which the fear that the com-
mercial supremacy of England would be in
danger if her raw material was admitted
free into foreign countries was expressed.
Mr. Blaine’s arrival did not buoy up ‘Re-
publican spirits as much as was expected.
It was intended to be the real opening of
the campaign, and Mr. Blaine showed that
this was the fact when he said in his
speech, “The campaign on which we are
now about to enter.’’ In place of the
grand harrah that was expected, the only
rsons who were excited over it was the
crowd that followed Fat Ford. It was far
from being what it was called, ‘A working-
men’s meeting,” There undoubtedly was
a defection of Irishmen from the Demo-
cratic party in 1884, but the breach is now
healed. Irish-Americans appreciate the
real issues of this campaign. They under-
stand that high tariff makes the capitalist
grow rich and keeps the workingman poor;
that it raises monopolies, for the benefit of
which workingmen are taxed. The jout-
look for a great Democratic success at
present is bright and the reports coming in
from all over the country are encouraging.
1 think that Cleveland and Thurman will
be elected, and that the Democrats will
also have a majority in the Senate and
House, which will enable the party to
carry those reforms with which it stands
identified into effect.”’

The Campaign in Indiana.

The campaign has opened vigorously in
Indiana. Senator Voorhees delivered a
great speech at Terre Haute on the 4th in-
stant, from which the following extract is
made, wherein he discusses some of tho past
transactions of the Republican party in its
designs of increasing the wealth of the rich
and lowering the opportunities of laboring
men:— :

Every movement
in the machinery of government set in mo-
tion by republican leaders and managers has
been to swell and bloat the gains of the rich
and to increase the burden of the poor, to
deprive labor of its honest reward and to
reduce the industrial classes on the farms,
in the workshops and in the mines, to the
estate and conditions of serfs paying tribute
to their rapacious masters. The republican
conspiracy to fasten the fangs of the money
power in the struggling body of American
labor, and to enable gigantic usury and
legalized robbery to suck the blood of every
American industry took 1its first great step
when, in anthorizing legal tender currency
in 1862, the greenback, the immortal anci
glorious greenback, was discriminated
against and degraded in the money markets
of the world by being made non-receivable for
duties on imports and for interest on the
borded debt of the United States. In all
the annals of nations no financial measure
was ever more wilfully wicked in concep-
tion and design, nor more far-reaching op-
pressive and destructive to the rights of la-
bor in its results than this. The senator
declared this act enabled the ¢bullionists’’
of Wall street to realizs a profit in ‘‘naked
speculation” with the bonds and carrency
of the nation of nearly one thousand million
dollars. The laboring people have been too
patient, too forbearing. Ido not believe
any other people on the globe would have
submitted, unless restrained by force, to the
monstrous act of congress of March, 1869.
By one dishonest stroke of a dishonest pen,
guided and held by the dishonest leaders of
a great party, the debt which labor has to
pay was swollen 85 per cent. The great
bulk of our bonds, the five-twenties were
payable in greenbacks, and the authors of
the act of March, 1869, knew it was false
when they declared they were payable in
coin. The speaker then quoted at length
from the speech of Senator Beck on this
subject March 13th last. Also quoted the
letter written by John Sherman in 1868, and
resurrected by Beck, wherein Sherman said:
“I"think the bondholder violates his promise
when he refuses to take the same kind of
money he paid for his bonds.” Why, ask
the speaker, should not the greenback,
with its glorious bistory and with all the
crimes eommitte and attempted agaiust it
by the leaders of the republican party, come
to the front at this time and at all times,
when the interests of the laboring classes
are under consideration? Branded at its
birth with the bar sinister as a bastard in
the field of currency; persistently stigmatiz-
ed and characterized as a rag baby; born in
a foundling hospital without known paren-
tage; for years denmounged as dishonest
money—a fraud upon the business and
commergial world, yet it stands to-day in
every state in the union with its head as
high and its purchasing power as great as
the brightest gold tnat ever flashed from the
depths of the earth. It is true that the re-
publican candidate for president suggested
in 1878 that an idiot asylam ought to be
erected for believers in the greenback—for
you, my old greenback friends, and for me.
I believed in the greenback then and I do
now, aud I take my place alongside of you
under (Jeneral Harrigon's sweeping, in-
tolerant, brutal criticism and denynciatiou,
I did so ten years ago, when he poured out
his sgornful wrath upon us, and I was well
content with the result. - He canvasscd the
state in 1878 as the candidate of his party
for the senate, as I did as the candidate of
mine, aud the people of 1ndiana decided by
more than 30,000 majority in the popular
vote for members of the legislature that ha
was nearer a fSogugial idiet tban I was,
and that I should go back to Washington
and leave him at home.

The Eleetions in Tennessee.

NasuviLLe, August 7.—The eleciians
held in Tennessee last Thursday has geitled
two questions that have been uppermost in
the public mind, and determined beyond
doubt tha weight of two hitherto unknown
elements in the November election. In ev-
ery county the party lines were closely
drawn and ihe contest was hot, because it
was known that on the result of these coun-
ty elections would hinge the result in the
legislative, State and national elections in
November.

In every oounty the Rspublicans made a
desperate effort to capture the office of
sheriff, as in Tennessee the sheriff appoints
all elegtion cfficers and has control of the
glection machinery. But in every county,
in every section of the State, there were
substantial Demacratic gains. In man
counties a Democratic sheriff was elected
for the first time in twenty-five years. In
Davidson county, which went Republican
in 1886, the Democrats had nearly 4,000
majority. Shelby county, which once was
close, went overwhelmingly Democratia. In
Repubilcan Knoxville the Dermocrats gain-
ed largely and only utter lack of organiza-
tion prevented them from carrying the coun-
ty. Hamiltco gave large gains also,

The Republicans have hesn {n eansalta-
tion hers aver the way things have gone,
and have advised John €, Dougherty, mem-
ber of the Nutional Republican Committee,
that, in tbeir opinion, it would be folly to
send money into Tennessee with the hope
of carrying it.
