
Death of Professor Richard A. Proctor by \u25a0
Yellow Fever.

This distinguished astronomer and sci-
entist diedon the evening of the 12th inst.
of yellow fever in New York city. He had
arrived there but a few days before from,
his home in Florida on his way to Europe,

He was born in Chelsea, March
23, 1837. He received his early education
first at home, then at an academy in Mil-
ton, on the Thames. He became at the
age of seventeen a clerk in a London bank-
ing house. In 1855 he entered King's Col-
lege, London, to pursue his studies, and in
the following year was able to enter St.
John's College, Cambridge, from which he
graduated in 1860. He married before the
close of that year and devoted himself for
the next three years chiefly to historical
and literary studies. But by 1864 his at-
tention had become chiefly centred in as-
tronomical and mathematical pursuits. In
April, 1887, he removed to Oaklands, near
Orange Lake, in Florida, where the State
proposedto build an astronomical observa-
tory for him, and which has since been hi 8
home. Mr. Proctor's work as an author
was largely of a character fitted to win con-
temporaneous popularity and servo his own
generation.

His books have served to make many
students of science and to widen the mental
horizon of many who had rarely looked into
scientific worksbefore, which was probably
all that he himself designed or expected of
them.

been taught to venerate the principle that
the government was for the protectionof
the people; that in this conntry man is cap-
able of self-government; that the best and
happiest condition is where a man governs
himself; that the greatest trouble always
arises where tbe Government encroaches
upon the rights of its people. In every
canvass for many years there had been some
great issue for the ballot-box to determine,
and tbo issue now was different from any
otber one within the last quarter of a cen-
tury. The great man from Maine had said
that tbe issue now was "labor?labor from
skin to core, and from core back to skin
again," and tbe speaker accepted tbis. It
was with his hearers, he said, to determine
whioh of the great parties they would fol-
low. He went back to the days of Patrick
Henry and unfolded very carefully the roll-
ed up history of tbe Republican party on
tbe matter of war-taxes and bow it has al-
ways stiod with reference to the laboring
class. When the war closed the Republi-
cans, who then bad entire control of tbe
Government, proceeded at onoe to relieve
the taxes of the woalthy, but let remain the
onerous burdens on domestic products.
With a national debt of 12,000,000,000this
tax on income was repealed. That's the
kind of friend to labor the Republicans are.
The tax at that time on woollen goods was
from fifty to sixty cents, aud the 3 per cent,
tax takenoffofmanufacturers relieved them
ofabout $127,000,000. Out of tbe popula-
tion of the United States at that time (50,-
-000,000) not a half million were effected by
this tax. There were taxes on railroads, ex-
press companies, and other concerns which
were coining money, and these were taken
off, but the burdens on the property of tbe
poorer classes were allowed to remain.
Were tho Republicans such friends to the
laboring man? As soon as tbe war was
over they didn't want to pay the debt, but
were so anxious to commend themselves to
these wealthy concerns that they regarded
only their interest.

AN IMMENSE ANDIENCE AND VERT ABLE
SPEECHES.

In the Opera House on Broad Street in
Richmond last Friday Bight, an immense
audience had the pleasure of hearing two

very able speeches delivered by Hon.
Roger Q. Mills, of Texas, Chairman of the
committee that reported the Mills Bill, and
W. L. Wilson of Jefferson county, W. Va.,
also a memberof that committee. The Rich-
mond Dispatch says:?

"The house was crammed; there was no
vacant seat, and hundreds who sought for
so much as standing room peered in at tbe
doorways and finding there was no chance
for them turned away.

Inside all was brightuess and enthusi-
asm."

Hon. W. L. Wilson, who spake first, was
introduced iv his uuual felioitous style by
Gov. Fitz Lee, who, in the course of his le-

marks, said:?
"I.don't mind telling you that after

careful considerationI have concluded not
to vote for Harrison and Morton. |.L»ngh-
er and applause.] Among five or six
hundred thousandreasons Imay give you
two or three. One is that when there was
on amendment proposed to the Revised
tatutes to allow ex-Confederates to hold
fflees in the army and navy Harrison voted

against it.
In 1882, when a bill was offered which

contemplated giving the producer of tobacco
the privilege of manipulating 100 pounds of
it for his own use, he voted against that
too. So far as I have ever heard, while in
Congress Mr. Harrison never originated or
supported any measure for the reliefof the
laboring-man, aud in the often-mentioned
labor troubles in Indiana he placed himself
at the head of a company of HO men and
said he would order the strikers back to
work, and if they did not return he would
shoot tbem to the ground.

1 It has been my duty, said tbe Governor,
to use the military power in this State; but

i I did it to preserve the peace. Never did
we deal with the question of wages. We
said: That is a question for you to settle;
the military are to bo employed simply to
preserve tbe peace.

In Indiana, however, said the Governor,
when tho Journaloffered a rewardof11,000
to any one who would come forward and

Va., on Saturday last, Hon. Robert Schill
ing, of Milwaukee, Wisconsin, Secretary of
tbe national executive committee of the
Union Labor party, delivered a speech be-
fore a Labor Union Convention. The
Charleston Star says:?

"He was introduced by chairman J. W.
Goehoru, and entertained the large audi-
ence for about an hour, with a speech that
was acknowledged by all who heard it, to
be one of the ablest and most logical orator
ical efforts ever delivered in tbis city. He
gave a most thorough expose of the Repub-
lican "protection" humbug, acd showed
plainly by illustrations, ft-Ota and figures,
that not one cent of the money paid in tar-
iff duties ever reached the laborer. He
said that the tariffwas a local question?

That was the problem that tiie Demo-

It is better
for the workmeu to get a moderate wage
and to have regular and constant employ-
ment,'' and hpnqp ho argned that it is tbo
duty of the Government to meet this ques-
tion of over-production. With a revised
tariffour trade can find maikets iv other
lands; we will have more generalprosperity
here, and the laboring-man will have steadi-
er work aud more comforts.

Tho question, Mr. Wiisou said, is, Who
does this tax protect? Does it protect tho
American laboring-man? He argued that
it does not, and quoted from statistical re-
ports to substantiate bid position. Take
down the census records you will find
that of tbe twenty million workingmen in
this country only about one twentieth of
them are engaged in these protected indus-
tries. Tbe report of the Bureau of Labor
Statistics will show that nearly all of tbe
strikes and lock-outs occur in these so-call-
bd protected industries. The introduction
of machinery in the manufactories and
workshops, he said, are exactly iv the live
of protected industries- The introduction
of contract labor to take the places of
American citizens and other evils imposed
npon our laboring people were characteriz-
ed as against the great, idea of the dedica-
tion of this republic that "all men aro free
and equal."

PROTECTIVE TARIFF.
"A protective tariff," said the speaker,

'enhances the profits of capital only and
does not increase the pay which our honest
workmen receive for their work. Here is
an instance of how it operates: A laborer
goes to a manufacturer and asks for em
ployment. The Jattjr replies: "Well, I
have a vacant place in my faatory and I
think you can till it. How much do you
want?" Trie poor man with a family to
support looks over the matter and thinks
to himself: ''I ought to get $10 per day in
proportion to my employer's profits on my
labor, but I suppose Iwill have to work for
less," and turning to the manufacturer,
says: "I will take $3 per day. I cannot
possibly support my family in the style
that American people should go in on less
than tbat price." 'I wilj not'give that,"
says the mauiifactuscr. "I can send over
into Canada and get plenty of men for $2
per day." Want starii g him and htsfamily
in the face this poor man has to accept the
same for wbich tho Can--i .lan would work.
At the end of tha week *lc.n ho has earned
$12 and is about to be paid off the laborer
says, "I need some clothes and believe I
will take come of this cloth which I have
made."

The manufacturer, throwing down the
roll of cheviot goods, says, "How much
will you have? It is worth $2 50pei yard-"

The laborer: "I will not give that much
for it. The goods is only worth $1.25, and
I will not pay you as much more for tariff.
You could get all the men you wanted in
Canada, and I had to work at tbeir low
wages or not at all. Now I can go to
Canada and get my cloth unless you will
sell it to mo for what I would bave to give
for it tbere." [Tumultuous applause.]

"You poor fool," rejoins the manufac-
turer, ''the Government protects me in
what I have to sell you, aud gives me freo
trade oa what you have to sell me."

'This," continued Mr. Wilson, "is ex
actly how this theory of protection work*,"
and h« gi«e several other equally as clear
aod convincing explanations ofthe system,
?jll of which '.be imtnen seassemblage drank
iv win the groatest eagerness."

THE QUESTION.
The Democrats are now in power again.

We
must produce tho things that go into mar-
ker, in order to bave the markets. Labor
and material are prime factors in tho con-
trol of this matter. Qur labor is the clieap
est in the world in the manufacture of nine
out of ten articles. A laborer hero gets
more and does more. * * »

Where he gets three times _i. muoh as a
foreign laborer he does six times as much
work. We are the smartest people in tbo
world; we excel all other nations in produc-
tive qualities as we excel them in civiliza-
tion aud advancement. We are on a high-
er plane and enjoy privileges that they do
not. They have never paid for them as we
have. Our Chief Magistrate was eight
years ago only sheriff of bis connty, and
four years beforehe was aod unostentatious,
modest citizen. The conditions that sur-
round us are greater. Our people are in-
ventive aud progressive, and where our
workman gots five times as much money as
a foreigner he does twelve times as much
wor.k. The speaker illustrated by showing
that in this country a man can, with machin
cry, make more door-knobs for iifteen oents
and make $3 per day at it,while in Germany
an operative woikiug at the same bns ! oe3s,
and by hand, caa make only forty cents per
day.

Great Britain sent over an expert to ex-

amine into the manufacturing industries of
the United States, and he reported that the
people of Rhode Island can beat the people
of England on cheap goods.

Accepting tbe Republican Presidential

HE FAVORS A HIGH TARIFF, AND OPPOSES

VIEWS OH TRUSTS.
Indianapolis, September 11.?General

Harrison's letter of acceptance Is made pub-
lic this evening. Itopens with an explana-
tion of his delay in writing it on the ground
that visiting delegations have occupied his
time, and says: It is a matter ofcongratula-
tion that tbe declaration of the Chicago con-
vention upon the questions that now attract
the interest of our people are so clear and
emphatic. There is further cause of con-
gratulation in the fact that the convention
utterances of the democratic party, if any
degree uncertain or contradictory, can now
be judged and interpretedby Executiveacts
and messages, and by definite propositions
in legislation. This is especially true of
what is known as the tariff question. Tbe
issue cannot now be obscured. It is not a
contest between schedules but between
wide-apart principles. The foreign com-
petitors for our market have wilh quick
eyes seen how one issue of this coutest may
bring tbem advantage, and our own people
are not so dull as to miss or neglect tbe
grave interests that are involved for tbem.
The assault upon our protective system is
open and defiant. Protection is as-jailed as
unconstitutional in law or as vioious in prin-
ciple, and those who hold such views sin-
cerely cannot stop short of an absolute
elimination from our tariff laws the princi-
ples of protection. Tbe Mills bill is only a
step, but it is toward an object tbat the
leaden of democratic thought and legisla-
tion have clearly in mind. The important
question is not so much the length of the
step as the direction of it. Judged by the
executive message of December last, by the
Mills bill, by tbe debates in Congress and
by the St. Louis platform, the democratic
party will, if supported by the country,
place the tariff laws upon a purely revenue
basis. This is practically free trade?»free
trade iv tbe English sense. Tbe legend up-
on the banner may not be "free trade;" it
may be the more obscure motto, ' 'tariffre-
form;" but neither the banner nor the in-
scription is conclusive, or indeed very im-
portant. The assault itselfis tho important
fact. Those who teach that the import
duty upou foreign goods sold in our mark
ets is paid by the consumer, and that the
price of the domestic competing article is
enhanced to tbe amount of the duty on tbe
imported article?tbat every million of
dollars collected for customs duties repre-
sents many millions more which do not
reach tbe treasury, but are paid by oujr citi-
zens as the increased cost of domestic pro-
ductions, resulting from the tarifflaws, too,
may not intend to discredit in the minds of
others our system in levying duties on com-
peting foreign products, but it is clearly al-
ready discredited in their own. We oaanot
doubt, without impugning their integrity,
that if free to act upon their convictions
tbey would so revise our laws as to lay the
burdens of tbe customs revenue upou arti-
cles that are not produced in tbis country,
and rep'ace upon tbe free list all competing
foreign products. Ido uot stop to refute
this theory as to the effect of our tariff
dnties. Those wbo advance it arestudent*
qfma.iins and not of markets. Tbey
may be safely allowed to call their project
"tariff reform" if the people understand
that iv the end the argument compels free
trade in all competing products.

The declarations of the convention
against all combinations of capital organized
iv trusts or otherwise to control, arbitrarily,
the condition of trade among our citizens,"
is in harmony with the views entertained
and publicly expressed by me long before
tbe assembling of the convention. Ordina-
rily capital shares the losses of idleness withlabor, hut under tha operation of the trust
in some of its forms the wago worker alone
suffers loss, while idle capital receives its
dividends from a trust. Producers who re-
fuse to join tbe combination as an element
of prices, is eliminated. It cannot be
doubted that the legislative authority
sbould and will find a method of dealing
fairly and effectively with these and other
abuses connected with this subject. It can
can hardly be necessary fir me to say that
I am heartily in sympathy with thedeclara-
tion upon tie subjectof pensions to our sol-
diers and sailors.

Our fisheries shouldbe fostered aod pro.
?eorcil. 'ihe hardships aud risks that are
the receasary incidents of the busiues
should not be increased by an inhospitable
exclusion from tbe near lying ports. The
resources of a firm, dignified and consisten
diplomacy are undoubtedly equal to the
prompt and peaceful solution of the di|ft-
pulties ltj-;r, i\o\f exist, .(Jar neighbors wiil
surely uot expect in our'porta a commercial
hospitality they deny to us in theirs. 1
cannot extend this letter by a special ref-
erence to other subjects upou which the
convention favors an expression. In re-
spect to tbat as well as lo those I have no-
ticed I am in entire agreement with tbe
declaratious of tbe convention.. Tbe resolu-
tions relating to the coinage, to the rebuild-
ing of the uavy, to coast defences and to
public lands, express conclusions to all of
which I gave my support in the In?
viting a calm and thoughtful consideration
Of these public questions, wo submit them
to the people. Tbeir intelligentpatriotism,
and tbe good Providenoe that made and has
kept us a nation will lead them lo wise and
safe conclusions.

Harrison's Letter Reviewed.

UIISO THE OUBPLUS TO BUT BONDS?BOND- 1
HOLDERS TO BE BENEFITTED AT THS EX-
PENSE OF THE PEOPLE.

{Special to Baltimore Sun.l
Washington, September 12.?Gen. Har-

rison's letter has not rippled tbe surface of
tbe sea of politics. Instead of a raging
cyclone or blasting blizzard, tbere has come
from tbe shores of the Wabash tbe mildest
sort of a zephyr, lt really seems as if Mr.
Ingalls's advice had been followed, and
that the Republicans bad chosen a negative
character. Mr. Harrison's letter has one
prevailing idea permeating every paragraph,
it is that the Democratic party is insinoere,
not to be trusted, and if permitted to re-
main in power will carry the country, in
the language of Mr. Mantilini, to the
"demnition bow-wows." In one sentence
he doubts the sincerity of the Democratic
party's platform, and yet accepts as honest
the interpretation it has received from the
Democratic President and House. He
protests against the Democratic outrage of
touching the tariff, and yet promises that
the Republicans will, if successful, revise
it.

The most unpatriotic, unstatesmanlike,
impolitic and startling proposition of this
otherwise commonplace paper is that which
proposes tho reduction of the surplus by the
purchase of bonds before their maturity.?
What do these bonds represent? The high
and cruel taxation under which tbe poor
people labored for decades. Who holds
these bonds? The lich and miserly, indi-
vidual and corporate ! What can they be
bought at before maturity? For just what
tbe "bloated bondholders" choose to de-
mand for them. Wbo will be paying for
both the face, interest, and premium? Tbe
now overtaxed masses.

This proposition of itself is enough to
condemn both party and candidate. When
General Harrison touches the Chinese
question he carefully avoids any allusion to
his past reoord. He does not frankly state
that bis views ou that subject have changed.
He simply says that "tho question bas
passed beyond the stage of argument." yet
it is pending in the Senate to-day. Grover
Cleveland would never bave thus ignored a
record conscientiously made; all the plat-
form in the world would never change bis
honest convictionß.

These features of the letter are the ones
which have attracted most attention at
Washington. As for theremaining charac-
teristics they are regarded as mere gener-
alities, showing, however, that the leader
has fallen into line and promises to sneeze
whenever Mr. Quay takes snuff. This ex-
plains wby he feebly waves the bloody
shirt in referring to election frauds, why he
makes a pretentious bid for soldiers' votes,
not only from the pension standpoint, but
by extending to them the hope of getting
offlce "in the competition for civil appoint-
ment." With characteristic inconsistency,
be in tbe next paragraph pledges himself to
such a lofty theory of civil servioe reform
that to name office-seeking in his presence
would be contamination, Mr. Harrison's
allusion to the virtue and temperance plat-
form of tbe convention whero votes were
bsught and sold and free whiskey endorsed
is worthy of the Joseph Surface of the
Chicago comedy.
