Its slightly coned
elevation partakes more of a platean from
mountain to mountain, intersecting that
of the Valley plateau parallel with the bar-
riers named. Its topography bears no re-
semblance to the great mound-shaped ele-
vations in western North Carolina, from
whose sides the New, the north prong of
the Tennessee, the Yadkin and the Dan,
have their head-springs and enrich in their
flow many of the valleys of eight States.—
But in the display of nature’s rich munifi-
cence, lovely attractions, and cultured
fields, they are not superior to those which
belong to the Shenandoah river and its
tributaries or the James and its valley ad-
ditions.
Of the thousand square miles of territory
forming Augusta county, two hundred are
drained by the streams west of the North
Mountain that flow to the James, and eight
hundred are watered by the sources of the
Shenandoah river. The aggregated length
of the larger class of streams in the county
is about four hundred miles.. In their flow
and meanderings, enriching valleys with
great fertility, they awaken keenly relished
study aund afford the highest pleasure to
the stranger lingering in his journeyings,
and strengthen the ties of effection that
cluster around ancestral homes. Their
curving and eddying currents are remarka-
ble and in striking contrast to the direct-
ness and rapidity of those on the Southern
or Rockbridge side of the watershed. Mid-
dle river, the chief in length in consequence
of its many curves and changes of direction,
triples its over-land distance as the crow
flies from its source to its confluence with
the North river. The South river, with its
head-springs near those of the Middle
river, is about the same in volume, but
more direct in its course and more rapid
because of shorter line. The average fall
of Middle river is about fifteen feet to the
mile; that of South river is thirty.
As remarked, high-up watersheds are
generally associated with steep declivities
and rapid currents. Not so with that of
the Shenandoah, as the Empire county of
the Valley collects the sources of that beau-
tiful and historic stream. 1ts wide {pla-
teauns, gently rolling hills, and more than
six hundred miles of watered valleys ad-
ding ihose of the lesser to the larger
streams mentioned. The two thousand,
five hundred farms in their aggregated
acres in cultivation, numbering twenty-
five thousand, delightfully watered, as
may be inferred from the brief description
furnished in connection with the streams,
surely make a country which pleases the
eye and charms the heart. As Judge Grat-
tan goes abroad on his high mission for Vir-
ginia to speak of the grand old mother acd
all ber territory, his own lovely valley will
greatly aid him in inspiration aund in
speech. Of our climate he can utter
golden words, and tell how the great bar-
riers shut out cyciones and tornadoes. He
can describe its fruitfulness of soil, the
grandeur of its forests, and the boundless
richness of its minerals Mgﬂ_g@g
€ountaina-that burst out of the earth ob
every hand. In live-stock pursuits it has
no superior, and when the new observer
makes his visit, he will declare “the half
tad not been told him.”” The streams not
already spanned with superior iron-bridges
will soon be 80 at avery needed point. A
system of improved roads will be estab-
lished and nothing left undone to move the
hand to industry, and direct mind and
action to securing the highest aims of our
civilization—and all this for the full en-
joyment of our home people with a warm
welcome to the worthy stranger who will
Jmarticipate by casting his fortune with ours.

FOR THE NEXT CAMPAIGN.

TaE EEMOCRATIC CLUBS TOo RETAIN THEIR
ORGANIZATION FOR THE FIeHT IN 1802,
The executive committee of the National
Association of Demooratic Clubs, which
pnow represents about 3,000 associated local
elubs, has issued the following_addms to
its constituent bodies:

To the Associated Clubs of the United
States: Your executive committee since
the election has been in receipt of com-
munications from your general committee-
men and from the clubs aud sooieties form-
ing tho association in every part of the
country. It is its pleasure to be able to
report that there is no faltering from the
issues of the last campaign, and no hesita-
tion as to entering at once upon the con-
test of 1892.

The national association was formed and
its members organized too late for the most
effoctive campaign work daring the past
presidential conteet. It failed to stem the
tide of republican misrepresentation and
the effect ot entrmous sums of wmoney
handled by the most corrupt and_ efficient
partisan organization ever known in this
country: but with all our disadvantages
success was barely missed. The great
manufacturing States of New Jersey and
Connecticut were carried. In New York
and Iondiana, in Massachusetts and Rhode
Island, the workingmen stood firmly by the
democracy, as may be seen by a careful
examination of the returns from maonfact-
ing centres. Where the people understood
the real difference between republican
plutocracy and democratic equality their
verdict was true. Had the active club or-
ganization of the democracy permeated the
agricultural districts as wel!, Clevelaod and
Thurman would have had an electoral as
well as a popular majority. The honest
and intelligent farmers, who suffer the most
and gain the least from the present excess
of taxation, would have come forward in
blocks of 50 to meet the mercenary and un-
patriotic floaters in their blecks of 5.

The campaign upon which the democrat-
ic clubs are now to eater is not an easy
one. We cannot safely rely for' a victory
in the next presidential election upon the
twenty States which elected Tilden in 1876,
and which elected Grover Cleveland in
1884. The admission of the Territories, to
which each of the great parties has solemn-
ly pledged itself, and the rearrangement
consequent upon the next census in thejrep-
resenta tion of the present States will
change tho relative power of each single
State and group of States, and will broaden
the national contests. To win we shall
have to fight the whole field, from Maine
to California, as hotly as New %S”k’ New
Jersey, Connecticut and Indiana were
fought this year.

The democratic party will continue, in
the fature as in the past, to oppose the
base republican scheme of reduciog the
surplus of the federal government by ex-
travagant expenditures and by increased
taxation upon the necessaries of life. We
firmly adhere to the principle that unneces-
sary taxation is unjust taxation: that it is a
premium upon extravagant and corrupt ex-
penditure; that the Uvited States govern-
ment shouvld, tberefore, raize no more
money thau is necessary for its own eco-
pomicai support; tha® the just and constitu-
tional way to recdace revenue is by lower-
ing taxes, and that they should be lowered
upon the necessaries of life rather than up-
on the luxuries, and, fioally, that in the re-
duction of the revenues to a point where
they will meet the needs of the government
economically administered, Amarican labor
shall not be exposed to any injarious com-
petition of eheap foreign labor, bat the de
mocratic party will still continue its fore
most champion, It has been our purpose
to bring about the necessary redaction of
the revenues and the necessary simplica
tion and reform of the tariff without harm
to the businers interesis of the country and
without injury to any workioga.ap, but in
a manner by which all should be beuvefited
and relieved of unnecessary burdeus and
po oue injnred in any degree whatsoever.
This we have maintained in the face of the
most persistest misrepresenation, aad to
bringthetruth of these issues plainly bafore
every voter will be one of the l1abois of sur
association during the next four years.

No less an object will be the overthrow
of the money power in elections, which lias
undoubtedly resulted in defeating the will
of the people, and which has grown to be a
pational disgrace.

During the past campaiga the republican
managers, political and pecuniary, stopped
at nothing to sccomplish their end; sec-
tional prejudices wers aroused to warp the
judgmeut of the timid; audaciovs bribery
was resorted to to complete their purpoze
of debauching tbe people so that they
might wrengh the government from the
hands of a clean administration and for a
time riot in an immense surpmus drawn
from the toil of honest labor. But the re-
publican organizatian lacks the moral pow-
er necessary to continued success. When
reason resumes its sway and another elec-
tion occars. the democratic party will again
rise trinmphant, and thoss who believe in
class legisiation and corvuption of the elec-
toral fiaucuise will again be driven from
power. The pariy which has truth upon
its side never fails of victory when thg
truth is once made knowu. One argument
is worth a dozen fallacies. Oune organiza-
tion campaigning for the truth and honest
governwent in a four-years’ contest is
worth a dozen armed only with prevarica-
tions and with' money.

With an abandooment of every minor
motive and a steady application to the ac-
complishment of the great ends and the
establishment of the grcat principles for
which our pgrty was founded, as early as
the republic itself, we need have no fear of
the result. We look back with self respect
and pride to the battle waich we have wag-
ed, and with confldence to the ones to
come. Let us lose no time in preparation.
The next struggle for control of the nating-
al government will begin not in 1892, bat
in the congressional and legislalive elsctions
of 1890. Let the democratic clubs and socle
ties step forward, snd with ao active, earn-
est,vigilant volunteer miiitia oppese the paid
standing army of onr opponents, inaugurat-
ing immediztely the egitation of our great
priaciples, »nd contincing it 1n every vot-
ing district for the next four years.

REFORMERS WILL REGAIN AND RESTORE

¢« Bxecutive Mansion, Washington, D. C.,
Dec. 24.—Messrs. Sherman, Hoar and
Others, Committee.—Gentlemen: I am
exceedingly sorry that I cannot be present
at the anoual dinner of the Massachusetts
Tariff Reform League on the x8th instant.
This is not merely a formal and common
expression of regret. It truly indicates
how much I shounld enjoy meeting the
members of your league, and how glad I
should be to express in perscn my appre-
ciation of their important services in a
cause to which I am earvestly attached,
and to acknowledge at the same time their
frequent and encouraging manifestations of
personal friendliness. I know, too, that it
would be profitable and advantageous to be
even for a brief period within the inspiring
influence of the atmosphere surrounding
patriotic and upselfish men banded to-
gethey in the interests of their fellow-
countrymen and devoted to the work of
tariff reform. This reform appeais to me
to be as far-reaching in its purposes as the
destiny of our country, and as broad in its
beneficence as the welfare of our entire
people. It is because the efforts of its ad-
vocates are not discredited by any sordid
motive that they are able boldly and confi-
dently to attack the strongholds of selfish-
ness and greed. Oar institutions were
constructed in purity of purpose and love
for bumanity. Their cperation is adjusted
to the tonch of national virtue and patriot-
ism, ard their results, under such guidance,
must be the preeperity and happiness of
our people; and 80 long as tho advocates of
tanff reform appreciate the sentiments in
which our institutions had their origin, so
loog as they apprehend the forces which
alone can guide their operation, so long as
they, in a spirit of true patriotism, are
consecrated to the service of Lheir country,
temporary defeat brings no discourage-
ment. It but proves the stubbornness of

Speaker Carlisle’s Letter.

THOSE WHO THINK THE CAUSE IS ABAN-
DONED ARE DELUDING THEMEELVES.

Speaker Carlisle expressed his regret at
not being able to he pregent, apd said;
«All I can do is to send you the assurance
of my warmest sympatbhy with every effort
that may be made to advance the people’s
cause in the strugele now going on be-
tween the friends of industrial freedom
and the baneficiaries of industrial slavery.
This struggle has just commenced in this
country, and those who delude themselves
with the hope that it will be abandoned
before tho trumph of right over wring are
simp'y angmenting tho wgight of the blow
that will ivevitably fall upon them in the
future. ‘This is not a threat, but a friendly
waruing. The history of all movements
for nccessary social or political reforms
shows that they grow more radical by op-
position and delay, and it would be wise
and patriotic upon the part of our oppo-
nents to recognize the inevitable and ac-
cede to reasonable demands now, rather
than be forced to accept barder terms here-
after. So far the sentiment in favor of a
reduction of taxation and removal of com-
merpial restrictions has been couservative,
and if it does not continue to be so the re-
sponsibility will rest solely on those who
unreasonably oppose it. They alone can
stop the agitation or coofine it within 1ea-
sonable grounds by proper concessions to
the demands of the people. The result of
the contest in which we are engaged is not
in the least doubtful, and unless the evils
of which we complain are removed, which
seems not at all probable, the agitation
should go right on with increased vigor
and forge until the public judgment and
oonscienocs refuse longer to justify or con-
done them. Nothing has yet occurred to
weaken our faith in the justice of our
cause or to abate our confidence in its ulti-
mate success. A single defeat, even if it
had been sustained on the real merits of
the controversy, ought not to discourage
us. No just cause is lost 80 long as it has
a single exrnest advocate among the people.
More ihan five and a-half millions of intel-
ligent and patriotic Americans have at-
tested their fidelity to the cause of revenae
reform ynder circumstances well calculated
to test the sincenty of rheir opinions, and
they will neither desert its standard nor
make peace with the enemy until at least
substantial justioe is doue.”

PAaxaya CaNAL—Col. A. L. Rives, gen-
eral manager of the Panama Canal, expres-
ses the belief that the F.ench will complete
the Panama canal by 1832, A correpond-
ent of the N. Y. Herald recently had an
interview with Col. Rives at his home at
Castle Hill, Albemarle county. Inanswer
to the questlon, *“Do yoa, as an engineer,
think the canal scheme is a (ailure,’”” an-
swered as follows: —

“I do uot. I feel almost confident that
the canal will be completed and opened as
early as 1892. I have heard to-day tbat
the canal shares have advanced twelve
poiats in Paris, and I have alsoreceived an
order to provide additional rolling stock
for the railroad. The Panama Railroad is
owned by the canal company, though it
has an American directory, an American
management and is operated by Americaus
The inciease in the rolling stock isan evi-
dence that the work on the canal i3 to be
vigorously pushed, and I feel that it will be
completed by French energy and French
funds,”’

‘*What is the condition of the work at
present?”’ 3

“‘As to the work. I consider that nearly
two-thirds of it is done—ia fact, in cubic
yards abont one-half of it—and about four-
teen miles of the canal is already complet-
ed, with 2 depth of tsenty-sight aocd a
half or t wenty-nine feet—large enough to
runthe Umbria or the Etruria through
The entire length of the canal is forty-five
miles. The work at the great cut at the
summit is going forward with the utmost
promptitude. The canal has now cost the
French people about $300,000 000. An
addition of $100,000 will finish the work.
I have every reasou to believe the mouey
will be forthcomiag and the canal opened
by 1892,”

WAS HE POISONED?

A SENSATIONAL AND M YSTERIOUS
CASE IN ACCOMACK COUNTY.

THE AGONIZING DEATH oF WILLIAM TAY-
LOR—HI1s WIFE ARRESTED AND
JAILED—THE CORONER’S
JURY.

[Correspondence of the Richmond Dispatch,]
ONANCOCK, VA., December 25, 1888.

Virginia Taylor, a young white woman,
was to-day committed to Accomack ccunty
Jjail on the charge of poisoning her husband.
More than a week ago William Taylor, a
thrifty yonng farmer residing near Modest
town, in the northern part of Accomack
county, died under circumstances that
aroused the suspicion that he had been poi-
soned. Three days before he died he was
suddenly attacked with convulsions that
rendered his limbs rigid, bent his body in
the shaps of a bow so that only his head
and heels would touch the bed, and caused
foam to issue from between his clenched
teeth. During these attacks he was per-
feotly conscious, and after them wouald de-
scribe the sensations to his physician.
There were threes attacks, one each day,
and during them several strong men were
required to hold Taylor on the bed. After
the second attack the patient seemed to be
getting better, and all the neighbors who
had been staying with him went home ex-
cept William Parks, who remained to ren-
der assistance in case ths convalsions
should return. About 10 o’clock at night
Taylor, who was sitting before the fire, ask-
ed his wife for some water and after drink-
ing it complaived of feeling badly and then
walked to his bed and lay down. Parks
got in bed with Taylor while Mrs. Taylor
went up-stairs to spend the night. Soon
after this Taylor called to his wife to come
down, saying he was feeling uneasy. She
came down, went into the kitchen, aud
snon returned with a glass containing a
considerable quantity of some white sub-
stance which she said was sugar to sweeten
the medicine which the doctor had prescrib-
ed. Soon after taking the medicine Taylor
was seized with violent convulsions. Parks,
who was sleeping with him, tried in wvain
to hold him on the bed.

WOULD NOT ASSIST.

He called to James Dix, a young man
who was sleeping up-stairs, and who lived
with Taylor and helped him on the farm,
but Dix refused to come down, saying he
did not eare to see Taylor in such agony.
Beveral of the neighbors hearing the noise
came over and one of them started for the
dector, and Mrs. Taylor with her little son
went out to arouse the other neighbora. A
few minutes later Taylor died.

When his wife returned and learned of
his death she evinced no sorrow, and
throughout his illness manifested but little
concern for him. His body was interred,
but tho zuspicion that he had been
poisoned grew 8o strong that nearly a week
afterwards his remains were disinterred
and an ingnest was held.

STRYCHNINE.

At the post-mortem symptoms of strych-
nine poisoning were observed in the au-
topsy, and the stomach and liver are in the
possession of the law officers and will be
sested by chemical analysis. It was prov-
ed before the coroner’s jury that Taylor
and his wife did not live pleasantly together.
It is geuerally believed that she was fonder
of James Dix than of ker husband. It was
also proved that she bought strychnine at
a neighboring drugstore, in October, which
she says she bought to kill rats with,
though she is unable to say what became
of all the poisan, There were other facis
developed before the jury confirming the
suspicions that Taylor bad died of poison-
ing, aud after sitting through four days the
jury te-day rendered a verdict that Taylor
had come to his death by poison, supposed
to have been administered by his wife.
Mrs. Taylor is ouly thirty-one, rather good
looking, and stoutly protests her innocence.
She is of humble origin and can neither
read Dor write.

VERY COOL

She takes her arrest very coolly, and has
engaged Messrs, Neely and Russell as her
attorneys, the senior member of the firm
being one of the leading criminal lawyers
in the county. Deceased was highly
esteemed by his neighbors and had recently
joined the Knights of Honor, in which or-
ganization ke had a life policy of $2,000 for
the benefit of his wife and little son. Pub-
lic sentiment is very strong against the wo-
man and the case promises to be one of the
most startling in the criminal annals of the
State. Further developments will proba-
bly involve a man in the case.

An Affray in Stafford that Ended Fatally.

TWO MEN KILLED, AND A THIRD ONE PUT
IN JAIL—TO0 MUCH CHRISTMAS THE
DEMON OF THE DAY.

On Wednesday last, at Tackett’s Mills, in
Stafford county, where a store is kept and
the ardeni vended by a citizen of sober,
business and peaceful habits, quite a crowd
assembled, to all intents and purposes, bent
upon passing the day in the peace of the
Commonwealth.

However, as noon-tide approached, ‘“John
Barleycorn’ got well into command, as we
were informed. Political and other ques-
tions were the order of the day, during
which harsh and vindictive words were
freely indulged in. Finally, a colored man
by the name of Henry Brown, and a white
man by the name of Benton Heflin, opened
anold feud between them concerning an
uonsettled claim as to a plow, over which
bad feelings had existed with them for some
time. They soen got to violent blows dur-
ing which pound weights and other like
dangerous weapons were brought into use,
and a general uproar followed. It is said
that the white man got the best of the col-
ored man, when another colored man, nam-
ed George Black, shot and killed Heflin, the
white man.

It is reparted that the colored man first in
the fight has died, and the one who did the
sbooting bas been arrested and lodged in
jail. Mr. W. 8. White, the attorney tor the
Commonwealth for that county, is leaving
no wheel unturned whereby the matter may
be thoroughly iovestigated. As we go to
press we learn that order has been restored.
Since the above was in type, we learn
that Messrs. Warren, Benton and Tom
Heflin, all white, and Henry Brown, George
Black and two other colored men were the
principals in this fracas. Mr, Heflin, who
was killed, leaves a wife and two children.
— Fredericksburg Star.

PoricEMAN IN CHARLOTTRSVILLE KILL-
ED BY A NEGRO.—About 6 o’clock last
Monday evening, in Charlottesville, whilst
Policeman G. T, Seal attempted to arrest
a nezro, the negro shot him ia the lanngs
and he died in 15 minates. The negro ran
and was pursued by Paliceman Bishop who
fired six times at him without effect. The
fleeing negro fired twice at his pursuer,
and succeeded in making his escape. He
was a stranger there with every appearance
of a rough character.

It is said bhe was from St. Louis, Mo.
The mayor has offered a reward of $100
for the murderer and posses are scouring
the country in search of him. The murder-
er is of medium size, dark brown, with a
large month and fiat nose and a scar on
the forehead.

New Yorx, Dec. 30.—Joseph Solomon, a
Hebrew, who was a jobber in laces and
linen goods, shot his wife Dora and then
killed himself with the same revelver on
the sidewalk to his house on East Niuetieth
street about ten u’clock this evening. The
woman was shot twice in the breast and
right arm. She was takea to a hospital
and will die.

Solomon shot himself in the forehead and
dropped dead in the street. He was 47
years old and his wife was 29, The couple
have five small children. Jealousy prompt-
ed the deed. The womnan was handsome.
The husband was away from home much
of the time. When he came home there
were frequent quarrels. He was alsoa
heavy drioker.
