''"', The general spirit for development and
improvement whioh exists in the com-
munity is in tbe highest degree commenda-
ble. Whether muoh or little results now
from the prospective, inviting and assur-
ing tbe accomplishment of large benefits,
be fact that the people are astir will not be

without substantial realizations to reward
well-directedenergies in tbe future.

We are not wholly dependent on some-
thing new turning up, at least for a goed
share of effort in developing enterprizes.?
We have some good things already on the
"trestle board," that are far behind in
completion ofthe designs well mapped out,
and to whioh our faith is pledged for the
earliest practical consummation.

Culture is a pretty and comprehensive
word. In applying its force to the inter-
ests of the Baldwin District Fair, and
through that institution to Staunton and a
wide section of country with which the
city is identified in trade and social inter-
course, we have at once presented to view a
wide field of work in which almost every
person oan take a hand. It will be, too
with tbe consciousness of complying with
plighted faith resulting in the assured
building up of material interests andgjfijig
forward the work §ft_*trf|en" pronounced
worthy of thg-tSstand so full of fruitful-

in time to come.
The cost of timely and judicious effort in

behalf of the Fair is no more than, if as
much, as late and spasmodic aid, too slow
In showing itselffor working out any real
benefit. Unitedwith the effortsof tbe Board
of Directors, there must be co-operationon
the part of the people. Popular aid, all
concede, is the right thing to obtain, and
tbere is.no backwardness by the people k
the channels in which their services are to
be contributed are timely made known to
"fliem. In a word, to obtain a live, active,
beneficial exhibit to all the interests con-
cerned, plans must be devised at an early
day, and then their execution vigorously
prosecuted.

Whilst to the speculative or general ob-
server, the benefits of the Fair show them-
selves for but a few days once a year, that
conclusion is far, very far from being en-
tirely correct as a wbcle. Development of
our mateijaj. interests go on all the lime,
every day In the year, and the influences
and benefits of tbe annual exhibit are so
many cultured and nourished plants that
bring forth fruit through their seasons.

If all that is worthy of a place at the
exhibit, in the eleven counties united in
the Fair corporation, is secured for it, and
tbat assurance early made known to tbe
public, then more than half the work to bo
done to insure a larger popular attendance
than ever before, is accomplished. But we
are fortunate both in location and in oppor-
tunity for attracting the very best attend-
ance of breeders of horses, cattle, sheep,
and swine from the Western and other
States, and in the superior outfits, so to
speak, that their special Industries give us.
we at once spring from a local or district
organization into the importance of an
inter-states, progressive, demonstrative in-
stitution. And just here we enter this
statement iv connection with that fact?
that right here in Augusta and adjoining
counties we have breeders in all these de-
partments not inferior toany, and some of
them can challenge the entire field for
superiority in plans, accommodations, aud
growingdevelopment.

We are not writing after consultation or
as the result of an interview with any
member of the Board of Directors of the
Fair. It is evident that the Board is in
need of the very thing wbich has been
really pledged to it?co-operation on the
part of the people. This they partly re-
ceive, but generally too long deforred for
effective work. Timely and active assist-
ance in associated effort is the thing to be
done. The plan we suggest is not new nor
original. It is practiced wherever expo-
sitions and fairs are successfully run, and
always with good effect, where there Is
such or similar institutions to aid. Staun-
ton has one of these institutions?tbe
Chamber of Commerce. It is an incorpo-
rated body, having sixty members who
represent every business class in tbe city,
as well as the professions. The functions
of the body relate more directly to com-
mercial interests as represented by mer--
cantile and the manufacturing industries,
but at the same time it is suggestive and
pledged to aid in all matters tending to the
development of our resources to promote
the common welfare and increase the
general prosperity.

Ifthe needs of tbe Fail bad been directly
laid before the members of the Chamber of
Commerce awaitiag an answer of co-opera-
tive assurance, it could not have been more
distinctly made than has been done in tbeir
declaration of purpose wben creating the
organization, and for just such occasions as
the present condition of the Fair.

The business relations and intereßjs of
the members of tbe Chamber give them an
excellent opportunity to promote the Fair
as well as the general well-being of the
city, and all of tiiem will take pleasure in
doing so, but then apart from that conside.
ration there is a committee reaiy to take
up ju6t such work of communicating infor-
mation and securing active efforts in tbe
?ountry through plain and concerted efforts
?efforts that will not continue only for a
week or month, but throughout the season,
and not stop shoit of securing all which
shall be assigned to it. Let the Board of
Directors ofthe Fair call upon the Cham-
ber of Commerce, as they have a right to
do for this co-operative work, and it will be
cordially, and effectively contributed. The
effect will extend outside of tbe Chamber,
and run through all the business channels
of the city, and be a chief and desirable
aid to the Secretary of the Fair in working
up the many details of interest pertaining
to it, wbich he always has te do.

A large and varied exhibit and overflow-
ing numbers of people, coming from far
and near, is what we want. To secure
them, the Fair management must have the
co-operation to which it is entitled, and
in this we are sure the Chamber of
Commerce will lead the way by generous
action. It is done elsewhere and wby not
In Staunton T

We can add otber considerations tban
those immediately associated with tbe Fair,
suggesting early efforts in its behalf,
believing such efforts essential to good
uocess. Augusta county was not repre-

sented at the State Exposition to the ex-
tent desired, lf we manage the occasion
in the right way, we can draw to it scores,
jf not hundreds of persons, principally
from Western Btates, prospecting in Vir-
ginia with the riew of making changes of
tes'detce. That consideration alone should
fame vi to pi), forth our bett efforti.

We have mnch to commend our section
to moneyed and enterprising men looking
for new homes. Our progress in spanning,
with elegant iron bridges, streams tbat at
times are dangeous, and tbe assured inau-
guration of a superior system of road-im-
provement, are evidences of sound progress
wbich of themselves go a long way in fix-
ing in the mind of the stranger, looking
for a new location, that Augusta county is
the place for bim.

Tbe Baldwin District Fair bas accom-
plished a great deal of good, and is capable,
if properly sustained, of quadrupling in tbe
future tbe benefits of the past. We can
point to many individual and co-operative
enterprises in industries and development
it was tbe direct agency in calling into
action. Much morefor it, and, as a conse-
quence, much more for tbe publio benefit,
bas yet to be done. Now that we have
time and opportunity to ergage with every

pitious for the early completion of tbe
Panama Canal. Nevertheless, it is not the
only case in history in which the darkest
day preceded tbe brightest. Tbe misfor-
tunes of de Lesseps reveal the great old
man in splendid 'proportions before his
countrymen who do not intend that be
shall ultimately fail.

have and will settle in a beneficial way to
all nations much that. was suspended
through complications to be worked out
afterwards under theories. When- de Les-
seps importuned the moneyed and com-
mercial power of the United States through
their greatest organizations as New York
represented the central sources of influence,
to unite with bim, leading bis countrymen
in the purpose of connecting two Oceans by
cutting a channel through the Ir.thmns of
Central America, it was a superior illus-
tration of attachments and the interests
between bis and our country commenced in
the days of the suffering, stmgglint; colo-
nies. The proposition was received with
proper respect, and its consideration com-
menced under favorable auspices. Tbo
concentrated ability, as represented in
money and commercial progress, sent tbeir
Commissioner to Panama with unlimited
authority to investigate and recommend in
his report the policy to be pursued by that
representative body of the resources of
wealth and progress of the country. The
investigation was made, thorough and
complete, acd under the circumstance?,
the report was all that could be desired by
men who felt a great responsibility resting
upon them in view of the future interests
of the commerce of the country. The
report was, however, laid aside and then
New Yoik turned to its more agreeable
occupation ofstock speculation. Whatever
of enterprise existed in the country, and to
which the moral support of the govern-
ment, if nomore, should have been willing-
ly conceded, was suffered to die out so far
as the Panama sea-level route was con-
cerned, to be substituted by the larger line'
and complicated Nicarauga scheme.

The American support asked for was not
given, but the French people enoouraged
their eminent countryman with more aid,
but which was not sufficient, and now the
government of that country is awakening
to the full consideration of the problem,
and it only requires some concerted efforts
to cause it to sustain tbe scheme in resour-
ces sufficient for its completion. At this
stage of its progress, it is proposed that
our government shall object to the active
participation of the French government in
this affair. Tbis is to maintain the Mon-
roe doctrine. Will that violate the Mon-
roe doctrine? If so, bas it not been al-
ready done through organized French
capital and French interests ; for if a pre-
text is wauted to authorize tbe French
government to interfere in an impartial and
just administration of its affairs, the fact
that it is owned by citizens of France would
avail for tbat purpose just as much as if a
government directory controlled. If it is
no violation of the Monroe doctrine to allow
the Canadian Pacific railroad, owned really
by the British government, to absorb other
lines within and chartered under laws of a
State in the Union, where is the violation
of it in either tbe French people or their
government becoming, shareholders ia the
Panama Canal Company which holds a
charter tbat contains nothing in violation
ofthe Monroe doctrine.

The controlling interests of commerce
will always guard tbe Panama Canal,
wbich virtually becomes* a part of lie high
seas. The more tbe channel is employed,
the greater its security for tbe simple pur-
pose of its construction. Our country
sbould be deeply interested in its comple-
tion, for to none otber will its benefits be
so great.

As a commencement of its benefits to
the United States, tbe lowest estimate
placed upon the fl' st year's operation
amount to the passage of three tbonsaud
ships, carrying three million, live hundred
thousand tons of merchandise. The esti-
mate of benefit to the United States stands
flrst, England second, and France third.

The Gulf and Atlantic Coast States
would be the principal beneficiaries in the
longitudinal traffic that would then receive
a most powerful aid. The longitudinal
railroads would then realize new sources of
income as they wonld carry a new com-
merce not before known in our country ex-
cept in a small way through a limited num-
ber of ships trading along the coast to the
West Indias.

These are a few, and only a few, of the
practical questions wbich will enlarge
greatly the interests of our country through
the completion of the Panama Canal tbat
oannot be controlledlor any otber than the
great purposes for which it will be con-
structed.

Technical Education.
Tbe importance of technical education is

not appreciated in tbis country as it should
be, for, as tbe NorfolkLandmark says, "the
young man or woman forced to seek em-
ployment for subsistence, without some
technical education, is like a bird without
wings, or a locomotive minus the power of
applying the steam to the wheels. The
market for general service, that soft which
demands only untrained legs, hands, eyes
and ears, is glutted, it is full to overflowing,
but that which requires special knowledge,
skill, technical training of some one or all
tbe human faculties and functions, is never
supplied, never full. There is and ever
will be a sharp demand for men and women
wbo know how to do something, and do it
well and such knowledge is security from
want.

In England, where the civilization is old-
er tban ours, and where tbe population is
many times denser, tbere ts constant discus-
sion of tbis subject of technical education,
among men of high authority. Sir Lion
Playfair, a great ability?a member of Par-
liament?is one of its warmest advocates.
His contention is tbat the public schools
sbould train the facnlities of tbe working
classes, exercising hand, ear andeye, by the
employment of an extended system of
teaching with tools, drawing, practical les-
sons in arithmetic, acd popular scientific
lectures. This would form a foundation in
tne child for a proper technical education,
be argues ; an education wbich gives an
intelligent knowledge of the sciences and
arts, wbich are tbe basis of all indnstries.

It is said tbat in London, at tbe Finsbury
School, instruction is given in evening class- 1
es to young men actually engaged during
the day in trades or manufactures, and sci.
ence and art are applied to the explanation
of Iheir own special indnstries. Tens of
thousands of young working men in London
give up their evenings to acquire this know-
ledge, and the large and busy manufactur-
ing towns throughout Great Britain one
after the other are establishing local techni-
cal schools. Weaving and dyeing, brick-
laying, tailoring, watchmaking and many
other industries are thus being taught, so
that tbe workman may be tbe master ofthe
whole of his trade and not merely of some
one small division of it.

The results are visible on all sides. While
Coventry and Spitalfields were losing their
silk industries, Crefeld, in Germany, spent
over a million dollars on its lower schools
and neatly a quarter of a million on a
special weaving school, doubled its popula-
tion, quadrupledits trade, acd now sends to
England the silks which were once such a
profitable branch ofemployment for its own
weavers. France has schools for appren-
tices, Germany for foremen, Munich has
spent a million of dollars, Berlin two and a
quarter millions on great polytechnic insti-
tutions, and we are glad to note that the
United States is rapidly establishing them
throughout the country."

Mr Barbour stated tbe object of calling
the meetings at such an early day was to
organize thoroughly for tbe approaching
oampaign. He said that be bad seen some-
thing in the newspapers about his tender-
ing bis resignation at this meeting, bat as
he was elected by tbe State Convention he
would continue to serve until the meeting
of tbat body, when an entirely new com-
mittee will be chosen. He desired, how-
ever, to say now that he will not consent
to serve as chairman again, and suggested
that tbe members look about for the best
man to take tbe place and lead the party to
a triumphant victory in the fall. This an-
nouncement that Mr. BarboA- would not
resign at once was received with great
pleasure.

The proposition to amend tbe election
laws was ouiy briefly referred to in the gen-
eral and somewhat informal discussion, and
while several changes that might be made
for the better were suggested, some
thought it would perhaps be better to leave
these statutes as tbey were now.

Several motions and amendments were
submitted and finally the following, offer
ed by Mr. Scott, was adopted as a substi
tute for them all:

Resolved. That the Chairman appoint a
committee of ten members to take into
consideration tbe questions properly com-
ing before this committee and report to an
adjonrned meeting at 11 o'clock Friday
morning at tbe Powbatan Club rooms.

For the Fifth distriot Hon. J. W. Daniel
was named, as no representative was pres-
ent.

Oa Assembling at the Powhatan Club
Rooms on Thursday, Attorney-General Ay-
ers presented the following report:

TBRRIFIO STORM?MUCH PROPERTY AHD
MANY LIVHB LOST, AHD MAHY MORE IHJUR-
ed.?The storm of Wednesday, the 9th in-
stant, was one of the most violent and de-
structive tbat ever visited the Eastern
States. Itprevailed in tbe West and North-
west and also swept with terrific fury over
some of the Eastern States, doing much
damage, and particularly in Pennsylvania
where buildings were prostrated and many
lives were lost and many persons injured,
some of whom will die. At Reading, Pa.,
about 40 were killed and many more
wounded, and at Pittsburg, Pa., about tbe
same number. The suspension bridge near-
est Niagara Falls was blown down, ln
Lancaster oounty, Pa , the United Brethren
Church, near New Holland, was almost
completely wrecked. Many houses and
bridges were unroofed, fences and out-build-
ings were blown away, and in some cases
whole orchards wereuprooted. No persons
are reported injured.

Dispatches received from many points In
Michigan, Indiana, Illinois, lowa and Wis-
consin indicate that Wednesday's storm was
general throughout the Northwest, although
the most severein Northern Wisconsin acd
Michigan. In upper Michigan the fall of
snow ranges from eight inohes to a foot ln
Wisconsin the snowfall was from four
inobes to three feet The snowbelt started
in the southwestern part of tbe State, and
extends diagonally across to Cbeyboygan.
Tbe heaviest fall was below Cbippewa
Falls. Every Wisconsin road is affected
more or less, but all are running trains.
All through the Northwest tbe telegraph
and telephone lines suffered severe dam-
ages. Tbe lumbermen in Michigan and
Wisconsin are greatly pleased with the
snowfall.

ROBERT ELSMERE,The Committee of Ten appointed to con-
sider r.n order of business for the General
Committee, after deliberation, beg to sub-
mit the following report:

Ist. Tbey see no occasion to recommend
a called session of the Legislature.

21. Tbey recommend the calling of the
State Convention of the city of Kichmond
about the last of June or the first of July
on the basij of one delegate to each 100
Demooratio votes, or fractions over fifty,
cast in the last presidential election.

3d. Tbey submit the following resolu-
tion and unanimously recommend its adop-
tion:

Resolved, That we recommend that the
State Committee author]_.=> tbe chairman of
the State Executive Committee to appoint
a secretary to be removable at his pleasure,
w_i.se duty it shall be, under his direction,
to keep open an office in Richmond the year
round and to attend to all matters of party
organization.

2d. That the saliryand other expenses
of the sesretary be $3,000 per annum, pay-
able monthly, ths same to be raised by as-
sessments upou and contributions from the
counties and cities.

Sir. Aycr3 made a very brief speech in
presenting tbe report, stating the result of
the interview with theGovernor.

A lengthy discussion on the question of
an extra session ensued.

The Attorney General admitted that a
contingency nvght arise which would call
for an extra session, but, as at present ad-
vised, such a contingency did not now ex-
ist.

Mr. E C. Venable thought it would be
out of place for this committee to take any
action in the matter of an extra session one
way or the other-

At length Mr. Venable moved to lay the
question of holding an extra session on tbe
table, aod tbe motion prevailed, very few,if
any, voting against it

After a short discussion on tbe seoond
clause of tho report, Mr. Conway R. Sands
moved tbat it be amended so that the Exe-
cutive Committee would ba requested to
call the convention at such time iv July as
it might eleot. The clause, as amended,
was adopted.

The basis of representation will make
this year's convention the largest perhaps
ever held in tbis State. It wiil be entitled
to 1,520 members.

Tbe last clause of tbe report, providing
tbe employment of a secretary all tbe year
round, was discussed at some length. Sec-
retaiy Scott urged the importance of such
an office, stating that he could do so with
perfect propriety, as he would leave the
commifee with tbe chairman at tbe next
oonvention.

Mr. Barbour said he would be glad to
see a secretary employed as suggested if the
money could be scoured. He was willing
to bead the list of subscribers to this fund
with $100, and Major Daniel said he would
gladly give the same amount.

The discussion, which lasted for some
time, showed that the only objection to a
regularly salaried secretary was tbe ex-
pense,

Finally it was decided best not to deter-
mine tbe question now, but to leave it to
the State Central Committee to be passed
upon at somo future meeting.

The sub committee called upon tbe Gov-
ernor Friday morning aod had avery pleas-
ant interview with his Excellency. The
object of this conference was not for the
purpose, as many supposed, of obtaining the
Governor's views as to the necessity or ex-
pediency of calling an extra session, but to
make a careful examination of the data
whioh he bad in bis possession bearing up-
on this all engrossing subject. Neither he
nor any member of the delegation that call
ed on bim expressed an opinion as to
whether tbo law-makers should now be
called to meet. Tbe Governor simply said
that if any good reason can be presented to
him tbat will justify him in doing so he is
ready to call tne Legislature together; un-
less some such necessity is shown to exist,
he wiil of c arse not take any steps in tbe
premises;.
' Tbe irreptessible coupon is giving tbe
financial officers ef the State great concern,
aod they were hopeful that some means
might be devised whereby tbe Legislature,
if called together, could check if not extir-
pate it. Tee influx of these "cut-worms of
the treasury" during tbe past year waa un-
precedentedly great, and tbe fear is eater-
tainedtbat t ity may be used almost e_i-

tirely in the piycaent of tbe license-taxes
this year.
