WASHINGTON CITY.
LCorrespondence of the SPECTATOR.]

WASHINGTON, D, C., March 3, 1889.

This being inaugurat on week all other top
ies become insignificant and I am very sorry
that this letter, in order to reach you in time
hasto be written before the great pageant
takes place. To those who are familiar with
the looks of Washington, it presents a strange
spectacie now. Everything seems changed,
every one secems 1o be & stranger and always
in & bhurry. The builldings along the line of
mareh are completely hidden beneath a mass
of bunting and private viewing stands. Every
available foot of ground has been utilized to
build stands upon, and the erection of private
stands has been carried on to a greater extent
than ever before. These stands are useful, not
ornamental, they are simply hideous in ap-
pearance, and destroy all the beuty of Wash
ington architecture, but they utilize the air
for the accommodation of spectators, and to
thut extent relieve the crowded pavements.
They are thus a beneflt, not a disadvantage.

Surcipe oF PicaoT.—Piggott, the autho
of the forzed letters furnished the London
Times in reference to Parneil, fled from
Eogland to Madrid, Spain, wherebec mm« -
ted snicide by shooting bimself last Friday.
A despateoh from London Saturday says:—

‘“H:s identity has been fuliy established
by the officiais of the British embassy.
‘Thursday the interpreter showed Piggot
the sights of Madrid. On that day P.ggott
sent, a telegram addressed *‘Ponsonby’ to
the office in London of Mr. Soames, the
‘I'imes’s solicitor. This telegram aonounc-
ed his safe arrival in Madrid and gave his
address, Itisinferred that the English
Government learned from this telegram
that Piggott was in Madrid. Itis report-
ed that the note-book, containiag the ad-
dresses of a number of persocs in Ireland,
was found on his body. Piggott’s suicide
bas cau-ed a profound sensation through-
out Eogland. Witnesses have started from
Paris for Madnd for the parpose of for-
mally identifying the body. The Madrid
police authcrities intend to hold the effeetz
of the sunicide pending an order from the
Court relative t. their disposal.
It is learned this afternoon that the tele-
gram Piggott sent from Madrid on Thurs-
day to Soames’s office, in this city, was ad-
dressed to Shannon, the Times’s Dublin
solicitor, not to ““Pounsonby,” as at fizat re-
ported. On receipt of the telegrang Soames
notificd the police of the whereabeuts of
Piggot. The telegram read as follows:
*‘Please ask Mr. ‘S’ to send me what you
promised. Write.

“RoLAND PONSONBY.

‘‘Hotel de Ambassaduers, Madrid.”’

The master,thinking it was ooly a ruse
on the part of the colored man to get away to
‘he North, refnsed to take any stock in the
alleged discovery, and the John Brown
raid, together with the outbreak of the
war, caused the silver \egend to be com

pletely lost sight of. Gaiter and his famiiy
moved to Mount Pleasant, Penn., where
he died a few years ago, but not before he
had confided his secret to his son Henry.
Henry made a number of trips to the secret
mioe and secared a cousiderable qnaatity
of the metal. A short time ago he visited
this place and entered into negotiations
with local capitalists. They were so im-
pressed with the story that t.heg consentgd
to purchase a large tract of wild land in
the mountains a few miles south of the
town. AsS soon as that was accqmpl-sbed
they entered into an agreement with Gaiter
to give him one-fourth of the net proceeds
of the mine. This Gaiter assented to, and
the old slave’s son is now here overseeing
the preparation of the papers. The com-
pany formed has ample backing, and active
operations will be begun ag soon as the
acreements are completed and signed

Geiter has with him a silver brick and a
number of specimens of ore taken from the
maine, and the rock is rated at an excep-
tional richness. The affair has created
much excitemeni since it became public.
