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Augusta County.

The people of Augusta county, Va., may
well be prond of the many strong and per-
manent iron bridges that have been erected
the past few years. They have a rock-
crusher and in time will have their leading
roads macadamized. They should thank
the Staunton Spectafor for the many bless-
ings they are receiving from the improve-
ments mentioned. All other sources com-
bined have not done so much for road im-
provements as the editors of that news-
paper. Let us follow the example set us
by our mneighboring Virginia county. O!
course we cannot build all the bridges
needed in one year, but we can at least
build one bridge each year and improve our
roads to such an extent that they will be
passable in winter.—Mountain News, Pen-
dleton County, W. Va.

The above is reproduced that the people
of Augusta may see the good effects of
their sound progressive public policy. We
could farnish them with similar references
to their projected county improvements
pending the perfecting of plans and pro-
viding the means to build a first-class
system of roads that the people will be pre-
pared to sustain. Much consideration has
been bestowed upon these subjects and al-
ways with profit, because the people know
that it is true economy in every sense of
the word to possess good roads of easy
grade, and at all times on firm beds, aud as
such their cost becomes the best dividend-
paying capital, and a chief element in
creating the greatest prosperity.

The frequency of reference to this par-
ticular feature of the public progress of the
county does not arise from distrust of con-
summation of the scheme, for mo public
policy was ever so universally agreed to.—
‘Whatever is right of itself in these matters
is worthy of constant advocacy, because we
know of nothing,—a view of the case al-
ready presented,—which has so large a
claim upon the public thought and se pro-
motive of the public interest.

Not only through the mediom of the
press, as in the instance quoted above, but
from other sources we have knowledge of
the good name, we will not say the county
is making, for that Augusta has enjoyed
throughout her history, but, in the particu-
lar progress referred to she has become a
leader and e:rned recoguition which should
be highly prized by her citizens. This is
not and should not be of small considera-
tion to our people, and if capable, in the'
least, of uttering words of good counsel, we
wou!d invoke them to cherish county pride
as they would guard individual honor.—
The investments which secure substantial
wealth and enduring prosperity to com-
munities confer the highest benefit upon
each inhabitant and open wide the oppor-
tunity for the advancement of judicious
enterprise through private capital and
energy. Working up our highways and
byways to the scale here set forth, the
double achievement is accomplished of
securing inestimable public beneflts, which
confer upon the people in their private pur-
suits corresponding values.

We desire to repeat the statement of a
fact in this connection, in which the people
of Augusta can take great pleasure unto
themselves, The Judge of the Court,
the Board of Sapervisors, and the Clerk,
as well as the District Road Board, and the
Special Commissioners, are all earnestly
engaged in constant efforts to adjust and
put into execution a complete and economi-
cal system for the great work in hand. The
necessary biidges vet to be built are two at
most,and soon the bulk of the resources as
signed to that department of the public
interests can be wholly devoted to the
roads. We doubt if there is an instance in
the State where so much valuable progress
has been effected in so short a time and in-

volving considerable outlay that has fallen
s0 lightly upon the tax-payers, and it will
be found that it can be continued upon a
larger scale and thereby the sooner com-
pleted upon a very light addition to the
levy. This expense securing such valuable
and permanent improvement becomes divi-
dend-paying capital in the splendid roads
which would be the pride of the people.

Bountiful provision is regularly made for

every charge upon the county, and, at the
same time, there is no waste of money,
as is often the case in the various
ramifications of expenditure which officials
sometimes fail to deteot. It is an observed
fact that the poor of the county at the
farm and under the care and protection of
the Supernntendent and County Govern-
ment, bave abundacce, and are comfirta
ble in every respect, and, at the same time,
through the prudevce and econumy prac
ticed, there is no establishment of its kind
in the Staie conducted at less per copila
expepse. And so1tis in every department
of the public interest deriving ite support
under the watchiuloess and care of the
County Goverument. A people baviug
such goardians can well afford to be libera:
to themselves, knowing that wise economy
does uot forbid judicions expenditure, and
that their union, safely directed, lays well
the fuundation of a good prosperity,

Death of Stanley Matthews Associate Jus-
tice of the U. S. Supreme Court.
Justice Matthews died in Washington at
five minutes after 10 o’clock last Friday
morning, March 22nd. The immediate
cause of his death was exhaustion of the
heart and congestion of the kidneys. He
had been failing for more than a year, and
he began to sink rapidly from Thursday
afternoon. His sufferings were extreme.
All the members of his family were at his
dying bedside except his married daughter
who lives in Cincinnati, and his oldest sou,
Mortimer Matthews. Mrs, Matthews, his
two unmarried danghters, his son Pauvl and
his brother, C. B. Matthews, of Cincinnati,
were present when he died, Mr. Justice
Gray, who is engaged to be married to Miss
Jennie Matthews, went to the houseshortly
after the sad event. The death of the Jus
iice was duly announced $o the Supreme
Court by the Chief Justice, and the tribunal
was adjourned till Tuesday at poon. The
Chief Justice communica ed the fact to the
Senate, which also adjournel out of respect
to his memory, The funeral took place
Monday at one o’clock in the afternoon,
He was a member of the Presbyterian
Church of the Covenant in Washington.
and its pastor, Rev. Dr. Hamlin, officiated
in the brief ceremonies at the house, after
which the remains were sent by the Balti
more and Ohio Railroad to Cincinnati. The
pall-bearers were the judges of the Supreme
Court. He was twice married, and his
children were by his flist wife. Two years
ago he married Mrs. Thecker, widow of the
late Judge Thecker. He was in comfort-
able circumstances, having a considerable
property well invested.
Judge Matthews was born in Cincinnati
July 21, 1824, and was therefore nearly 65
years of age. He was an original abolition
ist and free-soiler, and although a member
of the convention in 1872 whiea first nomi-
pated Horace Greeley for President, with-
drew before the nomination and supported
General Graut. He was a warm supporter
as well as a persoual friend of General
Hayes, and before the electorai gummission
rendered efficiont service to his friend.
Upon the resignation of Sepator Sherman
to become Secretary of the Treasury, Mr
Matthews was elected a8 his suceessor serv-
ing from 1877 until 1870. Toward the close
of his administration President Hayes sent
the nomination of Stanley Matthews tu the
Senate to e an associate justice of the Bup
reme Court of the United Stotes, bat the
nomination was not acted upon by that
Congress. It was renewed by President
Garfield on May 12, 1881, and confirmed.
A man of great intellectual force, Justice
Matthews ranked high in the iaw bothas a
practitioner at the bar and as a judge on
the bench. It is thought that one effect of
his death will be to prolong the special ses.
sion of the Senate.
Among the many messages of condolence
sent to Mrs. Matthews was one from Presi.
dent Harrison. in which he writes as fol-
Jlows: *“The sense®of loss and bereavement
which you feel will be shared by all our
people. 1 have known Justice Matthews
for mavoy years, and bad a very high ap-
preciation of his ;character and learning.
Ths$ you may be comforted and sustained
in this hour of trial is my most sincere
prayer.”’

The Vernal Equinox.
The sun entered the sign Aries on the
20th inst,, at 4h, 50m. a. m. The vernal
equinox then took place, the astronomical
spring began and the days and nights are
pearly equal all over the globe. The
equincctial crosses the ecliptic every year
when the sun enters the sign Aziies, but not
at the same point. The eguinoctial falis
back or retrogrades about 50”7 of arc in a
year, and this complica‘ed movement is
called the precession of the equinox. The
result of it is to change the positicn of the
stars and to make it necesgary to have the
charts renewed that mark the position of
the stars. The retrograde motion of the
equninox is only 50/ a year, but it amounts
to 1° in about seventy-two years. The
first catalogue of the stars was made 140
years before Christ, and the vernal equinox
has fallen back since that time 289, so that
the sign Aries now correspongds with the
constellation Pisces, and so on. The signs
do not change. Wherever the' equinoctial
crosges the ecliptic each year at the vernal
equinox, the sign Aries commences, and
longitude is reckoned from that point. Th
backward movemert continues for about
26,000 years when the equinoctial points
have receded around the ecliptic and a new
cycie commences, If the earth were a
perfect sphere there would be no precession
of the equinoxes. There is, however, a
protuberance of matter at the eguator, and
the powerful influcnce of the sun and moon
acting upon this protuberance of equatorial
matter forces the earth to respond to the at.
traction, srd canses a rolling or wabbling
motioe of the pole of the earth aronnd the
pole of the ecliptic in & small circle, and
with so slow a motion that a revolstion is
completed in about 26,000 years. The
change in the polar star is another result of
this movement. The present polar star
2,000 years hence will no longer bold that
distinction, and those who dwell upon the
earth 12,000 years hence will find that its
northern pole points to 2 place in the heav-
ens where Vega is the nearest bright star,

and will be the cynosure of all eyes. No
perceptible change will, however, tuke
place in our day and gereration. The

moon-hit and star-lit skies of Karch are
beautiful, but no gift the month belda in its
hand is more acceptable to mankind than
the advent of the vernal equinox, when the
gates of spring are thrown open and the
resurrestion of nature takes form in burst-
ing budse, springiog grass blades and the
few hardy flowers that are the first to open

their eyes to the sunshine,

The Industrial Movement Southward.

The Philadelphia North American an
nounces as & result of the 1ecent Southern
tour of ex-Mayors A.S. Hewitt and Edward
Cooper, of New York, that these great
manufacturers have determined to remove
the New Jersey Steel and Iron Works, of
which they are the proprietors, and located
at Trenton, N. J., to Chattanooga, Tenn.
The work of removal will begin abont the
first of April. Mr. Joseph Stokes, the su-
perintendent of the works, who accompani-
ed Messrs. Hewitt and Cooper on their
Southern tour, said to a representative of
the North American that the Trenton loca-
tion had ceased to be satisfactory because
the raw material has to be freighted to
Trenten at large expsuse from Southern
points and from Pennsylvania, and then
shipped baick at additional expense over
much the same rounte in the shape of finish-
ed products to the markets., The fact of
the works being located so far from the
coal and iron fle'ds makes the freight rates
much higher. I the South Superintendent
Stokes said that they found tbat freight
rates were igss than one-balf of those in the
North. The best coal is delivered right in-
to the yards of the Tennessee Coal and Iron
Company, the Atlanta Rolling Mill and the
Chattanooga Rolling Tron Mill for $1.25 per
ton, 1t is delivered at the New Jersey
Steel and Iron Works, and all other works
in Trenton, for $3.25, and at the former
works 38,000 tons are used per year, Thus
it will be seen that $2 wou'd be saved on,
every ton of ¢nai, or $76,000 a year.
would be sufficient alone to pay a handsome
dividend. There i the game relative differ-
ence in iron freight rates. The New Jersey
Sieel and Iron Works employ an average
of 1,300 men, who are paid about $900,000
per year in wages. In the whole plant,
which covers thirty acres of ground, many
millions of doilars are invested. The con-
sumption per year of raw material—pig iron
and ore—is 25,000 tons, and 20,000 tors of
finished product are shinped every year to
all parts of the United States. The princi-
pal business is the manufacture of beaws,
cbannels, angles and bar iron for bridge
and roof structural purposes. The works
were established in Trenton in 1848 by
Peter Cooper. This is coe of the most im
portant and significant events recently
chronicled, and emphasizes the claim that
industrial movemerts have a decidedly
Sauthward inc'ivation. Chattanooga,fifteen
years ago, was a sorry looking place of ten
or fifteen thousand population. Now it has
over 40,000 inbabitants,and is making won-
derful strides in business and manufactar
ing enterprises. It is a great railroad cen-
tre,and with the improvements now in prog-
resg ab the Muscle Shoals, the Tenunessee
river will be navigable to large boats from
Chattanooga to the Missisgippi river. The
great industry which Messrs. Hewitt and
£ooper propose to transfer from New Jer-
sey to Chattanooga will give an additional
impetus to development in that section.

The Protection that will break up the Solid
Political Sonth.

The New York Herold of Sunday has a
long interview with Geuneral Roger A.
Pryor, in which he expresses the opinion
that the Republican doctrine of protection
to American industries, through the tariff,
in connection with such a policy on the part
of the present adminis:ration as will guar-
antee a white governmeunt in the Southern
States, will brzeak up the political golidity
of the South. He thinks that President
Harrison bas determined not to make any
sectional suggestions or take any sectional
action, and that the administration will
proceed upon the theory of home rule and
let it be distinctly understood that there
will be no Federal inte:ference with the
Srate administrations. Having once estab-
lished this impression and made the South-
ern people feel that they can with safety
differ in politics and divide upon economical
iesues, and having appointed to office a
good class of persons in whom the various
communities have confidence, the race per-
plexity will disappear and white men will
feel free to take any side of politics that
their inclinations lead them to prefer.

Whether General Pryor’s suppositions
are well founded or not as to the purpose
of the President in respect to the true policy
for the disintegration of the solid South, it
is absolutely certain that no inducement
whatever can divide the Southern whites so
long as the fact stares them in the face that
Republicanism at the North and the blacks
of the Bouth are combived against them.
All questions of economy and of adminis-
tration sink into insiguificance by this one
of safe government at home. Just as soon
as it shall appear beyonq dispute or suspi-
cion that the Republican administ-ation
has settled upon the policy of letting the
Sourhern Ntates govern themselves, under
the Constitution, withous Federal interfer-
ence or supervision of any sort,just 8o s0on
will the Democratic solidity of the South be
in danger and the Rapublican party have a
chance of carrying a Southern State.

It is nothing ubreasovable that the
Southern people wish. Itis what is best
for all classes, white and black, rich and
poor. The protection idea of which Gen
eral Pryor speaks, as important for the de-
veloping South,is an attractive one, whether
sound when tested by the science of politi-
c2] economy or muot, and there are many
who are eager to have the benefit of its real
or fancied advantages in the South, but
when it is offered, coupled with the horrors
of alien and ignorant rule in our local gov-
ernment, it is thrust aside just as any other
danger would be when preseuted in the
shape of a temptation. There are two
kinds of protection for us, one the protec-
tion of our civilization and the other the
protection of our industries. If the protec
tion of industries cannot come along with
the other then we can do without it. If
they can come hand in hand, and the white
peopla of the 8outhern country ean bs pro-
tectionists and Republicans without jeopard
ing their sncial and political safety, then
they may break the uuit action, but not
otherwise.— Norfollkc Landmark.

PrusipeNT HarR1gON’s BEHRING SEA
ProcramaTtioN.—The proclamation which
the President issyed last week glosing the
waters 6f B~hiing sea within the dominion
of the United States is nnderstood to apply
not only to American, bat to foreign wves-
sels. The progclamation prohibits all per-
=0ons from-entering the waters of Behring
gsea within the dominion of the United
States to buntseal, under penalty of fine
and imprisonment and seizure and forfei-
ture of the vessels. This step is taken in
consegnencs of the act approved March 2,
1889. which extends the provigion of the
law for the protection of fur bearing ani-
mals it the Alaska territory to the waters of
Behring sea and makes it the daty of the
President at a timely scason in each year
to issue his proclamation warning all per
sons against entering waters for the pur-
pose of violating the provigions of tho law,
He is aiso regnired t6 61use one or more
vessels of the United Srates to* diligently
cruise these waters and arrest all persons
and seizs al} vessels found to have been en
gaged in any violation of the laws of the
Uniten Stares therein. Simultaneously with
the utteranca of the proclamation a war
vessel, the Thetis, was ordered to proeeed
to Alaska. Ttisthonght that both Eng
land and Rnssia concar in the general object
of the United States,which is the protection
of the seal and to prevent its extingtion.
Qur government holds. as d'd its predeces-
sor in Alaska, the Russian gorsernmeat,
that the fur gaal in Alaska @an be perpet-
nated on'y by striet laws regulating and
limiting the Killing of the animals. The is-
lands whese the seals go for breeding dur-
ing the summer are on the American side
of the boundary, hatween the dominion of
this conntrv and Russin. The Alaska Fur
Seal Company, enjoying the mwonopoly of
this trade, has eoncessions hoth from the
United 8tates and Russia. The Russian
law has been strictly carried ont, but our
own has been leniently or ineffic'ently en-
forced. American, Canadian and British
vessels, it is said, committed frequent and
sometimes wanton depredations on the
valnable fur bearing animals of Alaskan
waters, an:d our governmens is determined
to pat & s'op to it by extendiag the pro-
hibition to all the dominion of the WUnited
States in the waters of Behring sea. The
extent of this dominion can be settled, of
course, withont war.—Balt. Sun,

IRONMAKING IN THE SOUTH.—A corre
spoudeut of the Manufacturers’ Record,
writing from Atlanta, Ga., states as a re-
sult of his observations in the South that
there are many furnaces in that section
which are to-day making pig-iron at a cost
of only $8.50 a ton. None, he =adds, are
making it at a cost exceeding $11 a ton.
All that have adequate capital and fairly
good management have been making a
greatdeal of money even at present
prices; more, in fact, than they like to
admit. The writer says the Southern
furnace men are averse to pig going up over
$2 or $3 a ton. They can make plenty of
money at that advance, or without an ad-
vance. At present prices ironmaking is uot
paying Northern furnace owners, and if the
 situation continnes many of them will have
to suspend operations. Much of the new
furnace build.ng in the South is with the
money made out of Southern iren. Ot
course, if the South makes pig at from $8 50
to $11 per ton, it has no veed for a tariff on
iron as a means of proteciion agaiost for-
eign iron, The industry there can stand
on its own bottom. Whether it is desirable
or humane to keep the tariff on iron high
merely to enable the Southern iron men to
bieed the consumers of iron, who are chiefly
in the North, is a question for Southern
protectionists o ponder. The Southern peo
ple voted last November against so seifish
a policy. As Southern pig is now going
North in increasing quantities to displace
the costly Pennsylvania and Ohio pig,
Northern protectionists may be expected to
look with favor on SBenator Hoar’s plan to
Africanige the Southern States again.—
Bualtimore Sun, March 22ad.

Brown did not come
out, and Cooley threw fouror five dynamite
cartridges on the roof of the house. They
exploded with terrific force, nearly demol-
ishing the houss and injuring Mrs. Brown.
