Art in the Sick-room.

Too little attention is paid to what may
very properly be called art in the sick-room.

Bt
éven at the preseat time we require t9) prac-
tice more artistic care. A sick-room should
always be as agreeable to the eye of the
patient as it can be made, aud every effort
should be carried out to prevent mounotony.
The fursviture should be light, easily mova-
ble, aud of a cneerful color; all datk hang-
ings and sombre coveriugs, when there,
shon!d be replaced by white or light blue or
gray colored fabrics, and the walls should
be of gray or light-green color,

Papers of flaring colors, and papers which
bave for a pastern a pumber of rvings or
circles of flowers of one design, are ex-
tremely bad., I remember an iunstance in
which ti:e paper of a wall had for its pat-
tern a series of circles lik= so many sun-
fl wers; that paper produced in 2 uvervous
patient a scene of giddiness which ied to
nausea, and had a very. bad eff-ci indeed 1
thought at first that the complaint made
agaiust this paper by the patient was ratber
ab-urd, but wheun I tried for myseif the ex

periment of lockmng for a  few min-
uies at the nugs of the patiein, [
actually became, againss my will,
subject to giddivess also, aud to a

seuse of vausea whbich was mosi unpleas-
ant. The fact led we at once to tear ap a
prescription [ had writieu as a xedative for
stomachic distai baoee, apd to order instead
a sereen which should shus off the sight of
the objectivnable wall, and which proved,
ia fact, an effective remedy.

1 remember another instance 1 which
the walis of the room were covered with a
pattern of a “flsur-de-lis,”’ the shading of
which, by some curiois twissings, caused
e:ch flower to iesemble a death’s head.
The pateut in the night detected this sin-
guiar extravagauce of art, haif awake and
half usleep, fancied himself in a sori of
crypt of skualle, which ciuved him = sleep-
lessness that lasted until the morning, and
led to a bad day. The walls of a sick room
snould bs quite plain, and of gray or light
green color, but thers is no «bjection to
chee: fu! pic ures if they are now and then
changed 1 positiod,and are pleasant (o the
mind of the iunvalid wichout becoming
wearisome. Fiowers in the sick-room are
alwaya good 80 1 ng as they are brigat and
fresh, but ey ~bhouid be frequently chang-
ed, and it ‘s svund praciics to remove them
during ihe uwight. Flowers which have a
si. kly odor, hlies, for example, should be
excluded, however chaimwng to the eye
As a rule, living flowers are be ter than
dead. Dried leaves, like porpourri, are
bad for the sick-room; they garher dust aud
the stale odor *hey emit impairs the punity
ot tue air.— Dr. Richardson in the Asclepaid

ed wor!d than our own, inhabited by a bn
manity superior to ourselves, and withou:
doubt differing stroogly from us, bat whe
are cert«inly pot strangers to industria
pursuits, jndging by the intricate oetwork
which the surface of their continents pres
enf.
