Shoe Factory.
As ourreaders are aware an effort bas been

m&de ln tbepast two weeks to establish a shoe
factory ln this place by Mr. Sickles, of Pa. A
meeting to advance the move was held last
Monday night in the Wilkes building,which
was very well attended by the citizens, not-
withstanding the prevailing rain. At this
meeting Mr. Isaac Witz waa called to the
chair, and Mr. Sickles Introduced. Who ex-
plained his connection with tbe enterprise.
Mr. S is an experienced man ln the business,
and comes bere ln bis own Interest, and de-
sires to locate herobecause that Interest will
be benefitted. He assured the meeting that the
business would be profitable, otherwise he
would not be willingto Invest his capital and
risk his reputation as a successful shoe man,
and referred to the Shoe and Leather Associa-
tion by whleb he had been endorsed as a good
manager lv that line. In response to questions,
Mr, S. said he desired to locate here because he
can get plentyof help ; that with $30,000 cap-
ital he would work about one hundred hands?
40 per cent of whom will be females; that ten
or twelve boys will get work;tbat ladles', miss-
es and children's shoes only will be turned
out; that he can compete successfully with
large Northern concerns, as he would have
less foremen and book-keepers, Hewasopposed
tostarting business on less capital tban $30,000,
as it will lake $10,000 for necessary machinery,
and tbe pay roll will amount to about $500 a
weak, Ofthe force employed,ten or twelve
will be experiencedworkmen, and the residue
will be educated to the work from our own
citizens. The wages will depend on the work
done, and it is supposed will range from $6 to
$18 per week. Fema.es in doing piece-work
earn from $3 to $S a week?all work done by
machinery. This enterprise, be assured the
meeting, was no wild-cat scheme, but would
be a profitable Investment to the stockholders,
a benefit to the community and advance busi-
ness here generally. This Is a desirable point,
because It has good outlets and good freight
rates can be obtained. As a result of the con-
ference, several .additional shares of stock
were taken, and, on motion, thecommittee so-
liciting subscribers was enlarged by addingT.
J. Crowder, J. T. Long and J. H. Wayt to the
committee. Messrs. J. C. Scheffer, George C.
Maslin, C. L. Weller and M. N. Bradley have
heretofore been soliciting. About $14,000 are
yet needed to complete the amount required.

Our citizens now have an opportunityof
helping themselves and the city of Staunton
by making uptbe small sum necessrry to add
a good business enterprise to our community.
Another meeting in tbe same place will be
beld on Thursday nightnext.

Sturm In Rockingham.
The storms of Saturdaynight and Sunday

of the 11th and 12th instant, did a great
deal ofdamage iv different parts of Rock-
ingham county. In the neighborhood of
Mauzy and Lacey Springs on Smith's creek,
the wind, rain, and hail did much damage
in the destruction of fencing and wheat acd
corn.

A correspondent of the Spirit of the Val-
ley, writing from Mauzy, says:?

"A terrific ball and rain storm passed
over this place on Sunday evening last, do
ing a great deal of damage to tbe wheat,
grass and fruit. It literally mowed some of
the fields of wheat and grass, so tbat tbey
look as if they will prove a total loss to the
farmers. It also knocked off a great deal
of the young fruit, aud almost totally de-
stroyed all vegetation growing in the gar-
dens. The women folks are very dsspoud-
ent at the outlook for garden sass. It also
blew down much of tbe fencing in the local
ity, uprooting fruit trees, unrooting houses,
etc. As far as heard from no per. m was
injured, but some were badly scared. 'Tis
said the storm was very severe about Lacey
Springs, and did great damage to the or-
chards, blowing down a great many fruit
trees. A great deal of the corn planted
was washed out, and will necessitate entire
replanting. The farmers and old people
\u25a0aid they never had such a storm prior to
this one in thissection. Tbe hail was not
so large but was plentiful, a.d with the
strong current of wind did the damage.?
Tbe storm came almost directly from tbe
South."

Another correspondent says:?
"The storms of Saturday and Sunday did

great damage in our county. Tbe stable
and barn ofMr. Perry Swank near Edom,
was burned down, having caught fire from
being struck by lightning. The stable was
struck and the barn caught from tbe stable,
as the wind was blowing in that direction.

Mr. Swank succeeded in savinghis horses
and most of his machinery.

We also learn that Mr. B. B. Miller lost
five fine bays which were killed by light-
ning.

In many parts of the county fences were
blown down and bouses unroofed, while on
Mr. Peter Pulse's farm alone sixty trees
were laid low.

The neighborhood of Weaver*, Church
was visited by a severe hall storm which
entirely destroyed some of tha wheat fields.

We have no idea wbat the amount of loss
ia the whole county will be."

Anether correspondent says: ?

"A severe storm of thunder and light-
ning, accompanied with a most exellent
rain, passed over tbis section of the county
on Saturday night. Astable, formerly used
for a tobacco house, the property of P. P.
Shifflett, Esq., was burnt by a stroke of
electricity on Saturday night last; also, the
contents, a quantity of hay, wagon, &c.

Tbe rains of Saturday night, Sunday and
Monday morning have done an immense
amount of good lo the growing vegetation."

The Shen. Valley says editorially:?
"Passing across Rockingham county

from Edom, the first farm and buildings, ao
well as we could learn, that were greatly
damaged, are those belonging to Mr. Jacob
K. Mauzy at Spartapolis. His fences were
blown down, his buildings damaged, his
wheat and grass fields badly washed aud
the crops covered with mud. His crops are
damaged at least fifty per cent., and his
losses will be from $300 to |500. Messrs.
Abram Lincoln and Michael Martz suffered
similarly, thongh not so heavily. We have
been informed that pretty much all the
trees in Mr. Champ Jenning's orchard were
blown down. Mr. Asliby O'Roark's new
house, covered with tin, was party unroof-
ed. Mr. Jacob Pickering's bouse was part-
ly unroofed, and his fences and trees blown
down.

Mr. Jacob Sellers suffeied more by far
than any one in tbat Bection from the r*v-
ages of tbe storm. About all his feuces
were blown down, bis house unroofed, two
of the chimneys partly blown off, and his
crops verybadly damaged, tiis losses will
aggregate $800 or $1,000.

We doubtif any person in that locality
ever witnessed a more furious storm; aud,
in fact, all the farmers in the coarse of the
storm were more or less injured.

A Stalwart Family?Oar attention
was called last Sunday to the fact that Mr.
Joseph B. Hiner, who lives about a mile
east of this place and wasvisiting one of his
sons in Monterey, had his five sons near
him, the youngest of which is thirty fivt
years of age?all beatty, stout men, witb
one exception. Mr. Hiner bimself is seven-
ty-two years of age, yet is more aativo und
hardy tban many men of forty. He in-
formed us tbat be bad broken tbe ground
and planted several acres in com, doing
most, if not all, of tbe work himself.

Tbe Hiner family is probably tbe largest
and most extensively connected in this
county of any other one family in any coun-
ty in tbe State. They can all trace their
genealogy back a few generations to John
timer and wife, who settled near Doe Hill
years a»o. Tbere was born to tbis couple
twelve children, six boys and six girls, and
they all grew to manhood and womanhood.
Fivo of the boys remained in the neighbor-
hood in which they weie born and all raised
large families and lived to a good old age.
From these ancestors sprung the many of
the name ofHiner that can be found in
Highland county.

From the earliest recollection of them
they have been known as a hardy, honest
and industrious people, many of them serv
ing the county and State in officesof honor
and trust, from an early date up to the pres-
ent time, and in no instance have they be-
trayed the confidence imposed in them.?

Taxing Care o_ the Fauilt.?The

Washington correspondent of the Richmond
Dispatch, under date of the 11-._ instant,
says:?

"Some of tho Republicans from Loudoun
connty were furious to-day when they
heard that General Tyner had had his Dem-
ocratic brother-in law reappointed postmas-
ter at Farmwell in tbat county. They con-
demn the apppoiutment, but the Assistant
Attorney General for the Post Office De-
partment is not paying any attention to the
oriticisms wbich are being passed upon
him.

What Thos. Jefferson thought.?ln
writing about the negroes in his t-nie Thos
Jefferson said:?

"Nothing is moro certainly written in
tbe book of fate, than that these people are
to be free; nor is ii less certain that the two
races, equally free, cannot lire in the same
government. Nature, habit, opinion have
drawn indelible lines of distinction between
them. Itis still in out power to direct tha
process of emancipation aud deportation,
peaceably, and in such slow degree as that
the evil will wear off insensibly, and their
place be, pari passu, filled up by free white
laborers. If, on the contrary, it is left to
force itself on, human nature must shudder
at the prospect held up. We should in vain
look for an example in t_e Spanish depor-
tation or deletion of the Moors. This pre-
cedent would fall far short of our case."

Storm inNorth Carolina.?There was
a storm in North Carolina on Tuesday, the
14th instant, which was fatal at severai
points. The Raleigh, N. OL, correspond-
ent of the Rich. Dispatch says:?

1 'The roof of a warehouse was blown off
at Kernersvilie, and Freer Williams, of
Rockingham county, was instantly killed
by the roof as it fell. A white man named
Rich was dangerously wounded. The storm
in Robeson county was accompanied by
hail, which covered tbe ground to thedepth
of three inches. Two houses were wrecked,
and the ootton crop in many cases was
totally ruined. A great amount of replant-
ing will be necessary. The storm in Samp-
son county was also severe, and the jatton
was muoh injured.

Washington's Political Views.
We have it on the authority of the New

York Sun that the letter of George Wash-
ington quoted in the now famous St. Paul
centennial sermon inrebuke of the methods
by which the present President reached
office, was written by the great-grandfather
of the President, Benjamin Harrison, who
had asked Washington to give him an office.
If this is true it removes all doubt abont
the purpose of the preacher, Bishop Potter,
to deliver apersonal lecture to great«grand-
son Harrison.

In the discussion which has followed
upon the comparison drawn between old
times and modern times, another interest-
ing letter has been found written by the
Father of bis Country, wbich it must be
confessed bears a strong odor of partisan
politics. It was written to Timothy Pick-
ering, Washington's Secretary ofWar, and
is dated September 27th, 1795.

Tbe paragraph referred to says : "I shall
not, while I have the honor to administer
the Government, bring a man into any of-
fice of cmsequence knowingly, whose
political tenets are adverse to the measures
whioh the General Government aie pursu-
ing; for this, in my opinion, would be
political suicide."

That langnage boiled down and trans-
lated into modern political parlance, the
Sun thinks, means just what William L.
Marcy epigrammatically said, namely, "To
the victors belong the spoils." The whole
truth seems to be that the American Gov-
ernment cannot be conducted upon a pure-
ly non-partisan plan, except in its minor
details, and this was as true in Washing-
ton's day as it is now. The great differ-
ence between that time and this, however,
(and it seems to us that is wbat Bishop
Potter was seeking to emphasise) is, that
then men were not strnggling so much
after spoils?certainly Washington and
those with bim were not?as they are now.
It may be true that men on the average
were no better then than now, but their
selfishness and greed were not so fully de-
veloped. The holding of public office in
those days was an incident of political life
and not the obief object of h, as it appears
to be now. The administration of public
affairs under Washington and Jefferson was
normal and healthy; it was right side up
with care, and not upside down, or oblique.
Instead of beini. worse than it used to be or
no better, our political system, if it is
sound in principle and capable of indefinite
development and expansion, should be far
better than it was one hundred years ago;
all of its evils and imperfeotiong should
have been long ago corrected, and there
should not now be any room for difference
ot opinion abont tbe criticism and compari-
son wbioh has raised so much discussion.?
After all, therefoie, the question is not:
are we as good as we used to be, but, why
are we no better than at flrst; are we
making no progress?? Norfolk Landmark.

A Big Fire at Norfolk.

TBB C. AMD O. FREIGHT WAREHOUSE DE-
STROYED WITH ONE HUNDRED PREIOUT
CARS.

TSpeclal to the Times.]
Norfodk, Va., May 17.?Tbe nine hun-

dred feet warehouse of the Chesapeake and
Ohio Railroad Company was discovered on
fire at 10 o'clock to-night by the watchman,
and half-hour later the entire structure was
in flames. About one hundred car loads of
freight were in the building at the time, be-
sides about fifty thousand staves ordered
by -larsden Smith. Much of the freight
was composed of hay, which furnished ex-
cellent tinder for tbe dancing flames. At
one time it looked as if the New York,
Philadelphia and Norfolk Railroad pier,
wbich is opposite tbe Chesapeake and Ohio,
would be burned, but the wind changed and
it was saved. The total loss to building
and contents is estimated at $70,000, which
is mostly covered by insurance.
