Capt. Ranson was present at
the meeting when the Association was organ-
zed, but being prevented from attending this
assemblage, bis letter Lo the Secretary, after
explaining his absence, proceeded in touching
language to refer to the **movement that has
for its object the memory of comrades and
to preserve the conviction that we and they
fought for the cause that was right in the
sight of God and man. We were fighting not
for slavery; not to promote the schemes of
sectional politiciars; but for the eternal prin-
ciples of constitutional liberty and of self-
government. *“We drew the sword in defence
of our firesides, and of the honor, the liberties,
and the sovereigniy of Virginia.” Follow-
ing are other extracts from Captain Ranson’s

letter:

“Just now it seems to be the popular idea
that we must forget the past, and live only for
the present and the future,

Better let our struggle, Its sufferings and
sacrifices and its lessons of heroism pass into
oblivion, than by this thing of seoldiers’ re-
unions to revive antipathies—to waken dis-
trust, and foster prejudices at the North,

In this sordid day of money-getting, we are
to look to our material development; we are
to have a New South” that is to turn its back
on the past, and its face to the future,—the
rising sun of commerelal prosperity, This by
way of apology for the Old South, than which
the world has 8een no bigher civiiization—as
if there were or could be any New South thsat
had not its roots in the old: as If there were
any futnre for a peaple or a country that had
no reverence for its glorious past.

The time will come when all will see that
the trnest conservatiam requires no surrender
of the convictions which inspired our struggle
—nor any apology for the humble part we
may have played in that magnificent drama.
Except for those who do apologise, there was
no humiliation in our defeat. We fought the
world; the triais, the danger 2nd sacrifices of
that four years are a heritage of pride for our
chitdren. 5

Let this Associaticn do ifs part in cuerishing
its memories, in transmitting the truth or
history, in preserving the friendships formed
in that day of trial, and in keeping to the
rear those who never found the frent till the
war was over,‘nd it will have a reason for its
existenca.”’

The above was published in the Rockbridge
County News, May 30th, 1889, and following it
the beautiful lines eniitled the “Georgia Vol-
unteer,” which were written by Mrs. Mary
Ashley Townshead of New Orleans, whose
nom de plume was “Xariffa.” She used to
spend her Summers at the Stribling Springs
in this eouhty, and it was during her visit
there in the Summer of 1871 that she wrote the
poem, “The Georgia Volunteer,” on the 19th of
July of that year. It filrst appeared in the
Richmond Enguirer from which it was copied
into the Staunton EPECTATOR on the lst of
Avugust, 1871,

The following introductory to them, as then
published, gives the interesting circumstances
under which the beautiful impromptu poem
was written:—

S:RIBLING SPRINGS, YA., July I9th, 1871,

In a secluded vale a niile from Stribling
sleeps 1n eternal repose one of that gallant 12th
Georgia Regiment, commanded by Colonel,
atterwards that brave Major-General, Edward
Jonnston, The hand of piety and patriotism
neglected to remove the remains with the bal-
ance of the heroic degd to Staunton. In an
excursion this morning with a large party of
ladies and gentlemen, the grave wae discover-
ed by * Xariffa,”” Mrs, Mary Ashley Townshead,
of New Orleans, whose charming pigquant pen
has so often illuminated the Southern hearth
with *thoughts that breathe.” Above this
lonely grave her gifted pen Iimpromptu
sketched these beautiful lines, which will find
a thrill in every Southerner’s heart. These
stanzas form such a rare exception to the com-
mon newspaper poetry, that I know you will
give them to your readers without hesitation.

The following is the poem as it was when
first published. As it appears in the Rock~
bridge News, great injustice is done to it, and
its beauty spoiied by the errors which no doubt
existed in the copy furnished that journal. By
a comperison of the two copies the reader wlill
see how numerous and egreglous they are.

Beat two ounces of butter to a cream, adding
gradually four ounces cr a half cup of powder-
ed sugar, then add twelve strawberrles, one at
a time, mashing and beating until the whole
is perfettly light, Ifit has a separated or cur-
dled appearance, add a little more sugar and
stand in a cold place until wanted.

STRAWBERRY TARTS.
Roll out the paste into a thin sheet, then,
with a round tin cutter, cut into cakes, Select
a smaller cutter aad cut out the centres of two
in every three round cakes, thus leaving one
solid bottom with two rings placed on top of
it to form the patty. Now put these patties In
the ice ghest a half hour to cool, then bake in a
moderately quick oven about thirty minutes
or until a nice brown; then, with a spoon, take
out any unbaked portion that may remain in
the centre. Brush the tops over with the un-
beaten white of an egg, dust thickly with
granulated sugar, return to the oven afew
minutes to glaze, When ready to serve, fill
with fresh strawberries, heap whipped cream
over the top, and dust lightly with powdered
sugar,

Suicides and rapes.

There seems to be an epidemic of suicides
on the part of the whites and of rapes on
that of the negroes. For some time, these
crimes have been of almost daily occur-
rence. In reference to the frequent out-
rages on white women and children by ne-
groes, the Petersburg Index-Appeal ad-
dresses words of eounsel to the colored peo-

ple which they would be wise to heed.
From its article we quote the following:—
“The increasing frequency of brutal out-
rages on white women and girls by negro
men is not only a blot on the good nmame of
the negro race, but it is a matter that calls
for the most serious thought and action on
the part of respectable colored people ev-
erywhere. It is noi enough that they con-
demu the crime and even approve the in-
fliction of death upon the criminal. They
owe it to themselves, as well as to the com-
munity of they which aspire to be a part, to
organizo for repressive action against this
most horrible of all buman crimes. It
would be unjust, of course, to hold the en-
tire colored race responsible for the sins of
these misereants, or to say that the crime
is confined to the negro race, ‘but the fact
that an overwhelming majority of such
criminals are negroes argues most cogently
against the state of moral training in which
many of them are reared, and they cannot
afford to be silens or inactive. We would
not counsel resort to lynch law, for we can
conceive of no justification of such resort
in an organized and civilized community,
but it would be better for the good name
and fair fame of therace, as a whole, if they
took npon themselves the responsibility of
choking the life out of some of these
scrouudrels rathar than remain passive in
the presence of a form of crime calculated
as no other crime is to incense white peo-
ple against them,and to arouse and inflame
race feelings and prejudices. The crime is
all the mo e exasperating becanse the perpe-
trators are generally men who never felt
the degrading yoke of slavery, but who
were bora free and had access to the ad-
vantages of a liberalizing and humanizing
system of public education.”
In reference to this crime that paper

might have added, that the “liberalizing

|and humanizing system of education” has

done no good, for those who “felt the de.
grading yoke of slavery” seldom commit
ted that worst of all crimes.
