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Staunton and Augusta County.
The sentiment exists and has unwitting-

ly been too much indulged in by the un-
reflecting, that there has been but little
advancement on the lines ot progress in
this community. Why this is so it is not
incumbent on us to state. Negative con-
clusions arrived at without making a
proper examinationof the facts upon which
they are predicated, is, of all the false
modes ofreasoning, the most absurd.

Progress and development are uot to be
counted out of their place if they should
happen not to embrace in their scope
furnaces and rolling mills. The past,
as well as the present cirounsstances sur-
rounding our situation, have more to do
with the future, and very justly so, than
seems to be the case in the estimation of
some minds.

Staunton and Augusta county have very
great advantages for development on every
line- those which have, as well as those
which have not been availed of. If it is
not either seemingly or otherwise practi-
cable to enlist home or foreign capital in
the aid of all, we should manifest the
highest degree of satisfaction in what
should be an acknowledged fact: that the
people of both town and county mainly
supported by their own resources are ad-
vancing on the highest lines of a proper
progress. We say this, because we should
not be called upon to throw away the past
in marking the line of advancement, and
to take up wholly new designs, except
with proper reference to the past, which
should not be ignored.

We are not encouraging the idea of the
propriety of old communities withholding
theirsupport and their concurrence in the
plans of new development, for they should
be encouraged, and receive due considera-
tion. It is the two combined in united
harmonious action that will carry forward
a proper progress and secure the largest
benefits. Strengthen and enrich the old oi
our possessions and conduct them to their
legitimate positions, united with new de-
signs upon which the old will reflect their
worth, for thus the new will safely reach
profitable ends, the more certain and
secure because of tbat association.

We
do not pretend to give all that might be
named and deserving recognition, as much
so as any enumerated.

It Will be Habbto Down the South.
?A Philadelphia banker who has just re-
turned from a trip through the coal and
iron regions of Southwest Virginia, is
greatly impressed with the resaurces of
that section. "Pennsylvania iron masters,"
he said, "will have a hard fight to compete
successfully with the furnacemen in Vir-
ginia. 1visited one furnace, a rather small
affair, turning out about a thousand tons a
week which I was told netted the proprie-
tors 175,t)00 last year. I expressed some
surprise, but the proprietor exhibited his
books and showed me plainly that his prof-
its last year were $72,000, or about $1.50 a
ton. He can make iron for between $10
and $11 a ton, and after paying $2.50 a ton
for freight to Philadelphia, can sell it for
$14.50 a ton. His iron, too, is pretty near-
ly as good as that made in Pennsylvania.
Coal costs him $2 a ton at his furnace, lime
?an be had for.the digging of it, and iron
ore, for a small royalty, while labor is
cheap. It is a pretty hard outlook for oar
Pennsylvania iron men when they have to
face such conditions as that."

The Use of Organs in Church Wor-
ship.?At Springfield, Ohio, Thursday, the
United Presbyterian general assembly
again took action on the subject of the use
of the organ and other musical instruments
in church worship.

THE JOHNSTOWN DISASTER.
We publish on the first page ofthis issue

telegrams of the 4th and sth in reference
to the calamity at Johnstown and vicimity,
and publish later ones below.

HOHNSTOWN, JNNB oth.
"The ruins of the train lie about one

hundred feet from the fourth buttress from
the western end of tbe stone bridge. Parts
of the parlor cars have to-day been found
as w ell as the traces of the passengers.
About 9 o'clock the baggage of Miss Annie
Chism of Nashville, Term., was found. She
was a missionary on her way to Brar.il for
the Women's Foreign Missionary Society
ot the Methodist Church. Among her
effects was a Bible, and in it was a message
tobe filed at Altoona and addressed to the
Methodist Book Concern at 20 east Tenth
street, New York, announcing that she was
on the train. Her watch, some money, and
a Greek Testament was found. It was evi-
dent that many were lost on this train.
More than at first supposed. At least the
passengers have not so far been found and
located.

The body of a nicely-dressed lady was
found yesterday, which was so much
decomposedas to be unrecognisable.

The effects of Miss Chism were sent to
Altoona.

The loss of lifeby the floods in the towns
of Mineral Point, Franklin, Borough, East
Conemaugh, Woodvale, Kernville, Cambria,
Minersville, Moirellville, Sheridan and
Coopersdale, which, with Johnstown, con-
stituted tha string of communities in the
direot path of the flood, is about $6,000,-
-000.

Johnstown proper and Millvale will prob-
ably add 7,000 to tbedeath list and about
$18,000,000 to the financial loss. The
Pennsylvania railroad's loss will be about
$10,000,000, making the total loss, as near
as it can now be figured, over 9,000 lives
and more than $34,000,000 of property.
The loss oflife at Johnstown proper is but
little more than a guess. It is too large a
place fow anybody to know everybody, and
the survivors are so scattered tbat the reg-
istration of the living, which has reached
12,000 in the*district, indicates nothing.

The loss in smaller towns is obtained
from leading men in each case, who have
in a measure got their heads again, and are
able to think with some coolness. In detail
this loss falls as follows:

An instance was seen in the case of Mrs.
Emil Young, the wife of a jeweler, whose
store was on Clinton street,nearMain street.

the town. About her was a mere
haiSiful of household odd3 and ends. She
told tSJs story without an outward sign of
the deep emo'.ion that convulsed her heart:
"Over there was my husband's store. He
was drowned within it, as wasmy son. The
rest of ns wera in our home when the flood
came. Our family consisted of myself, my
husband, his mother?Mrs. Anna Mary
Young, aged eighty years?our daughter
Rose and three sons. We climbed to the
porch of the next house and ascended to
the roof through a trap aud jumped into
the water, clasping each other's hands. By
catching drifting debris we floated several
blocks to tbe electric light building and as-
cended four stories ou a ladder, crossed an
alley on another ladder and got into the
Thomas Building, where 120 people were
saved. The old lady ia well and hearty to-
day, wonderful to relata. My son' 3 body
is not yet recovered. I prepared twenty
corpses for burial, including that of my
husband. We have lost everything iv the
world. We are known in Baltimore."

ORGANISTKIRSCHMANN SAVED.

Rev. W. D. Kershmann, of the Ramsay
Street German Evangelical Salem Church,
in;Baltimore,grasped the hand of The Sun's
representative at an unexpected moment.
"Thank God," he cried, "my brother is
saved, aud here be is." The brother is J.
Paul Kirschmann, organist of the German

Johnstown, Pa., June 9.?Today is the
tenth since the disaster in the Conemaugh
Valley occurred.

The work of registration of survivors of
the stood is going steadily on.

Fire In the South.

Sixty Buildings Burned at Jackson-
ville?Loss $200,000.

Jacksontille, Fla., Jnne s.?The most
extensive fire which has visited Jackson-
ville for many years broke out at 2 o'clock
this morning in the rear of the building on
Bridge street formerly used for the electric
light plant. A high wind was prevailing,
and the fire spread rapidly northward until
it had consumed everything combustible in
an area of five blocks bounded by Hawk
street on the west, Adams on the north,
Clay on the east and the creek on the
south. The buildings were mostly wooden
and of an inferior character, but many
business firms were located among them.
At least sixty buildings were destroyed, the
majority being homes of colored people.
The loss is difficult to estimate, but will
probably reach $200,000. The insurance is
light.

Mobile, Ala., June 6.?A special to the
Register from Biloxi, a thriving town of
Harrison connty. Miss., on the Gulf coast,
says the town suffered a severe loss by
fire this morning, all the business quarter
being wiped out Tbe loss is $100,000; in-
surance $20,000. The fire was of incendi-
ary origin. The citizens held an indigna-
tion meeting this morning, and appointed
a vigilance committee to detect the incen-
diary and punish the plunderers who were
at work during the fire. There was no
fire apparatus there but a hook-and-ladder.
Mobile was telegraphed to for help, and
sent down an engine and hose truok on a
special train, arriving, however, after the
fire was gotten under control.
