+“This hotel will be kept by the widow of
the late landlord, Mr. Brown, who died last
gsnmmer on & new and improved plan.”’—
«Wanted— A saddle-horse for a lady weigh-
ing about 950 pounds” An Iowa editor
says : “We have received a basket of fioe
grapes from our friend W., for which he
will please acept our compliments, some of
which are nearly two inches in diameter.”’
¢Board may be bad at No. 4 Pearl 8r. for
two gentlemen with gas.”” Over a bridge
at Athens, Ga., is the following : ‘‘Any
person driving over this bridge at a pace
faster than a walk shall, if a white man be
foed five dollars, and if a npegro receive
twenty lashes, halt the penalty to be be-
stowed cn the informer.” A newspaper
contained this : ‘*“We bave two school rooms
sufficiently large to accommodats 300 pupils
one above another.”” Anothor newspaper,
in describing tke doings of a convention at
Cleveland, said : “The procession was very
fine, and nearly two miles long, as was al-
so the prayer of Dr, Perry, the chaplain.”

Religion in Virginia 100 Years Ago.

The Rev. Mr. Jarrett, an Episcopal min-
ister In Virginia a hundred years age, gave
the following account of a religious awaken-
ing in his parish:—

“Last night three or four score of my
neighbors met together to keep watch-
pight, at which it is the custom to spend
three or four hours in religious services and
to break up at twelve. Such was the dis-
tress of those that were convinced of sin
that they continued in prayer all night, till
two hours after sunrice. Here, also, four-
teen or fifteen received a sense of pardon;
80 that in two days thirty of my own patish
have been justified, besides others of other
parishes.

«‘Indeed I do not take it for granted that
all are justified who think they are so.—
Some, I fear, are mistaken. But I shall
judge better of this when I see the fruits.”

About a week after Mr. Jarrett penned
the above he wrote: “The work of God
still increases among us. I believe within
these eight days more than forty have been
filled with joy and peace in believing. Of
these I have had an account, but there may
be many more, and several who have been
justified some time believe God has blessed
them with perfect love.”’

“] bave no doubt but the work now car-
rying on is genuine, yet there were some
circumstances attending it which I dis-
liked—such as loud outcries, tremblings,
fallings, convulsions. But I am better
reconciled since 1 read President Edwards
on that head, who observes ‘“That when-
ever these most appear there is always the
greatest and deepest work.”’

“There is another thing which has given
me much pain—the praying of several at
one and the same time, Sometimes fize er
six, or more, have been praying all at once
in several parts of the room for distressed
persons. Others were speaking by way of
exhortation, o that the assembly appeared
to be all in contusion,and must seem to one
at a little distance more like a drunken rab-
ble than the worshipers of God. 1 was
afraid this was not doing all things in
order. Indeed, Dr. Edwards defends this
also. But yet 1 am not satisfied concern-
ing it. I had heard of it, but never saw it
till Sunday evening. But this is a delicate
point. Tt requires much wisdom to allay
the wild, and not damp the sacred fire.”’

HINTS FOR THE SMALL ¥RUIT-GROWER.
—Currants, gooseberries and blackberries
can be planted sc long as the grousd re
mains open. They will establish them-
selves, take hold of the ground, and be
ready to make a thrifty growth in Spriug.
Raspberries can get along with much less
manure than strawberries, and blackberries
with less than raspberries. Bounedust and
mauriate of potash, wood ashes, ete., are all
good fertilizers for small fruits, and may
be applied now.

Tyler and Souhegan are decidedly the
most profitable biack caps for market at
Monmourh, Among early red sorts, the
matter rests between Hansel and Marlboro;
while Cathbert is our most reliable late
berry.

If you piant currants largely, set an
American gonseberry to every four or five
currants, The worms will concentrate on
the gooseberry bushes and leave the cur-
rants alone.

Instead of emptying coal ashes in the
yard or near the house to accnmulate and
become a nuisance, why not put them
around your currant and gooseberry buch
es?

Some good manure thrown around the
currant and gooseberry bushes now will
tell its story next Summer.—Orchard and
Garden.

Lynching the Ghouls.

SUMMARY PUNISHMENT OF A FIEND WHO
WAS ROBBING THE DEAD.
[By telegraph to the Herald.]

PITTSBURG, PA., June 2, 1889.—A num-
ber of Hungarians collected about a num-
ber of bodies at Cambria which had been
washed up and began rifling the trunks,—
After they had secured all the contents
they turned their attention to the dead.
The ghastly spectacle presented by the
distorted teatures of those who had lost
their lives during the flood had no influence
upon the ghouls, who acted more like wild
beasts than human beings. They took
every article from the clothing on the dead
bodies, not leaving anything of value or
anything that would serve to identify the
remains,

After the miscreants had removed all
their plunder to dry ground a dispute arose
over a division of the spoils. A pitched
battle followed and for a time the situation
was alarming. Knives and clubs were used
freely. As a result several of the combat-
ants were seriously wounded and Jeft on
the ground, their fellow-countrymen not
making any attempt to remove them from
the field of strife.

VENGEANCE, SWIFT AND SURE.

The way of the transgressor in the deso-
lated valley of the Conemaugh is bhard in-
deed. Each hour reveals some new and
horrible story of suffering and outrage, and
every succeeding hour brings news of swift
and merited punishment meted cut to the
fiends who have dared to desecrate the
stiff acd mangled corpses in the cicy of the
dead, and torture the already half crazed
victims of the cruelest of modern catastro-
hes.

3 As the roads to the lands round about
are opened tales of almost indescribable
horror come to light, and deeds of the vilest
nature, perpetrated in the darkness of the
night, are brought to light.

FOLLOWED BY AVENGING FARMERS,

Just as the shadows began to fall upon
the earth last evening a party of thirteen
Hungarians were poticed stealthily picking
their way along the banks of the Cone-
maugh toward Savg Hollow. Suspicious
of their purpose, several farmers armed
themselves and started in pursuit. Soon
their most horrible fears were realized. —
The Hungarians were out for plundar.
Lyiog upon the shore they came upon
the dead and mangled body of a woman
upon whose person there were a number of
trinkets of jewelry and two diamond rings.
Tn their eagerness to secare the plunder the
Hungarians got into a squabble, during
which one of the number severed the finger
upon which were the rings and started on
a run with his fearful prize. The revolting

nature of the deed so wrought upon the

pursuing farmers, who by this time were
clese at hand. that they gave immediate
chase. Some of the Hungarians showed
fight, but being outnumbered were com-
pelied to flee for their hives. Nine of the
brutes escaped, but four wers literally
driven into the surging river and to their
cdeath, The inhuman monster whose
atrocious act has been described was among
the namber of the involuntary suicides.—
Another incident of even greater moment
has just been brought to notice.

ANXIOUS TO BE A MURDERER.

At hzalf past eight this mornicg an old
railroader who had wslked from Sang Hol-
low stepped up to & rumber of men who
were congregated on the pl:tform stations
at Curranville and said: ‘‘Gentlemen, had
I a shotgun with me half an hour ago I
would now be a murderer, yet with no fear
of ever having to suffer for my crime,

“T'wo miles below bere I watched three
men going along the bauks stecling the
jewels from thebodies of the dead wives and
daughters of men who have been robbed of
all they held dear on earth.”’

He bad no sooner finished the last sen-
teuce than five buriy men, with looks of ter-
rible determination written on their faces,
were on their way to the scene of plunder,
one with a coil of rope over his shoulder
and ancther with a revolver in his hand.—
1z twenty minutes, so it is stated, they had
overtaken two of the wretches, who were
then in the act of cutting pieces from the
ears and fingers from the hands of the
bodies of two dead women.

BRUTES AT BAY.

With revolver levelled at the scoundre's
the Jeader of the posse shouted, ‘‘Throw
_up your Hands or I’1l blow your heads off!”’
'With blanched faces and trembling forms
they obeyed the order and begged for
mercy. They were searched, apd as their
pockets were emptied of their ghastly fi .ds
the ndignation of the crowd intensified,
and when a bloedy finger of an infant, en-
circled with two tiny gold riogs, was found
among the plunder in the leader’s pocket,
a cry went up—

*Lynch them ! Lynch them !"”” Witheut
a moment’s delay ropes were thrown
around their necks and they were dangiing
to the limbs of a tree, in the branches of
which an bhour before was entangled the
bodies of a dead fathar and son,

Afver the expiration of a half hour the
ropes were cuf, and the bodies lowered and
carried to a pile of rocks in the forest on
the hill above. It is hinted that an Alle-
gheny county official was one of the most
prominent actors in this justifiable homi-
cide.

AN UNSUCCESS8FUL ATTEMPT.

Another case of attempted lynching was
witnessed thiz evening near Kernville.—
The man was observed stealing valuable
articles from the houses, He was seized
by 2 mob, a rope was placed around his
peck and he was jerked up into the air.—
't'he rope was tied to the tree and his
would-be lynchers lefi him. Bystanders
cut him down before he was dead. The
otber men did not interfere and he was al-
lowed to go. The man was so badly
scared that he could not give his name if h»
wanted to do so.
