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The Wheat-Crop.
There is but little question that the clos-

ing-up of the last crop of wheat finds the
country with a less supply on hand than in
any previous year since 1882. With an
ordinary yield this year iv the United
States of from four hundred and fifty to
fire hundred million bushels, we would
be better prepared to hope for a cDinpensa-
ting price, in viewof the fact stated as to
the old supply on hand and the reasonable
calculation which has been made of the
growing crops of wheat in other parts of
the world.

Based upon tho estimates made in May,
a large influence is employed to work out
the production of the United States th>s
year as far exceeding that of any previous
year of our history. These estimates put
the yield of winter-wheat at four hundred
and twenty-five million, and the spring-
wheat at two hundred million bushels. If
these estimates are true?and we are in-
clined to think they are?what are we to do
with a surplus of two hundred and fifty
million bushels when the foreign requi-
sition may not be half that amount?

A standard authority in discussing the
prospective of the wheat situation in our
country again forcibly illustrates the
foreign condition as it will be influenced
by causes which we have experienced of
late years and as often adverted to in these
columns. The language employed by this
reviewer is more emphatic, ifpossible, than
he has before adduced. He says, in com-
menting on the reasonable expectation
once entertained, that the last half of our
last crop would find a remunerative price
in the loreign markets, that "Europe will
only buy here when she cannot buy else-
where." This fact is not only true with
reference tobread-supplies, but is equally
so with reference to the absorbing inter-
ests of our country touching the surplus of
our provisions, of which we ought to be
constantly increasing exporters. In the
English markets, Danish and Irish bacon
are fast supplanting the American, and the
immense new fields of Australia and New
Zealand, to say nothing of the part the
Argentine States are to play in supplanting
our packed beef with the frozen mutton of
those regions, aud including the beef ofthe
latter. But this is a departure from the
subject in hand, though we might add
something more on the same line, and es-
pecially as the adulterated American lard
is destroying cur export trade in that
article of provisions.

Even if the country could set its sails
higher under the encouraging movements
inaugurated during Mr. Cleveland's ad-
ministration, looking not only to the
restoration, but to a greatly enlarged
foreign trade, we could only by degrees
keep fairly in sight of the prime objects.?
The neglect of twenty years previous and
the present administration taking the
statesmanship of that period as its model
our country now presents a poor prospect
as a competitor. Whilst we were creating
monopolies and cherishing the delusive
hope that the population of the country
would in a large measure consume its pro-
duction, British capital acd enterprise
were and are still going to every country
of the world where they can influence and
promote the production of bread and meat.
We are therefore in a poor condition not
only to keep even in such a race, but to
bring up our long distanced position in the
competitive course which we must run
successfully er succumb to a fate that may
prove disastrous to onr producing inter-
ests.

A dry June, so to speak, is the best for
all growing crops, especially when the
spring months had been, as was the case
generally in our country this season, of suf-
ficient moisture. June was, however, the
reverse. There is much speculation now
going on as to the effect the continued
rains had upon the crop in the winter-
wheat belt, except on the Pacific slope,
which at that time is climatically exempt
from rain. There, it is substantiated on
all hands, that the crop is greatly larger
than of any preyious year?if not by the
excess produced upon former acreage, than
upon the largely increased acreage annu-
ally brought into culture. It is claimed
that the yield of wheat in the winter-wheat
belt will be much, reduced from the May
estimate by the constant rains in June. If
that shall prove correct, something of the
loss will probably be made up from the
same cause in the spring-wheat States acd
territories as the rains of June extended to
the higher latitudes, and acted beneficially
upon the spring-wheat.

How Will It Be?
Quite a large number of Mahonites met

in Petersburg at the call of Mahone on
Tuesday night of last week, and the indica-
tions were unmistakable that a large ma-
jority of them were in favor of making
Mahone the Republican nominee for Gov-
ernor in the election of next fall. The
question now is, whether he will accept
and make the race, or whether he will have
the Covention to compliment him with the
nomination to give him a firm grip on the
administration, wbich will ensure him to
be the dispenser of tbe spoils, and then to
decline with many thanks for the distin-
guished honor conferred on him and the
evidence of confidence and loyalty thus dis-
played, and then to make some one else the
target of the shafts of the opposition?

The Spirit of the Valley, the Patriot-
Herald, and other Republican papers that
oppose, "with might and main," the dic-
atorial and tyrannical methods of Mahone,
boldly dare him to become the nominee,
and test his strength in the popular vote of
the party, and confidently predict that he
would be "snowed under" by an over-
whelming majority, and meet a deserved
and ignominious defeat. Will he take this
dare, or will he accept the challenge thus
given him? We do not believe that he
will accept the nomination. His fears of
defeat will prevail over his desire to be
tbe candidate, and be will let "I dare Dot
wait upon I will."

Pugilists Taught a Lesson,
The prize-ring pugilists have been

taught a lesson that they will not soon
forget, and they will not be apt again to

appoint a fighting ground in the Southern
States. Before the fight and after it oc-
curred they were kept busy dodging the
State authorities to prevent arrest, trial,
and punishment On Thursday, at Nash-
ville, Term., Sullivan and his backer John-
son were arrested by the police per instruc-
tions of Governor Lowry, of Mississippi.

As soon as the train had slowed inside
the shed Chief Clack acd several other
officers boarded the sleeping coach in which
the Sullivan party was. The Chief told
Sullivan he wonld have to arrest him. Sul-
livan in a surly manner demanded to know
the reason, and then both ho and Charley
Johnson demandedto see the warrant.

"Never mind the warrant," said the
Chief. "We've got to arrest you, and we
want you to come right with us."

Sullivan's friends gathered around and
things began to look very squally. Sulli-
van remained obstinate. Chief Clack
stood over him on one of the seats and said
to the officers, "Take him and bring him
offthe train." The Chief at the same time
caught hold of Sullivan's collar, while the
other officers tackled the big man from
another direction. A lively tussle then
began. Sullivan braced himself and made
a movement as if to strike one of the de-
tectives. Chief Clack pulled his pistol and
said :?

"I don't want to hurt you, but if you hit
one ofmy men you'll get shot!"

The nippers were then clapped on Sulli-
van and he was literally hustled out of the
car.

Muldoon never budged and Cleary got
out of sight. Johnson was quite obstreper-
ous, and when tbe officers told him be must
go with them he refused, but he was un-
ceremoniously hustled out. The prisoners
were taken to the police statiou in separate
hacks. Johnson gave tbe name of Lynch.

Chief Clack said tbat if their bands had
not been full already the other members of
the prise fighting party would have been
arrested too.

Lawyers W. H. Washington, A. J. Cald-
well and Thomas L. Dodd were employed
to represent Sullivan and Johnson. They
at once applied for a writ of habeas corpus
and the case was called in the afternoon
before Judge McAllister.

After the case was argued by counsel,
Judge McAllister rendered his decision.?
He was very emphatic in his opinion that
to hold Sullivan and his abetter longer
would be a most arbitrary act on the part
of the Court; that the officers had arrested
them without warrant or authority of law;
that misdemeanors were not extraditable
by the rulings of Tennessee courts and by
precedents of Governor Taylor. He there-
fore ordered Sullivan and Johnston re-
leased.

In about two hours from the arrival of
theKilrain party at Columbus, a carriage
drove up to the rear door of the hotel and
the party were hurried into it and driven
off at a high rate of speed, passing out of
the city and north into Kentucky. It is
presumed they were bound for either
Shelbyville or Edinburgh, the formerbeing
about thirty miles distant and the latter
twelve miles.

That night William Smith, Sheriff of
that county, telegraphed Governor Lowry,
of Mississippi, if he desired the arrest of
the party. The following reply was re-
ceived :?

"Jackson, Miss., July 11.?1 will pay
$500 reward for the arrest of Kilrain and
his party, Charles Mitchell and Pony
Moore, delivered to the Sheriff here.?
Answer if accepted.

"Robert Lowry."
The Sheriff organized a posse and went

on tho trail of tbe pugilists. They were
about one hour behind in the start, but it
was thought they would overtake them.

The Sheriff and his men were well pre-
pared for a desperate resistance.

Thunder Storm at Alexandria.?The
Alexandria Gazette says that city and sec-
tion were visited about noon last Saturday
''by a severe thunder storm, though but
little rain fell. The lightning was very
vivid and the thunder appalling, crash after
crash following in rapid succession. Dur-
ing its continuance the electric fluid burned
out the telephone wires at the A. & F. de- i
pot and at several other places. Officer
Taylor, who was on Cameron street at the
time, was partially stunned by one of the
heavy discharges of electricity, and bad his
billy knocked out of his hand. Officer
Hayes, who was in the western portion of
tbe city, was also slightly shocked, as was
Mrs. Henry Padgett, while at her home, on
Payette street. Several other persons in
different parts of the city received slight
shocks."
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Significant Extract.?The following
is an extract from a letter written Decem-
ber 23rd, 1884, by John Bright of England
to Samuel B. Woods, Esq., of Charlottes-
ville:?

"Our merchant shipping has grown with
the growth of our commerce, and our com-
merce has grown on the basis of free trade,
adopted now nearly forty years ago. Before
your civil war, and before your barbarous
tariff, your shipping competed with ours,
and not unsuccessfully. Since your tariff
came into operation your shipping has
dwindled even to tho point of something
like extinction, and ours has expanded to a
degreebeyond even our expectation."

There is food for thought for our people
in the above extract, as it shows what has
been the effect on our shipping of what
Bright so well characterizes as our "bar-
barous tariff," for verily it is wonderful
that a people not "barbourous" should be
willing to submit to it.

Standing in water to witness a
hanging.?Charles Wirt, colored, was
hanged Saturday at Somerville, Fayette
county, Term., for the murder of Evalinc
Hoster on tbe 24th of December last. Wirt
was jealous ofthe woman, and meeting her
in the company of a rival he shot her dead.
The scaffold was erected iv a creek bottom
near the towu, which, owing to heavy rains,
was nearly a foot deep in water. Yet the
crowd stood in the water for hours and
pressed so close that a military company
with fixed bayonets was employed to keep
them back.
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Awful Tragedy .?Mrs. Catherine
Smith, aged 45, and her bob Thomas, aged
14, were shot and kilied at Somerville, a
suburb of Boston, Saturday, by Augustus
Rosenberg, who oommitted suicide. Two
other children of Mrs. Smith were wounded,
one of which will die. The murderer has
been living with Mrs. Smith for about a
year as ber husband, but it is the general
belief they were not married. It ia suppos-
ed that a recent quariel over their financial
affairs was tbe cause of the tragedy.
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Richard Hawes not hanged.?Richard

Hawes, who was sentenced to be hanged at
Birmingham, Ala., on Friday last for the
murder of his little daughter, Mary Hawes,
was not executed owing to his appeal to
the Supreme Gourt of Alabama, which will
not meet until December. Tho aocused is
also charged with killing bis wife. Nine
mwi were killed in an attempt to lynch him
some months ago.
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Suicides of lovers.?Lady Acton, sis-
ter of the German minister at Washington,
committed suicide Friday near Munich,
Bavaria, by throwing herself from a boat
in which she was rowing alone. Count
Waldsmarvon Blumenthal, the Prussian
military attache at Munich, who, it is be-
lieved, was engaged to marry Lady Acton,
?hot himself dead with a revolver Satur-
day. It is said tbey bad quarreled,

THE WIDOW OP JOHN TYLER PASSES AWAY
SUDDENLY.

Mrs. >x-President John Tyler died at the
Exchange Hotel Wednesday evening, July
10th, from a congestive chill.

Mrs. Tyler had only been at the hotel
since Snnday evening, baviug come from a
visit to ber son, Lyon G. Tyler, at Williams-
burg, and was to have left Richmond Mon-
day on a visit to another son on the James
river, but feeling unwell she kept her room.
Tuesday at 11 o'clock she was taken with a
chill. Dr. Edward McGuire was sent for,
and he was soon joined by Dr. Hunter Mc-Guire, but medical skill proved of no avail,
and she died at quarter past 5 o'clock Wed-
nesday afternoon.

Mrs. Tyler leavesfour children?Lyon G.
Tyler, president of William and Mary Col-
lege, Virginia; Gardiner G. Tyler, who
lives in Charles City county, Va.; Dr. Lack-
lan Tyler, of Washington city, and Mrs.
William Ellis, of Montgomery county. Her
children were telegraphed for.

Mrs. Tyler was the second wifeof Presi-
dent Tyler, and was a Miss Julia Gardiner.
She was born on Gardiner's Island, near
Easthampton, N. V., in 1820, and was the
eldest daughter ofDavid Gardiner, a de-
scendant of the Gardinersof Gardiner's Is-
land. She was educated at the Chegary
Institute, New Tork city, spent several
months in Europe, acd in the winter of
1844 accompanied her father to Washing-
ton. A few weeks afterwardshewas killed
by the explosion of a gun on the war steam-
er Princeton, wbich occurred during a
pleasure exoursion in which he and his
daughter were of the presidential party.
His body was taken to the White House,
acd Miss Gardiner, being thrown in the
society of the President under these dis-
tressing circumstances, became the object
of his marked attention, which resulted in
their marriago in New York city, June 26,
1844. The circumstances of their courtship
and marriage were very romantic. Presi-
dent Tyler left Washington on the plea of
looking after a delinquent postmaster in
New England, acd few persoos knew of his
marriage until it had occurred. For the
succeeding eight months Mrs. Tyler presid-
ed over the White House with dignity and
grace, her residence there terminating with
a birthnight ball on February 22, 1845.
Mrs. Tyler retired with her husband to
their oountry place, "Sherwood Forest."
on the James river, in Virginia, at the con-
clusion of his term, and after the civil war,
near the beginning of which her husband
died, resided for several years at her moth-
er's residence, on Castleton Hill, Staten Is-
land, N. V.. but subsequently removed to
Richmond, Va.

Blame has not resigned.
It was reported a few days sicca that

Blame had resigned hie office of Secretary
of State, in consequence of ill-health. This
proves to be an error. A Washington dcs
patch to the Baltimore Sun, dated July
14th, says:?

"As far as can be learned, the rumor that
was started in Washington last night that
Mr. Blame had resigned the State Depart-
ment portfolio is without foundation. Mr.
Walker Blame left Washington for New-
port last night, and the only members of
the Cabinet who could be found in Wash-
ington to-day were Secretary Rusk and At-
torney General Miller. Mr. Rusk had not
heard of therumor until a representative of
the Sun called on him this afternoon. He
said: "It is absurd and without tho slight-
est foundation- Mr. Blame has never
thought of resigning. Of course, if he
should get sick, so as to be unable to attend
to the duties ofthe office, he would doubt-
less resign, but Mr. Blame is cot sick. He
was in bitter health when he left here on
his vacation than he had been at any time
since the administration began. There
couldbe no other reason for bis resignation,
for his relations with the President have
been of tha most pleasant character. No,
sir, you cm safely say there is no truth in
the rumor."

Attorney-General Miller, who, as the
President's former law partner, is believed
to ba more fully in his confidence than any
other man in his Cabinet, was found at
Willard's Hotel this evening, and stated
that there was no truth in the rumors of
Mr. Blaino's resignrtion. He said that Mr.
Blame's health was good, and that the
relations between Mr. Harrison and his
Secretary of Btate were most cordial."

Tbe Champion Belt.
The following is a description of the

champion belt for wbich the pugilists con-
tend :

The belt is fifty inches long and eight
inches wide, and weighs about 200 ounces
in solid bi! ver and gold. The design of this
work of art is entirely different from any
prize-ring belt that was ever offered iv this
country or in Europe, and in intrinsic val-
ue has never been equaled. Tbe work ia
laid out by solid silver plates and flexible
woven silver chains, fortunately, co that
tbe belt, notwithstanding its great and
ponderous weight and size, can be adjusted
to the body and worn with ease. The
plates ate richly ornamented with solid gold
figures, and one of these ornaments is bo
made that a likeness of the winner can be
put in a gold frame encircled by solid gold
laurel wreath suspended from the bill of a
full-winged eagle. The center of the belt
represents a prize-ring, with two men fac-
ing each other in lighting attitude. The
whole of this part is solid gold. The men
are represented in full ring costume.

Mr. Al. Cridge, a well known sporting
man of New York, is the custodian ot the
$20,000 stakes of the fight, and the money,
with the champion belt, he has placed in
the Second National Bank of New York.
Jake Kilrain, the defender of the belt,upon
his laet return from Europe, in accordance
with the articles of agreement, took the
belt to New York aud placed it in the
stakeholder's hands thirty days before the
date of tho fight. He kept it in the Safe
Deposit company's vaults while in Balti
more.

Haldoon'* Opinion of the Ffgbt.
William Muldoon, the wrestler, who

trained Sullivan for the fight, said in New
Orleans the day after the Sullivan and
Kilrain fight:?

"My impression is that it was the great-
est fight that ever took place between heavy
weights. The fighting was fast and furious
all through, and I don't think the man was
born who could have whipped Sullivan yes-
terday, lie did not know at the end of the
fight be had fought over half an hour. He
was as strong as when the fight commenced,
acd could have fought two hours longer if
necesairy. He refrained from fast, need-
less fighting by my advice, as I did not
want hiai to meet with aay accidents. I
consider Kilrain the greatest heavy-weight
fighter liviog outside of Sullivan. He is a
game, determined fellow, acd I think if be
had fought according to his own judgment,
instead of taking the cowardly and tricky
advice of the men who were behind him,
he would not have been hissed by the peo-
ple present, and the American public would
have more to admire in him to-day than at
any time since be came into prominence. I
don't think he was in condition for a hard
fight in this hot climate. He was trained
too fine, and soon became very weak. I al-
lowed my man seven pounds to losein the
fight, and after tbo battle was over he was
just six and a quarter pounds lighter than
when he entered the ring. He was not a
bit tired, w:ischeerfnl, and in no way in-
jured. My advice to him is to live the
balanoe of his life slow and never again to
enter the ring as principal. He is now re-
stored to perfect health, acd may yet live
long and enjoy good health if he will only
take good care ofhimself. If he fails to do
that he will have no one to blame for it but
himself. 1 have always been anxious to
prove to the public that he is a natural-
born fighter, and could fight a long and
scientific battle if necessary, provided he
was properly handled acd put into condi-
tion. Now tbat I have done that I am
through forever with all ring fights. I
never again want to see a man so knocked
about and punished as Kilrain was yester-
day. I tbink boxing a grand exercise, and
wdl do all that I can to encourage it, but
I think ring fighting too brutal, and I want
to see no more of it."
