Supeiinteniiant of Public Instruction, for a
copy of his report for the school year ending
July31, 1833. The report shows the public
schools of the Commonweallh to be flourish-
ing and to be doing a work more useful and
extensive than ever before. Instead of the
schools decreasing in efficiency, as it was pre-
dicted by Republicans that they would de-
crease under Democratic rule, they are more
numerous and furnish education to more pu-
phs and employment to more teachers than
ever before. The number of schools, school-
houses, pupilsand teachers has steadily In-
creased year by year. The Democrats have
controlled tha Legislature? the appropriating
power of the Government?for the last six
years, and during that time the cause of pub-
lic education iv this State has continue! to
advance. Tha year 1831 was the last in which
the schools were supported hy appropriations
granted by a Republican Legislature. The
Democratic Legislature of 1883 '81 made the
appropriation for the supportof the schools in
1885, aud Democratic Leglslatures in like man-
ner have made the appropriations lor the
schools ln 1850 aud ISS7 and 18S3.
