Railroad Disasters.

A terrible collision occurred about 11
o’clock on the morning of the 23rd on the
Baltimore & Ohio Railroad, betweea Petrc-
leum and Silver Run tunnel, West Va.,
about twenty-three miles east of Parkers-
burg, in which three men were instantly
killed and many wounded. The accommo-
dation train coming West, due at Parkers-
burg at 12 o’clock, crashed into a special
train occupied by railroad magnates on a
tour of inspection.

The cause of the wreck is said to have
been conflicting telegrams.

Colonel H. T. Douglass, Chief Engineer
of the road was in the special car. He is
among the wounded. He was cut on the
head and face and badly burned. Colonel
