Pllosiery in All Ages,
decidedly interesting, if not entirely
iive, to look into the;history'offitock-
So far as civilization and civilized

usages must bo considered,the anterior his-
tory ;of this country is tbat of the land
which furnished the bulk of its colonists,
and so it becomes a matter of pertinence to
America to learn that while the Scotch
Highlanders from the days of Agricola to
the battle ofKillicrankie, looked with scorn
upon garments of any sort, at least in the
heat ofbattle, the Southern or Belgic Brit-
ons were clad, like the Gauls, in cloth of
fine wool, which include a covering for the
limbs also. But the days of distinctive
hose for the Highlander and South Briton
were days of slow development.

In the time of the Anglo-Saxons.drawers
reaching half way down tho thigh and
stockings meeting them were alluded to by
Saxon writers under the name of breech
and hose. In France the femoraha or draw-
ers of Charlemange were of linen. The
monk of St. Gaul speaks of Tibialla vei

coxalla (stockings or drawers) of linen of
one color, but ornamentedwith precious
workmanship. It is evident from the con-
text that the writer meant long drawers in
one, like the braca; ofCaesar's Gauls.

In the days of the Norman and Plantag-
enet Kings the costumo for the nether ex-
tremeties consisted of drawers, with long

Rgs or pantaloons with feet to them,
by the Normans "chausses." The
word "hose" occurs in a wardrobe
King John's time. Cloth stockings,
dered with gold, are among the ar-
if dress ordered by Henry 111 for his

lister Isabella. In thoreign of Henry I the
hose wererichly fretted with gold and va-
riously colored silks.

Mrs. Darner, the eccentric and cele-
brated sculptor of the days of George IIT,
is said to bave been the first female who
wore black silk stockings in England.?
Ladies wore whit 3 stockings, even in
mourning, and white stockings are worn by
two thirds of the English women of all
classes to day, the cost of washing notwith-
standing.

The bare-limbed lassies of Scotland and
Ireland have attracted tho eve of every
American tourist. In the former case the
custom, which pievails chiefly in the rural
districts, is largely dictated by tho practice
prevalent among Scotch women of washing
heavy articles by treading them in a tub
with their feet, and perhaps also for con-
venience of fording the burns of brooks in
the mountainous sections.

Prophesying Calamity.?ln the Scien-
tific American of July Cth appeared a para-
graph in which J. E. Thiokton expresses
similar apprehension in respect to drilling
tho earth and exhausting the natural gas
as is expressed by the followiug professors
in a recent issue of tho Popular ScienceMonthly:

Professor Joseph F. Jones assumes the
earth to be a hallow sphere filled with a
gaseous substance, called by us natural
gas, and he thinks that tapping thes3 reser-
voirs will cause disastrous explosions, re-
sulting from the lighted gas coming in con-
tact with that which is escaping. He com-
pares the earth to a balloon floated and
kept distended by the gas in the interior,
which, if exhausted, will cause the crust to
collapse, affect the motion of th3earth in
Us orbit, cause it to lose its place
the heavenly bodies, and fall in pieces.

Another writer thinks that drilling
should be prohibited by stringent laws.?
He, too, thinks there is a possibility of an
explosion, though from another cause.?
Should such a disaster occur, "the country
along tho gas belt from Toledo through
Ohio, Indiana, and Kentucky will be
ripped up to the depth ot 1,200 or 1,500
feet and Hopped over like a pancake, leav-
ing a chasm through which the waters ol
Like Erie will come down, filling the
Ohio and Mississippi valleys, aud blotting
them out forever." Still another theorist
bas investigated the gas wells witbstele-
phones and delicito thermometers, and he
announces startling discoveries. He dis-
tinguished sounds like the boiling of rocks,
and estimated that a mile and one-half or
so beneath the Ohio aud Indiana gas field
the temperature of the earth is 11,500 de
grees.

The scientist says an immense cavity ex-
ists, and that here the gas is stored; that a
mile below the bottom of the cavity is a
mass of roaring, seething flame, which is
gradually eating into the rock floor of the
cavern aud thinning it. Eventually tbe
fUmes will reach the gas, and a terrific ex-
plosion will ensue.
