Tbe Chesapeake and Ohio Ronte.
About the time that Mr. M. E. Ingalls

entered upon the Presidency of the Chesa-
peake and Ohio Railway, Staunton,through
the City Council, tbe Chamber of Com-
merce and our business men generally, was
pressing applications before the manage-
ment ofthat Company for several improve-
ments with regard to the travel, mail
facilities, and passenger accommodations
wbich were needed for this city, as well as
conducive to the public interest of the ad-
jacent country, of which it is the commer-
cial center. So far as all these important
considerations are viewed, the resalt has
been most gratifying. Our progressive ef-
forts have been promptly met with enlarged
and liberal facilities in the earlier delivery
and increased mail accommodations and a
new passenger station, with which will be
combined a passageway over the railroad
tracks safely connecting the Sears' Hill
section with the business parts of tbe city.
Oar progress has become associated with
enlarged railroad enterprises, and in the
rapid-running vestibule trains it is placed
on higher ground than was anticipated
when we sought its advancement. Tbe
additional improvements in the Eastern
and Northern connections, and tbe new
and wider openings through the Southwest
and West, make the Chesapeake and Ohio
route the equal in equipment, speed
and advantages of tbe other larger and
older transcontinental lines.

The administration of Mr. Ingalls means
much more to tbe country at large and in
commercial intercourse with tbe lines of
railway he directs than conpleting and
continuing advanced methods of travel and
traffic. Not to go in our review beyond
the lines of Virginia, we observe he bas
been most favorably impressed with our
immense material resources and perceives
that in their development the carrying
agency can become a most important factor
in another way, and accordingly associates
his efforts for increasing tonnage with
those of the people for the enlargement of
their industries and bringing to the surface
their hidden wealth.

When the "Father ofAmerican Geology"
made known the iron deposits in Virginia,
if tho advanced views of Colonel Croaet
maintaining the true policy in constructing
transportation lines had been followed,
tbere is no estimating the scope of the
progress which would then bave been
made in development bad there been more
men at the time of Mr. Ingalls' quickness
to perceive and judgment to execute, as
was the case with the eminent French
Engineer, whose report recommending a
railroad to connect the transportation of a
lock and dam system of the James and
Kanawha rivers by the construction of a
railroad across the mountains, was made as
early as 1830?only three years after
Stephenson's success with tbe experiment
ofthe steam engine on a railroad track.

The enterprises at Buena Vista, Iron
Gate, and Glasgow, were commenced with
resolution and confidence?confidence, be-
cause the basis for wide development and
much prosperity existed; and, when needed
to press excellent plans to maturity, the
action of Mr. Ingalls was prompt, and
places bis administration of the great inter-
ests committed to his charge upon the
highest ground in public approbation.

The iron-propertiesofVirginia have been
closely associated in the past with much of
our prosperity, and tbe interest manifested
by the people generally in their develop-
ment results from the wide diffusion of
benefits they confer. Connected with and
following the manufacture of iron and the
building-up of industries, of which it forms
a chief element in their progress, are found
better grounds for hope, business aspira-
tions and effort than in any other depart-
ment for producing wealth. Tha people
of those portions of Virginia directly inter-
ested, because oftheir location in the iron
districts?indeed, we may say of the whele
State?have reason for the largest expres-
sion of approbation for Mr. Ingalls and
others like him with means and influence
because of their willingness to associate
them with those of oar people in the efforts
they are making not only at Buena Vista,
Iron Gate, and Glasgow, but in the South-
west and in other parts of tbe Old Com-
monwealth for progress and prosperity.

The Canvass in Rockbridge.?The
canvass in Rockbridge county was opened
in fine style on the 18th inst., at Browns-
burg. A Democratic Club was organized
by the election of Mr. Rufus Patterson as
President, and Mr. W. M. Bosworth as
Secretary. A number enrolled tbeir names
as members. The Club then adjourned to
meet at the call of tbe President thereof.?
After these proceedings, able, eloquent,
and patriotic speeches were delivered suc-
cessively by Hon. C. P. Jones, of High-
land, the popular Democratic candidate for
that, tha Seventh Senatorial District; Mr.
G. D. Letcher, the youngest son of the
late Gov. John Letcher, "a chip of the old
block," and one of tbe Democratic nomi-
nees for the House of Delegates for Rock-
bridge county; and Mr. M. W. Paxton,
the talented editor of the Rockbridge
News, and Chairman of the County Demo-
cratic Committee.

How Mahone feathered his own nest at the
expense of the State.

The Norfolk Landmark says that, after i
the war, tbe first important thing General i
Mahone did for himself was to secure the :
presidency of the Norfolk and Petersburg ;
railroad. The State of Virginia at that
time owned, in the three railroads extend-
ing from Norfolk to Bristol, over six mil-
lion, two hundred thousand dollars interest,
secured by a first mortgoge on the property.

In 1867 General Mahone secured the pas-
sage of a bill by the Legislature consolidat-
ing the threeroads under- the name of the
"Atlantic, Mississippi and Ohio," and au-
thorizing tbe Bale of the State's interest,
for Statebonds at par, to the new compa*
ny. The company nevermade the purchase,
but upon the assembling of the Legislature
of 1870-71?a Legislature which Mahone
had elected along with Governor Walker-
he began a scheme to get possession of tbe
six million, two hundred thousand dollars
for nothing; and accordingly a bill was
passed in June, 1870, transferring all the
State's interest to Mahone's company for
$4,000,000, to be paid in State securities in
installments of five hundred thousand dol-
lars a year, the first payment to be made
in 1885 by the company. The transfer was
to be immediately made, and interest on
the debt should not begin until 1880. It
was provided also that tbe State should
swap herfirst mortgage for a second mort-
gage to secure the $4,000,000, and this
shonld come in behind a first mortgage for
$15,000,000, authorized to be borrowed by
the A., M. & O. road.

Note the beauty of that scheme.
It was accomplished, and; General Ma-

hone made his first'mortgage for about
$12,000,000.

His next step was to fail and turn the
companyover to a receiver appointedby the
United States Court, who, as compelled to
do, sold the road, finally, for less than
enough lo pay off the first mortgage, and
the State of Virginia thusiost, and through
her the people of Virginia lost, absolutely,
the whole of the $6,200,000 interest in that
property.

The road was reorganized, after a sale,
with Mahone left out. In 1883, after Ma-
hone had turned Readjuster Mahone Re-
publican, and had a Governor and Legisla-
ture under his control, he induced the
Board ofPublic Works of the State to ac-
cept $500,000 from the newly organized
company, for the surrender forever of all
claim that the State had, or might have,
against the road, in law or equity.

So that, to borrow the language of the
Portsmouth Enterprise-Times, the account
of Mahone stood thus:

The State issued $6,267,230 of bonds, and
the interest on them from 1870 to 1883,
thirteen years, at six per cent per annum
amounted to $4,888,439.40. Let us sum
this up?
Principal 56.267.230.00
Interest 81,888,439.10

Total $11,155,669.40
Deduct... 6C0,000.00

Balance 10,055,669.40
and this balance of $10,655,660.40 is what
the State of Virginia lost by the influence
of General Mahone with her legislation.

The action of the Board of Public Works
may have been the bast thing the State
could do at that stage, as she had nothing
but her good will then to sell as an equity.

The foreclosure of the first mortgage left
her without a legal status.

In the course of these transactions Gen-
eral Mahonereceived all of his large salary
from the railroad, and in addition enough
stock in the new organization to amount in
cash, when sold, to over $60,000.

This was naturally the end of the Gen-
eral's railroad financiering. He then turn-
ed his attention to the readjustment ot the
State debt, which he had thus increased
BY THE OUTRIGHT DESTRUCTION OV OVER
TEN MILLION AND A HALF DOLLARS avail-
able assets.

The Riddleberger bill was the settlement
which resulted from bis success in political-
ly upsettiug and demoralizing the people of
Virginia.

What is expectedof the fabmers. ?
The Richmond State says that Mahone ex-
pects to be elected by tho neglect of farm-
ers to go to the polls. lie surmises that
they wiil ba so sure of his defeat that they
will not deem it necessary to attend the
election, and, as it will be a busy time with
them, they will not go to the polls.

Farmer Democrats, organize at
oncel Farmer Democrats, be on your
guard! Your votes are absolutely needed
to overthrow Mahoneism."

Sensible Viewsof ColoredMen.
At a recent meeting at the State Demo-

cratic Colored League of Pennsylvania,
among other resolutions, the following
sensible one with reference to the true
policy of their colored friends of the South
was adopted:?

"We deplore the condition of oar people
in the south, and counsel them to amelio-
rate their cause by allying themselves with
tbe people of their section of the country,
with whom their interests should be identi-
cal, rather than stir up strife by adhering
to the republican party, which is either un-
willing or unable to give them the protec-
tion guaranteed by constitutional enact-
ment to all citizens. This view should be
apparent to every intelligent and thinking
man of our race, for duiing President
Cleveland's administration the condition of
our people in the south was far better than
it is to-day, and it is now time that our
people should cease to be deluded by the
seductive promises of aid from the republi-
can party in the north, and tako the con-
dition of affairs in their own hands. Cease
to be dead martyrs, and become living ex-
ponents of the truly new south. We trust
that you will look at these facts coolly and
impartially, and determine Irom the sys-
tematic bad faith on the partof the republi-
can party, to show them that we no longer
will be hewers of wood and drawers of
water."

Mahone's Various Views of the State Debt.
The Norfolk LandmarkySifter stating that

Mahone neverdesired the settlement of the
debt because its continued agitation was
necessary for the purposes of his political
ambition, gives his estimates of it at differ-
ent times as follows:?

On February 25, 1879, at the MozartHall
Convention in Richmond, he estimated it at
$32,977,799 and two cents.

Daring the year 1881 he kept flying at
tbe head of the leading column of his organ,
the Rich. Whig, a tabulated statement of
the debt showing it to be $15,350,609 and
twenty cents.

In the Riddleberger bill of 1882 (in the
preamble) he accepted it as $21,035,377 and
fifteen cents.

To this, later, was added in the funding
schedules of the samebill, $895,722 of tax-
receivable coupons outstanding October Ist,
1881, and $1,117,724.87 of tax-receivable
consol coupons, making the total $23,043,-
-824.02.

On May 12th, 1885, he wrote a letter to
Warner Miller, of New York, to placate
the bondholder Republican sentiment at
the North, in which he endorsed Judge
Hughes' construction of the Act which in-
creased the debt to $56,142,930.

Now,in 1889, he declares that he has still
another, but a secret plan of settlement,
wbich ho will not disclose at present.

Capt. Lurty, his candidate, on the ticket
with himself, for Attorney-General, who is
supposed to know, bas, however, said in a
speech lately made that the plan contem-
plates the payment of the entire debt as it
originally stood, with interest, amounting
to over $56,000; 000, without any increase
of taxes whatever. The startling character
of this observation leads us to suspect that
the General has not even told Capt. Lurty
what the plan is.

Death of Thos. J. Eyaks.?The death
of Col. Thos. J. Evans, of Richmond, oc-
curred at his residence in that city at 7 o-
clock last Friday evening in the 08th year
of his : ge. He was a lawyer by profession,
and when entering upon his practice, he
was associated with Benj. Tate, and after-
wards with the late Alex. H. -! Sands; but
his chief work was as Commissioner of
Chancery, which position he filled, with a
brief interval, for 30 years. He was a
prominent Mason and Odd Fellow. Ho rep-
resented Richmond with ability several
terms in the Legislature. He was genial
and popular. In its notice of him, the Dis-
patch says:?

"As a public speaker Colonel Evans en-
joyed a high reputation, and his services
were iv frequent demand; and no matter
what the occasion or what the subject there
to be discussed, he was always ready, wit-
ty, and captivating, aud he had an almost
ineshaustablo store ofanecdotes. His rank
in hie profession was high and honorable.
The friends of his youth ho kept to the
last. In the social circle he was delightful.
Until the fatal touch of the disease came
upon him he had the enthusiasm of a boy.

As a poet he had considerable talent.?
He wrote and published a number of poems
both gay and grave. His "Memoiiam" of
the late Dr. Jeter in blank verse was de-
servedly commended by good critics.

Colonei Evans was a true-hearted man.
Duplicity and deceit found no favor iv his
eyes aud had no place in his heart. He
was a loving and tender husband and fath-
er, a friend rich in affection, a citizen who
served his city and State loyally aud freely,
and who poes to his grave amid the gener-
al sorrow of the people."

W. E. Craig having claimed in his speech
in the County Republican Convention that
it was Mahone wbo "had the capitation re-
