How those who
know him can tolerate his insolent asser-
tion of authority over them?his domineer
ing, dictatorial spirit?hie utter selfishness
and disregard of everything that comes in
onflict with his selfish plane, is a marvel
to us."

The Dulutb "Herald," (Republican)
gives expression to Ihe decent and respecta-
ble Republican opinion of the North as fol-
lows :

"As time goes on it becomes more and
more sure tbat the Republicans made a
mistake that is pretty sure to prove fatal to
their hopes in Virginia when thoy allowed
themselves to be manipulated in the inter
ests of Mahone and made him thei- candi-
date for Governor. There are two kinds
of Republicanism in the South. Gen Ma-
hone has the misfortune to represent the
kind that is deßpised by tbe respectable el-
ement of sooiet.y in Virginia and through-
out the whole South. He is a Republican
because he thought by turning bis coat he
could manipulate the corrupt element iv
politics and carry out his schemes with
greater ease. We here in the North do not
admire that sort of a politician. The South-
ern people bate them. It is to be regretted
that a better candidate was not chosen, as
the cause of Republicanism, which had be-
gun to look hopeful in the South, will suf-
fer."

The New York Evening Post declares
that the net result of the first six months
of President Harrison's term "is a lower
moral tone in politics than the country bas
known since 1573." The most conspicuous
developments of his policy, it says, are the
course of Commissioner Tanner, the choice
by the Piesident of Tom Piatt, Matt Quay
and Mahone as tha men to whom he prefers
to hand over the patronage of the govern
mett, the increase of over §7,000,000 in the
public debf during the last third of the six
months, and tha removal from office with-
out cause.
