40 cents a-piece,and any person can apply to
the committee, who will be on the ground, ob-
tain the kind of tree tbey prefer, and the loca-
tion can be chosen, and then it will be plant
ed by tbe contractor, who is responsible for its
life. By buyltig the tree, ihe parly becomes
identified personally with the enterprise, and
his tree and number Is recorded and will stand
there in all time. Of course a person can pro-
cure as many trees as may be desired.
It Is hoped the weaibi r will be suitable, and

that there wiil be a general turn out of the
people.

Hacks will be run at a moderate compensa-
tion. There wtll be no speaking or formal
proceedings of any kind.

Winchester, Va., October 24th ?The
Presbyterian Synod convened at the usual
hour, Dr. Dinwidoie, moderator presiding.
The narratives of the state ofreligion were
tead and referred to the appropriate com-
mittees. Rev Dr. E M. Richardson, secre
tary of the Committee on Education, pre-
sented tbe cause of his committee to the
Synod, when interesting addiesses were
made by various members of the synod up-
on the subject of education and in advocacy
of continuing financial aid to all needy and
worthy young men seeking the ministry of
tho Southern PresbyteriaD Church. A com-
plaint from a number of Lexington Presby-
terians sras partially heard, and then laid
over for fall discussion to-morrow.

Rev. S. TaylorMartin, agent of the Union
Seminary for securing means for the estab-
isbment of a fifth professorship in the
Union Theological Seminary of Virginia,
made au address in behalf of that cause.
Rev. Dr. M. H. Houston, secretary of the
Committee on Foreign Missions, made an
eloquent address upon the subject of mis-
sions, taking the position that there are
means in the hands of the Church for
evangelising the world before tho end of
the present cantury. Rev. Dr. Hoge, of
Richmond, also spoke upon tbe same snb
ject.

A telegram was received from the venera-
ble Dr. Theodoric Pryor to tbe effect that
he had entirely recovered from his recent
illness. Earnest prayers were offered by
the moderator for tbe missionary of the
Chnrch about, to start for th« foreign field.

Winchester, Va., Oct. 25.?The Pres-
byterian Synod met at 9:30 A M., aud was
occupied until 2 P. M., in considering the
complaint from a member ot the Lexington
Presbytery. The complaint was against a
recent decision of that presbytery that the
session of a church was the only power au-
thorizedto appoint a congregational meeting.
A discussion of the question was indulged
in by a number ofthe synod, after which
the roll was called and tbe complaint dis-
missed by a decided vote.

cays.
