DEDICATION OF THE BUILDING.

When the largé and handsome building of
the Young Men’s Christian Association of this
city was designed, we presented, through the
SPECTATOR, iliustrations of it, and in its
progiess to completion have repeatedly de-
scribed its architecture, the arrangements, and
the elegant store-rooms, one occupied by Mr.
W. H. Weller with his large dry goods estab-
lishment, and the other by the Mutual Build-
ing and Annuity Association, It has all the
departments usual for such buildings., The
audience hall, parlors, reading- and library-
rooms, gymnasium, baths, cooking sapart-
ments, &c. It is furnished throughout in first-
class style, and it would seem there is nothing
more to be done to make it answer all the
great purposes for which it is deslgned.

The audience hall was soon filled to-over-
flowing on the evening of the 16th instant, the
time chosen for the dedication of the building.
The President, Capt. H. M. Mcllhany, and
the General Secretary, Mr. E. T. Dadmun,
with a floor committee, were early in placé'—
The President and Secretary received the
guests of the Assoeiation, who were to take
part in the proceedings, in the parlor, and es-
corted them to the stand. They were Mr,
walter C. Douglas, of Philadelphia, represent-
ing the International Committee; Mr, H, O.
Willlams, Virginia State Secretary, of Rich-
mond; Revs. Drs, Hawes and Rodgers, and
Revs. Hullihen and Shealey, of this ecity.

The exercises were opened by the assem-
blage rising and singinz the L. M. Doxology,
Professor Webb, of the /irginia Female In-
stitute, at the piano, with prayer by Rev, Mr,
Shealey, pastor of the Lutheran Chureh.

® ‘WOKDS OF WELCOME.

Next came the address of welcome by the
President, Captain Hecllhany, who has so
constantly and so earnestly labored for the
success which was then crowning the work of
the Staunton Association, that it is no under-
estimate of all other individual and co opera-
tive efforts, to say that to bhim, in a special
manner, the achivement owes its complete-
ness.

He first explained the absence of Assistant
Bishop Randolph, of the Virginia Diocese and
Rev. Dr. MeBryde, of Lexington, of the Episco-
pal Church; of W. W, Smith, Presldentigof
Randolph Macon College, Chairman of the
State Committee; and of Rev. Dr. McFarland,
most of whom were detained at home by in-
disposition, Dr. Nelron was absent from the
city.

The welcome by the President was chaste,
earnest, and interesting. He gave an sccount
of the founding of the Association in 1874, and
the kindly suprort given it, especially by
Mgajor B. T. Baghy in furnishing it a home on
Augusta street as long as it was desired, and
who continued to the present one of its chief
supporters, He referred also to the liberal
gifts and to the unifed aid of the ocromunity
in its behalf. Later in the proceedings bhe
embraced a special opportunity to speak of
the work and the aid of the Ladies’ Auxiliary
Association and their achivements, All the
farnishing, the elegant seats upon which his
hearers were then sitting, and the equipment
of every department were the gift of the
Christian-working women of Staunton, of
whom none were more constant, more hope
fu!, and more willing, and none more £uccess-
ful in accomplishing their obiects. If there
were any in this broad land superior to the
christian aiding women of Staunton in this
broad country, he would like to know them
and would feel called upon to make them &
special visit.

Business men had cut down their home- and
personal-expenses to aid in the erection of
this building. It was an occasion when all
could be thanked, and all nrow and through
life be welcomed within its portals.

The grounds and building cost §32.000, There
was a debt of §12,000 for the ground and $6.000
on the building; but as the work of the Asso-
ciation, it might be said, bad just commenced.

The rentals
He concluded with
an earnest and heart-felt welcome to all, and
introduced Mr. Walter C. Douglas, of Phila-
delphia, the representative of the Inter-
national Committee, who, he said, was a
native of Jcfferson county, and a Virginian
who loved and honored his native home and
our peoplé,

STRENGTH AND WORK OF THE ASSOCTIATION.

The audience expected to hear an interesting
discourse from Mr, Douglas. There was no
disappointment—on the contrary, there never
were more deeply interesting thoughts ex-
pressed in more beautiful style than fell from
his lips during the short while he cccupied the
stand. He gave a description of his old howme-
and in our Virginia Valley as he would trace

his steps to the ancient family eeat in Jeffer-
son county, and coupled with these thoughts
were equally felicitous remaris of Staunton
and the work she was accomplishing, and of
the material progress in Virginia, and all
which was worthy of a people with whom
Stuart and Sheffey and Baldwin were reared
and lived.

Equally excelient In sentiment and in
pathetic utterances were the practical strength
and work of the Association described, as real
and nct imaginary instances were cited, One
memorable case was cited showing the in-
fluences 1t exerted in the great railroad strike
which occurred about three years ago at East
St. Louis, when it was more powerful In acs
complishing peace and good order than armed
soldiery. To follow him through the fields of
conquest as the army of three hundred thou-
sand in the land wearing the hadge of tiao
Young Men’s Christian Association were
moving to save the young men and Carry
peace and comfort and happiress to thousands
of homes, would fail to do him justice. To be
properly appreciated he must be heard, Com-
plete stillness relgned as he burriedly talked
to that deeply impressed and attentive
audience. No reference is made to the imfor-
mation he gave of the christian work in Ger-
many, and the infloences it was exercising in
the Royal housebold, in sthe army, and
through business avenues. As he concluded,
the P.ersident saw the fitting oceasion to
please the saudlence 88 he returned their
thanks to Mr. Dcuglas for his address.

“LIGHT OF OUR WAY.”

Thae touching plece of music Enown by the
above title charmed the audience as it was
sun. as a 8olo by the cultured voice of Mr. Je,
J. Shirkey, oi this ecity, accompanied by the
plano at which Professor Webb presided.

THE STATE SECRETARY.

Mr. H. O Williams is not a stranger in this
city. He, like Mr., Douglass, was in the pro-
gramme and also able to fill the appointment.
It was easy to observe how sincerely the
audience responded to his opening words as
he expressed the gratification it afforded him
10 be here on this occasion, A few years
since, he, as referred to by Capt. McIlbhauy,
commenced the work as the State Secretary.
and in that and in all that pertains to Vir-
ginia he was one of her own people, He had
desired that the State Convention be held in
Staunton, and three years ggo his wishes were
granted. It was the most fruitful of a:l the
me+etings of the State Conventions, and there
went out from the labors of the session here a
new impulse, and a new and successful
progress in the -work, He was proud of the
privilege of being in tbis building, and then
in serious and somstimes amusing strains, he
told of what there was to do outside of its
walls, and what wWas done within them. They
were victories won for the boys, for she mens
for the family and homes. and for the Church.
We have come to the dedication of the build-
ing, but that had already been done before the
Committee declared 1t completed in all its
parts, as, through its first work, ogeurring in
December, it bad enrolled over a hundred
names oa the Church record who claimed a
saving faith in Christ.

He loved to dwell upon the influences which
went out from the Staunton Convention when
the noble brotherhood and the Ladies’ Aaxil-
Fary here determined to erect this elegant edi-

ce, Twenty-elght associations then were our
number; now we have over sixty in Virginia,
and the progress at Staunton will continue to
develop a widening influence all over the State

“BLEST BE THE TIE THAT BINDS,”

This hymn was then sung in ithe “spirit and
the understanding’” of all it implies, It was a
fisting conclusion to the work of the Young
Men’s Christian Assosiation Ila.Virginia, so
well presented by the Secretary in charge,

THE DEDICATION.
*The President stated that the dedlcatory dis-
course had been ussigned to the Rev, Dr. Mec-
Bryde, of @exington., He had recsived intelli-
gence from him that evening, and the Dr, was
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willing. at 1he ri+k of a relapse even. to coma if

dedicating this building for the benefit of young
men. He touched upon infidelity and skepti
cism, as these'enemies of christianity showed
themselves. He regarded the Young Men’s
Christian Association as a divinely blest in
strumentality in the efforts to dispel such doe-
trines and bring to nought their teachings.
Dwelling at more length on the periectness of
the plans of the building for the accomplish-
ment of its object, he was most happy in the
actual benefits as they will come through the
workers in charge. He closed with the solemn
words that wereappropriate in the conscera-
tion of the edifice.
*‘ALL HAIL THE POWER OF JESUS' NAME.”

This inspiring hymn was sung with fine ef-
fect as the closing minutes drew to an end,and
then the benediction was pronounced by Rev.
W. Q. Hullithen, and the'end was reached—no,
not the end, for as Captain McIlhany and Mr.
Williams sald in their remarks during; the
evening when speaking of the completed edi-
flce,“Our work has just commenced.” And go
it 1s. This community will hold up the hands
of the earnest men and the noble christian
women who p aced the building there, and in
good time it shall be free from all incum-
brance,

IN MEMORY OF DR. FISHER—A FEMALE PARY-
SICIAN APPOINTED, ETC.

The quarterly meeting of the Board of Direc-
tors of the Western Lunatic Asylum took place
on the 15th instant, ali the members present:—

The Superintendent read the following paper
anvouncing the death of Dr. Edward C. Fisher,
Assistant Superintendent of the Asyluw:

CFFIOE OF SUPERINTENDENT,
WESTERN LUNATIC ASYLUBM.

STAUNTON, VA., Jau’y, 15, 1890.

To the Board of Directors: "

Gentlemen:—1t is with great sorrow that I
have to announce, in my official capacity, to
your Board the death of the venerable Dr.E C.
Fisher, the Assistant Superintendent of this
Institution. .

For over a quarter of a century Dr., Fisher
has been connected with the medical depart-
ment of this asylum, identifying himself with
all its interests with acomprehensive skill and
sagacity and a conscientious fidelity 1n the dis
charge of every duty involved, which secured
for him, for those committed to his care, and
for this Institution the happtest results. The
accuracy and vsriety of his knowledge, the
goundness of his judgment, his long experi-
ence, and his exaci comprehension and appre-
ciation of the needs of the unfortunate insane
under his charge. were fully recognized by his
associates, who were familiar with his wonder-
fal tact in the management of them.

His inbred sense of honor, his courteons and
dignified bearing, and his gentle manuner gave
bhim a delightful charm as a companion,

Stropg, though not demoustrative, in his
feelings,warm in his attachments,he loved this
institution, his friends and his daily as ocia-
tions, and devoted himself to their welfare.

Towards his professional brethren, he ever
maintained & courte: us and modest bearing
and never assumed ~uperiority over the hum
blest member; ever ready to assist anyone who
loved the epecial science to which he had de
voted his life, and tempering all his actions
wi'h the gentle graces of the Christian,

During his last sickness he manifested the
same traits of character that had distinguished
him through life; although he suffered greatly
from the disease which was gradually but sure-
Iy destroying bis physical frame, his mental
faculti- s remained clear to the last.

He did not fear death, but like a Christian
philosopher, contemplated bis departure with
ca'mness and resigaation, Past the boundary
of four score, he has gone to his grave a noble
specimen of Lhe coartly *old Virginia gentle-
men.” Let us feel assured he bas received the
plandit * & ell done, good and faithful ser-
vant.” 3

He died in the ecommunion of the Episcopal
Church, to which he was greatly attach~d and
in the confident hope of a blessed immortality
beyond the grave.

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DEATH OF JUDGE McCUE.

Judge John Howard McCue, who bad been
long 1n declining health, died at his home in
this city in the afternoon of the 15thr instant,
aged sixty-seven years.

Judge McCue was called to the bench in 1870,
when the legislature got the new government
of the State to work. Itis unnecessary to speak
of the ability, the learning, and the integrity
which characterized his s/srvlcain that station.

Some years ago, he removed te Staunton
from Nelson, and entered upon the practice of
bis professioa here, attracting 1o himselt the
confidence and esteem so forcibly mentioned
in the tribute of respect referrcd to. He was
for several years counsel for the Western Luna-
tio Asylum. Mrs. McCue and seven children
survive him. The sympathies of the entir-
community will afford 21l the comfort that sin-
cere friendship can contribute.
The funeral services took place on the morn-
ing of the 17th instant from Trinity Episcopal
church, Rev. W. Q. Hullihen, Rector. The
pall-bearers were Judge J. N. Herdren, Judge

Treatment of La Grippe,

An exhaustive article an la grippe appears
in last week’s number of the Medical News, of
Philadelphia, from the pen of Prof. J. M. Da
Costa, of Jefferson Medical College, It con-
clades with the following as to the treatment
of the disease:

“The treatment must, of coursse, be the ordi-
nary treatmen’ of catarrhal affections. For
the relaxed and irritated throat I have found
nothing so serviceable as a gargle of salicylate
of scdium, glycerine and water. For the nasal

catarrh, which at times is very unpleasant, I
have found that two per cent. soiutio: of co-
caine does the most good. The bronchaial ea

tarrh should be treated as any other bronehial
catarrb, according to the exact seat and the
number of rales A good deal of the paroxysm-
al eough is laryngea', and you will ind that
gmall doses of opium at night, or bromide and
opium, or what [ haveemployed in a number
of cases, broken doses of Dover’s powder, will
give good results. One fourth of a grain of cox
deine, repeated according to the circamstances
of the case, is often useful; it allays the coogh,
induces sieep and does not cause much sweat-
ing. Let mesay bere, that while the rouline

‘practice of using diaphoreticsin these cases is

useful, yet such drug® must be used with judgs
ment, In some cases there is agrecat tendaney
to sweating, and you do not want to increase
it, as it ratber adds to tbe debility. The dis
aphoretic must be adapted to the individual
c¢ase, not employed too nctlvel{. and notat all
where sweating.is a prominent symptem.

The debility must be borne in mind, and it
is good practice te give sulphate of ecinchoani-
dine or quinine, ten or tweive grains daily —
Nourisument shouid be Kept up and the ac-
tion of the bowels looked atter. The patient
shoald not be overpurged, for in some 1nst+n-
c=s'diarrhea is associated with the malady.
For the headache and the pain in the bones
I have found two remedi¢s of especial advan-
tage., One isaoptipyrin in five grain doses,
with a grain or two of quinine to prevent de-
pression, repeated every two or three hours
until the beadacne is relieved; the other is
phenacetin in five grain, doses. In oas in-
stance where these two drugs failed to relieve
the headache I found gelsemium to answer.”
Tne general strength and the eoircalatioa
must be looked after, and especia:ly duoring
convaiescence the patient must receive nutri-
tious food, alcohol, smali doses of strychnine,
and, later, iron.

Igshal not speak of the treatment of ths
complication puneumonia. but let me point
out, in e¢oncluding these remarks, that you
should keep your patients for a long time oo
tonies, which may prevent relapse, and, in-
deed, it may be a question whetner it would
not ba advisable wher the disease makes its
appearance in a household to place tbe wholte
family on the use of tonies, such as cinchon
idine or quinioe, as a preventive. My experi
ence is that whil- this will not ward off the
diseaae, 1t readers 1he attack less savere.

To prevent relapse great care is necessary in
not going baek to work too soon, and bot ex-
posing one’s relf te wet and cold and with this
there «hould be & judicious use of tonics, and
even of stimulants.”

Now and
then a sale is made above quotations, but
much more is sold below those figures.

The price carrent is without change eXcept
in sugars, some grades of which are quoted on-
ly a shade lower.
