Lambeth,
D.D., of Richmond, of tho M. E..Church South,
and Prelate of tbe Commandry io tbat city,
and Rev. R. J. Mc3...d0, DD, Rector of the
Episcopal church at Lexington, and Prelate of
the Fredericksburg Commandry, were invited
to conduct the exercises, the first as prelate
and tbe latter as assistant prelate.

The Knights were In lull equipment,but not
mounted, aud.escorts of their guests who were
to lead In the service. The column of march
was formed and the Stonewall Brigade Band
was the escort to it, and thus moved from the
Asylum of the Knights to the church, which,
before 8 o'clock, Iho hour for commencement,
was well tilled with spectators.

The music for the occasion was arranged In
selections most appropriated accordance with
the liturgy ofKnlghlhocd audrendered In that

THE SERMON

fertilizer bill to pay," or something of that
sort. Everybody must be pad before the poor
mechanic (by soms, not all.) This Is the
reason why the best mechanics are leaving
here and more will soon go. They seek a
place where money circulates for labor any-.
how. There ate several good mechanics who
are going to hunt better locations another
year. Good horse-shoers are already very

scarce, ai those -tho now work at it are leav-
ing, and none are learning it because of the
slack treatment received by the roEjcrity of
mechanics.

If a rock-crnslier had hem bought
Instead of tbe present road plow we might do
somathlng toward improving the rrads. Dirt
thrown in the road only mokes mud, and is
soon in the ditch again.

in this section of the Valley slnc3 tha short
I crop of ISSS. Indeed, many fields ofboth seem

to os receding from the condition tbey were in
! a few weeks since, certainly in view of the

. natural advance which should have been
made.

During the winter, scattering fiele's of both
wheat and grass clearly developed a backward
ronditlon,~but it was supposed they would Im-
prove.and that all then In a healthy condition
wouid remain so, but the reverse will
ba the experience of many farmers In
all this region of the Valley Grass fields
for tbe first mowing of the new sowing
which iast fall gave the brightest promise,
have failed to come forward.and will notmake
half acrop of hay. Sour weed has taken wider
hold t'ian we have ever s<jen it before, and has
realty destroyed many field* of both wheat
and grass. April was a ba-d month on both,
and the want of moisture i?as very hurtful.

Oats and ora ni a. generiU rule were put
Into the soil late, and have made but little
headway so far.

Oui products havo had little to do with reg-
ulatingthe markets, and wheu our surplus Is
cut down, as It directly will be tbe coming
harvest, a continuance of low prices will be
nearly disastrous. Either in the fullness or a
diminished realization ofyield we always look
to the fields whicb control.and first scan close-
ly the situation in the great western winter-
wheat belt.
The Cincinnati Price Current furnishes week-
ly the fullest information of any at our com-
mand and regularly compares Its own with
other sources of intelligence. We copy from
tbe Price Current of tho 15th Instant as fol-
lows :

"The past we.k has not essentially changed
the indications as to condition of the growing
wheat crop in Western States. In Ohio the
position has been moderately Improved ; in
Indiana and Illinois it appears to have sufferel
something ofa decline ; in Missouri, whatever
cnange has occurred has been unfavorable
hut probably to an unimportant degree only;
In Kansas tbe average has been somowhat
lowered ; in Michigan the change is not great,

i the evidence being rather against an improve-
ment; in Kentucky the situation Is well main-
tained asa rule. As a whole, for these State-,
tbe situation is not more promising than a

. week ago, and is probably less so.
1 We have not especially Investigated the ex-

tent of abandoned area in the winter wheat
' crop, which has been quite considerable iv the

Central States of the West. The actual seed-
ing of winter grain was approximately 26,.
000~00') acres, according to Department data.

, The indications are that approximately 2.000.-
-000 acres have been turned to other crops or
otherwise disappeared from the area to be
harvested, so that 21,000,000 acres is probably
as large a breadth as the ultimate reckoning

. will show, as compared with 25,383,000 acres
last year. It would call for an average yield of
11U bushels on this arSa to produce 275,000,000
bushels, and this quantity does not appear
likely to be exceeded.

Our correspondence In this issue Is again
quitefull and Interesting, not ouly for its ref-
erence to wheat but also concerning other
crops. Cool aud wet weather In many locali-
ties havocontinued to retard the progress of
tbe corn crop, but the general condition Is not
to be counted as unfavorable. The oats crop Is
somewhat disappointing in some portions of
Ohio and Indiana, but favorable as a rule, and
generally encouraging further west, with a
good average promise. Tbe grain crops have
been in need of rain inMissouri and Kansas.
Grass and meadow lands a'.mos:, uuiforroiy in
satisfactory condition.

son would he about 277,000.000 bushels, on the
basis ofequal area. The Department's Dccem-
be- estimate of area suggested au Increase of 2
per cent over tbe preceding year, which has
been more than balanced by abandoned area.
To what extent tbe less ofarea has entered In-
to calculations centering In official chaunels as
to condition of the crop is not clear. The De-
partment, however, appears to aim at maln-
tal inga line of arparation between condition
and area? by which It is understood that its
ertimates ofcondition apply to whateverarea
may be considered as representing the growing
crop al, time of making the estimate. It is
clearly impossible to bave all information sub.
uiilled Irom an exactly iike basis, as individ-
ual., tarnishing it will more or less very lv ap
plication of or conformity to general instruc
tious. It isunquestionably proper to not con-
lound area witn condition of a crop, but In
such a variation from usual development, lead-
ing to great abandonment of area, as has oc.
curred this season in the wheatcrop, the Gov-
ernmentreports would bsmuch more complete
and satisfactory by offering an approximation
as to such changes In the situation v ln connec-
tion with changes incondition ofgrowth. An
intelligent knowledge ol the position of the
crop can not be otherwise had.

All matters considered,about 275 0)0,000 bush-
els for the winter crop of wheatappears to be a
full calculation as to Indication., from Ibe pres-
ent standpoint, uuless It be assumed lhatthe
conditlous favoring yield will be relatively-
better the remainder of the season than they
were last year, or usuallyare.
