WasHINGTON, May si.-To Il F, How-
ard, of Tuskagee, Ala., Sepator Tarlislo
has written a lengthy letter, in response to
Mr, Howard’s request for the Senator’s
views on the Agricultural sub-tressury
| proponiton as tontained in the bills beford
Congress, to provide for a system of ware-
houses for farm produce throughout the
country, to be operated by the Government,
which is to issue its notes upon the prodncts
stored therein. Senator Carlisle says that
Mr. Howard’s statement that he and those
associated with him are in favor of equal
justice to all and special favors to nooe, em-
bodies some Democratic doctrino, and if it
had been strictly adhered to in Congress in
the past twenty-five years, the evils of
which the farmers and others justly com-
plain, would have been averted, and the
whole country would now be prospercus
and contented. But, says the Senator, the
farmers have been taxed so long for the
benefit of other classes and have seen so
much legislation for the aggrandizemeut of
corporations and syndicates that their pa-
tience is exhausted, and finding it impossi-
ble, for the time being at least, to abolish
the system which has oppressed and despoil-
ed the greatest industrial interestof the
country, they are now demanding that very
policy which they have heretofore denounc-
ed as unjust and ruinous shall be applied
to them, or rather part of them, for no
scheme has yet been svuggested that would
operate alike upon all farmers. Bat no evil
ean be corrected; no wrong can be righted
by increasing its magnitude and extending
the scope of its operations. There is but
one effectual remedy forthe evil which un-
doubtedly exists, and that is to reverse the
policy which produced it.

The Benator, after rehearsing the features
of the proposed sub-Treasury plap, and not-
ing the facts that the farmers themselves
will pay more than their fair share of the
oost of erecting warehouses, and that the of-
ficers connected with them will be partisans
of the administration in power. says: There
are more than 2400 counties in the United
States, but not more thanone-third of them,
if that many, produce and sell annually
more than $500,000 worth of wheat, corn,
oats, cotton and tobacco, and, therefore,
not more than one-third of them could pos-
sibly avail themselves of this plan if it were
adopted. It will be seen, therefore, at the
very outset that it is a plan to compel the
Government to issue and distribute money
for the benefit of the people living in rich
and productive counties at the expense of
the people living in the poorer and less pro-
ductive ones.

Moreover, it is a plan to enable unscru-
pulous speculators to take advantage of the
farmers’ pecuniary necessities and extort
exorbitant; prices for food from the people
who reside in the cities, towns and villages,
and from the people who reside in the
country, but do pot own these particular
agricultural products. Itisevident that no
farmer will subject himself to the labor and
expense of transporting his products to pub-
lic warehouses, and to all other chaiges
which he must pay for storage, for handling
and for taking care of them while there,
when he has b2rns and granaries at home,
unless he is in debt and absolutely needs
money which the Government is to advance,
and if be is in that unfortunate condition,
from whatsource is he afterwards to acquire
means to redeem the products by
returning the money and interest
and paying warehouse charges? In a
great majority of cases he will never
be:able to redeem them, but will be forced
to lose the remaining twenty per cent. of
the value of his products, or sell his ware-
house receipt for whatever he can get for it,
which will be very little, for it must be re-
membered that after he gets his warehouse
receipts he has remaining the interest of
orly 20 per cent., less charges for interest,
storage, cte., and this is all he can disposs
of, He will find the time rapidly approach
ing when he must have monsey to redeem
his products or sell his small remaining in-
terest in them or allow them to be sold at
public auction by tha Govercment, and this
will be the golden opportunity of the spec-
ulators, whose agents will swarm all over
the country ready to take the warehonse
receipts from the embarrassed owners for
merely a nominal sum, receipting simply the
privilege of redemption, like a pawnbroker’s
ticket, and the farmer, being himself unable
to redeem, will be forced uiltimately to dis
pose of it at any price offered. I1do not
think that any considerable number of in-
telligent people in this country will insist on
aeking the Government to establish a sys-
tem which will compel in a large number of
cases to sacrifice the products of their labor.
Senator Carlisle argues at some length to
show that the annual expatsion and con-
traction of the currency provided for in the
bill would result in absolately destroying
the market upon which the farmer must de-
perd for the sale of his crops, and that the
cotton farmers who are supporting the sub-
Treasury plan would be an especial safferer
because the plan in the writer’s estimate
would close every cotton factory in the
country. .
No such facilities at this scheme will af-
ford for controlling the*Inarkets for purely
speculative purposes have ever existed in
this or any other country, and no more per-
fect system for the oppression of the pocr
could be devised, The exact quantities ot
the product ot deposit in the several public
warehouses will be known to every com
mercial and financial centre, and combina-
tions to purchase and hold receipts could be
easily made, especially wben they can be
precured by the paymient of a small per cen-
tum of the value of deposit.

In conclusion, Senator Carlisle says: I
have thus given you as briefly as the natnre
of the subject would permit, some of the
reasons why 1 think the proposed plan for
the relief of the farmer would be injurious
instead of beneficial, not oniy to them but
to all other people of the country. But it
would be uncandid not to say distinctly be-
fore closing this communication, that even if
it could be conclusively shown that this or
any other similar scheme would be pecunia-
rily beneficial to any particular class of our
people, 1 would still be unalterably opposed
to its adoption, because, in my opinion it
would be another wide and dangerous de-
parture from the principles upon which our
political institutionsare founded. Ic wounld
be, in fact, the longest step yet taken in the
time of peace towaras consolidation of pow-
er in the hands of the Federal Government
and the subjection of the private affairs of
the peoplefo the snyervision aud eontrol of
central and irvesponsibie ‘authority,

You and Y are Denioerats, and-as such we

believe that the Government should scru-
pulously abstain from all unnecessary iuter-
ference with the personal and domestic coa-
cerns of its citizens, and confineitself strict-
ly to the administration of purely public af-
fairs. It is the cardinal principle of our
political faith that the people are best gov-
erned when they are least governed, and
that they are most prosperous and content-
ed when left to the fgee exercise of their
own judgment in the management of their
own business, subject only to such reason-
able regulations as may be necessary to pre-
serve the peace and good order of the com-
munity. These propositions are fandament-
al and we cannvot abandon them without re-
pudiating all traditions of our party and all
distinctions between z constitutional gov-
ercment and paternal despotisms,
