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“Drought Preferable to Rair.”’

DAKOTA TALES THAT WAY—PESTS TO
WHEAT AND GRASS—LIMING OUR LANDS.

What will our Valley farmers think of a
state of things in agricultural economy
which involves the expense of digging
artesian wells for the purpose of irrigating
lands and bringing about the necessary
moisture essential to successful culture.—
We take the following from the Prairie
(Chicago) Farmer of the 24th of May,
written by a correspondent from Huron,
Bouth Dakota, alluding to the wonderful
artesian wells in that State ;—

“A wealthy Milwauke gentleman who has
loaned large sums of money in this State, and
of course been compelled to take more or less
lands on his hands, hag given it [irrigation]
much thought. Last fall he instructed his
agent in this city to dig one of these gushers
on his farm close to town and experiment with
the same in irrigating the land which he has
here. A high knoll in the middle of the farm
was selected and a weli sunk, To-day water
was struck in sufficient quantities to cover
the section, Seventy-five acres of spring
wheat had been thoroughly planted to operate
upon and now & large amount of land is being
broken upon which to sow flax, The question
of irrigation with artesian wells will now be
sufficlently tested to show to the world by fall
whether or not it is practical. If it is, the
drouth problem in this section of country is
forever solved; and as a matter of fact drouth
would be preferable to rain.”

The above statement involves two con-
ditions inconsistent with healthy and pros-
perous farming. It appears that the
original and emigrant farmers who have
opened the country are ruined by the
mortgages upon their property, and that
the industry, if continued, must be con-
ducted by millionaires becoming fancy
cultivators of the scil. The former owners
of the soil with their posterity must become
mere laborers at wages of dictated value
and the prey of monopolists. The acquisi-
sion of wealth and the rewards of industry
are closed forever to them, and in a free
land they are reduced to the level of the

When our eye fell upon the extract
made above, we were thinking of the con-
dition of much of the growing wheat and
grass in our section of the Vallay as well
as in other parts of Virginia in which these
two creps are essential for income and
carrying with them in their culture soil-
improvement and other advantages in
thrift and profitable pursuits in farming,
Itve-stock raising, &ec. Though not en-
tirely appropriate to the matter we pro-
posed to discuss, yet it comes in to show
some of the greater difficulties experienced
in the North-west than those we occasicn-
ally realize in this section of country.

Since 1885, when an unfavorable winter
shortened our yields, we have had choice
erops of both wheat and grass, and the
present season i8 the first for many years
that noxious growth and insect pests have
worried and harassed our farmers and dis-
appointed their reasonable expectations.—
The remedy for exterminating these evils
is at our doors. Itis nothing new. It is
an old and never-failing remedy, and by its
application, not only the enemies of fruit-
ful culture 2re destroyed, but the highest
degree of tilth is secured, especially upon
the goil to be purged of their preseuce and
freshened iato richness and beauty.

Lime is the remedy, and no farmer who
has tested its value, nor hundreds of others
who have observed its effects, will gainsay
the fact. In our section of country the
lands most needing the fertilizing qualities
of lime are the sandy and bottom soils,
which, according to our observation, are
now most injured by hurtful growth and
insects preying upon wheat- and grass-
crops. Not only is this a patent truth to
all observers, but the demonstrators in
agricultural chemistry have uniformly
recommended the free application of lime
to the soil of low lands which, from exces-
sive culfure or other causes, have become
infested with objectionable vegetable or in-
sect life. Here, where the resources exist
for making the best lime for agricultural or
other purposes, it is a little singular that
so small a quantity is produced for the
first named necessity. It is now urgently
required to eradicate evils which have
made their aggressiva appearance to an
alarming extent—evils which would not
bave existed if the free use of lime had
been a system in our farming economy.—
We have not only the limestone on nearly
every farm, but marl, nearly if not quite as
valuable in producing lime, at many points
more easily mined than the stone which,
for the cost of production, would, as a
fertilizer, be almost equal to the same
amount of the commercial compound of a
standard brand. Lime is the best, as 1t is

~-the quickést remedy for destroying the

evils, the effects of which so many of our
fields and crops are now suffering.

The resolution formed by a Riverheads
farmer—who is pot an old one, but has
had zood trairing and the advantages of a
good share of experience—as he saw the
daily encroachment this spring of noxious
growth and pests upon Lis wheat and grass
fields, is one worthy of being promulgated
gnd acted upon. IHe proposes, as s00n 88
what is Ieftwof the growing crops is har-
vested, to turn the soil down and build his
lime kilns, and t{hus have in hand the
means of destroying the enemy, and at .the
same time do that which has been too long
delayed—secure the good tilth which lime
invariably produces.

In concluding, we can more appropriately
reter to the extract made above, than in the
commencement,.

Qur section of coantry is not entirely
free from the extremes of droughts and ex-
cessive rains. They are, however, the ex-
ceptions to good and fruitful seasons, and
but seldom extend over wide districts. We
are not reduced to the necessity, even if
we had the means to enter upon the ex-
periment of such an expensive plan, and
under the best system of operations partial
in its benefits for securing moistare for
farming lands. We could wish that some
of those toiling men in the North-west who
bave been required to surrender their home-
steads had the opportunity of making am
effort in our country ard of experiencing
the prosperity which tke same amount of,
effort wi:o. d secure Lere, as has been, and
will be, experded there for uaught.

known thefagis“Fhich will exceed the
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years, the industrious and frugal farmers
are in fairly good condition, and many of
them make money. None ever lose their
property because of debt contracted in
legitimate farming. This cannot be said of
the situation in the North-west, where, as
here, the present system of taxation is
enough to break the camel’s back. There
the untoward seasons and climate are in-
deed desolating in their effects. Latitudes
in which frosts come in August and do got
take their leave till June—where wind and
heat make the soil destitute of moisture
when the cereal plants most need it, is no
country for their successful culture, and all
the artificial appliances that the monopolist
farmers may tax their iesources to intro-
duce will not change the natural condition
in a general way though they may succeed
to some extent in a partial and fancy man-
per. To such, ‘‘drought may be prefer-
able to rain,”” in their attempts to over-
come natural laws by artificial means, but
it will be for the day only, and will have to
be abandoned. o

The Importers’ Protest.

——

So long as commerce is not a statutable
crime, 80 long we suppose persons engaged
in this pursuit are entitled to a respectful
hearing when they see an a}.tempt .made to
destroy their business, It ison this theory
that a large body of gentlemen engaged in
lawful commerce with foreign countries
yesterday made their protest to the Senate
Finance Committee against the McKinley
bill. What they had to say is reported else-
where in the Herald this morning. We
propose to say something about the bill
ourselves.

This McKinley bill, passed by the all bqt
unanimens republican vote of the Hous, is
not a bill for the “protection’ of American
industries. It is a bill tolay an embargo
on our own ports and prohibit commerce
with foreign nations. It is a bill to create
monopolies in many important branches of
manufacture and by preventing importa-
tions to give these monopolies absolute con-
trol of the market of this country. That is
not protection—it ia prohibition. For in-
stance:—

In thewoollen schedule the rates on goods
worn by the mass of the people are made
absolately prohibitive. S e

In this, as in all the rates of the bill, it is
a fact that the highest duties are laid on the
goods worn or used by the poorer people,

lower rate put on them. Thus in coat lin-
ings, astrakhans and plushes, the present
duties range between fifty and eighty per
cent. The McKinley duties range between
ninety-two and two hundred and twenty-
five per cent, and the heaviest increase is on
the lower grades of goods. :

In dress goods the present duties range
between fifty-nine and eighty per cent—
surely high enough. But the McKinley
duties range between seventy-three and one
hundred and three per cent, On all wool
dress goods the present duties range be-
tween fifty-six and seventy-three per cent ;
the McKinley duties between seventy-two
and ninety-four per cent. On black and
colored cotton velvets the present duty is
forty per cent. The McKinley duty ranges
between fifty and eighty-one per cent. This
kind of goods is worn almost entirely by
the wage workers and their families.

In linen goods the heaviest increase of
duties is 1aid on the cheaper grades, such
as cheap tablecloths and handkerchiefs, on
which the rate is almost doubled, wkile~gh
the finer grades the Ewncmued.

ESCAPE OF A CHILD OF MR. D. ALF. COOKE
AT JACKSONVILLE, FLORIDA.

In New York City a number of horrible cases
have been reported of persons being killed and
burned up by coming Iin contact with live
electric wires. A case that might have proved
fatal to & child of Mr, D. Alf. Cooke of Jackson-
ville, Fla., & brother of Mra, Frank Davis of
this city, is this reported by the Jacksonville
(Fla.) Metropelis of May 29th;—

of D, Alf Cooke, of Springfleld, were awakened
by a sharp report like that of a pistol. On in-
vestigation it was found that an electric light
wire had broken off near a tree in their - pre-
mises on First street and lively gparks were
issuing from the end.

A New Plan to Settle the State Debt.

It is the universal desire of the people to
have the State debt question settled, if it
can be done upon satisfactory terms. Steps
are now being taken to adopt a plan which,
it is hoped, may eftect that object. In re-
farence tolthis plan the Rich. Dispatch
BAyS:—

““The plan is for the creditors to deposit
their bonds and agree among themselves on
a basis of settlement within the revenues of
Virginia, which is to be sabmitted to ard
approved by an advisory board consisting
of ex-President Cleveland, Hon. Thos. E.
Bayard, Hon. E. J. Phelps, Mr. George S
Coe, president of the American Exchange
National Barnk, and Mr. Geo. G. Williams,
president of the Chemical National Bank.

After the board has approved a plan of
settlement it will be submitted to the cred-
itors for acceptance, and when accepted
by them will be presented to the General
Aegembly of Virginia. “‘Inasmuch as the
committee will ofter to surrender the bonds
the moment the State sccepts the proposi-
tion, it is claimed that a miscarriage of the
settlement is impossible,”’

One very marked advantage this scheme
presents is that we will know with whom
we are dealing, and the proposers of the
settlement will have the bonds in hand to
fund when they agree upon terms with the
State. Sir Edward Thornton and Mr.
Braithwaite when they were here trying to
effect a compromise never gave to the legis-
lative committee any satisfactory assurance
of the amount of the debt they could infla-
ence or control.

The intelligent gentlemen who have un-
dertaken to conduct this movement no doubt
well know the position of the people of Vir-
ginia, iterated and reiterated in their deter-
mination to stand by the Riddleberger bill,
but in the lapse of time since that settle-
ment was first offered to the creditors ques-
ticns have arisen which require legislative
construction. Hence the necessity of a
“plan of settlement.’’

The details of the scheme of R:own Ship-
ley & Co. farther than are nere stated we
have not seen; but proceeding upon the
hypothesis that the position of this Com-
monwzalth is clearly comprebended by
tnem, and that their proposed settlement is
meant to come ‘‘within the revenues of
Virgioia,” there ounght not to be any ob-
stacle that conference and conciliation can-
not remove.

For the present the work of Brown, Ship-
ley & Co. and their associates in England
and America will be to convines the bond-
holders of the advantages of their move-
ment, The great bulk of our forsign debt
is represented by the Committee of the
Council of Fereign Bondholders in London,
whose chiaf reliance to force Virginia to a
settlement has been in the sale of cozpons
and litigation to create a market for the
coupons. If they (the bondholders) are
gatisfied with their present situation they
will be immovable; if not,they will be ready
enough to sell out cr to co-operate in the
new plan.

At any rate a settlement never can be
effacted without a beginaing being made.
Here seems to bo a start and in the right
direction. In this view who in this old
Commonwealth does not wish it success?’’

The session has been a successful one,
and Prof. Young and his accomplished
daughters have the good wishes of the
entire community for the continued pros-
perity of this excellent institution.”

CONGRESS.

In the United States Senate, Tuesday,
June 3rd, Mr. Hale proposed an amendment
to the diplomatic appropriation bill to carry
out some of the recommendations of the
Pan-American Conference. Senators Pugh
and Farwell discussed the silver bill. The
resolution for an investigation of the fish
commissioner’s cffice was discussed at some
length, and then went over until next day.
The fortification bill was further considered.

The House was engaged in considering
the Alabama contested case of McDauffie vs,
Turpin. :

In the United States Senate Wednesday,
the resolution for an inquiry into the
management of the fish commissioner’s of-
fice was agreed to. The Senate passed the
foriification bill, with several amendments.

1n the House, the contested election case
from the fourth district of Alabama was
disposed of by the unseating of Turpin,
democrat, and the seating of McDufile, re-
publican.

In the United States Senate, Thursday, a
favorable report was made by the commit-
tee on military affairs upon House bill to
establish a national military park on the
battle-field of Chicamauga. Senators His-
cock and Sherman spoke on the silver bill,

In the House the republican caucus sil-
ver bill was taken up by an almost strictly
party vote. The previous question on the
bill is to be ordered at three o’clock Friday
afternoon.

Both houses of Congress were engaged
Friday in discussing the silver question,
During the debate in the Senate Mr. Plumb,
republican, of Kansas, deciared that the
McKinley tariff bill “would prevent the
Upited States from having any foreign com-
merce,’’ and that ‘it would raise the price
of nearly everything used by the masses of
the people.”’ :

Tihe United States Senate on Saturday
passed 120 private pension bills.

In the House, before the beginning of the
debate on tke silver bill, Mr, Conger, in
charge of the blll, at the request of Mr.
Payson, modified his substitute so as to
provide that the treasury notes issued in
pursuance of the bill shall be a legal tender
in payment of all debts, public and private,
striking out the following words: ‘‘Except
where otherwise expressly stipulated in the
contract.”’ Debate was then continued un-
til 8 o’clock, when the previous question
was considered as ordered. Amendments
offered to the original bill by Mr. Taylor,
of I'linois, and Mr. O’Donnell, of Michigan,
were informally adopted. Mr. McComas’s
amendment to the substitute was also adopt-
ed. It provides that when free coinage is
attained the monthly bullion purehases shall
cease. The substitute as amended was then
agreed to, and the qaestion recurred upon
agreeing to the bill as amended by the sub-
stitute. Mr. Bland moved to recommit the
bill, with instructions to the committee to
report a free coinage bill not later than
Tueeday next. The motion to recommit
was defeated—yeas 116, nays 140. Fifteen
republicans voted yea with the democrats
and thirteen democrats voted with the re-
publicans in opposition to the motion. The
bill was then passed—yeas 135, nays 119.
Seven republicans voted with the democrats
against the bill, as follows: Anderson, of
Kansas, Bartine, of Nevada, Carter, of
Montana, Kaelly of Kansas, Rockwell, of
Massachuset:s, Townsend, of Colorado, and
Tarper, of Karsas.

Io the Uuited States Senate Monday, Mr,
Cockrell made a speech in favor of the free
coinage of silver.

In the House a bill was reported from
the judiciary committee to prohibit aliens
from acquiring title to or owning lands
within the United States.

The
cause for which they fought had been termed
the “Lost Cause,” because the end almed at
was not accomplished, but the great principle
for which they fought will live as long as the
gpirit of true liberty survives. The South had
sacrificed its young men in the struggla, and
as Pericles, the Greclan orator, had truly sald:
the loss to the country of its youths is like the
loss to a garden of its flowers. The scene
recently witnessed In Richmond when repre-
sentatives from every Southern State were
present to do honor to the memory of Gen, R.
E. Lee on the occasion of the unveiling of his

The aunual mesl 7 the Augusta Confed-
erate Mewiorial Association was hsld in the
City Coupell Chamber,Ceplaln Joha N, Opie in
the Chair,

The proceedings of the last meeting were
read and approved.

The committee appointed to settle the ac,
counts of the former treasurer, Mr, Joseph E.
Roilins, reported a balance on hand of $§668 20,

Captain Thomas D. Ranson was unanimous-
ly elected President for the ensuing year. He
responded to this action of the Assoclation in
a touching address recognizing other duties
and obligations subordinate to those which we
ewe to the memory of our comrades who fell
in battle and in the service of their country,
He pointed out some work which should be
done in which was the perfecting of the record
of the dead, and in speaking of our efforts for
accomplishing those objects, he bestowed the
highest encomiums upon the ladies who so
eonstantly and unwearyingly aided the assocl-
ation in its objects.

The retiring President appointed Captain
James Bumgardner and Mr D W Drake to
escort his successor, Captain Ranson, to the
chalr,

The vice-Presidents were then elected as fol-
lows: John N Opte,John W Bryan,D W Drake,
Jno M Brown, E A Fulcher, S H McCue,J C
Shields.

The Executive committee consists of J M
McFarland, W L Olivier, R A Hamllton, J D
Lilley,and S F Carson. N Argenbright was re-
elected Secretary, and F B Berkeley, treasurer.
Captain James Bumgardner stated that to
perpetuate the objects; of the Assoclation, it
would be necessary to amend the charter. At
present, the membership was limited to those
who had been Confederate soldiers, who were
gradualiy passing away. He thought it would
be wise to bring into membership the wives
and widows, and the sons and daughters of the
old soldiers and their descendants, and thus
perpetuate the existense of the Association to
the latest time, that forever there would be
guardians of the cemetery and the records of
the Association: To that end, he moved that
a committee be appointed for that purpose.
The importance of the matter which he pre-
sentgd made adeep impression on the meeting,
and led him into the expression of many noble
sentiments respecting the true Confederate
soldier—the living as well as the dead. He
knew, and he had observed it in the North,
that those who spoke unkindly and harshly
of the Confederate soldler were but few, and
not the representati ve men of those who served
in the Northern army. In his recent visit to
Indiana—a State which, according to popula-
tion, had farnished more soldliers to the North-
ern army than any other—he was in the City
of Lafayette in that State on the National
Memorial day. An officer of high rank found
him-Capt Bumgardner—out as a Confederate
soldier,and inyited him to a front seat at their
ceremonies, where there was nothing harsh
sald or done, nor an unkind word uttered of
their opponents in the fleld, but much that
approved and recognized patriotism and honor
wherever illustrated. In the orders read by
the Adjutants, both of the State organizations
and of the grand Army of the Republic, were
quotations from the writings and expressions
of Confederate heroes—such as those from
Major O’Hara, of Kentucky, who was on the
staff of General Albert SBidney Johnston, and
in immortal verse, wrote of the fallen in bat~
tle, as “On Fame’s Eternal Camping ground,"”
&c., and thea from the dying w.rds of Stone-
wall Jackson, “Let us pass over the river and
rest under the shade of the trees.”

The resolution was then adopted and the
chair appointed Capt Bumgardner, Capt E A
Fulcher, and Mr 8 H McCue the committee
©=n motion of Col John D Lilley, the fourth
Friday in May was appolnted memorial day In
the future.

The Executive committee was authorized to
arrange with the City Council for extension of
a water~pipe in the cemetery up the hill as far
as the monument.

The thanks of the Assoclation were tendered
Rev Dr Cox for his address; to Capt Ople, the
retiring president; to the ladies for their assis-
tance; to the Stonewall Brigade Band for their
gervices; and to Messrs A C Gordonand TJ
Crowder for raising funds, and the decoration
of the monument.
