REV. SAM JONES TO MEN ONLY.
TWELVE THOUSAND HEARERS.

Text?"Wlint I Have Written, I Have
Written,"

drunkenness, gambling, lewdness, and
sin in general discussed.

Id our issue of last week, we noticed the
fact that Rev. Sam Jones had preached to a
large congregation of men only in the
Tabernacle in Richmond on Sunday after-
noon, June loth. The following is a re-
port of that sermon as given in the Rich-
mond Times, the day after?Monday, June
16th. In conimencing, Mr. Jones said:?

Let the thousands of men gathered here
this afternoon think occasionally of wife,
mother, and sister. Thousands of the good
and true women of Richmond are now on
their knees at home praying for a blessing
on this meeting.

Give me yonr sympathy and prayers, and
Ood give us His presence and blessing.

He then read several selections, laying
special stress on the words, "Rejoice, oh
young man, in the days of thy yeutb," and
said that the whole divine law was laid
down iv the injunction, "Fear God and
keep His commandments." He then an-
nounced as his text, "What I have written
I have written."

He divided bis discourse into three parts :

Conscience, the Record, and the Judgment.
Conscience and tho Record point like an
index finger to God and God points to the
judgment.

Conscience is the voice of God in the
human soul, and go where you will you
cannot escape it. It is something that will
not at times let you eat or sleep or study.?
"Where is the man in or out of this multi-
tude that has not at some time suffered the
pangs and pain of an outraged conscience?
The record of your life is as truly a part of
yoa as tbe bead, tbe foot, or any other
member of your body, and it cannot be
severed therefrom.

Our hearts are bat drums beating funeral
dirges to the grave and the great judgment
seat of God.

Every man is arraigned before tbat
tribunal and cannot escape except by the
force of the testimony or by the exercise of
clemency.

A JURY THAT CAN'T BE BRIBED.
Fellow-citizens of the great Common-

wealth of Virginia, 6aid Mr, Jones, warm
ing up to his work, there are many ways to
defy homan law. You may bribe the
judge or the grand jury, but I tell you, my
countrymen, that you cau't evade the law
of God.

Are your laws properly executed in this
city? Is your Sabbath perfectly kept?
Have yon uo shameless houses tbat carry
on their infamous traffic openly every
day?

I tell you it is lawlessness on that line
tbat begets anarchism and communism,
and you can't stop it by banging a few
anarchists in Chicago. The damnable
liquor traffic is at tbe bottom of all crime,
and it is within their closed doors lhat all
disorder is Latched and ripened. I have
said that no one but an infernai rascal
would sell liquor, and no one but an in-
fernal fool would drink it.

I look upon tbe saloon, tie dance-room,
and the lewd house as the three leading
roads to ruin, and they are more or less
connected. The grog-shop is the head
centre of wickedness for the men, and the
ball-room for the women. This is plain
talk, but my brethren I mean every word
I say, and statistics will prove it, and it is
against this monstrous trinity of evils that
I am here this afternoon to sound my notes
of warning and to appeal to the manhood
of Richmond, old and young, to strike and
strike at once for tbe purity and brightness
of a better life.

YOU NAUGHTY, NAUGHTY MEN.
How many of the thousands gathered

here this evening claim to be moral men?
Say they are decent men? How many of
you who never violated God's laws?

Some say I never violated many. lam
moral; I am generons, and I am charita-
ble.

What does the Bible Bay? It says, in
substance, that he who has broken the
smallest law has in fact violated all.

What did the blessed Saviour call such
aa you? "Whited sepulchres," tbe right

meaning of which i 3 "Whitewashed ras-
cals." My brethren, you may laugh, but I
was never more serious in my lifo.

I tell you morality and generosity won't
carry you to heaven. Yon get. on tbe
Danville railroad and the conductor comes
along for yonr fare. Tou tell him yon aie
a moral, good man, and he will xiy, I
waut none of tbat, I want a ticktt or out
you go.

And hero are you. trying to got to heaven
on something that won't ride you even on
your miserable street cars.

Listen to me now. If yonr neighbors
knew some of you rascals as God does,
you'd skip the town before night. You
would be ashamed to be seen here twenty-
four hours longor.

Moral excellence will not count at tbe
judgment. It may do for a few preachers
and old women. There is no escape for
yon but by obeying the whole law of God.

Now for the testimony. Mr. Jones then
cited a number of authorities as to what
was the best testimony.

What is the record of your life as hus-
bands and fathers and as citizens, and you,
my brother ministers, what is your record?
There can be nothing worse than the
record of an unfaithful pastor and no higher
seat or brighter crown than will be given
that pastor who has stood by the right and
been faithful in all things

TIICHE3 WHICH TAKETH "WINGS.
There is no greater sin than avarice.?

Out in Nashville some of the rich people
would not come to my meetings because
tbey did not l.ke my talk on certain evils.
But I stuck to God and the truth, and, so
help me God, 1 will do so if I have to wallr
back to Georgia and count the railroad ties.
I never compromise. God help that preach-
er who is to be run by the rich man, or the
man who wishes you to handle with gloves
the grog shop, the gambling hell and the
bandy house.
It is not how much you have given to

the church, yon rich, old rascal, but what
have you left after giving yonr little pit-
tance.

Keep on with your trusts and combi-
nations and grind out the poor, but the
day will come when you can't, with all
your wealth, buy a drop of water to cool
your burning tongue with. If there is a
generous rich man in this audience I aint
shooting in a mile of him, but if he is a
stingy and mean old hog, I want to put a
cannon ball straight through him.

1 have never yet seen a preacher who
would take hold ot a mean, rich man and
stamp the feathers out of him. You gen-
erally make them deacons, don't you ?

Rev. Mr. Atwill, of Clay-Street M. E.
church, said he did not.

Mr. Jones : "Well, I don't know how
the Richmond preachers preach, as I never
heard them, but tbat is the general way.''

SUFFERING FOR THE LORD.

Suffer and endure all things for the
Lord. Remember Daniel in tbe lion's den.
Daniel was told if he served the Lord he
would be thrown to the lions, aud Daniel
said if Ido not I will go to hell. But the
Lord fixed the lions, and when Daniel laid
back with his head on the shaggy inane
and other lions caressing him, he said this
beats hell all to pieces. Said St. Paul:
What does it matter what I ear, for to-
night I will sup with the Lord and wear a
crown of glory forever. And so it will be
with you, my brethren, if you endure all
things for the Lord and keep his enmmand-
ments.

Mr. Jones then proceeded to give the
modern version of the Tan Commandmonts.
Thou ehalt not steal, but you cm appro-
priate; don't break the Sabbath, but
bend it as much as possible; don't covet
anything, but get all you can, and keep all
you get; have as many wives as you please,
&0., &c.

He then ditenssed sin in general, in-
cluding drunkenness, gambling, lewdness,
avarice, worldiness, and was especially
sevore on fashionable card-playing, theatre-
going and dancing. He said tbe fashion-
able card-players were no better in the
sight of God with their progressive euchre
parties than the Chicago blacklegs.

THE PARTICULARLY NICE YOBKG MAN.
Mr. Jones then turned his guns on Ihe

nice young men. While giving them some
wholesome advice he did Dot forget the
older ones, and the married ones especially.

He said no young man would care to go
to a stag dance. He did not want to dance
with the handsomest man in the world.?
He wanted to dance with a woman. Ho
opposed all kinds of dancing and he called
on the people to do so.- But if hugging is
the game, and you want your wives and
daughters hugged, jast keep it up. And
God pity that man who can't run hi3 home
without a deck of cards. And now let me
tell you about virtue. No matter what
becomes of tbe boys, God keep our girls
pure. I tell yeu the price of virtue should
be the life of the scoundrel who violates
the law, and it should bo paid at the blaz-
ing end of a double-barrelled shotgun witb
forty buckshot in each barrel.

Now, I am not going to take any ad-
vantage of you, and if there is any man
here who wishes to reply just get up on
your hind legs and bave your say.

Mr. Jones spoke ofthe record cf men as
merchants, attortcys, and in all pursuits.

Ho eaid that a little pettifogger, who did
a dirty act in this world, said, "Oh, I did
that as an attorney." Yes, and when he
hops about in hell he will be acting as an
attorney there.

Mr. Jones then made a general review of
the law and the testimony, and again
thundered bis anathemas on tho leading
worldly sins. He waß especially severe on
dronkennese, ballrooms, lewdness, avarice
and indifference in church members.

"PAKDON SOUOHT AND TARDON FOUND.
After his review of the law and the testi-

mony and a vivid description of sin and its
coneequenceu, Mr. Jones came to the close
of his discourse. This was on the tbeme
of redeeming love and the pardon found
which had been truly sought.

During the month of April and
ay 26, forces varying from 1,000 lo

20,000, and amounting to nearly 150,000,
Hid down their arms, tbe last being the
Trans-Mississippi Army under E. Kirby
Smith. Smith surrendered about 20,000
men on the 26th. On the 13th of April
Secretary of War Stanton ordered the en-
rollment of volunteers discontinued. The
disiaudment of Union troops began April
29, three days after Johnston surrendered
to Sherman, and tho great armies of both
side* were soon reduced to masses of citi-

In April, 1881, the United Stttes army
numbered about 16,000 men. The force
comprised five regiments of artillery, six of
cavalry and nineteen of infantry, and was
broken up into small detachments and post-
ed across the country from coast to coast.
The states that contributed to the Confed-
erate army were fourteen in number, and
their aggregate population, including
slaves, was about 12,000,000. The states
of the Confederacy were eleven in number.
The northwestern counties of Virginia se-
ceded from the old state and joined tbe
Union, and the eastern portion of Tennes-
see adhered to the Union cause. The bor-
der slave states, Maryland, Missouri and
Kentucky, supplied soldiers for both armies.
The population of tbe slave states included
about 4,000,000 slaves, and tbe tree states
of the Union had a population of about 20,-
-000,000 whiteß. The population of the
north was largely increased by serviceable
material daring the war through immigra-
tion, while that of tbe south decreased
through the constant emigration of those
subject to military duty who were not in
sympathy with the Confederacy.

After deducting the slaves and the white

«ion of the border states who did not
ith the Confederates, and the re-
the south had probably less than

5,000,000 people, and put about 1,000,000
men into the field, or at least bad them un-
der arms. This estimate includes local
troop?. The north, with its 20,000,000
population, to which shou'.d be addod white
and black refugees from the south who
contributed soldiers, and the immigrants,
put about 2,250,000 men iuto the field, and
at the close of the war had about that num
ber of civilians subject to military duty.
When the war ended the north had about
1.000,000 men in arms and the south Bar-
rendered about 175,000. Tbe south had a
population from wbich to draw its armies

HOW IT WAS DONE.
South Carolina seceded from the Union

December 20, ISCO, and on the 27th and
30th of that month Fort Moultrie, Castle
Pinckney and the United States arsenal at
Charleston were seized by the state author-
ires of Sonth Carolina. One after another
the remaining states, afterward forming
the Confederacy, seceded, and as far as
possible seized the forts and arsenals within
their borders. On the 4th of February a
Confederate convention assembled at Mont-
gomery, Ala., with delegates from South
Carolina, Florida, Alabama, Georgia, Lou
isiana and M.ssissippi. Delegates from
Texas joined on Feb. 14. A provisional
congress was organized and a constitution
was adopted, with the election of Davis as
president. Davis appointed Loroy Pope
Walker secretary of war, and on March 1
Davis himselfassumed military coairol of
affairs in tbe seceded states. The nextstep
was an act by the provisional congress es-
tahlishing an army of100,000 men.

One of the provisions made by the Mont-
gomery congress established a regular army
of 10,000 men,to be recruited from the sev-
eral states and be well officered aad equip-
ped. The troops, which were organized
under the calls for volunteers and also un-
der tho later system ofconscription, retain
ed throughout their state designations.

At the outset the states which were
threatened with the war on their soil kept
their soldiers on an independent basis,
Beauregard, who was in command at Char-
leston harbor with a force limited to 5,000
men, had South Carolina troops,with a few
volunteers from other states. Ha acted
under orders of the Confederate secretary
of war, and his command was known as the
Provisional Army of the Confederate
States, bat the organizations under him
were classed as the Army of South Caro-
lina. At Pensacola, Fla., Bragg was over
a foice called the Army of Pensacola. It
numbered 5,000 men, and was composed of
troops from Georgia, Alabama, Mississippi,
Louisiana and Florida. Louisiana main-
tained a state army and navy until aftor
the fall of New Orleans in 1862. Virginia
seceded April 17, aud R. E Lee was ap-
pointed major general ofthe state forces on
the 23d, acd the organization of state
troops was carried on until June 8, when,
by proclamation, the governor turned over
the state army and navy to the Confeder.
acy.

The great need of tbe Confederates was
arms and equipments and munitions. Large
quantities had brou seized in the govern-
me >t arsenals located in the south. Still
tbere had not been large supplies at any
one point, and those seizad were not more
than would supply the local troops. The
muskets ware chiefly old flint locks and
had to be changed to percassion caps before
they could be used. There were no arm-
ories in tho south for the manufacture of
small arms, the government manufactory
being at Springfield, Mass., and as a result
the Confederates were not thoroughly
equipped in this respect until they received
regular supplies from abroad. After that
time they had the advantage on many bat-
tle-fields, for tbey weie equipped with new
English field rifles from the noted English
armory.

Tbe first quota ofvolunteers called for by
the Bouth, that of 100,000 in Apiil, 1801,
were to serve twelve months, and tha vol-
unteers under this call were the )a=t that
can bo so called. The first few months was
tbe staga in which southerner could
whip five Yankees," and, also, when the
current opinion in the south was that the
war "won't ba rouoh of a fusa, only a frol-
ic." Two or three sharp battles changed
all of that, and after the fi>t six months
the authorities wtre never again harassed,
as they had been during the first thirty
days, by an over supply of volunteers. Du-
ring the winter the soldiers whose camps
were in the viciniiy of thsir homes were
permitted to go home wbi!o there was no
fij-hting going on. Cavalrymen and artil-
erymen owned their horses and were sont

home to recruit tbem or exchange tham for
fresh ones. Many of these did not - volun
tarily return, aud as the twelve months of
their enlistment were drawing to a close,
some of themtook the view that they would
consider the contract ended. Foreseeing
the evil, the Confederate congress prepared
a conscription act, which was approved
April 16, 1862, annulling all volunteer con-
tracts and holding to service during the
war all men between the ages of IS and 35.

Tfce first call forvolunteers to sustain the
Union was issued by President Lincoln
April 15, 1861. It was for 75,000 militia
for a service of three months?- aud twenty-
five states and the District of Columbia re-
spondad with an aggregateof over 90,000.
The Twenty-seventh Pennsylvania militia

i reached Baltimore on the 19th of April
j without muskets. Tho Sixth Massachusetts

! reached there the same day,fiilly equipped,
aud was followed iby the Seventh New
York. I

i The volunteers were- enrolled io o-m-

panics of 100 each and elected their com-
pany officers, and the companies were or-
dered to rendezvous, where temporary quar-
ters were provided in halls and barrarks.
Hero they were formed into regiments ot
ten companies eacb, and the captains elect
ed tbe field officers. The regiments when
completed were sworn into the United
States service for three months. During
tbe first three months the president issued
three more calls for troops to serve theUni
U-d States, and there were furnished under
them 700,000 men, principally for three
years. New York furnished thirty eight
regiments, aggregating 30,000 men, for two
years The work of recruitiog went on so
rapidly that by Dec. 1 tho government had
000,000 volunteers in service. The next
call was issued at the closo cf the Peninsula
campaign iv 1862, and waa for 300,000 for
three years. Over 400,000 men were fur
nishfd. This was followed by a call for
300,000 militia for nine months. Les3 than
90,000 men responded. During the year
Congress authorized a government bounty
of $100 to all who served two years. In
October, 18G3, a call was made for 300,000
men for three years, and this was increased
the following Feb. to 500,000. In Feb.,
1863 congress passed an act for enrolling
and drafting. Tbe enrollment included all
citizens between 20 and 45 years of age,
with some exceptions. Substitutes, or a
commutation fee of $300, was permitted,
la drafting, the names were written on pa-
per and drawn from a revolving wheel. At
the same time the government bounty was
increased to $300 for raw soldiers and $400
for veterans who had served nine months
or more.

Subsequent calls by the president were:
For 200,000 men, Marob, 1884; 500,000,
July, 1864, and 300,000, December, 1861.
There were several calls for militia for var-
ious terms.
