MORE REAL GHOST STORIES.
FELIX'S SECOND ABLE ARTICLE

ABOUT SPOOKS.

FACE OF A SAD-ETED HOODED NUN SEEN AT
A HOUSE ON FIFTH STREET?THE INTESTI-
GATION? DESERTED HOUSE SEARCHED?A
DYING FRIEND'S TOICE HEARD.

The contagion of ghost story lore is
rapidly spreading, fresh cases and new
symptoms of the uncanny mania are daily
developing; but so long as the sensation
produced is that of chills creeping down tbe
back, and an imaginary clutching of icy
fingers, it is not an unwelcome seizure, in
this time of 90 degrees, Fahrenheit. The
truth is tbat a certain amount of ghost
stories circulated in the air, may in time
create the chilliness of atmosphere, tbat
may reduce the cost of ice and make re-
frigerating stock go down. We had but to
wait and the inevitable Richmond story
would break out, and the vision of a
haunted house in our own immediate lo-
cality rise up.

Ghosts, as a meddlesome,prying and ill-
omened class, have no morerampant enemy
than the real estate agents, with, perhaps,
daylight excepted, so for fear of sharing
the disfavor along with the ghost, for
subtle injury of property, of those who
have vacant houses on their hands, we
would refrain from a too precise description
of the locality. Butcertes it was that some
five or six years ago that superstition was
broadcast throughout this Richmond land,
and excitement ran high over an alleged
ghost.

SAD EYED NUN.
Late upon a shadowy evening at that

time a young man waa walking out Fifth
street, when some uncertain distance be-
yond Leigh, wbere the hoises are all grey
and tottering with unkept old age, he ab-
sently turned his gaze upon a vacant and
silent looking house. At an upper window
bis astonished eyes discerned the solemn
face of a sad-eyed, hooded nun peering out.
He stopped aud looked long and carefully,
but no closer scrutiny proved an error in
bis sight or impression, unmoved and witb
melancholy steadiness the solemn eyes of
the nun looked down at bim from out their
frame of black veiling, looked beseechingly
and longingly until he was conscious of no
impulse but to release a prisoner, wbo
seemed to be one by some strange chance
or accident, so he bounded up the dust-
ladened, trackless steps, to try the front
door in vain. A yellow, rain-smeaied card,
tacked upon the wall, told that it was
"For Salt;" the ragged, overgrown weeds
choked the side entrance to the yard, but
forcing that, he bravely tried to get in the
back way, but the locks, at least, were still
on duty and resisted his efforts. It was
growing late then, so he again walked
around and looked up at the window, to
see in the gathering darkness the same face
of tbe beseeching, saintlike nun at the
window.

nice and quiet, away from the bustle and
noise, yet convenient to business." Hav-
ing thundered out this formula of bis busi-
ness, which is kept in readiness like a
ready-loaded cartridge to fire off at what-
ever rises in the field, ho thought tbe mat-
ter ended. But the young man was im-
portunate, and finally persuaded him to
get the keys of the houso and to go with '
him, and if he confessed to seeing tho face
there they both would go in and make a
search.

CABRIED HIM IN.
Even by the stingy, palo light of the

moon and a fitful lantern tbey carried, tbe
agent, too, could not help seeing that in
verity there was the face of a nun pressed
close to the glass and looking out. They
entered bravely, with the heavy, forward
tread whicb marched over the carpetless
floor and rickety stairs and resounded in
all the empty space witb some sound akin
to echo, but tbe beart of each fluttered with
an unmanly nervousness that neither of
them wouldhave liked to confess. They,
however, came to the room from whose
window the face peered, confidently ex-
pecting to there find a miserable, frightened
woman for them to release aud remove to
some more cheerful quarters.

Federal Interference at the Polls.
The Federal Election bill now before

Congress is an attempt to hide poison with
honeyed words.

The republican party must have lost its
grip on the common sense ofthe country if
it can seriously hope to continue in power
by the liberal distribution of patronage and
the use of force if necessary.

This bill begins with a piece of hypocrisy
and ends with a pieco of chicanery, since it
pretends to have a general application, but
is aimed solely at the South.

When translated into cold blooded Anglo-
Saxon it means that if the South doesn't
vote the republican ticket it must be mada
to.

To take the control of elections out of tbe
hands of the several States is an intolerable
insult to e?ery self-respecting section of the
ilspobiie.

If l!ie people ar"> si debauched that tbey
c .'.i'> Im Iru3t.ed to ci.tdtic* their nwo ctn-
nffic*; if OO the verge of every election of
ftderaj o.i-j.liii.i't-o i. Ih rieccsHiy to an
airny of political Lectors who uappau to be
out of a job or who are hungry for govern-
ment pap to watch tbe polls in the interest
of the party in power, we are not very far
from spontaneous combustion.

But it is gammon, humbug and buncombe
in about equalproportions. The law is not
intended toapply to republican districts and
will not interfere with the general purchase
of votes by the party bosses. Its chief
business will ba to urge Southern negroes
to throw Southern States into the republi-
can ranks.

That is the plain English of the measure,
however disguised it may be by tbe plausi-
ble logic and lurid rhetoric of its advocates.

There are more than fifty thousand elec-
tion precincts in tbe United States, accord-
ing to the minority report. Several hundred
thousand appointees will make a pretty
penny out of the elections nnder that bill,
at a cost which is reckoned at ten million
dollars.

The republicans insist that the measure
they are nowdebating will give the country
an honest count, but in order to insure it
they would like to do the counting them-
selves.

It is a well kuown rule among politicians
tbat the party which counts the votes is
likely to win. The old saying, "I care not
who makes the laws of the people if I can
make their songs," is adapted thus:?l care
not which side throws a majority of the
votes if I can have the counting of 'em.

For complete proof of this statement it is
only necessary to refar to those illustrious
republicans, Colonel Dudley, wbo has a pa-
tent on the "blocks of five" system of car-
rying a State, and Hon. Matthew Quay, the
political vampire of Pennsylvania and privy
counsellor to the President.

Tho measure is the lastdesperatastruggle
of a party which began its existence with
principles wholly good, and seems likely to
end it by methods wholly bad.

It once commanded our respect, but is
rapidly falling into common contempt. It
has journeyed from its ancient virtue to a
firm belief that the only honest count is the
ono that counts a democrat out of office and
a republican into it.

In the last generation it scourged the
money changers from their tables in the
temple, but it has since sat up a table of its
own acd adopted the practices of tho very
men it formerly oxpelled.

No political party iv the history of the
country has so weakly yielded to the de-
mands of monopoly or oppressed the wage
earner with such unyieldiog temper.

And now it caps the climax of greed by a
bill which begins witb the assertion that the
voters in every State are dishonest and cor-
rupt; that the whole country is on tha road
to the devil, and can only be Saved by re-
publicans who have bought voles in Ohio,
and who played the deuce with honesty in
Pennsylvania and Montana.

Fer ourselves we arelookers on iv Vienna
undisturbed by party deals and bargains.
We believe in the groat body of tha Ameri-
can people, their common sense, their con-
science, their love of fair play.

In the name of thoso people we Bay that
federal intarference with State elections,
federal espionage and polico supervision of
the polls, is contrary to the spirit of our in-
stitutions and a gratuitous calumny that
should be hotly resented.

IfNew York arid Kansas and Georgia
bave become so irresponsible that they can't
control their own elections the whole case
seems ratlin, hopeless.

And from wbat we have scon of the
methods of the republicans they are most
assuredly not the teachers to whom we look
for examples of virtue in public office.

The bill may thereforebe summed up as
a piece ot political strategy to koep the re-
publicans in power a few years longer.? N.
Y. Herald.

Mr. Blame as a Tariff Reformer.
Mr. Blame has taken decided grounds,

says the Leesburg Washinglonian, in favor
of removing all duties from South American
imports wbere those countries will grant us
the same privilege. If such a couise, witb
those countries, will promote the trade and
general welfare of lire country, why would
not the application of such a policy to
other countrios give ns still wider ad-
vantages? It would do it, but it would con-
flict with tho private interests of a favored
class, which has grown immensely rich
under governuient aid, aud whose financial
power rules tho government on that lije.?
They will not sanction it, Hence the
country mu3t bear the loss and pay the
taxations to support their policy. The
Bpringfleld Republican has the following
exoelleut aitiole oa this question : ?

"Mr. Biaino puts the reason for our
lailure to obtain more trade from the Soulh
American states in the right place. Thetrouble, he thinks, is chiefly with the tariff
systems of all parties, the United States as
well as tho others. True, he thinks better
facilities for transportation and a more
satisfactory banking and exchange system
would be valuable aids to an increase in
our trade with these states, but they would
not be sufficient. It is also true that under
our tariff law 87 p;r cent of the products of
these states come in free of duty now, but
this is not enough to suit Mr. Blain?, he
wants them all to come in free. This is the
panaeca that ba offers, absolute free trade
with Spanish America. In the course of
the letter he quietly upsets a favorite pro-
tectionist argument and advances an argu-
ment in favor of free raw materials. He
tells tbe president tbat in the class of mer-
chandise which these South American
States buy our merchants and manufactur-
ers can successfully compete with their
European rivals. It is, therefore, not the
pauper labor of Europe which keeps our
products out of market. We need not, in
his opinion cheapen the cost of labor bo as
to cheapen the cost of production in order
to be able to meet the foreign manufacturer
in his chosen field. This we all know is
true, but it has not been until now con-
sidered good protectionist doctrine. The
accepted argument has been that the tariff
was needed here because our labor was so
much more expensive than foioign labor.?
But now comes Mr. Biaino and sayi this is
a mistake, foreign pauper labor is no
cheaper than American labor. He further
advises "a rebate of duties upon imported
raw materials used iv the manufacture of
goods 'forexport.' Which is the same as
saying that a duty on raw materials in-
creases the costof our manufactured articles
aud puts our merchants at a disadvantage
in the markets in question. This also is
good tariff reform doctrine. One Grover
Cleveland said the same thing in a some-
what famous message to Congress a few
years ago. For sayiag it he was roundly
abused and called a free trader. Mr.
Blame therefore knows what to expect.?
But having gone so far in his advocacy of
free raw materials, why didn't Mr. Blame
go farther and advocate tbem for all of üb?
Why should the people of the United States
be discriminated against in this way? If
freo raw materials will make goods cheaper
for export, free raw materials would make
the same goods cheaper for home consump-
tion and certainly we, the citizens of this
free and enlightened land, are as well en-
titled to cheap goods as our neighbors of
South America Taken altogether Mr.
Biaino makes a pretty good free trade
argument. And so far as it goes, reciprocity
?*s free trade, and nothing else. By the
way, while be was about it, why didn't he
say Bomathing about Canada and Mexico?"

Mr. Blame declares openly that tb.9 bill
indicates bad generalship, and hints that
if it is forced through Congress the repub-
licans may as well buy a magnificent tomb-
stone and make ready for a first class fun-
eral. He boldly asserts that the country
won't stand it?another way of saying that
in 1892 the people will ring out the batter-
ed and tattered party of plunder and ring
in tho healthier policy of the democrats.

He uses even stronger languago concern-
ing tbe Federal Election bill.

It is a measure whose ultimate effect will
be to fill the South with "pell mell havoc
and confusion." Its passage would be the
most ominous incident in the history of our
times.

The South is jast beginning to pull itself
together. Northern capital and Southern
enterprise are working shoulder to should-
er to develop that whole seotion below tbe
Ohio River, This bill will hit both the
capital and the enterprise a stiDging, pessi-
b'.y a fatal, blow. Money is naturally shy
ofrisky investments. Large dividends fall
to allure where uncertainty prevails as to
tbe principal.

The Federal Election bill proposes, prac
tically, to wrost political control from tbe
hauds ofresponsible landowners, merchants
and manufacturers and give it to au irra-
pooaibta oiaaa i7ho have Ijsi
and everythiug to gain. It banishes the
whites to tbe background and brings the
colored peuplo to tbe front as the arbiters of
fate.

It is hoped thereby to add another lease
of life to tha republican pirty. That is to
say, tho leaders of this party stand ready to
sacrifice the industrial prospectsof the whole
South iv order to urn themselves a con-
tinued hold on tbo emoluments and per-
quisites of office.

Mr. Blame has taken a strong stand in
opposition to both of thoee nie-.sure3. He
has no sympathy with the reckless audacity
of his party, and is too conservative to dab-
ble with revolutionary methods in order to
gain a temporary advantage.

He i 3therefore roundly denounced, and it
is evou hinted that he will be forced to re-
sign. A resignation uuder such circum-
stances would be tho most memorable, as it
would also be the most cieditable act of his
public life.

He is willingeither to follow or lead his
party to larger national prosperity, but
when he sees it rushing headlong into irre-
trievable folly, be refuses to share its fate.

He has dared to exhibit somo common
sense on matters which involve the welfare
of sixty-five millions of people, and his fel-
low republicans regard that as an unpardon-able sin.

When a Second Adveutist told Emerson
that tbe world was coming to an end the
quiet transcendentalist replied, "I think we
shall get on quite as well without it."If the republicans inaugurate any more
measures like the McKinley and the Fed-
eral Election bills the same rumor will be
afloat concerning their party, and the gen-eral verdict will be, We can get on quite as
well without it.?iV.
