Death of Capt. John s. Byers.
Captain John S. Byers, who made bis borne

with his son, Mr. D. M. Byers. five miles north
of Staunton, on the 18th instant visited his
son-in-law.

On the following day, Mrs. Eakle,
her little sou, and the Captain made a yisit in
the neighborhoodto another son-in-law, Mr.

After getting Into the
Jersey to return to Mr. Eakle's, the mule he
was driving,which was a very oid and thought
to be a safe animal for such purposes, became
fractious and started to run. Captain Byers
was thrown forward, his head to the ground,
and one foot was caught In the harness and
the shafts' bar.

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Death or Tns Author of "The
Beautiful Snow."?John Whitaker Wat-
Son, who wrote "Beautiful Snow," died
last Saturday at 69 Bank street, New York
city, where he has been living for some
lime past in obscurity and poverty with an
unmarried daughter. Mr. Watson was
born in that city in 182"!. His father, Alex-
ander Watson, was an Englishman by
b.rth, and was a leading merchant in the
city in the early part of the present century.
He failed, and the son wa3 apprenticed to
an engraver. Ho had a literary bent, and
gave up bis trade to engage wholly in
literary work. The poem tbat is so well
known was written by him in t853 and
printed first in Harper's Weekly. Mr.
Watson numbered the poet Bryant and
Horace Greeley among his intimate friends.
Among Mr. Watson's other notable poems
weie "The Sailing of the Yachts," written
in refereuco io a famous ocean yacht race;
"Ring Down tbo Curtain, 1 Cannot Play,"
written upon a circumstance in real life.?

Wab Amongthe Southebn Republics
?Important despatches from the city of
Mexico show that the misunderstandings
between the Central American republics of
Salvador and Guatemala, which have long
disturbed the general peace, now result in
actual war. The details of the collision
are vaguely given, and it is well for the
present to accept stories from these vol-
canic, earthquake countries with reserve.

Salvador is a small republic, formerly in
a federal relation with Honduras and Nica-
ragua, assuming its independence in 1853.
It is in area the sizs of New Jersey, with a
population of seven hundred thousand, all
but about ten thousand aboriginal or mixed
races. Guatemala is an older republic,
nearly as large as Pennsylvania, with a
population of one million four hundred
thousand of whom one-third are European.

According to the despatches, the assail-
ing party in the recent conflict were the
Guatemala troops, who werebadly worsted.
The battle seems to havo taken place on
the 17th of July, and if the accounts are
true there was a decisive victory for the
arms of Salvador. It is well to remember,
however, that the news comes from the
agent of the Salvador government and
would be favorable to his government.

Weather and Crop Reports.
Virginia.?From a report of the observa-

tions at t'je United States Signal station,
Lynchburg, we make the following summary
of the condition of weather and crops in those
localities in the State from which he has re-
ports for tbe week ended July 18th.

The Indications are that gaol rains have
falleu ii> the southwest,around Lynchburg,and
southeastward as far as Nottaway county.
They were local.

Bain is nautili nee led In th 3east and the
north and tobacco and corn are suffering.

Western STATm.-Tho Cincinnati Price
Current. contlouFS Its very full and interesting
detailed reports of the vianlllim or the crops
In the Western States. The fo'.lowiug is its
summary ot the time, for the past week.

Ther3 has b3en serious lac* of miisture re-
cently in a large part of the West, wnlch Is
now threatening a material impairment of
the corn crop. Suc'a rains as have ftllen dur-
ing the week In thecorn ragions have mostly
been local an 1 Irregular, quite limited iv ex-
tent This condition includas Oblo.Keutucky,
Indiana, nimli of Illinois, Missouri, Kansas
aud Nebraska, and a deficiency is also appar-
ent in partlons of lowa. Immediate general
rains would do much In averting tha serious
Impairment to ths corn crop nov threatened.

The later Indication? In regard to oats aro
not more assuring, this grain not only having
been deficient iv growth of straw in a large
part of the Western area, but has bota greatly
cut short In yield by the unusual extent of the
grain plant louse.

The preponderance of information concern*
ing winter wheat yield seems to be ou the side
ofreduction as compared with previous ex.
pectatious. This Is very considerably due to
the existence of the grain plant louse to a wider
extent than recogulzad. In the O'aio valley
region the outturn Is considerably short of
earlier expectations. Tho winter wheat crop
can not reasonably ba estimated above 230,000,-
-000 bushels oo present Indications.

Tho spring wueitjcrop ia the "Northwest has
been maintainingIts promlsa qiite well as a
rule, and the general situation justifiesexpect-
ation of approximately 170,000.000 bushels of
spring grain.
It appears to bo in order to slightly reduce

calculations as to the aggregate wheat produc
tion this soason. and 420.000.000 bushels may
nowbe accepted asa full estimate.

The indications aro that a fairly good quan-
tity ofhay has been secured in tha West this
6oaßon,and in better condition than usual.

The potato crop has baen suffjiiug from lack
ofmoisture, aud the production In the West
will likely fall conslderablj short of last year.
