The thermic fever patient is unconscious
and convulsed, and ths body temperature
may be 108 degrees Fahrenheit—that is,
about ten degrees above normal. The skin
of this patient feels as though it would
burn your hand when laid thereon. In this
case the thorough and prompt application
of cold is naeded. Ice to the head and cold
water to the body gemerally will be in or-

der.

Medical advice and assistance should be
promptly had in eitherof the two cases last
referred to. Complete recovery from sun-
stroke is rare, the brain being permanently
crippled or affected. Residence in a cold
climate, it is said, affords most hope for
such patients.—Boston Herald.
