In that I think the Senate is right, but I dc
not see why ia an. attempt to equalize it
should incroase it on oats and leave it oc
oatmeal as it is. nParagraph 247 is rye. Rye is now taxed
10 cents p-r bushel. It is claimed to be a
protective tax for the benefit of rye pro-
ducers. The quantity of rye which we im-
ported in ISS9 was sixteen bushels at a val-
uation of $34. The tax was $1 GO.

Mr. President, does the Republican party
imagine that it can woo the coy maiden of
agrioulture "Comin' through the rye" with
the enormous protection of $1.00 on the
whole rye crop of the United States?

The next proposition, Mr. President, is
rye flour. It is now taxed a half a cent a
pound; and this magnificent protective duty
of one-half a cent is carefully preserved!
Oar importations ofrye flour amount to the
enormous sum of 500 pounds, and the tax
amounts to $20.

The next proposition is wheat. It is
taxed now 20 per cent. It is proposed, in
order to give the specious disguise of pro-
tection and float that flag over the farmer's
bead marked "See how we are protecting
yoa I" to increase the tax on imported wheat
to twenty five cents a bushel. We import-
ed last year, Mr. President, 1,900 bushels
of wheat. Its value was $3,000 and some
odd, and we derived the magnificent duty
of $389.35. Meantime we were exporting
40,000,000 bushels.

Now, Mr. President, this fact appearsclear in this little glimpse at the agricultu-
ral schedule. Wo are exporting wheat by
the million bushels. This so called protec-
tive-tax doas not protect wheat to the value
of one mill to all the farmers in any one
cjnnty of the United States. But a great
outcry id made, from the mere structure ofthe bill, under the deluaive promise to pro-
