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The Railroad Convention.
The convention of delegates from a

number of meetings held in Rockingham,
Augusta, and Rockbridgo counties for the
purposo of promoting tbe extension of the
Cumberland Valley Railroad along tbe
western border of the Valley counties, held
in this city the 17th instant, was well at-
tended. The proceedings, which will be
found in this issue of the SrECTATOE, were
reported for a number of papers including
Baltimore, Richmond, and other cities?
the discussion of the scheme and the large
number of meetings held in several coun-
ties to promote it, having attr acted much
interest generally. The people on the long
line of country directly concerned, are
thoroughly aroused to tho value of their
resources, and are prepared to act a libeial
part in promoting their development
through the means which railroad trans-
portation co surely and so profitably
secures.

Tbe committee appointed to prepare a
report of the resources and opportunities
falling into tho general consideration which
will be taken up by therailroad authorities
when they shall come to examine tbe
proposition of extension, found a heavy,
but most agreeable job on their bands. As
much as is generally known of the country
and its resources, the committee, whilst in
session, bad placed before them reports
from several of tbe delegations bringing
out something of the vast extent and the
richness of minerals, with specimens,which
abounded in their localities, not generally
known before. Equally interesting were
the statistics of agricultural products, aud
the live stock business along the line tbat
would naturally be drawn to it from the
western country along the borders of this
State and West VB. All this large amount
of information will be put in shape as
quickly as possible and communicated as
provided for in the proceedings.

It is doubtful if ever there were in any
other case so many and so valuable evi-
dences as in this of tbe wisdom of a scheme
of this character in tbe commencement cf
a movement for development. Tbe con-
vention was a truly representative body,
and was in council for tbe promotion of the
interests of as fino a section cf country _

the sun sbiL.cs upon in all tbat rewards
labor and capital, offering tbe best of ad-
vantages for railroad enterprise, and
abounding in the greatest blessingß of com-
fort and health for man. Such tiuths
should and did animate tbe body tbat
turned the conclusion of its work over to
the committees that will ably and faith-
fully execute tho important trust com-
mitted to their care. This completed tbo
first and proper step tbat has been taken,
and we shall then loam of tbe future and
the natnre of tho effort, if to be continued.
The people have now done all they can do,
until the railroad authorities signify some
further exebango of viowp, and such further
considerationand action as may lead to ac-
complishment.

The L'cdsub.
"There Is abundant evidence that the taking

of tbe census last Juno was very Imperfectly
done. The result of the recount which has
been authorized In many districts throughout
the country Is ample proof of this statement.
The appointment cf tbe enumerators was
made by a vicious system that could not fail
to insure an unsatisfactory performanceof the
duty assigned to them. There has come to
light recently a series of circulars sent to
party organizations asking them to suggest
the names of persons in affiliation with them,
whom they would like to have named for the
service. Tho enumerators thus selected would
in the nature of things ba pensioners of the
party livingout of Its patronage, and as a rule
wholly unfit for the careful conduct of the
official inquest. After the work began some
were epenly exposed by their conduct, and
msny whose work was accepted were in-
competent for tho task, even if there was not
added to this an indolence aud Indifference
which aggravated the difficulty."

The abovo i 3 the introductory of an
editorial ia tbe New York Journal of
Commerce of tho 17lh instant, which dis-
cusses the injustice done in a general way
in taking the census, and particularly in
cities, including New York and Brooklyn.
The article referred to concludes as fol-
lows :?

"The conviction that injustice has been
done to these two cities is now so genera! and
deep-seated that something mustbe attempted
iv the way cf investigation or there will be an
outbreak of public feeiing that will not be
relished by those who aro in a measure re-
sponsible lor the existing defects iv the enu-
meration. And there must be no white-wash-
ingof the old returns, and no slipshod test ap-
plied to them. A thorough, systematic can-
vass by intelligent, careful men is the only
thing that wiil givo public satisfaction.?
Taosc who havo the matter in their hands
cinnot afford, if they have any regard for their
own reputation, to refuse this demand."

Tho complaint is not confined to any
locilify. Richmond and other cities were
outspoken about it, acd Staunton asserts
the samo thing. At the lost meeting of
the City Council provision was mado for a
correct enumeration of the inhabitants, ia
order that what is believed to have been an
incorrect count ot the people may be
remedied. It is too late to effect anything
as it may be applied lo the important mat-
ters of representation of the people in Con-
gress aud the Electoral College; but :n
business generally as woll as in the prog-
ress of new development now going on, we
can at least eet ourselves right before the
country ia the number of our population.

The Macon, Ga., Telegraph finds that
trade balauces ?that is "free trade" balan-
ces?operate very peculiarly. It says:
"Great Britain imported last year foCO,-
-000,000 more than she exported, and for
many years "the balance of trade" has
been "against" her for Borne such huge
amount. If the theories of protec ionistt
be true, she should be the poorest country
on earth. It should be impossible to rind
within her borders a sirjgle coin or any
vestige of wealth, for surely no country can
lese $560,000,000 a year for many years
nnd have crjything left. But, somehow or
other, Gieat Britain grows iich on trad*
balances that are against her, and has so
much sparo money that she is buying up
everything profitable in countries whose
trade balances are iavorable.
