Senator Uarlisle, of Kentueky, on the
Tariff Bill.

On Tuesday of last week, Sept. 30th,
Senator Carlisle, of Kentucky, made a
speech in the Senate on the Turiff Bill
which, as reported in the Baltimore Sun,
was as follows :—

“The conference report on the tariff bill
was then taken up, and Mr. Carlisle ad-
He would not, he
said, attempt to discuss the economic
theory of the bill. It was now about to
pass entirely from the hands of the Senate
and beyond its control, and a- discussion of
the question could not ba undertaken with-
out neglecting the last opportunity to state
as accurately as possible what the main
provisions of the measure were and what
would bs its probable effect on taxation.—
It was not his purpoge to attempt to state
the eftect of the measure on the public
revenue, because it wounld be impossible to
do so with any degree of accuracy. But
be could state approximately what its ef-
fect on taxation would be.

In the statement made by the finance
committee when the bill was reported the
reduction of revenue had been given as
$71,000,000 under the Houee bill and $60,-
000,000 under the Senate bill. Of the §69,-
000,000 reduction (from articles placed on
the free list) nearly $56,000,000 came from
sugar and molassas, leaving only between
four and five millions as the reduction oc-

from the dutiable list. He asserted that
the bill as it now stood (excepting sugar
and molasses) removed from the free list
and placed on the dutiable list more than
it took from the dutiable list and placed on
the free list. He also asserted that the
bill would reduce the revenues and increase
the taxation; that while it would not in-
crease the revenues, it would inorease the
taxation of the people very many times the
amount by increasing the ‘prices of the
articles of similar domestic production. If
it were true that the revenue that would
be derived under the conference bill (on
the basis of the importations of 1889)
would be over $225,000,000, then the
average rate of duty on dutiable articles
would be 57 7-10 per cent., without taking
into sccount the effect of the ninth section
of the administrative bill, which would add
from four to five per cent. Unless all his
calculations were at fault, the average rate
of duty under the conference bill and the
administrative ill on dutiable articles
would be sixty per cent. instead of 45} per
cent. under existing law. 1f the Senator
from Rhode Island would take the articles
now on the dutiable lis5 and deduct sugar
and molasses from them he would find that
the average rate of daty under existing
law was a little over 41 per cent., while
the average rate of duty on the same ar-
ticles under the conference bill would be
sixty per cent.

Mr. Carlisle went on to give figures as to
the increased taxation under the conference
bill, stating it to be in the iron and steel
schedule ten millions, in the woolen
schedule fourteen millions, in the cotton
schedule two millions, in the flax and linen
schedule five millions, on tin-plate $8,735,-
000, and on tin in pigs or bars $1,357,000.

THE EFFECT OF THE BILL,

No man, he said, could predict what the
effect of that enormous increase of tax-
ation would be, nor could any man predict
precisely what its effect would be on the
revenues of the government. Ail that
they knew was that the very purpose—the
sole purpose and object—of such increased
taxation on these necessary articles was to
increase the price of domestic products, so
as to enable new industries to be estab-
lished in some cases, and to enable, in
other caseg, old industries to realiza larger
profits. But, in order to compersate for
that enormous increase of taxation on the
tools and implements of trade, and on cot-
ton, woolen and linen clothing, a tax of
two cents a pound (amounting to $5,800,-
000) was to be taken off tobacco. The re-
moval of that tax would relieve no man
and be beneficial to nobody except the
manufacturers and retailers of tobacco,
who would divide that two cents between
them. No producer of tobacco and no
consumer of tobacco would be benefited to
the extent of one mill. Coming to the
question of the bounty on sugar, 13 cents
per pound or sugar polarizing up to 90 per
cent. and two cents on sugar polarizing
over 90 per cent., he said that that bounty
would amount, on the basis of the present
production, to between seven snd eight
millionsa year. This was the first time,
he said, in the history of the couuntry that
it was proposed to pay out of the public
treasury a bounty to a domestic producer.
But no part of the bounty, he asserted,
would be paid to the grower of the beet or
gorghum or cane; every dollar of it would
go to the sugar manufacturer. It might
be said, however, that the producer would

That; he declared, could not be, for, in the
first place, the farmer could not control the
prices of his products and in the second
place the manufacturer of the beet sugar
would be compelled to sell his sugar in the
open market in competition with the
sugar made from cane and sorghum, and
could not afford to pay to the farmer oue
cent more for his beets than their value as
compared with the value of other substan-
ces from which sugar is made; nor would
the consumer, he said, receive any benefit
from the bounty. He would not get his
sugar one cent cheaper than he would get
it if there was no bounty paid, for the
bounty-paid sugar would sell in the
markets at the same price precisely as the
duty-paid refined sugar coming from other
countries. It was an entircly new de-
parture in the application of the principle
of protection in this country, acd was
copied from the paternal goveroments of
Europe. It did not apply equally to all
the people of the United States because
there was a large area of the country in
which cane, sorghum or beet could not be
produced. The advantage of the bounty
would be confined to those who make sugar
from the cane grown in Louisiana, the
sorghum grown in Kansas and the beet
grown in the Northwest. There was,
therefore, no possible ground on which the
constitutionality of that provision could be
-maintained except the ground that Con-
gress had the right to impose taxes to
raise revenue for the purpose of promoting
the general welfare, and that the proposed
bounty was such a proposition. It re-
quired no constitutional prohibition to in-
validate such a law oecause it was a viola-
tion of the terms of every social compact
in a free country.

The courts had invariably held that no
State Legislature could authorize a county
or municipality to impose taxes for the
purpose of encouraging manufactures or
any other industrial pursuits. If the States
could not do it, with unlimited powers of
taxing, how, Mr. Carlisle asked, counld the
general government do it? On this point
Mr, Carlisle quoted at length from writers
on jurisprudence and from decisions of
courts in several States to the effect that
taxation for private purposes was not taxa-
tion, but plunder. Among his citations
was one from a decision in 58th Maine,
where the question was whether counties
had the right to tax themselves to enable
corporations to carry on manufactures of
various kinds, and where the court said
that sach a law would be for the benefit of
the donee, but could not be for the benefit
of the people. i

RETALIATISR NOT RECIPROCITY,

.- Having disposed -of the legal points in-
volved, he said that the bill, baving put
sngar on the free list and provided for a
bounty to home producers, permitted the
President to impose the duty on sugar un-
less the governmeuts of sugar-produc,ng
countries on this hemisphere ¢‘should do
gomething that would be satisfactory to
his excellency.” It was proposed not to
enact a law that should take effect on the
happening or not happening of a particular
event, or occurrence or fact specified and
defined in the law itself, (which he coun-
ceded conld ke done,) but it was a propo-
sition to confide to the judgment or caprice
of the President alone the determination
not merely of certain facts defined in the
law, but of the results and effects of those
facts and circumstances. The amendment
offered by the Senator from Maine (Mr.
Hale) had been substantially correct, but
the amendment reported from the finance
committee and embodied in the Dbill was
not reciprocity; it was retaliation pure and
simple. No form of words could disguise
its true character. Coffee, tea and hides
had been on the free list for many years,
and had been put there for the benefit of
the people of the United States, and not as
an act of favoritism or friendship to any
foreign country producing them. Sugar
and molasses had been put on the free list
in the pending bill, on the sole and dis-
tinct ground that it would be for the bene-
fit of the people of the United States—the
consumers—without any relation whatever
to the question of reciprocity with other
nations. 'l'he proposition was one to re-
taliate on the people of the United States
by imposing a duty of 10 cents a pound on
tza, 3 cents a pound on coffee and from 35
to 59 per cent. on sugar unless Chw?,
Japan, Brazil and Spain should do certain
things over which the consumers in the
United States had no control. Mr. €arlisle
referred to the inconsistency of putting
sugar on the free list because the United
States did not produce a large proportion
of the amount consumed bere and putting
a high tax on tin-plate becanse the United
States did not produce any of it. He also
ridiculed the pretension of opening South
American markets to' the =agricultural
products of the United States,

The McKinley Tariff.

This burdenssme tariff will be fixed up-
on the people for years, as the Republicans
bkave a majority in the Segate which can-
not be changed for some years. This tariff
is pot only burdensoms, bus sectional, as it
discriminates against the South in favor of
the North.

In speakicg of thia tariff, the N. Y. Her-
ald says:— -

‘“‘In its general features what do we see?
A pnew measure as stringent and sweepiog
a8 was found necessary at the outbreak of
the war. A consequence of that unhappy
strife was that the government needed vast
sums of money. Property was taken as
lives were taken—the public safety the su-
preme iseue. It would be profitless to dis-
cuss what was then done. History will in-
dubitably say that our finances were man-
aged as miserably as the military aflairs,
and that rapine in campaigns was followed
by rapine in the Treasury.

Finagclal rapine thrived upon what ic
lived. When the war ceased it was hoped
that the war measures wounld end. This
was not to be. The special interests < hich
the war tariff had served—wool, iron,

ton, salt, oil and wine—were not disp

to surrender the vast revenues whica an in-
iquitous impost brought them. The tax on
wool meant a tax upon every blanket,shawl
or bit of winter diapery necessary to the
comfort of the laborer. No matter, woo!
must be protected. The tax on iron came
home to every farmer who owned a plough,
to every laborer at the forge. No matter,
the Carnegies must have their unnecessary,
semi-felonious millions, that libraries may
be endowed in Scotland. Cotton goods,
the proceeds of the cotion plant, might be
free, and with that the commercial empire
of the Pacific. But no! The cotton manu-
facturers of New England subscribed to the
success of the repiblican party, and pover-
ty must bear the burden.

Yes, poverty must bear the barden. The
time will come—and within the lives of
many who read these lines—when this tar-
iff will be studied as a remmnant of barba-
rism. To that happy result we shall come
after a bitter experience. The United
States is too great a country and its com-
mercial influence on the world too wide-
spread for such a measure to be passed
without a revulsion and reaction. Already
we hear from Germany, England, France
and Spain the rumble of resentment. One
| industry is destroyed here and another
there. - And there~s-a-saft chugkle of satis-
faetion in some protection papera, as Lot
of victory won, because some German town
has gone into starvation, cr some French
industry has fallen into blight and ruio.
There may be an amusing side to these
realities, but we cannot see it. American
labor means American manhood, and Ame-
rican manhood would live by its own energy
and courage. To live at the expense of
fellow beings, fellow Christians in other
lands, was never intended in the economy
of our institutions.

Nor will the policy impled in this Tariff
bill be without its penaliies. One hundred,
better perhaps two hundred, millions taxa-
tion imposed every year upon American la-
bor, in order that Mr, Carnegie may endow
libraries in Scotland, and a thousand trusts,
combinations, leagues, pools, or whatever
name the nefarious mozopolies may as-
sume, cannot last forever. The war is
over, 8o far as it means the slaying of men
and the destruction of property. The war
is not over as to its financial burdens. The
time will come when it will not bs endur
ed, when it will bring panic, stress and
change. It would be well were wisdom to
look that way now. We have no such hope.
The tariff we accept with shame and sor-
row. It bodes no good to the nation. To
the people it means burdens that should
never exist. To those w rofit by its im-
mediate iniquity it means Wltimate sorrow,
the comsequences of which they should
study with concern.”’

Soon after Mr. Harrison was inaugurated
he told a delegation of white southern re-
publicans he would not like to be ‘‘officer-
ed’”’ by negroes, and would not subject
other white paople to what would be objac-
tionable to himself.

An Inside View of the Tariff Influences.

Mr. Henry W. Oliver has been giviog to
an interviewer glimpses of the way the
tariff was manipulated to suit certain iuter-
ests. Mr, Oliver was a member of the
tariff commission of 1882, and has bsen
gince that time a sort of consulting counse!
to republican tariff committees. Now that
an agreement has been reached on disputed
points, Mr. Oliver has foucd himself at
liberty to leave Washington and return to
Pittsburg, ?elighted with the changes in
the tariff in favor of Pennsylvania’s indus-
tries. In his opinion the new tariff bill **has
the best proportioned rates, and is the most
protective bill that has ever been passed.”
Upon the latter fact we imagine there will
be but one opinion. It is protection carried
almost to. the extreme of prohibition. Its
advantages to Pittsburg "are many, and
among them he cites with fnction the in-
creased duaties that have been placed on
iron ties and tin-plates—the first to give to
Pittsburg the mosopoly of iron ties at the
expense of the Southern cotton-grower, and
the next to build up a business that does
not now exist in sheet iron and steel of a
thinness suitable for making tin-plates. In
the meantime, and until this tin-plate in-
dustry is established, a heavy tax is placed
upon all the tin-plates imported from Eng-
land, and consequently upon all articles of
tin, from domestic utensils to tin-roofing.
The South is to ba taxed on its cotton ties
but a concession is made to the West on
binder twine, a species of favoritism which
shows in a glaring light the political par-
tisanship which animated the framers of the
new tariff On pig-iron, remarks Mr.
Oliver, there was no change, but a small
reduction was made on bar and structural
iron, which will not affect the trade. The
New England members wanted to place a
duty as low as half a cent per pound on
plate iron and steel, but word was sent to
the iron and steel manufacturers of this bold
proposal, and ‘‘at their call the representa-
tives of Pennsylvania, Ohio and Illinois
took prompt and determined action to de-
feat it,”’ The New Englanders got worsted
in the struggle, but as an act of grace the
manufacturers assented to a reduction of the
duty by a fraction, 2“making it between
seven-tenths and eight-tenths of a cent on
steel plates and proportionally higher on
boiler plates.”’ “On hoops, bands and
sheets,”’ says Mr. Oliver, ‘‘the rates fixed
are satisfactory to those industries.”’ Then
follows this remarkable confession: ¢On
wire rods, wire and its prodacts, nails, tubes
and articles of iron and steel in advanced
forms the rates adopted were those propos-
ed by the manufacturers.” The House

made a reduction on steel rails and carried
Ttapoant:  ‘but the rate,’’ says Mr. Oliver,
“ig still high @sosgh_to prevent importa-
tions.” Oo steel billots thers way B~Gus
agreement between the two bouses. The
House insisted on five-tenths per pouund, the
Senate on four-tenths per pouand, but the
small manufacturers of New England were
80 clamorous against any increase of duty
that finally the House gave in and left the
daty what it was in the old tariff, which is
forty-five per cent. ad valorem. Some bil-
lets may be imported into New England at
that rate, sagys Mr. Oliver, and some steel
rails into California on the reduced duty,
but he adds, ““we shall keep the rest of the
trade at home, and, in addition, we shall
have the cotton-tie business and develop the
tin-plate manufactare.” Nor is Mz, Oliver
wanting in gratitude for what Congress has
done.

Then the people would seem take an in-
creased interest in matters of religion, and
hope would bud again in the evangelist’s
breast. Oage Bunday recently the little
chapel on the mountain side was crowded
and the evangelist was exhorting his hear-
ers to leave their rifles and hunting koives
at home when they went to church.
Ia the course of half an hour he grew
eloquent, and was justthinkiog that he was
going to carry his point when a fat buck
trotted past the chapel and disappeared in
the laurel thicket. An old hound that was
sleeping in the chapel door gave a yelp and
started after the back, and the male por-
tion ot the congregation grabbed their rifles
and followed without waiting for a motion
to adjourn. When they were all out of
sight the evangelist said in dispair:

“Oh! It’s no uge, it’s no use.”

“Yes, ’tis,’’ said a one-legged man that
was left behind. ¢‘I’ll bet you a dollar
they’ll have that deer inside of two hours.”’
