| THE SUBJECT OF IMMIGRATIONAND OTHER
QUESTIONS DISCUSSED.

! The following extracis from the reportr of the Chairman of tbe State Board of Agii
culture will be read with interest:?

, "Immigration still continues," says the
[ report, "to bo a mixed and perplexing qu<s_-

, tion iv Virginia, "with but little prospect of
, immediate solution. There are conflicting
, local interests giving rise to conflicting

theories. For near tweDty years the pre-
vailing opinion has obtained that relief to
ou- agricultural interests can bo found in
promoting increased foreign immigration to

. the State. At intervals immigration boards
an.i societies bave been organized lo that
end. Agents wilh pub!icatio-8 have been
sent to foreign lands to furnish information
and induce immigration, but ail have pro-
ven almost entire failures In view of this,
and (or the purpose of procuring l.rsd por-
ch, ore rather than mere laborers, the
Board on entering on its duties decided to
direct the attention of the people of the
B"ales and of our own Stale to the variety
of resources, not only agricultural, but oth-
erwise, which may be developed into com-
pensating values bare under the public eyo,
and bordering on the wharves of domestic
aad foreign commerce.

WHAT THE AGENT DID.
"An agent of business qualifications and

ability, who had already made the subject a
study and had experience in snch society
organizations, was employed to visit the
best fields of operation and present the ad-
vantages of the State by public addresses
acd printed matter. He succeeded in
awakening considerable enquiry and per-
sonal visit- to the State. A system of re-
ception acd information committees for the
several counties were designated by the
agent to direct and protect the coming
strangers from the grasp and imposition of
sharpers, who had done the cause of immi-
gration harm in the past, by taking advan-
tage of tho uninformed, who ia most cases
departed from tbe State with damaging re
port.

HOSTILE CRITICISM. I
"This plan had fairly commenced when

it was arrested by hostile criticism and
potental influences, and finally it was aban-
doned and the agent discontinued. Tbe
old plan of publishing matter and sending
it abroad by the mails and by newspaper
publications was again adopted under the
direoticc of the Committee of Immigration.
Almost tbe entire funds, whicb could be
spared from the working operations of tbe
department, were devoted to this object?
at the instance of those who still had con-
fidence in this mode?upon the supposition
that the publications should be numerous
and very extended. There has not yet
been sufficient time to make fall proof of
this woik. The Commissioner reports that
thus far the inquiries for land are less fre-
quent and the visitors diminished.

A FOBLOKN HOPE.
"On the other hid, it is regarded alnvssl

a forlorn hope to attempt to work the for-
eign field with the small resources of the
department; that it were better to direct
onr efforts in securing better handling of
the most productive lands and secure the
most profitable results irom tbe expendi- j
tnre made.

THOROUGH TRAINING FOR FARMERS.
"Nothing short of thorough traioi-g in

the most approved methods, directed by
discriminating judgment in tbe exercise of
unflagging industry and economy, will
scour, successful results. It is folly to sup-
pose that the thoughtless, slip shed routine
ofthe p_st year will sussain the increasing
demands upon the agriculture of the pres-
ent. Though all live on the product of the
soil, yet thero is a deplorable disposition to
ueglect its intelligent cultivation.

"Under existing conditions it is unwise
to attempt to cultivate the extensive area
which was brought, ,n _ cultivation with
more and abundant and cheaper labor. The
cultivation of the best portion will produce
more than an attempt upon the whole.
There must be a new departure?not only
n the practice; but agriculture needs the

fostering help _ every legitimate support.
The confident belief and urgentsolicitations
of many, to induce the Board to assist in
holding farmers' iustitutes, had led to an
experimentwhich resulted satisfactorily in
instructing and arousing fresh interest
among thoso who attended the meetings.

"Much of the discontent wbioh has
sprung up iv agricultural circles," continues
Mr. Koiner, "l>a3 grown oat of the belief
that this paramountiudustry has been nog-
lected and disparaged, while other depart-
ments of learning bave long since roceived
tbe fostering care of the government.

The report suggests to the Legislature
to take timely action in the matter of hav-
ing Virginia properly represented at the
Chioago Exposition.

about the way the legislator is controlled by
the sportsmen:

"The birds are of very great advantage
to the farmers, and should be protected hy
mere stringent laws: but, alas, tue voter,
with his dog and gun, looks tbe timid legis-
lator in the face and bis 'heart _i? him'
altogether and tho sheep and birds are
abandoned to tbe tender mercies of the dogs
and guv. Chivalrous Virginians 'would
face a world in arms,' bat have a deplorable
weakness for sport at tbe saoriflce of impor-
tant iuteresis!

days ago it was sim.ounc.d iv these dispttch-
es that Bud McCoy, one of the mo:-t notori-
ous of the McC>y f-ction in the famous
Hatfield-McCoy fend, hid been murdereri,
The particulars have at last be-on r.c.ived,
and are about as follows: Oa Thursday af-
ternoon oi October 30, as Bud McCoy was
leaving the houa. of John Joslin, on P_er's
cre°k, Pike ciur.ty, Ky.. wbere ho had eat-
en dinu.r, he passed Bill Dy_ and Pies
McCoy. As soou _his bick was turned
the pair fired on him. At the shot Bud fell
from his horse dead. Several more shots
wore fired iuto his prostrate body, and his
head beaten io a jelly with a stone. After
committing this fearful crime the murderers
fled. A pur__i_g party wa3 quickly made
up, aud the ohase began. Oa a branch of
Kaox cr_k, iv Buchanan county, Virginia,the pair were overtaken, and a short fight
ensued. Pies McCoy received a slight flesh
wound on tbe cheek and surrendered. Dyre
dropped his rifle and fled, and has not as yetbeen apprehended. A reward of $850 has
been offered for his capture. There are sev-
eral stories afloat as to tbe origin of the kill-
ing, The one most believed is that some
years since Bud McCoy ran away with a
sister of one Aaron Smith and then deserted
her. She afterwards bee.me the wifo of
Bill Dyre. He was acquainted with her
past, but ne_r forgave Bud. Smith was an
ex jail bird, having escaped from tbe Pike
oounty jail last summer. Bud McCoy, be-
ing deputy sheriff, attempted his capture
several times. This faot, with the past,
embittered Smith against McCoy, and it is
alleged that he hired Pies McCoy and Bill
Dyre to do the bloody work. Smith is now
in jail, charged with being an acoessory to
the crime. Pies McCoy, who is not over
sixteen years of age, confessed after being
arrested that Smith had promised him aWinchester rifle and a revolver if he would
fire tbe first shot. The murdered man was
a cousin of Pies McCoy, a brother-in-law of
Oyre, and is said to have killed eight men
during his life.
