The New York Journal of Commerce,
which has continuously and ably opposed
the courss of those at Washizgton who as-
sumed dictatorial powers and are planning
to perpstuate their rule by similar means,
says that that more than all else,caused the
withdrawal of confidence from them by the
independent voters, resulting in the over-
throw of the dominant party. The dispos-
ition to interfere with home-rule and local
affairs, and encroachments of that chzarac-
ter are first discussed in the article from
which the following is quoted:—

“The Federal government kept its hands off
from this sort of work until a comparatively
recent period. Up to the date of the war there
was such a jealousy in regard to any interfer~
ence of this character with home rule on the
part of Washington officials, that it would net
have been tolerated for a single moment, Dus
ring the civil war, the Federal government
partly from necessity (at least this was the
piea) and partly from the natural greed of
power in the human heart, inaugurated a
series of encroachments upon rights that had
been deemed sacred up to that hour. We do
not refer to its treatment of the localities' in
revolt, but to the n2w authority it asserted
over the people in States that were true Lo tue
Union, These impositions and exactions were
patiently borne by the majority for the sake of
theissue involved in the great struggie,and in
the hope that when the war was ciosel the
g asping hand would be lifted and th2 rights
of the people to the old fashioned home rule
would be once more restored.

In this all conservative people have been
greatly disappointed. The taste of unauthoriz-
ed power seems only to have increased the
lust for its possession and extension, and in-
stead of relinquishing the illegal and unseemly
grasp, new inroads have veen made almost
every year upon popular rights. The internal
revenue system gave an excuse for domiciliary
visits and a constant espionage upon local af-
fairs and inland trade and commerce. The
charges of fraud and intimidation of voters at
the South induced the passage of a law author-
izing the appointment of Federal supervisors
on the request of a few individuals for every
volling piace in the Union. These have been
appointed for all large Democratic municlpal-
ities, and have only served, as in the late reg-
istration and election we can testify from our
personal experience, to irritate honest voters
by studied and persistent insults.

The Interstate Commerce law was another
great step in this work of centralization. The
people have only as yet had a taste of its arbi-
trary power, but they will get enough of 1t be=
fore the curtain falls, The Oleomargarine
law, the Lard bill, and all these kindred meas-
ures are part and parcel of the same system of
encroachment upon State rights In the exer-
cise of powers that were conceded to the Fede-
ral government and were solemniy and form-
ally reserved to the States and to the people.
We are opposed to unjust railroad discrimina-
tions, we have done our best to check the
frauds in oleumatgﬁrlne mixtures, we have
exposed the cheating in glucose, we have no
love for cottonseed oil, and whether served up
f rsalad or passed off for lard we would eschew
it if we could. But rather than have the Fede~
ral government stretch its prerogatives to
punish the iojustice of the carriers or the
adulteration of food products we would sub-
mit to the worst features of these wrongs and
outrages and swallow the compounds at every
meal,

And now we hear of the Force bill and of a
farther project not only to make a new Cons
gressional apportlionmeat but even to lay out
in each State the districts wherein these mem
bers shall be chosen._ And it is proposed by a
Cabinet official that the Federai government
shall assume control of the telegraphs, and in~
corporate that with the postal system, All
this may be ordered at the next short session
of Congress by the majority still holding over,
but we have abiding faith in the ultimate veto
power of the people on all these centralizing
schemes, The partisan followers of those who
originate these measures may support their
leaders, but they will not carry the country
with thers, and sooner or later they will come
to grief, Oppression and misrule may be for a
dav, but liberty and justice are for all time,
