MR, CLEVELAND TALES ABOUT THE CAUSES
OF THE POLITICAL UPHEAVAL.

The New York Commercial Advertiser
says a representative of that paper asked
ex-President Cleveland for an expression of
opinion as to the causes of the recent politi-
cal revolution.

“Well,” said the ex-President, “it must
be ociear to all thoughtful men that the
popular demand for a reform of the tariff,
which the republican party denied, was the
chief factor in the result. The peopie want-
ed a reduction of the cost of living, and the
republican Congrees increased the cost of
the necessaries of life. As a cousequence,
the people showed their disapprobation by
eleoting a Congress from which they may
expect relief from their burdens. The pub-
lic may be hood-winked for a time by false
representations, but it never fails to find
out the deception and punish the deceivers.
The campaign for tariff reform was ingu-
gurated in full reliance on the intelligence
of the American people, and the reaults of
last Tuesday’s election justify this faith in

them.

] believe that this victory for democracy
is not the result of the passing enthusiasm
among demoorats or of factional quarrels
among republicans. It is, in my opinion, 8
deliberate expression of a conviction which
has been reached after careful thoaght.

“During the last two years the tariff Re-

- form e and similar organizations have
been sending documents all over the coun-
. Thisis a rather slow way to make
conversions,
fect of eloquence on the people, but when
men’s minds are convinced by careful read-
ing and thinking the effects are likely to be
more enduring than those produced by s
gpeech. The tariff reform campaign has
been carried on by these leagues on this as-
sumption, and I think that the men who
voted for tariff reform this year will be apt
t0 remain with our party on that issue if
their faith in our party’s sincerity con-
tinues.”

“What do you think of the result
Massachusetts?’’ asked the reporter.

*t is one of the most significant features
of the election,”” was the reply. ‘‘Govern-
or-elect Russell made his canvass on the
tariff reform issue, and was elected by 10,-
000 majority in a strongly republican man-
ufacturing State. The democratic candi-
dates for Congress asked the votes of the
people on the same issue, and the oon;plex-
ion of the Massachusetts delegation in the
Fifty-second Congress shows the result.

“The tariff has alsodone its work in New
Hampshire and other New England States.

“The demooratic victories iu the West
are the protests of the farmers against a
tariff which taxes their 3gﬂcnltuml imple
ments, their clothes and their household
goods and gives them no compensating
benefits. The elections in Michigan, Wis-
consin, Illinois, Nebraska, Kansas and the
other Western States indicate that the work
begun two years ago is bearing fruit,

“The democratio party is still held by its
pledge to make a just revision of the tariff.
1t now has a large majority in the Hounse of
Representatives, and it will continue the
work begun in the Fiftieth Copgress and
keep up the fight until its promises to the
people are redeemed.”’

“In the very first entry in this journal,
made November 20th, 1825, Scott refers
with interest to his recent visit to Ireland,
where he had been received with enthusi-
asm and unbounded hospitality : “I was
in Ireland last summer, and had a most
delightful tour.

cottages wounld scarce serve for pigsties,
even in Scotland, and their rags seem the
very refuse of a rag shop and are disposed
on their bodies with such ingenious variety
of wretcheduesa that you would think
nothing but some sort of perverted tsste
could have assembled so many shreds
together. You are constantly fearful that
some knot or loop will give, and place the
individual before you in all the primitive
simplicity of Paradise. Then, for their
food, they have only potatoes, and too few
of them., Yet the men look stout anc
bealthy, the wcemen buxom and well
colored.”

He returns the next day to the subject of
this tour, which evidently had left pleasant
memories: ‘‘Once more of Ireland. I said
their poverty was not exaggerated; neither
is their wit nor their good humor, nor their
whimnsical absurdity, nor their courage.

“Wit—I gave a fellow a shilling on some
cccasion when sixpence was the fee. ‘Re-
member, you owe me sixpence, Pat.’—
‘May your honor live till I pay you!’ I'here
was courtesy as well as wit in this, and all
the clothes on Pat’s back weuld bave been
dearly bought by the sum in question.

¢Good humor.—Thera is perpetual kind-
ness in the Irish cabin; buttermilk, pota-
toes, & stool is offered, or a stone is rolled
that your honor may sit down and be out
of the smoke, and those who beg every-
where else seem desirous to exercise free
hospitality in their own houses. Their
patural disposition is turved to gayety acd
bappiness; while a Scotchman is thinking
about the term day, or, if easy on that sub-
ject, about bell in the next world—while
an Englishman is making a little hell of his
own in the present because his muffin is
not weil roasted—Pat’s mird is always
turned to fan snd ridicule. They are ter-
ribly excitable,to be sure, and will murther
you on slight suspicion, and find out next
day that it was all a mistake, and that it
wnsl??t yourself they meant to kill at all,
at all.”’

TeE FARMERS’ ALLIANCE TO EXTIN-
GUISH SECTIONALISM.—A dispatch from
Kansas City, Mo., says in its issue of this
week the Farmers’ Advocate, the cfficial
paper of the Farmers’ Allirnce or people’s
party of Kansas, has the following to say
of the fature of the party:—

“We shall at once commence to marshal
the hosts of the people for the conflict of
1892. In this great work there are many
prejudices to be overcome. Sectional lines

must be abolished. Interests which are
identical must be brought together, and the
combined forces of the sagricultural and
laboring classes must be consolidated against
the forces of the corporations, monopolies,
trusts, syndicates and monied aristocrats
who have for years feasted upon the sub-
stance of the people. When we say these
forces are to be marshaled against the op-
pressors of the people we do not mean that
the injustice which has characterized the cor
porate power of America is to be returned
in kind. The people simply ask for justice,
that alone, and that, by the eternal, they
will have. The coming contest, therefore,
will not take place between the Northern
and Southern sections of our country. The
interests of the people of the West and
South are identical,and their political forees
must be consolidated against the power of
corporate greed. We may as_well recog-
nize this fact now as to permit our preju-
dices to postpone the day of its recogni-
tion.

““The professional politicians of both par-
ties, both North and South, who have de-
voted their lives so assiduousiy to the pro-
motion of corporate interests, recognize
that this union of the two sections is the
great danger that threatens the power of
monopoly, and they, therefore, constantly
aim to keep alive the prejudices that have
estranged them only to prey upon them and
to maintain political supremacy by their
alienatiou. It has been and is the holy
mission of the Farmers’ Alliance to subdue
this sectional prejudice. It is full time for
this nation to become united. Did the
hosts of the army in blue face shot and shel
to maintain and perpetuate a more perfect
union or to divide the nation icto contend-
ing sections? If the former, let us see to it
that those who fell did not perish in vain.
Let usges to it that those of their comrades
who survive may live to see a country re—
deemed and its liberties restored. Down
with all sectional lines. A waywith all gec-
tional prejudices. Let the fires of patriot—
ism that still burn in the hearts of the peo-
ple consume the prejudices of the past.—
Let one flag float over us and one spirit 80
perfectly pervade our hearts that we shall
be able and willing to stand shoulder to
ghonlder in the great army that must make
lasting conquest of the hosts of corporate
greed that are fattening upon the stolen
substance of the péopte.”’
