A Painful Occurrence.

Mr. J. H. Flecker meets with a sad acci-
dent ATTHE B. A 0. B.AI LROAD STATION.

Tho intelligenceof the sad occurrence at the
Passenger station of the Valley Railroad Mon-
day afternoon went rapidly from lip to lip and
at each mention of it, there was expression o
deep sorrow, for tbe estimable gentlemanand
his family who realize a calamity indeed.

Mr J, H. Plecker is a director and general
manager of the Raphine Improvement Com-
pany. Mr. Chas. E. Kemper, also of this City.
Is Vice President of the same company, and
Col. H. J. Williams, of Greenville, is the Pres-
ident.

On the sooth-bound train on the Valley rail-
road, whloh passes Staunton at6:3o p.m., it
was supposed Col. Williams would be a pas-
senger, and Messrs, Plecaor and Kemper re-
paired to theStation with the view ol meeting

him. On the arrival of the train, Mr. Pieck6r
and Mr. Kemper walked along the station
platform lookingIn the windows of the cars
for Colonel Williams, and finally Mr. Plecker
entered the car in his search,but Col. Williams
was not there. In the meantime the passen-
gers stopping here had left the cars, and those
to enter had done so, and, as Is usual, the train
was backing to the siding below the freight
depot to detach the palace car, as that is not
carried beyond Staunton.

Mr. Plecker supposed the train had started
south and would notstop,aud he passed quick-
ly to the end of the car aud Jumped from the
platform,justas It reached the northern end of
the station platform. Supposing tbe train was
moving south.be jumped In thatdirection and
contrary to the direction be intended. In an
instant be was caught under the truck. Th
train was stopped as quickly as possslble, and
in less distance than the length of a car.

It appears that his overcoat had become en-
tangled in the machinery of the truck, and
that about fifteen minutes of time passed be
fore he could be extricated.

Drs. A. M, and H. H. Henkel and B. P. Reese
were summoned as quickly as posslblo, Oa
examination It was found that his left ankle
was crushed, and that there were bruises on
the left leg and elswhere on his body. He was
conveyed to his resldenco on West Augusta
street. Tbe night was passed with compara-
tive composure, considering the nature of his
injuries and his age, being now over sixty-one
years old.

Tne limb
was amputatedbelow the knee yesterday fore-
uo.n .

Youthful Offenders.
What to do with youthful offenders against

the laws, Is a qnestlon which has taxed the
authorities in charge of the peaoe and good or-
der ofcommunities, especially of cities whioh
have no institutions of tbekind, which, it ap-
pears, has been established at Richmond. We
have been requested to give publicity to the
following. We know nothing of the reforma
torymethods practiced nor really of theschool,
but must suppose they are all that are claimed
for them:?

"TheIndustrial School, established by thePrison Association of Virginia, is now ready to
receive white youths who are under sentence
for crime. They will also take charge of boys
whose parents are not able to control them.
For the latter there will be a charge of 83 per
week, which Includes tuition, board, and
clothes.Itis the objectof the association to give theseboys a good business education, and by moraltraining and kind treatment to turn them
from a life ofvice and make them good and
useful citizens. Four hours a day are given to
school work., four hours to industrial work,
six hours to movements, meals, recreation,
study, and other exercises, leaving nine to ten
hours for sleep.

What to do with youthful offenders has fre-
quently given rise to discussions in the City
Council ofStaunton as well as to what might
be done by the City Government and the Hust-
ings Court that would carry with the correc-
tion ofevil habits, sufficient punishmentof a
light character to bring about the results so
much desired. Imprisonmentin tbe ordinary
Jails and the penalties inflicted in a chain-
gang aretoo severe.and yet the puzzllng'ques-
tion?"What Is tobe done?"?constantly con-
fronts the authorities in charge of the well-be-
ing ol the community.

A Reformatory work-shops and schools, it
was demonstrated in the discussions in City
Council, could not be established in Staunton
at an expenditure which could be reasonably
Incurred, an st If tbeywere commence J,parents,
and those holding superior control over the
youthfuloffender, would not co-operate with
theauthorities in allowing them to remain
longer under the beneficial instruction than
was required by the sentence for the offence
committed, which, In most cases, would be
but a few weeks or months.
It mightbe worth while for cur City Govern-

ment to confer with the Secretary of the In-
dustical School established by the Prison As-
sociation of Virginia,and even ifonly a few of
the youth,who are offenders, can be reformed
and profitably instructed through such means,
it will well repay the trouble.
