Mr, Plecker was sixty-one years old, 13th of
last October, Through life he was an active
business man, and had the esteem and friend-
ship of all who came in contact with him. Not
only a grief~stricken family mourns for the
head of the household thus suddenly faken
from them, but mapy f{riends and acqualnt-
ances lament the loss that deprives tkem of
his counsels and their associatien with him.

The annual mseting of the stockholders of
the Valley Railroad Company,which had been
postponed from the regular day in November,
was held in the Law Office of J.and J. L. Bum-
gardner in this city the 3rd instant. There
were present several individual stockholders
by proxy, the city of Baltimore represented by
Henry Duvall, the Baltimore and Ohio Rail-
road Company by J. T. Odell, the county of
Rockbridge by Blackford Harris, the town of
Lexington by William A. Anderson, and the
City of Staunton by W. P. Tams. Robert W.
Burke presided, and James Bumgarduer was
Secretary.

The report of the President and Directors {or
the year ended 3)th of September, 18)) was
presented by Mr. Odell, from which the folio# -
ing summary is made:—

The gross receipts were, from trafiic, §i32,030,-
28,an increase over the former year of $15,677.79;
and from other sources, $2,655.39,—%ess by §4,
453,07 than the previous year, making the total
increase of receipts $11,224.72.

The disbursemeuts were $111,400.02, an in~
crease of $22,834.93 over the previous year. The
net earnings for tha year were $23,365.6i—less
than the previous year by $11,610.26.

There were 56,907 more miles run by the pas-
senger tralns this than the past year.

The Baltimore and Ohio delivered at Har~
risonburg to the Valley line 2,364 more tons of
freight than the previous year, ard received
from the Valley road at that place an increase
of 11,982 tons,

I'he freight delivered to the Chesapcake and
Ohio at Staunton was 7,191 tons more than in
1889, and the freight received from it was 15,279
tons more.

The freight delivered to the Richr:ond and
Alleghany road at East Lexington was 1,904
tons less than in 1889, and the freight received
from it was 2,224 tons less.

Five hundred tons of new 63-pound steel
ralls were laid, and 24,250 new cross~ties were
used during the year, &

First. We demand the abolition of na-

tional banks; we demand.that the govern-

ment ghall establish sab treasuries or de-

positories in the several States whica shall

loan money direct to the people at a low

rate of interest; oot to exceed 2 per cont.

per annam on non-perishable farm products

and also upon real estate, with proper limit-

ations upon the quantity of lind and

amount of money; we demand that the
amcunt of the circulating medmum be

speedily increased to not less than $50 per
capita.

Second. We demand that Congress shall

puss such laws as shall effectzally prevent

the dealing in fatures on all agricultural
and mecbaunical productions, preserving a
stringent system of procedure in trials such
as shall secure the prompt conviction and
imposition of such penalties as shall secure
the most perfect compliance with the law.
Thisd. We condemn the silver biil re

cently passed by Coogress, and demand io
liea thereof the free and unlimited coinage
of silver.

Fourth, We demaud the passage of laws
prohibiting alien ownership of land, and
that Congrees take promps action to devise
some plan to cbtain all lands now owned
by aliens and foreign syndicates, and that
all lands now held by railroads and other
corporations in excess of such as is actual-
ly used and needed by them be reclaimed
by the government and held for actual
settlers only.

Fifth. Believing in the dootrine of equal
rights to all and special privileges to none,
we demand that cur national legislation
ghall be so framed 1n the future as not to
build up one industry at the expense of an-
otker, We further demand a removal of
the existing heavy tariff tax from the nec

esgaries of life that the poor of our land
must have. We furiher demand a just asd
equitable system of graduated tax on in-
comes. We believe that the money of the
country skould be kept 2s much as possible
1n the bands of the psople, and bhence we
demsnd that all national and State reven-
ues shall be limited to the necessary ex-
penses of the goveroment economically and
honestly administered.

Sixth, We demand the most rigid,houest
and just State and pational governmental
coutrol and supervision of the metliods of
public communication and trausportation,
and if this control aud supervision do not
zemove the abuse now existing we demand
the govercment ownership of such mears
of communication and transportation.
