The Weather at Xmas and After.

It commenced snowing hers early on Christe
mas morning and continued all that day and
night and a part of the next day. The snow-
flakes were the smallest we ever saw to fall for
such a lengthy of time, and, in consequencer
the enow~fall was not very great and covered
the ground only to the depth of7 or 8 inches.
If the snow- flakes had bzen of tha usual size
the snow would have been two or three times
as deep, and probably as deep as the one of
Dec. 16-17 it succeeded. On Friday morning
the weather was cold with the thermometer a8
low as 20 degrees. This we consider cold here,
but at the same time in Vermont it was 60 de-
grees colder, the mercury there, as reported,
registering 40 degrees below zer In this
climate it seems almost incredible that it could
be 80 cold In Vermont. On Saturday, the
weather was not go cold, but it again became
colder on Saturday night, and on Sunday
morning the mercury again fell to 20 degrees.
The sky was ciear, the sun shone brightly, and
wher2 the sunshine reached thawing took
place, In the afternoon the mercury rose
above the freezing point—32 degrees.

The snow that commenced falling Lere early
Xmas morning did not commence farther
North and West till that evening or night, but
it extended over much greater territory than
that which fell on the 16th ard 17th, which will
be memorable hore as the degep snow of Decem~
ber, 1890, In some placesit was attended with
high winds and intense cold, neither of which
we suffered here to any considerable d=gree at
that time.

At the time of the deep snow we were on the
western wing of the storm that passed from
the South up the Gulf stream, and in the last
we were on the Eastern edge of the storm that
passed from Texas to the Northeast, where it
impinged upon a cold anti-cyclone which add-
ed violence to it, which wasseverely felt in the
Northeastern States, giving them snow, wind,
and cold weather.

On Sunday evening, it again became colder
here, and by 12 o’clock at night the thermom~
eter registered 22 degrees, but it became warm-
er before morning, and the mercury stood at 30
degrees at sunrise, after which it continued to
rise till it reached 52 degrees at 3 o’clock, p. m.
The sun shone brightly with the wind from
the West. During Monday night it again be-
came cold and at 8 o’clock Tuesday morning
the mercury indicated 18 degrees above zero—
14 degrees below freezing. It was doubtless
colder earlier in the morning.

The air was calm and consequently it did not
feel as cold as it would have done if the wind
bad been blowing., The thermometer, how-
ever, showed that it was the coldest morning
we have had here thls winter, and there is now
a prospect of an ice-crop® The sun shone
brightly, and the weather moderated during
the day, and at 3 o’clock the mercury indicat-
ed 48 degrees,

New-Year Resolutiens.

This is the time of the year when those who
fezl the need of it make resolutions of reform.
It is well to make good resolutions, and it is
not difficult to do so; but it is muck better to
deep them faithfully, which many find it is not

If resolutions are not to be kept unbroken,
they had better not be made at all, for to make
resolutions and then to break them, has the
effect of weakening the power of the will, and
making the party lose confidence in his
strength of character—making his *“last state
worse than his first.””

ROAD TO THE NATIONAL CEMETERY.

The Cloture or Closirg Rule fo Stop De-
bate.

The following is the full text of the
Cluture rule as reported to the Benate by
Mr. Aldrich :— :

Resolved, That for the remainder of this
session the rules of the senate be amended
by adding tbereto the following: When any
bill, resolution or other question shall have
been ucnder consideration for a reasonable
time it shall bs in order for any eenator to
demand that debate thereon ba closed. On
such demand no debate ehall be in order,
and pending such demand no other mo-
tion, except ome motion to adjourv, shall
ba made. If such demand shall be
secorded by a majority of the senators
present, the question shail forthwith be
taken thereupon without debate,

If the senate shall decide to close
debate on any bill, resolution or other
question,the question shall take precedence
of all other business whatever, and the
question shall bs putupon the amendments,
if avy, then pending, and upon the meas-
ure in its successive stages according to
the rules of the senate, but witkout far-
ther debate, except that every senator who
may desire shall be permitted to speak up-
on the measure, including all amendments,
vot more than once, and not exceeding
thirty minutes. Y

After the Senate shall have decided to
close debate as herein provided no motion
shall bs in order bat a motion to adjourm
or Lo take a recess, when such motion shall
be seconded by a majority of the Seuate.
When either of said motions ehall have
been lost or shall have failed of a second, it
shall not be in order to renew the same un-
til one Benator shall bave spoken upon the
pending measurs or one vote npon the same
shall have intervened.

Pendicg precedure under the foregoing
rule no proceeding in respect of a quorum
eball be in order uptil it shall have appear-
ed, upon a division or a taking of the yeas
and nays, thas a quorum is not present and
votizg. Pending proceedings under the
foregoing rule all questiens of order, wheth-
er upoa appeal or otherwise, shali ba de-
cided without debate, and po obstructive
or dilatory motion or prcceeding of any
kind =hall be in order.

The Lynchburg Virginian says that*fore
most in the attempt to inaugurate ‘‘gag-
law” in the Sepate isa Hoar, of Massachu-
setts, who is familiarly known among the
newspaper fraternity as ‘‘Grandma.”
